“WOR-L-D! WOR-L-D! WOR-L-D!” by Columbia University

1. Nobel Prize winning author Heinrich Boll was never a member, although he did fight in the German Wehrmacht* for six years.  In the 1993 film "Swing Kids," Peter was a very reluctant member while Thomas was gung ho.  FTP, upon being named Pope, Josef Ratsinger caught some flack for having been involved with this organization which made Nazism fun for the kiddies.
Answer: Hitler Youth (Hitler-Jugend)
2. His father is the sky god Nyame,* on whose command he brings rain to quench forest fires and determines the borders of oceans and rivers during floods.  He created the sun and the moon as well as the first man, into whom Nyame breathed life.  He set himself up as the first king of human beings and married Nyame’s daughter, but despite his cleverness he was defeated by the wax girl, to whom he stuck fast after striking her with his legs.  FTP, name this Ashanti trickster god, who takes the form of a spider.

Answer: Anansi

3. As a teenager he had read Aristotle's Metaphysics 40 times, but still could not understand its meaning—at least until he found a book by Farabi*.  By 18 he was a well-known physician with a great understanding of mathematics, philosophy and also a hedonistic lifestyle.  FTP, name this Renaissance man, who was born in 980 in present day Uzbekistan, would assume appointments as a royal physician or intellectual through Iran and Central Asia and authored The Book of Healing and The Canon of Medicine.

Answer: Avicenna or Ibn Sina

4. Although much of his career was consumed with fighting Louis XIV in Flanders and elsewhere, probably the most influential action of his reign was the establishment of the Bank of England.* No stranger to government, he served as Stadtholder of Holland beginning in 1672, and took power in England following the Glorious Revolution of 1688. FTP, name this man, who ruled England alongside Mary II.

Answer: William III (Prompt on William of Orange)

5. The Rock, The Isle of the Dead*, Symphonic Dances, Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom, All Night Vigil (Or Vespers).  The Bells, Etudes Tableaux, Preludes Op. 23 and 32, and the Morceaux de Fantasie, especially the Prelude in C Sharp Minor.  FTP name the composer of these works, who also The Rhapsody on a Theme of Paganini.  


Answer: Sergei Rachmaninoff

6. The 1965 movie Incubus, starring William Shatner, was performed entirely in this language. Its first grammar was published under the pseudonym Dr. Hopeful* in 1887. Created by  L.L. Zamenhof , it was developed to promote international understanding and serve as a universal second language. Its backers also believe that learning it reduces the time necessary to learn other languages. FTP, name this, the world’s most widely spoken artificially constructed language.

Answer: Esperanto
7. Medieval and Renaissance scholars used his historical treatises as examples of good Latin rhetoric while they criticized his private life.*  A partisan of Caesar who served as Tribune of the Plebs and later as Governor of Africa, he turned to historical writing as a hobby after his retirement from public life.  FTP name this Roman historian, author of the treatises on the Jugurthine war and on the Catilinian conspiracy.

Answer: C. Sallustius Crispus
8. In Mossi and Dioula, its native languages, its name means “The land of upright people”*.  Its Prime minister, since November of 2000, is Paramanga Ernest Yonli.  Benin, Togo, Ghana, Cote D’ivoire, Mali, Niger and Nigeria all border it.  FTP What African nation has its capitol at Ougadougou.

Answer: Burkina Faso
9. A British statistician and economist, he was a well-reputed financial journalist and was appointed in 1876 as the head of the statistical department in the Board of Trade*.  His principal publications include The Progress of the Working Classes, The Growth of Capital, and The Case against Bimetallism, but his best known contribution to economics is the concept of a product for which demand increases as price increases.  FTP, name this man, whose eponymous inferior goods are exemplified by potatoes during the Irish potato famine.

Answer: Sir Robert Giffen

10. She began her career in 1909 when Etienne Balsan, a textile heir, gave her the money necessary to open a store selling ladies hats*. With a philosophy of “simplicity is the keynote of all true elegance,” she popularized such innovations as the little black dress as well as a namesake suit made famous by Jackie Kennedy and the world’s most popular perfume. FTP, name this woman, who founded the fashion house currently run by Karl Lagerfeld.

Answer: Coco Chanel

11. He met his wife Elena shortly before ending up in a concentration camp where he met Gheorghe Gheorghiu-Dej*. Rising from the ministry of agriculture to first secretary of the nation’s workers party, he gained popularity for his independent stances and willingness to defy the USSR. FTP identify this Romanian dictator, who was captured and shot by revolutionaries on Christmas Day, 1989.

Answer: Nicolae Ceauşescu
12. In Korean mythology, this creature was caught by a poor fisherman*, who was richly rewarded by the Dragon King when he set it free.  In Japanese mythology, a giant one lives in Lake Biwa and devours people who drown there.  In Chinese mythology, this animal changes into a dragon if it can swim up the fast-flowing Yellow River.  FTP, name this fish, associated in India with the star Rohini and called “rohita,” or “the red fish.”

Answer: carp (prompt on “fish” before it is mentioned)

13. Attacking psychoanalysis and Marxism despite their apparently logical invincibility, in his epistemological opus he distinguishes science from pseudo-science for the former's testability and refutability*.  In his collection of lectures he extends these principles to the study of social and political sciences.  Continuing in this vane, he correlates historicism to totalitarianism and champions democracy in The Open Society and Its Enemies.  FTP, Name the Viennese-born Knight, philosopher, and author of Conjectures and Refutations.  

Answer: Sir Karl Raimund Popper

14. Making extensive use of intelligence gathering and siege weapons, he brought the Russian principalities to their knees before annihilating the Poles and Hungarians. The son of Qaban*, a blacksmith, he rose from humble beginnings in the service of Genghis Khan to become the chief strategist of Genghis and Ogedai Khan. FTP identify this Mongol field commander whom Genghis called one of his “dogs of war.” 
Answer:  Subutai

15. Born in 1983 to a gymnast and a soccer player*, she began playing at age 6 and rose the national ranks until her professional debut in 1999. In her second professional tournament, Wimbledon, she lost as a qualifier to Steffi Graf in the 4th round. Later that year, she was one game from defeating eventual champion Serena Williams at the US Open, the same situation she found herself in at the Australian Open in 2002, again losing to Williams. However, she finally overcame her Grand Slam difficulties this year. FTP, name the 2005 US Open Women’s champion from Belgium.

Answer: Kim Clijsters
16. The composer was commissioned to write this piece by the eccentric Count Walsegg von Stuppach, who planned to have it performed as his own composition.* The original Sussmayr completion remains the most widely performed version. The composer probably did not continue writing the piece on his deathbed—his hands had become too swollen, likely from trichinosis that he got after eating his wife Constanze’s undercooked pork. Name this musical work started but not completed by Mozart in 1791.

Answer: Requiem Mass in D minor (K. 626)

17. In 1739 he became the Duke of Holstein-Gottorp, and later planned a war to restore Schleswig to his Duchy. His aunt was influential in his life, naming him as her heir and arranging his marriage to Ekaterina Alexeievna*. Eventually overthrown by his wife and Grigori Orlov, FTP, who was this grandson of Peter the Great, Russian Tsar and husband of Catherine the Great.

Answer: Peter III Fyodorovitch (accept Karl Peter Ulrich)

18. It is a progressive metal band from Germany formed by Andy Kuntz.  It is a Greek city on the Asian side of the Hellespont, home to Leander*, who drowned as he swam the channel to meet his beloved Hero.  It is a planet with three moons, home to an agrarian population of desert dwellers enslaved by their other-worldly kidnapper to mine naquadah.  FTP, give the common name, also shared by the holy city of Osiris, who was buried there.
Answer: Abydos
19. He was born into one of Britain’s premier Whig families in May, 1872; at age 4 he was under the care of his grandmother, the Lady Frances Elliot,* and he remarked that the only thing keeping him from suicide was a desire to learn mathematics. He did go on to make some hot mathematical achievements, but his radical political views led him to a six-month prison sentence in Brixton during World War I and a Nobel Prize in Literature in 1950. FTP, name the hombre who, with Alfred North Whitehead, wrote the three-volume Principia Mathematica.

Answer: Bertrand Russell
20. Born in Shandong province, he experienced famine during the Great Leap Forward, an experience he writes about in his essay, “I can’t forget about eating.”* Like Faulkner, many of his stories take place in the fictional Northeast Gaomi township, including “The Garlic Ballads” and one of his newest works, “Big Breasts and Wide hips.” Howard Goldblatt translates most of his works into English from Mandarin. For ten points, name this modern Chinese writer, best known to foreign readers as the author of Red Sorghum, made into a 1987 film directed by Zhang Yimou. 

Answer: Mo Yan

21. In this period of Japanese history, Sugawara no Michizane wrote the short poem, “The Lamp Goes Out,”* an example of the Chinese style prose and poetry that remained central at the time. In Uji, the Phoenix Pavilion was constructed. In this religious world, Tendai Buddhism and Shingon (or Esoteric Buddhism) were very much in vogue. Politically, the Fujiwara clan was the most powerful family in Japan at the time. FTP, name this period lasting from 794-1185, during which the Tale of Genji was published.

Answer: Heian Period
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1. Identify these Women of the French Revolution FTPE

a. Her Declaration of the Rights of Women and the Female Citizen was her most famous works, though within 2 years her other writings would earn her a trip to the national razor.



Answer: Olympia de Gouges
b. She’s nearly as famous as her husband, who’s better known for his work with Combustion and oxygen than his role as a Tax Collector, a credential which earned him a trip to the guillotine as well.


Answer: Madame Lavoisier (Marie-Anne Pierette Paulze)
c. With a copy of Plutarch on her, she paid a visit to Jean-Paul Marat ostensibly to reveal details of a Girondist uprising. Instead she plunged a knife into his chest, before, yes, she too was guillotined.


Answer: Charlotte Corday

21. Answer these infectious tropical disease questions for F15PE.

a. This hemorrhagic fever, prevalent from Africa to the Americas, is caused by flaviviruses carried by mosquitoes and has been blazing a trail of death through Southeast Asia, where populations are more immunologically naive.



Answer:  Dengue Hemorrhagic Fever

b. Infective larvae are carried by Simulium flies.  After maturing, females produce millions of tiny larvae which migrate to the dermis to be picked up by feeding Simulium.  Confused larvae migrate to the corneas, causing this namesake illness, also known as Onchocerciasis (pronounced: Unky-sare-SY-uh-sis).
