1. The Sea of the South, The Eastern Sea, The Sea of the Edge, The Sea of Foam, The Sea of Islands, The Known Sea (*), Sea of Clouds, The Sea of Waves, The Cold Sea, The Sea of Nectar, The Sea of Snakes, The Sea of Showers, The Ocean of Storms, The Sea of Crises, The Sea of Serenity, The Sea of Moisture, The Sea of Vapours, The Sea of Muscovy, The Sea of Fecundity, The Sea of Cleverness, Smyth’s Sea, and Humboldt’s Sea.  All of these non-bodies of water can be found on—FTP—what satellite, along with The Sea of Tranquility?

FTP, these are all things commonly done with what two fingers?


Answer: the middle and index fingers (prompt on “things you can do with fingers”)
3. Reckless, the dog; Myrtle, the goat, and her kid, Gingerbread; Chance, the milk cow, and her calf, Bullet; Chance, the other milk cow, and her calf, Dynamite; Cindy and Calico, Elizabeth’s cat and rabbit (*); Harold, the female cat, and her kittens, Apollo and Aphrodite; Nick, Jeffery’s Dog; Jim Bob Junior, Jim Bob’s duckling; Daisy, Mary Ellen’s lamb; Chirpee, Grandma’s canary; and Blue, a mule given to Jon Boy by Granny Kechum.  FTP, these are just some of the pets owned by what titular TV family throughout its 10-season run?


Answer: The Waltons (accept “pets of the Waltons” and equivilants on early buzz.)

4. Name’s the same.  In software engineering, they are Erich Gamma, Richard Helm, Ralph Johnson and John Vlissides, authors of the seminal book Design Patterns.  In comic books, they were Baldie, Four-Eyed Ming, One-Eyed Draco, and Heartbreak Kid (*), a subset of the “Oriental Heroes”.  In British history, they were Shirley Williams, William Rodgers, Roy Jenkins and David Owen, founders of Social Democratic Party in 1981. Answer: Macbeth (accept equivalents like “Double, double, toil and trouble; Fire, burn; and caldron, bubble.” Or “Three witches from Macbeth” before given.)

One the stars of Wayne’s World; a famous South African musician; the male lead in Species II; the Frenchman who spoke the only word heard in the 1976 comedy(*), Silent Movie; the Yankee who had his number 7 retired; the author of Gone with the Wind; the actor who played the villain in Star Trek Generations; one of the stars of The Seven Year Itch; the psychopathic killing machine in the Halloween movie franchise; the director of Fahrenheit 9/11; and the star of 8 Mile all share, FTP, what alliterative trait?


Answer: people whose first and last names begin with “M” (accept equivilants)
10. Kapre is tree demon with glowing eyes who smokes a leg-sized cigar.  The ragit-ragit are tree-dwelling false Caucasoids, and the mameleu are malevolent serpents believed in by Hiligaynons (*).  Engkantos are invisible rice-field dwellers that inflict suffering on humans, while Ikapati is kind-hearted goddess of cultivated land and Lumauig is a high deity invoked to bless gathered grain.  Whereas Wakwak is the self-segmenter to the Visayan, Mangalok is the self-segmenter in Cuyonon folklore.  FTP, this is just and extraordinarily brief introduction to what subject, the ancient religious beliefs of the inhabitants of an Asian archipelago once known as the Spanish East Indies?


Answer: Pilipino mythology
11. Sweet C, Roxanne, Cecil, Aunt Nora, Angie, Baby T, Bill Blass, Billie Hoke, square time Bob, and the Peruvian lady.  The rocks of hell (*), beautiful boulders, gift-of-the-sun, pebbles, gravel, Cloud 9, white horse, fish scales, climax, slab, and heaven dust.  Cat's pee, sweet stuff, star-spangled powder, demolish, devil's dandruff, applejacks, gutter glitter, California cornflakes, candy cane, Bolivian marching powder, booger sugar, and blow. FTP, by what collective title are these wrathful deities who battle evil known as in Tibetan Buddhism?

Answer: The Eight Terrible Ones OR The Dharmapala
13. Many cats, as well as ferrets, will do this as part of their limited (but generally successful) arsenal of actions that might frighten away dogs and other predators.  Some walruses do this into sand banks (*) to loosen clams and other shellfish.  Some cobras don't wait to bite, and instead do this, sending a spray of strong venom at their enemy.  The most common animal thought of with regards to this action, however, are probably llamas, which do it at each other to enforce territorial boundaries.  FTP, what is this action, also called “expectoration”, a sign of disgust in humans when directed at one another.


Answer: spitting (NOT “spraying”)
14. Fill in the blank.  [Blank] Santini, the Luis Alberni chracter in 1931's Side Show.  [Blank] Dyke, a mineral-rich plateau above the Limpopo in Zimbabwe.(*) [Blank] Cackler, the Egyptian god Geb, father of Isis, who sometimes took on the form of a goose.  [Blank] Auk, an extinct flightless bird also known as the garefowl.  [Blank] Abdication, the Bible-derived theory that “Christ”, at the end of the Age of Ages, will return his power to “God the Father”.  [Blank] Wave Off Kanagawa, celebrated painting by Hokusai.  FTP, what two-word phrase completes the above titles, as in [Blank] Depression, a time in U.S. history marked by ecomonic hardship which began in 1929.


Answer: The Great (need both words; prompt on “Great”)

Kiefer Sutherland, Jerry Hall, St. Benedict, Jim Thorpe, Alanis Morissette, Kofi Annan, Jackson Pollock, Mario Andretti, Aaron Carter, Joseph Fiennes, and Isabella Rosselini have less famous ones; while Shane Barbi, Barbara Bush, Evan Lowenstein, and Tamara Mowry all have ones that are as famous at they are.  FTP, what name is given to these pairs of people, whether they be fraternal or identical?

Answer: twins
16. Kukapetl [coo-ka-petal], from the cartoon series Cities of Gold.  Kiki, in Blyton's Adventure books.  Lago was one that resided in pages of Tintin (*).  Long John Silver had one named “Captain Flint” in Robert Louis Stevensons’ Treasure Island.  Dr. Doolittle’s loquacious and over-anxious one was named Polynesia.  Gilbert Godfried voiced one named Iago in Disney’s Aladdin.  FTP, name this avian of the family Psittacidae, which comes in the delightfully expired Norwegian Blue variety.


Answer: parrot
17. It traces it roots to early 1930s New York, where Edwin Lowe, who had seen the game played at traveling carnivals in the South, introduced it to his socialite friends. (*)  Larger-scale, outside versions of this game are now played annually in the U.S. and Australia with marked-off grazing fields, cows, and their feces.  Scientists in Canada have identified a condition caused by over-exposure to the smoke-laden “halls” where it usually takes place.  Originally played with beans, it is now often played with chips or even markers and disposable boards.  FTP, name this game where random numbers are called-off to players who hope to make lines of 5 somewhere on their playing grid.


Answer: Bingo!

In 1962, First Lady Jacqueline Kennedy took television viewers on an intimate tour of the White House, and in 1929, seven gangster rivals of Al Capone were murdered in Chicago, Illinois.  FTP, all of these events happened on what day, also know “Little Candy Hearts Day”.


Answer: February 14th OR Valentine’s Day

(10) HIS LUCK: In the early 1940s, he undertook triumphant lecture tour of the USA, having lead Bomber Command on the Dambusters Raid, one of the great successes of WWII.  HIS LACK: Upon returning to service soon after, his plane crashed in the Netherlands on a relatively minor raid.

Answer: Guy Gibson

(10) Epistaxis

(5) Epistaxis is an acute hemorrhage from the nostril, nasal cavity, or nasopharynx.

Answer: nosebleed

(5) Enuresis is the involuntary nocturnal discharge of urine.

Answer: bed wetting
(10) Tinea pedis

(5) Tinea pedis is a skin infection caused by fungus that prefers moist, warm skin, such as the folds between the toes.
Answer: athlete's foot

11. Name these sometimes-misattributed-for-one-another pairs of famous people from descriptions.  You’ll 15 points for getting both parts correct, or 5 points for one (Note: the names need to said in the correct order):

(15 or 5) The first was an early rock and roller who added a Latin element to the genre.  He had a big hit with the crooning rock ballad 'Donna', but the catchy B side 'La Bamba' remains his best known song.  The second is one of the few black singers to thrive in the early 60s Greenwich Village folk scene.  Using a percussive, jazzy guitar style, he was one of the unexpected stars of the 1969 Woodstock festival and is still performs live shows.


Answers: Ritchie Valens & Richie Havens
(15 or 5) The first was a half-brig which was found adrift off Gibraltar in late 1872. Ten people are thought to have drowned after setting off in a small boat after abandoning it, wrongly convinced it was sinking.  The Second is an early story by Conan Doyle which elaborated and embroidered the above facts.

Answers: The Mary Celeste & The Marie Celeste
12. A few child stars from film and TV later turned up in rock and pop groups.  See if you can name them from descriptions, FTPE:

(10) As a teenage actress, she starred with Rikki Lake in John Waters' Hairspray.  She later fronted the grunge-pop band Eve's Plum and even later sang solo under the moniker Vitamin C.

Answer: Colleen Fitzpatrick
(10) As a boy, he played the Artful Dodger in a theatre version of Oliver! and had a small part in the Beatles' flick A Hard Day's Night.  Much later, he moved to the front and became a singer/drummer.


Answer: Phil Collins
(10) From the age of 9, she played Jennifer Keaton in the sitcom “Family Ties.”  Later, she fronted the rock band Jaded.


Answer: Tina Yothers
13. Some incredible names exist in Hollywood; some incredible names were created there.  I’ll give you a famous person and a few clues as to what they named their son/daughter, and you see if you can identify the moniker they bestowed.  For instance, if I said “Gywneth Paltrow was either fruity or seeing red or both when she named her daughter this,” you’d say, “Apple.”  Ten apiece.

(10) Shawn Colvin named her daughter this, a Roman Latin name for a region corresponding approximately to that part of Great Britain that is north of a line between the mouths of the Forth and the Clyde.  In modern English, her name is used often as a poetic or romantic name for Scotland.


Answer: Caledonia
(10) One of Gary Oldman’s sons bears this name, also the pseudonym used by Jonathan Swift in a book mimicking the style of travel reporting that was common to his time.


Answer: Gulliver
(10) Lauryn Hill named her son this, a biblical word used to refer to the hill in Jerusalem that was the site of Solomon's temple.  Now, the name is used more to symbolize Jerusalem and the Promised Land of God to come.


Answer: Zion
14. Answer the following about names and words with something common, FTPE:

(10) This word is the name given to a frilly type of ballet skirt and the surname of a Nobel winning churchman named Desmond.

Answer: Tutu
(10) This is the name given to both West African mystical charms and the magic associated with them.


Answer: juju  (as in “bad juju”.)
(10) This is the name of the character played Karolyn Grimes in It’s a Wonderful Life.  George Bailey, after finding her petals, exclaims: “Well, what do you know about that. Merry Christmas, Bert!”


Answer: Zuzu

15. Name the following movies about WWII submarines F15PE:

(15) This 1958 movie starring Clark Gable & Burt Lancaster, features Gable as the commander of a submarine sunk by the Japanese during the war who is finally given a chance to skipper another sub after a year of working a desk job.  His single-minded determination for revenge against the destroyer that sunk his previous vessel, however, puts his new crew in unnecessary danger.


Answer: Run Silent, Run Deep
(15) This 1941 movie, made about the early years of the war, concerns a damaged U-boat stranded in a Canadian bay. The Fanatical Nazi captain and his crew must reach the neutral United States or be captured.  The movie, starring Leslie Howard & Laurence Olivier, contains many political messages from director Michael Powell and writer Emeric Pressburger.
