1. Blue-mold varieties are made by inoculating early-stage products with Penicillium glaucum or other closely related molds, creating distinct veining patterns (*).  Washed-rind varieties are periodically bathed in a saltwater brine as they age, making their surfaces amenable to smear bacteria which impart pungent odors and distinctive flavors.  A common tale about the discovery of this tells of an Arab nomad carrying various liquids across the desert in containers made from camels’ stomachs.  The stomachs, of course, contained the enzyme rennet, which helps separate curd from whey.  FTP, what is this foodstuff commonly consumed as cheddar, mozzarella, and parmesan?

2. It consists of the IBRD, IFC, IDA, MIGA, and ICSID. (*) Members can choose which of these agencies they sign up to individually, with the IBRD having 184 members and the other institutions having between 140 and 176 collectively.  The 5 institutions are all run by a Board of 24 Executive Directors, with each Director representing either one country (for the largest countries), or a group of countries. By convention, the President has always been American, while the Managing Director has always been a European.  FTP, identify this organization, headquartered in Washington, DC, and headed by Paul Wolfowitz.


Answer: World Bank
3. A group of ex-technologists from this organization created InfoTame, a company the makes artificial intelligence software (*) which was formerly used to sort and filter signals intelligence.  It was organized into directorates, the seventh of which chiefly concerned with surveillance, and the ninth of which was a 40,000-man uniformed guard that served the principal CPSU leaders and protected major Soviet government facilities, including nuclear weapons stocks.  FTP, identify this organization that was formed in 1959 as an offshoot of the MVD and was dissolved in 1991 by General Vadim Bakatin.


Answer: KGB or Committee for State Security
4. “This is preeminently the time to speak the truth, the whole truth, frankly and boldly. Nor need we shrink (*) from honestly facing conditions in our country to-day. This great Nation will endure as it has endured, will revive and will prosper. So, first of all, let me assert my firm belief that the only thing we have to fear is fear itself-nameless, unreasoning, unjustified terror, which paralyzes needed efforts to convert retreat into advance.”  So said what president in his first inaugural address on March 4, 1933?


Answer: Franklin Delano Roosevelt 

5. In the Matrix, Neo is shown to live here.  A 2001 movie of the same name was directed by Mark Sheppard and starred Vincent Castellanos (*), and in the 2005 series of UK’s Big Brother, a housemate was required to enter this to complete tedious and unpleasant tasks.  Supposedly, it is named after a conference room at BBC Broadcasting House where its creator sat through tedious meetings.  In context, it is the place where Winston Smith is to have his face gnawed by rats.  FTP, name this torture chamber in which a prisoner is subjected to his own worst nightmare, from the novel Nineteen Eighty-Four by George Orwell.


Answer: Room 101
6. Cimex hemipterus, found in tropical regions, infest poultry and bats, while Leptocimex boueti, found in the tropics of West Africa and South America (*) , infest bats and humans.  These nocturnal insects live by hematophagy, the feeding on the blood of humans and other warm-blooded hosts.  They are reddish brown, flattened, oval, and wingless, with microscopic hairs that give them a banded appearance. A common misconception is that they are not visible to the naked eye, but adults grow to 4 to 5 mm in length and do not move quickly enough to escape the notice of an attentive observer.  FTP, what are these six-legged pests which children are told not let bite them after they turn out the light.


Answer: Bedbugs
7. Dhul-Qarnain, often assumed to be this man, is figured prominently in the 18th Surah of the Koran (*), entitled “The Cave,” which refers to him as an instrument of God to punish the wicked and reward the just.  Many historians believe that he is basis for the King of Club in every deck of playing cards.  Caligula stole his armor from his tomb in Alexandria.  Born in 356 BC, he was only 23 when—outnumbered—he crushed Persian King Darius’ troops at the Battle of Issus.  FTP, who is this man and lover of Hephaestion, also notable for once being crowned Pharaoh of Egypt in Memphis?


Answer: Alexander the Great OR Alexander III of Macedonia

8.  This aramid consists of long polymeric chains with a parallel orientation, deriving its strength from inter-molecular hydrogen bonds and aromatic stacking interactions between aromatic groups in neighboring strands.  Also known as Twaron and (*) poly-paraphenylene terephthalamide, this synthetic fiber is five times stronger than steel, weight for weight, and withstands temperatures above 400°C without melting.  Other than its most famous usage, one might find it in aircraft frames, car tires, firefighting gear, or sports equipment.  FTP, identify this material invented by the DuPont Corporation in the early 1960s, made famous for its use in bulletproof vests.


Answer: Kevlar
9. This country experienced a short-lived period of relative economic growth in late 1960s, still regarded by some as a "golden era".   Several of this country’s leading politicians, such as Ion Iliescu and (*) Corneliu Manescu, were sent to lower “dissident” positions.   The country's foreign debt sharply increased between 1977 and 1981, from $3 to $10 billion.  Thus, the influence of international financial organisms such as the IMF or the World Bank grew, conflicting with Nicolae Ceauşescu [nee-koh-LAH-yay chah-oo-SHESS-koo] autarchic policies.  FTP, name this country that became a member of NATO in 2004, and is due to join the European Union on January 1, 2007.


Answer: Romania
10. Claire Bartel is pregnant with her second child when she is molested by her obstetrician, Dr. Mott, on a routine checkup. (*) After Claire tells her husband, Michael, about being sexually violated, the couple tells the authorities, and more women come forward to corroborate the Bartels' story. Feeling that his career is over, Dr. Mott commits suicide.  After the funeral, Mrs. Mott has miscarriage and decides to take revenge for her broken life by killing Claire and stealing her baby.  This is the plot of—FTP—what 1992 thriller starring Rebecca De Mornay as a vengeful nanny?


Answer: The Hand That Rocks the Cradle (is the hand that rules the world)
11. In New Orleans, there are nine streets are named for them.  Local cults who followed them were often associated with springs or fountains. (*)  They were especially venerated in Boeotia, near Helicon, and in Delphi and the Parnassus, where Apollo became known as “Mousagetes”.    The poet Sappho of Lesbos is sometimes called the tenth.  In Renaissance art, they are often distinguished by certain props, such as the flute of Euterpe or the writing tablet of Calliope.  FTP, what is the collective name for the daughters of Zeus and Mnemosyne, the goddess of memory?


Answer: The Muses
12. The reasons for the event remain complex: the two sides were in opposition due to politics, business concerns, and other ideological factors. One side was viewed by their enemies as badge-toting pimps (*) who ruthlessly enforced the business interests of the town; the other side was viewed by their enemies as cattle rustlers, thieves, and murderers.  Ike Clanton, who had insisted on the showdown, ironically was unarmed and actually fled unscathed, while Billy Clanton and the McLaury brothers were killed.  FTP, identify this altercation between the Clantons and the Earps.


Answer: Gunfight at the O.K. Corral OR Showdown at …etc. (accept equivalents)
13. Born in Los Angeles in 1938, graduated from University of Notre Dame, attended the University of Newcastle on a Marshall Scholarship, and finally received his law degree at Harvard.  His brother, Paul, was an unsuccessful candidate for the U.S. House in 2004 (*), while he was an unsuccessful for the Democratic nomination for President in 1988.  He was the initial consideration of President Clinton to replace Justice Harry Blackmun, but had to settle for remaining the Secretary of the Interior instead.  FTP, name this politician, the Governor of Arizona from 1978 to 1987.


Answer: Bruce Edward Babbitt
14. In Windows, the key sequence Alt + [this] will create a capital U umlaut.  Using the web coding language CSS attributes a dark gray color (*) to any web page object using its shorthanded hexadecimal format.  It is a common nickname for Benzene Hexachloride, a powerful insecticide, and is also the sum of all the numbers on a typical roulette wheel.  DCLXVI represents it in Roman numerals, an oddity as each letter appears only once, and it is also the port used when P-v-P-ing via TCP in DooM.  FTP, what is 3-digit number, also known as the “Number of the Beast”?


Answer: 666
15. “The deadliest weapon in the world is a marine and his rifle. It is your killer instinct (*) which must be harnessed if you expect to survive in combat. Your rifle is only a tool. It is a hard heart that kills. If your killer instincts are not clean and strong you will hesitate at the moment of truth. You will not kill. It saw action (*) at the Battle of Iwo Jima and the Battle of Okinawa, and—after being in the Korean War—was decommissioned.  Recommissioned in the 1980s, she launched the Gulf War’s first salvo: 28 tomahawks.  She now proudly moors next to the USS Arizona Memorial as a reminder not wake a sleeping giant.  FTP, name this ship, also affectionately known as “Mighty Mo.”


Answer: USS Missouri
17. A consistent motif in the book is the excellent simplicity of Mozart.  In 1926, the author had several sessions of psychoanalysis with Dr. I. Lang, a student of Carl Jung, and Jungian notions (*) of “self” as a complex superimposition and not a monolithic whole form the philosophical basis of this book.  It is presented as a manuscript by its protagonist, a middle-aged man named Harry Haller, which he left to the nephew of his landlady, who decided to print it, adding a short preface of his own.  FTP, name this novel by Hermann Hesse, also the name of the kickass 1960s rock band known primarily for “Born to Be Wild” and “Magic Carpet Ride”.


Answer: Steppenwolf
18. They can be dissolved by oral urso_deoxy_cholic acid, but the drug is very expensive, and they recur once the drug is stopped.  They can sometimes be moved or removed by endoscopic retrograde sphincter_otomy (*) and endoscopic retrograde chol_angio_pancrea_tography.  Increased estrogen levels resulting from pregnancy, hormone therapy, or birth control pills may increase cholesterol levels in bile and also decrease gallbladder movement, possibly resulting in the formation of these.  FTP, name these nasty little pebbles also called choleliths.

19. FTP, name this military base that will spell the end of the world should its supercomputers ever merge with a Dawson’s Creek Trapper Keeper.

20. “Her” grave can be found in the Perpetual Adoration Garden & Historic Cemetery in St. Martinsville, Louisiana, with a statue of her –posed for by silent film star Dolores Del Rio—found nearby (*).  She crosses the landscapes of America, spending years in a search of Gabriel after their separation in the Great Expulsion.  Settling in Philadelphia as an old woman, she works as a nurse and, while tending the dying during an epidemic, she finds Gabriel among the sick, who soon dies in her arms.  FTP, who is this Acadian titular character of a Longfellow poem?

Answer: Evangeline
21. In Rabat, one called “The Oudaya”, serves as a military barracks, is encircled by walls with gates, and was built in the 16th and 17th centuries on ancient foundations. (*) Generally, this world denotes the walled citadel of many North African cities and towns.  The 1938 movie Algiers was most Americans’ introduction to the picturesque alleys and souks of the most famous one, and in Operation Desert Shield, a sound about rockin’ it was the unofficial anthem of Armed Forces Radio.  FTP, identify this type of citadel, whether or not the sharif don’t like it.


Answer: casbah

(10) Weighing almost a ton, this multipurpose spacecraft was launched on August 12, 2005 to—in part—examine potential landing sites.  It is intended to orbit for four years, and to become Mars' fourth active artificial satellite (joining Mars Express, Mars Odyssey, and Mars Global Surveyor).
