“Man” by Columbia University
1. The last of nine children, he was born in 1822 to a prosperous British banker.  As a child, his IQ was estimated to be over 200.*  He dabbled in medicine as a teenager, but soon turned to geography, then meteorology.  Reading Darwin’s Origin of Species returned him to the biological sciences, reinforcing his notion that the great physical, mental, and moral variations among men must be inherited.  FTP, name this scientist, the father of human eugenics.
Answer: Francis Galton
2. Ayn Rand acknowledges an intellectual debt to him in the afterword to her Atlas Shrugged,* making him one of the few philosophers the incomparable Ms. Rand didn’t completely disparage. He was born in Andros, a Macedonian colony, and his father was court physician to King Amyntas III of Macedon. He was orphaned at age ten, and moved to Athens at age eighteen, where he spent the next twenty years of life. FTP, name this ancient philosopher who would later tutor Alexander the Great, the most famous student of Plato.
Answer: Aristotle
3. It is defined as the set of c-values for the function f(x) = x^2 + c for which the critical orbit does not diverge to infinity.* It was first defined in 1905 by French mathematician Pierre Fatou, but he was never able to produce a visual representation of it because there were too many calculations to be done by hand. Its namesake plotted it on a computer, and used it as an index for related Julia sets. FTP, identify this famous fractal named for a French mathematician.
Answer: Mandlebrot Set
4. Born in 1718, he became the fourth Earl after his father’s death in 1729.  One of the British negotiators for the Treaty of Aix-La-Chappelle, he later became First Lord of the Admiralty*.  At this post he was known for his corruption and incompetence.  He is better known for an innovation credited to him, a time saving device which now bears his name.  FTP name this British Aristocrat, who, in order not to have to leave the gambling table to eat, put his food between two slices of bread.  

Answer:  John Montagu, 4th Earl of Sandwich

5. This four-act play was not well received during its brief run in 1821. It shares its name with an episode of Stargate SG-1*, and another play by Aeschylus that survives only in fragments. The dramatis personae of the play, includes Asia, Panthea, Demogorgon, the Spirit of the Hour, and the title figure, who, with the help of Hercules, eventually breaks free of his chains and overthrows the tyrannical rule of Jupiter. FTP, name this Percy Shelley play about the mythological figure who gave fire to the humans. 
Answer: Prometheus Unbound
6. He had a mane of blond hair that shone gold in the sunlight, and his enemies attacked him by claiming he had it dyed. He often wore a lion skin* in emulation to Hercules. Outside of the gladiatorial ring, he was exceedingly paranoid of plots to overthrow him, but all of his executions, including that of his sister Lucilla, didn’t stop the wrestler Narcissus from strangling him to death in AD 192. Name this Roman Emperor played by the dark-haired Joaquin Phoenix in Gladiatior.

Answer: Marcus Aurelius Commodus Antoninus

7. He is one of the Guédés, guardians of the crossroads that dead souls pass on their way to Guinee.  He is the god of love and resurrection, and the first burial site in a cemetery is dedicated to him.*  He is usually depicted with a top hat, black tuxedo, dark glasses, and cotton plugs in the nostril.  He has a white, skull-like face and speaks in a nasal voice.  FTP, name this voodoo god, whom Papa Doc Duvalier impersonated and whom Geoffrey Holder played in the 1973 James Bond flick Live and Let Die.

Answer: Baron Samedi
8. At the outbreak of World War I he volunteered for military service out of patriotism, and joined the Royal Welch Fusiliers as an officer in May of 1915.  In this unit he met Robert Graves, who had a great effect on his literary style.*  As a soldier he was recklessly brave, and his subordinates nicknamed him “Mad Jack”.  However, when he was awarded the Military Cross, he threw it into a river in protest.  FTP name this British poet of the first world war, author of the Daffodil Murderer a close friend of Wilfred Owen. 
Answer:  Siegfried Sassoon
9. Though his father’s third son, he was the first not born to a concubine, and so was designated as heir to the clan.  He caused a scandal by throwing incense at the altar during his father’s funeral, causing his tutor Hirate Masahide to commit seppuku out of shame*.  A brilliant tactician, he won the battle of Okehazama against heavy odds in 1560 by attacking during a thunderstorm.  Other notable acts include his burning of the Buddhist monastary of Enryakuji, and his longtime alliance with future shogun Tokugawa Ieyasu.  FTP Name this Japanese warlord of the warring states period, the first of the three unifiers of Japan. 

Answer: Oda Nobunaga
10. These two small, rounded bodies are yellow in color, about the size of peas, and are located between the two layers of the fascia of the urogenital diaphragm.*  Their excretory ducts open by minute orifices on the floor of the cavernous portion of the urethra.  These glands are homogenous to Bartholin’s glands in females, which secrete mucus to provide lubrication.  FTP, name these glands of the male reproductive system, also known as the bulbourethral glands, which secrete pre-ejaculate fluid.

Answer: Cowper’s glands (accept bulbourethral glands before they are mentioned)
11. Chapters one and two are pretty exciting, but the pace drags in chapters three and four.  The title character attempts to flee to a city in Spain, known to the Greeks as Tartessos, but to the author of the book, as Tarshish*. Later on the protagonist travels to Nineveh, where he prophecies a destruction that the consequent penitence of the people ends up preventing. FTP name this very short book of the bible, in which a reluctant prophet is swallowed and then spit out by a great fish. 
Answer: Jonah or Jonas
12. Some say his first words were “Je Veux,” or “I want.” Fitting for a Valois monarch* who would attempt to depose his own father on numerous occasions. He backed the Lancastrians in England, hoping they would overcome the Yorkists, who were allied with Charles the Bold of Burgundy.  By the end of his reign, he had successfully united much of France and placed the nation on sound financial footing. FTP, identify this French King known to history for his machinations as “The Spider King.”

Answer: Louis XI

13. The corners of the platform on which this 623 CE piece stands are decorated with smaller sculptures of the Guardian Kings of the Four Directions*. Dedicated to the recently deceased Prince Shotoku, the sculpture group was the first significant Buddhist work created in Japan. FTP, name this 3 statue group executed by Tori Busshi, featuring the central figure of the historical Buddha flanked by bodhisattva.

Answer: Shaka Triad or Trinity (accept Shakyamuni)

14. Born in 1852, this successor of A.W. Hofmann to the Chair of Chemistry at the University of Berlin remained there from 1892 until his death in 1919.  He is most known for his work on sugars, particularly the organic synthesis of glucose and purines*.  He gives his name to many chemical reactions, among which are indole synthesis and oxazole synthesis.  FTP name this German, the recipient of the second ever Nobel prize in chemistry in 1902.

Answer: Hermann Emil Fischer
15. His suicide attempt of 1823* was most likely due to the depression he experienced after his prized pupil, Franz Liszt, had left for a European Tour, not due to the unpleasantness of about 30 years prior. Although born in Italy, he considered himself a German composer, as most of his life was spent in Vienna. FTP, name this prolific court composer, well known for his rivalry with Mozart.

Answer: Antonio Salieri
16. We know the date of his death, November 19th, 1703, and the date when he was first placed under the care of the Marquis de Saint-Mars at Pignerol* prison.  Documentary evidence tentatively identifies him as General Vivien de Bulonde, who had abandoned the siege of Cuneo leaving behind his wounded.  Many have speculated about him, including Alexandre Dumas Pere, who identified him as an unacknowleged twin brother of Louis XIV.  FTP name this notorious French prisoner, played by Leonardo di Caprio in the 1998 movie.  

Answer: The Man in the Iron Mask 

17. Connected by cytoplasmic bridges while developing, these cells are said to be “in synchrony,” completing the stages of the cell cycle at the same time. * Before maturity, all of their histones will have been replaced with a special variety, any excess cytoplasm is removed, the nucleus is elongated, mitochondria are concentrated there, and actin microfilaments sit in the head along with the vesicle full of acrosomal enzymes while a flagella is known as the tail.  FTP, Half of what will carry man-genes. 

Answer: Sperm

18. Early in childhood he devoted all his focus on his art, giving little attention to his appearance or anyone else, earning him his nickname, literally translating to, “naughty Tom” or “bad Tom”.* Although he died at age 27, his friendships with Brunelleschi and Donatello allowed him to help revolutionize the world of painting, as seen in his work in the Brancacci Chapel. FTP, name this Renaissance painter of Trinità.

Answer: Masaccio di San Giovanni

19. His first major post came in 1984, when he was appointed first secretary of the Communist Youth League of China. Despite his handling of an uprising in Tibet,* he was in 1992 made a member of the Standing Committee of the Political Bureau, and in September of 2004 elected chairman of the central military commission. FTP, name this man who succeeded Jiang Zemin as the head of state of the People’s Republic of China. 

Answer: Hu Jintao 
20. In one episode of the Drew Carey Show, Drew trips over his dog and breaks it*.  In the Goonies, it's Mrs. Walsh's favorite part. On TV, Bob is constantly smiling because of improvements with his. Late at night Ron Jeremy endorses Extenz, a pill which claims to promote growth in this.  FTP, name this male organ.
Answer: Penis (accept crude variants)

The images of “yellow fog” and “yellow smoke” both appear in this poem*, as does the image of a “necktie rich and modest, but asserted by a simple pin.” The narrator bemoans that he is “not prince hamlet, nor was meant to be,” and near the end of the poem, asks, “Shall I part my hair behind?  Do I dare to eat a peach?” FTP, name this T.S. Eliot poem which begins, “Let us go then, you and I”.
