BEGIN ROUND 1
1. Symptoms include headaches, fatigue, nausea, and possibly comas.  Normally associated with high altitudes, the cerebral form of this occurs when the brain is deprived of oxygenated blood.  The Anemic variety occurs when arterial oxygen pressure is normal, but total oxygen content of the blood is reduced. Ischemic or stagnant varieties occur when blood flow to the tissues is too low. FTP, identify this pathological condition in which the body in whole or part is deprived of element 16, a name which literally translates to “below oxygen”.

2. In 2001, after one of them lost to Floyd Mayweather, Jr., he spent 14 months in prison for beating his pregnant ex-wife.  The other one lost the WBC title to Mayweather in 2002, later reclaiming it and losing it again on May 7.  In the match for the unified lightweight belts, the challenger weighed in at nearly 138½ pounds, losing $120,000 and his chance for the title.  For ten points, name this pair of boxers, whose highly anticipated

rematch occurred on October 5.


Answer: Diego “Chico” Corrales and Jose Luis Castillo
3. A considerable number of birds such as Siberian Thrush, White's Thrush and Dark-throated Thrush migrate to this habitat to take advantage of the long summer days and abundant insect food in that season. Not present in the Southern hemisphere, this biome represents the northern most point at which trees are able to grow.  Furthermore, these trees are primarily conifers, including spruce, pine, and fir.  FTP, name this biome found in Canada and upper Russia which gradually turns into tundra as one moves further north.


Answer: Taiga
4. While the initial prototype failed, Walter Frederick Morrison continued onward.  Wham-O bought Morrison’s new design in 1957 and the toy went on sale the same year.  Those shaped like aerobies typically fly significantly farther than traditional ones.  In 1958, the toy’s name was changed from “Pluto Platter” to, FTP, what misspelling of a Connecticut pie company’s name, possibly to reflect Yale students’ pastime of throwing pie tins around?


Answer: Frisbee
5. His weapon can be wielded underwater due to the two rare crystals used in its casing.  He was one of the four Jedi commanders at the Battle of Geonosis, along with Mace Windu, Shaak Ti and Luminara Unduli, one of the 3 Masters (along with Saesee Tiin and Agen Kolar) to accompany Mace Windu in arresting Chancellor Palpatine.  FTP, name this hero of the Battle of Mon Calamari, a Jedi distinguishable by large, unblinking eyes and a head of tentacle tresses.


Answer: Kit Fisto
6. The value of its constant for a given system depends only on temperature, with the implication that it is possible to shift it in favor the formation of either reactants or products through temperature changes.  Cato Guldberg and Peter Waage described it with an equation and Le Chatelier’s principle describes qualitative predictions that can be made about it.  FTP, give the state of a chemical reaction in which the reaction proceeds at the same rate forwards and backwards, leaving component concentrations unchanged.


Answer: chemical equilibrium
7. Very popular during the 18th century, especially in America during the period of the Revolutionary War, the action of this play centers on forces at Utica, awaiting the arrival of Caesar after his victory at Thapsus.  Brothers Portius and Marcus are both in love with Lucia, the daughter of Lucius, a senatorial ally of the titular General who, in the final act, commits suicide, leaving his supporters to make their peace with the approaching Caesar—an easier task after his death, since he has been Caesar's most implacable foe. FTP, name this 18th century tragedy by Joseph Addison.


Aswer: Cato: A Tragedy
8. Its first owner was the French art critic and anarchist Octave Mirbeau.  Exhibiting the lack of high tension which is seen in most of his later works, Van Gogh considered this painting a study, which is why there are no known drawings for it.  Theo, Van Gogh's brother, thought better of it and quickly submitted it to the Salon des Indépendants in 1889 and nearly a century later, in 1987, it became the most expensive painting ever sold, though this record has since been surpassed. FTP, name this painting, one of the first he did while he was at the asylum at Saint Paul-de-Mausole in the year before his death.


Answer: Irises
9. “I can’t stand it I know you planned it / I’m gonna set it straight, this Watergate / I can’t stand rocking when I’m in here / Because your crystal ball ain’t so crystal clear / So while you sit back and wonder why / I got this fucking thorn in my side / Oh my, it’s a mirage / I’m tellin’ y’all it’s," FTP, what, according to the Beastie Boys? 

Answer: Sabotage
10. These halokanes were used in fire extinguishers and glass (anti)-“fire grenades” until around the end of World War II, while experimentation with chloro_alkanes for fire suppression on military aircraft began at least as early as the 1920s.  Other uses of these include coolants in refrigerators, cleaning solvents for circuit boards, blowing agents for making expanded plastics, and propellants in aerosol cans.  FTP, name this group of chemicals, which—when released into the atmosphere—serve to deplete the ozone layer.


Answer: chloro-flouro-carbons

11. Born the son of a reverend, he was known as a scrupulously honest campaigner. After having been elected Sheriff of Erie County, New York in 1870, he was elected mayor of Buffallo with the slogan “Public Office is a Public Trust” in 1881. As governor of New York, he worked closely with Theodore Roosevelt, and in 1886, he married Francis Folsom, becoming the first President to get married in the White House. For ten points, name this man, the 22nd and 24th President of the United States.

Answer: Grover Cleveland
12. Abandoned by his parents when he was four, he never had the chance to go to school. At the age of 18, he was blown up in a silo explosion, after which he had to teach himself to hear and feel pain again. He earned a correspondence school diploma in nuclear physics, after which he was promptly hired as the vice president of a nuclear power plant.  He was soon demoted to Sector 7G, however, and there developed a blistering hatred for a co-worker.  FTP, name this man who electrocuted himself while acting like his arch nemesis, Homer Simpson.


Answer: Frank Grimes (accept either; prompt on “Grimey”)
13. In a co-rotating reference frame, a particle in circular motion has zero velocity, exactly canceling out this force with centrifugal force.  Unlike centrifugal forces, these appear in inertial reference frames, not just rotating frames.  An orbiting satellite has this force equal to the satellite’s weight, an object at the end of a rope has this force equal to the tension of the rope, and a spinning object’s internal tensile stress provides this, which that keeps the object together.  FTP, name this force, the force pulling an object toward the center of a circular path as the object goes around the circle.


Answer: centriPETAL force (NOT centriFUGAL) 
14. At eight lanes wide, the Fort McHenry Tunnel section of this road is among the widest underwater tunnels in the world.  It generally parallels US-1 for its entire 1,907-mile route, although in some places they are over 100 miles apart. US-1, however, goes through Raleigh, Columbia, and Augusta, three cities that are not served by this road.  The Harbor Tunnel Thruway in Baltimore intersects it at three different points.  FTP, name this interstate highway, was known as a drug route that was nicknamed Cocaine Alley.


Answer: Intersate-95
15. No authentic likeness exists, though a square-jawed idealized image of him was established by the memorial statue by Frederick William Macmonnies erected in 1890 at the site in City Hall Park in New York City upon which he was executed.   Famous for disguising himself as a Dutch schoolteacher to spy in Long Island behind enemy lines, he was captured upon attempting to return to his regiment.  FTP, name this Revolutionary War figure who reportedly said “I only regret that I have but one life to lose for my country.”


Answer: Nathan Hale
16. Identified as a hod carrier in Dublin, he falls to his death from a scaffold or tower or wall.  Subsequent vignettes in the first chapter show him as Wellington at Waterloo, as an explorer invading a land occupied by his aboriginal ancestors, and as the victim of the vengeful pirate queen, Grace O'Malley.  As his family mourns his death, a fight breaks out, whiskey splashes on his corpse, and he rises up from his casket.  FTP, who is this man, the central character of James Joyce's final novel.


Answer: Finnegan
17. A highly unstable compound of this with fluorine was reported by researchers at the University of Helsinki in 2000, but has not yet been confirmed.  2.5 times as soluble in water as nitrogen, this highly stable chemical element is colorless and odorless in both its liquid and gaseous forms, and there are no known true chemical compounds that contain it, which is one of the reasons it was formerly called an inert gas.  Discovered by Ramsey and Travers in 1894, this gas constitutes about 1% of Earth’s atmosphere.  FTP, name this noble gas with an atomic number of 18.


Answer: argon
18. His appearance at the christening of the Enterprise-B raises some questions, as his last appearance after being rescued by Riker and Geordi spending 75 years as essentially computer data in the pattern buffer of—ironically—a transporter.  Excalaiming “...I'll bet it was Jim Kirk himself who hauled the old girl out of mothballs to come looking for me!”, it becomes obvious he has either forgot that he witnessed the loss of Kirk in Generations, simply does not wish to acknowledge or believe it.  FTP, name this Star Trek character played by James Doohan.


Answer: Chief Engineer Montgomery “Scotty” Scott 

19. Its initial reception was lukewarm at best due partly to its innovative structure, which has been likened to a series of Matryoshka dolls, and partly because some believed it to be an earlier, less mature work from “Currer Bell”.  The novel begins with an introduction of Lockwood, who is new to the dark Yorkshire moors where Heathcliff resides, but halfway through the novel the narrator changes and we are told the conclusion of the story by Nelly Dean, the housekeeper and longstanding servant to the Earnshaw family.  FTP, name this book, Emily Brontë’s only novel. 


Answer: Wuthering Heights
20. It appeared in the first book on differential calculus, published in 1696 and named for the author.  However, the discoverer of this relationship was likely Johann Bernoulli, whose lectures formed the basis of the treatise.  Lesser known applicable forms include to the power of infinity, infinity to the power of zero, and infinity minus infinity.  For ten points, name this tool of differentiation, used to determine the limit of a quotient when both the numerator and denominator approach infinity.


Answer: L'Hôpital's Rule or L'Hospital's Rule [pronounced: loh-pih-tahl]
21. An expedition sparked by Sam and Eric ends in Ralph, Jack, and Roger ascending the mountain, and coming back down even quicker.  Jack denounces Ralph as a coward, and leaves his chiefdom to create a new tribe. This new tribe is quickly able to hunt down a pig, and they decide to host a feast where a severed pig head speaks to Simon though it is through hallucination, leading to his untimely and violent death at the hands of the other boys.  FTP, name this book by William Golding about a group of boys who ultimately create a crazed, savage society on a remote island.


Answer: Lord of the Flies
22. Screenwriter Todd Farmer appears in the film playing the character Dallas, named after the character in Alien on which he based much of the film, and David Cronenberg, whose appearance came 13 years after directing an episode of  television series, only agreed to appear in the film if he got killed off.  Two scenes omitted from the final cut serve to explain just how Jason manages to get free and where his machete comes from in Crystal Lake Research Facility.  FTP, name this Friday, the Thirteenth sequel that takes place in space.


Answer: Jason X
23. “Frumious” is a combination of "fuming" and "furious", while “slithy” is a combination of "lithe" and "slimy."  An “outgrabe” resembles something between a bellow and a whistle, with a kind of sneeze in the middle, and “uffish” is a state of mind when the voice is gruffish, the manner roughish, and the temper huffish.  A “borogove” is a thin, shabby-looking bird, a rath is a sort of green pig, and a “bandersnatch” is a swift moving creature with snapping jaws capable of extending its neck.  FTP, these are all words found—but only later elucidated on—in what Lewis Carrol poem?


Answer: Jabberwocky
24. Once a key US ally, this country was from 2001 the base of operations against Taliban-controlled Afghanistan. In 2003, the Senate rebuked President Karimov (ka-REEM-off) for registering his daughter's ex-husband - a U.S citizen - with Interpol as an Islamic fundamentalist. A major freeze in relations came in May 2005, after the U.S. government objected to a military strike against a protest in Andijon which killed over 700 civilians and sent thousands of refugees into neighboring Kyrgyzstan. FTP identify this Central Asian republic, once a close friend of the Bush administration, which numerous Americans have recently been deported from the capital city of Tashkent.


Answer: Uzbekistan
25. Originally a member of the band Commander Venus, this Omaha artist later fronted the band Desaparecidos and in 2004 produced two split EP's in collaboration with Spoon's Britt Daniel and artist Nena Dinova.  More recently, he released two albums of new material and appeared on Jay Leno, singing the song "When the President Talks to God," a scathing attack on President Bush.  FTP, name this folk singer who is synonymous with his major vehicle band, Bright Eyes.

Answer: Conor Oberst (prompt on “Bright Eyes” on an early buzz)
26. Written in the style that linguists would later refer to as the Alliterative Revival, it is told in the North-West Midlands dialect of Middle English.  In the story, a deer, a fox, and a boar are exchanged for a total of six kisses less one silk girdle, a transaction that both harms the protagonist and saves him from death.  FTP, name this 14th century metrical romance that saw its first modern edition published by J.R.R. Tolkien and E.V. Gordon in 1925.


Answer: Sir Gawain and the Green Knight
27. He is known for a photograph of him leaping off a wall towards the pavement, called "Leap Into the Void."  In 1960, he held a black tie affair where he conducted his, literally, Monotone Symphony, while naked female models rolled around in blue paint on a giant canvas for several minutes, a demonstration of his Anthropometry (an-thruh-pah-muh-tree) style.  For ten points, name this concept artist, perhaps best known for patenting his own shade of ultramarine, IKB, and naming it after himself.


Answer:  Yves Klein
28. Unstable ones have a mean lifetime of 886 seconds, but the existence of stable clusters of these particles in groups of four has been hypothesized by a team led by Francisco-Miguel Marqués at the CNRS Laboratory for Nuclear Physics, and is based on observations of the disintegration of beryllium-14 nuclei.  Its antiparticle was discovered by Bruce Cork in the year 1956, a year after the antiproton was discovered.  FTP, name this subatomic particle whose variance accounts for different isotopes of elements.


Answer:  Neutron
29. There are seven direct sons of Mawu, interethnic and related to natural phenomena or historical or mythical individuals, dozens of ethnic God-Actor defenders of certain clans or tribes, as well as the modern God-Actors, mostly coming from Ghana.  Beninese and Haitian beliefs are similar, with an emphasis on one’s ancestors, while African believers focus more on the Mami Wata, Legba, Gu, and Sakpata.  FTP, identify this term that applies to the branches of a West African ancestor-based spiritist-animist religious tradition.


Answer: Voodoo 
30. When interpreted as a projective test, results are poorly verifiable. The Exner system of scoring attempts to fix this problem by interpreting what test factors—such as shading, color, or outline—lead to what specific comments, but problems of test validity remain.  The Holtzman Test was developed as an alternative to this, but its uses have proved primarily experimental and clinical, not psychoanalytical.  FTP, name this method of testing unconscious thought that asks patients what images or scenes they see in amorphous black shapes.


Answer: Rorschach ink blot

31. According to Bulfinch's Mythology, their armour “sheds a strange flickering light, which flashes over the northern skies, making what men call the Aurora Borealis.”  Reported to have mortal parents, these servants of Odin are akin to norns and appeared as ravens, descending upon battles and choosing the corpses of the most able warriors.  FTP, name these minor female deities who brought the souls of heroes to Valhalla so they could serve Odin during Ragnarök.


Answer: Valkyries
32. This radio program, created by George W. Trendle, ran from 1936 to 1952 and detailed the adventures of a descendant of The Lone Ranger, a debonair newspaper publisher by day.  The hero went after criminals that “even the G-Men couldn't reach”, and the radio show adapted into a pair of movie serials in the 40s and a TV series in the 60s that—unlike Batman—played the plots straight.  FTP, name this radio program, also the name of the crime fighting alter-ego of Britt Reid, whose sidekick was Kato.


Answer: The Green Hornet
33. In the Iliad, Homer calls him “breaker of horses,” largely to maintain the meter of his lines and because Troy in general was known for horse raising.  Another epithet applied to him is “of the flashing helmet”.  During the Trojan War, he killed Protesilaus and was wounded by Ajax, then with the assistance of Apollo, he kills Patroclus, seemingly turning the war in Troy’s favor, until Achilles, raging over the death of Patroclus, kills him and drags his body around the walls of Troy.  FTP, name this hero, the son of Priam and Hecuba, the older brother Paris.


Answer: Hektor
34. A 1992 graduate of the University of Minnesota Law School, he moved to Stonington, Connecticut, in 1999, where he began playing poker at Foxwoods Resort Casino while working as a patent lawyer for a pharmaceutical company.  No longer a lawyer, he still resides in Stonington with his wife Cheryl and daughter Sophie when he’s finishing 25t in the 2005 WSOP Main Event or winning the $5 million first prize in the 2004 competition.  FTP, name this man with a hobby for collecting fossils and known for his holographic dinosaur eye-glasses.


Answer: Greg “Fossilman” Raymer

35. The three larger versions were exhibited together at the Musée d'Orsay in 1995, while a fourth, smaller copy, was made by Henri Greber after the sculptor’s death for his namesake Museum in Philadelphia.  French government commissioned the original in 1988, but it was not publicly displayed for the first time until 10 years later.  Appearing originally as part of a group of reliefs decorating The Gates of Hell, it was replaced with another pair of lovers located on the smaller right-hand column.  FTP, name this Rodin piece, portraying embracing lovers.


Answer: The Kiss

extra. Plural nouns end in -oj (pronounced "oy"), whereas direct objects end in -on.  Adjectives agree with their nouns; their endings are plural -aj (pronounced "eye"), whereas direct-objects end in  -an.  There are six falling diphthongs and only five vowels, none of which are ever long or nasalized.  Springing forth from an idea published in 1887 under the pseudonym of Dr. Hopeful, today almost 1.6 million people speak it.  FTP, name this language, the most widely spoken constructed language in the world.
