Tossups
1. It was repealed in 1999 and replaced by the Graham-Leach-Bliley Act, which abrogated some of its more radical revisions, such as a 1956 act forbidding commercial banks to underwrite insurance. Written by one of the founders of the Federal Reserve and a congressman, it attempted to reduce speculation by forcing banks to choose between commercial and investment banking, and allowing a limited percentage of income from securities. This is, FTP, what 1933 act, written as a response to the Great Depression, which served to increase federal regulation of the securities market? 

ANSWER: Glass-Steagall Act

2. Inferred from the presence of a band gap above the Fermi level at low temperatures, this theory explains the inhibition of single particle excitation by describing phonon interactions within the crystal lattice. Since fermions would produce no energy gap, anti-parallel electron pairs attract each other causing a coupling of two fermions into a boson-like Cooper pair. These Cooper pairs then condense into the same energy level preventing the collision interactions that produce resistivity. Developed in 1957 and the topic of the Nobel Prize in Physics in 1972, FTP, name the theory that first described the quantum mechanics behind superconductivity in Type I superconductors.

ANSWER: BCS theory (Bardeen-Cooper-Schrieffer Theory)

3. Samuel Johnson apparently believed that he had refuted it by kicking a rock at James Boswell. Leibniz had his own variety of it, known as panpsychism, which depended on an infinite number of spiritual atoms known as monads. Immanuel Kant tried to unite it with its traditionally-British opposite by viewing objects as abstracted from human perceptual conditions, what he called the Transcendental perspective. G.E. Moore later wrote an entire Refutation of it, though it still remains alive and well in the writings of anti-realist thinkers such as John Searle and Richard Rorty. FTP, name this philosophical position which states that everything is in some way mental, the opposite of realism. 

ANSWER: Idealism

4. Bertrand Russell famously used the first line of this poem to argue against Gottlob Frege's sense/reference theory of meaning. Written in quatrains of iambic pentameter rhyming abab, its speaker imagines seeing "some village Hampden that with dauntless breast/ the little tyrant of his fields withstood," along with other figures who were "forbade to wade through water to a throne" and are now "far from the madding crowd's ignoble strife." FTP, name this famed elegy by Thomas Gray, which is set in a rural cemetery. 

ANSWER: "Elegy Written in a Country Churchyard"
5. He was awarded an honorary doctorate by Dartmouth College, although years earlier he had been forced off the literary magazine there when a bottle of liquor was found in his dorm room. He gained success in advertising, crafting long-running and popular campaigns for Standard Oil and an insecticide called Flit. He was known as a left-leaning thinker, and sued when an anti-abortion group used one of his quotations on a pamphlet without his permission. His only attempt at a book for adults was The Seven Lady Godivas, which failed miserably. For 10 points, name this children’s author and illustrator, creator of such oddballs as Marvin K. Mooney, Bartholomew Cubbins, and the Lorax.

ANSWER: Dr. Seuss or Theodore Geisel
6. Richard Hofstadter saw the growth of this political movement as one permeated by bigotry and ignorance, while others saw it as the natural outgrowth of the US frontier. The movement began at Ocala, Florida and some ideas it supported included the direct election of senators and the abolition of national banks. It quickly became successful, electing 6 governors and 3 senators in 1890 and nominating James Weaver for President in 1892. FTP, which party made up of farmer's alliances supported Democratic candidate William Jennings Bryan in the 1896 election?

ANSWER: Populist
7. She has recently turned from criticism and theory to writing detective novels such as Murder In Byzantium, which she describes as "a kind of anti-Da Vinci Code." She is more famous, however, for a definition of “semiotics” divorced from the Saussurean linguistics so popular in the 1960s, which first appeared in her Revolution in Poetic Language. Equally acclaimed was her introduction of the term “intertextuality” into critical discourse, to denote the idea that every literary text is in continual dialogue with the rest of literature. FTP, name this Bulgarian-French literary critic, most famous for her association with Deconstruction. 

ANSWER: Julia Kristeva

8. This character's anger was aroused when Gudrun showed her the ring Andvaranaut and reacted by pressuring her husband to break an oath and slay her first love. This was despite the fact that the person in question helped Gunnar win this character's hand by disguising himself as Gunnar and getting his horse Grani to carry him over a wall of flames. Earlier in her life, Odin punished this character by pricking her with a thorn, causing her to fall asleep on the Hind Fell where Sigurd would later find her. FTP name this Valkyrie immortalized by Wagner in the Ring Cycle.

ANSWER: Brynhild or Brunhilde

9. The wavelet by this name is frequently used for calculations in computer vision. The function of this name is a complex function with the property that its complex conjugate is equivalent to the function itself with an opposite sign. More notably, the matrix by this name is a square matrix with complex elements which is equal to its own conjugate transpose. FTP, give the name common to this group of mathematical objects, all of which are named for the French mathematician who was the first to prove that e is a transcendental number. 

ANSWER: Hermitian

10. A fake LiveJournal ostensibly authored by him includes quotes like "I just watched Ransom for like the 1000th time. I love that movie. In fact I made that movie." Other notable episodes include his conversations with President Bush, who claims to be on vacation from "repairing the economic structure on which our economy is structured," and numerous conversations with a desperate Saddam Hussein. Allegedly, he has composed six operas and shot five holes-in-one in his first golf game. FTP, name this Dear Leader, famous for harvesting heroin poppies, kidnapping South Korean directors, and inventing things like the light bulb and outer space, currently leading North Korea.

ANSWER: Kim Jong-Il
11. Found in the inferior frontal gyrus of the frontal lobe, including Brodmann’s area 44 and 45, it is composed of the Pars triangulus, responsible for interpretation of various stimuli and programming of verbal conduct, and the Pars opercularis, responsible for the coordination of speech organs and the production of language. First discovered after a post-mortem inspection of a speech-impaired patient with a lesion caused by syphilis, FTP, name this region of the brain that when damaged results in a namesake aphasia characterized by the inability to generate grammatically complex sentences.

ANSWER: Broca’s area
12. In the late sixteenth century this work was known as Lust or Strawberry Painting. While those names are fitting at first glance, the work’s abundant religious allusions suggest something more allegorical. On the left sits a tree bearing many thorns, a symbol of ignorance in both the Old and New Testaments. On the right sits a hollow, broken morningstar inhabited by apes, symbols of the devil. As a whole, the left side is often interpreted as the Garden of Eden while the right is said to represent Hell. For ten points, name this bizarre Hieronymous Bosch triptych, often cited for its portrayal of lust and of sin. 

ANSWER: The Garden of Earthly Delights

13. This poem was written at the same time as the author’s recently discovered “War Thoughts at Home.” Maya Angelou parodied it in a poem about “Not enough living” in answer to this poem’s lines “And forthwith found salvation in surrender / such as we were.” It reached its greatest audience when the sun’s reflection off snow prevented the poet from reading “Dedication,” causing him to recite this poem from memory, including such lines as “She was our land for more than a hundred years / Before we were her people.” FTP, name this Robert Frost poem recited at Kennedy’s inauguration.

ANSWER: “The Gift Outright”

14. After this battle, the winner successfully took Kumid and the province of Upi where their opponents had marched through the woods of Labwi to reach the battle site near Shabtuna. The battle began when the Re corps was ambushed by a force of 2,000 chariots, causing them to retreat in disarray. The Egyptian forces looked defeated until reinforcements arrived, surprising their opponents who had been too busy looting. Fought at the Orontes River involving over 5,000 chariots, FTP, in which indecisive 1274 BC battle did Ramses II go against the Hittites led by Muwatallis?

ANSWER: Battle of Kadesh

15. Guest stars on this album include the Black Eyed Peas's will.i.am on "Damn Girl," Three 6 Mafia on "Chop Me Up," and T.I. on the synth-laden (and generally ass-kicking) "My Love." A superlative follow-up to 2002's Justified, it sees the artist moving further away from his pure pop roots and more towards the dance-hop aesthetic of Timbaland, who produced the entire album. FTP, name this sophomore album by former N'Sync front man Justin Timberlake, most notable for the single "Sexyback." 

ANSWER: Futuresex/Lovesounds

16. The 19th clause of this document declares that confiscated ecclesiastical estates that were not held by their original owners at the time of the Treaty of Passau would be under its jurisdiction. The 24th clause stipulates that some “belonging to the old religion” who intend to move “shall be hindered neither in the sale of their estates…nor injured in their honor.” The 16th clause proclaims that “Princes who cling to their old religion” should “live in absolute peace,” reflecting the document’s “whose territory, his religion” policy. For ten points, name this 1555 document which allowed for German princes to freely choose between Calvinism and Lutheranism. 

ANSWER: The Peace of Augsburg
17. Composed normally of two long and two light amino acid chains joined together by sulfide bridges, these proteins differentiate themselves within a variable region coded for by V, D, and J genes. While only about 200 V genes, 20 D genes, and 4 J genes are found in the human chromosome, they form 16,000 combinations, providing the mechanism for their variation and adaptive ability in targeting specific molecules. Produced by B lymphocytes, FTP, name this protein family, often distinguished by the class of their long chain, which are vital in the defense against foreign antigens in the human body.

ANSWER: immunoglobin (accept antibody)

18. Critics have often cited the bizarre characterization of temporality in the central part of this novel, called "Time Passes," as a sort of metaphorical representation for the moral illogic of WWI. In it, we see a senile Mr. Ramsay reaching out for his wife, who has since gone, along with the deaths of their children Prue and James. The poet August Carmichael publishes a volume of poetry which will later make him famous, and Lily Briscoe continues to work on the coastal scene she began during the novel's first section in this this strange caesura of, FTP, which 1926 novel by Virginia Woolf?

ANSWER: To the Lighthouse
19. An important commentary on this sect’s doctrine is known as the Jewel Box of the True Meaning, while its beliefs were presented to a Hellenistic king in the Questions of Milinda. It recognizes such levels of saintliness as the “once returner” and the “stream winner,” and its members purchase and release caged birds on several holidays observed by this group, including Vesak. It uses the forty kammatthanas as foci of meditation in order to achieve the highest level within this group, the arhat, who will not be reborn. Its name means “Way of the Elders” in Pali, a language which survives in this group’s scriptures, known as the Tripitaka. FTP, name this denomination prominent in Southeast Asia, which differs from the Greater Vehicle or Mahayana.

ANSWER: Theravada Buddhism [accept Hinayana; prompt on Buddhism; do not accept Mahayana or any other wrong answers]

20. The note’s the same: in major, it is the key of Bruckner’s 6th Symphony, Mendelssohn’s Italian (4th) Symphony, and Beethoven’s 7th Symphony, and in minor, it is the key of Beethoven’s “Für Elise”, as well as “Stairway to Heaven.” It is also the key of Mozart’s Clarinet Concerto and Clarinet Quintet; concidentally, it is also the key of the clarinet used in those pieces, the standard orchestral clarinet (as opposed to the B-flat clarinet). As a major key signature, it has three sharps, and allegedly, it is the pitch of the note that drove Robert Schumann insane. For ten points, what is this note, normally tuned to 440 Hertz?

ANSWER: A
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Bonuses
1. For ten points each, answer questions about a certain artist and his paintings.

[10] His painting of the death of Joseph Barra at the hand of royalist troops was displayed in the Convention in France in 1794. 

ANSWER: Jacques-Louis David
[10] This David painting depicted the stabbing of a reporter at the hands of Charlotte Corday.

ANSWER: The Death of Marat or Le Mort de Marat
[10] Considered by many to be a tribute to David’s wife, this work depicts the titular characters attempting to quell conflict between the Romans and their neighbors.

ANSWER: Intervention of The Sabine Women or L'intervention des Sabines or Les Sabines

2. Last month, the 2006 Nobel Prize in Physics was awarded to a UC-Berkeley professor, George Smoot, and a Berkeley doctorate, NASA astrophysicist John Mather, for their role in the development of cosmology as a precise science. Answer these questions FTPE.

[10] Mather and Smoot measured the blackbody spectrum and anisotropy of this.

ANSWER: cosmic microwave background radiation (accept CMB or CMBR, prompt on "cosmic background radiation", CBR, or MBR)

[10] Mather led a collaboration of over 1,000 scientists and engineers to launch this satellite into space in order to measure the spectrum of the CMB outside the atmosphere. 

ANSWER: COBE (Cosmic Background Explorer)
[10] Smoot's first measurement was of this anisotropy of the CMB, caused by the movement of the Sun and Milky Way through the sky.

ANSWER: dipole anisotropy

3. Name these books which were adapted for the screen with Christopher Reeve in the cast for 10 points each.

[10] Reeve played Humphrey van Weyden, who is brought aboard the Ghost and scuffles with Thomas Mugridge in this Nietzsche-inspired novel.

ANSWER: The Sea Wolf by Jack London

[10] In the adaptation of this novel, Reeve’s role was Basil Ransome, who visits his feminist cousin Olive Chancellor and falls in love with the orator Verena Tarrant.

ANSWER: The Bostonians by Henry James

[10] Reeve portrayed Count Vronsky, whose rumored affections for Kitty dissolve upon seeing the title character of this novel. Vronsky’s affair with her leads to separation from her child Seryozha and an eventual meeting with a train.

ANSWER: Anna Karenina by Leo Tolstoy
4. FTPE, answer some questions about the Weimar Republic in the aftermath of the Treaty of Versailles.

[10] This plan set the amount that Germany would have to pay in war reparations equivalent to $32 billion which would come through taxes. The payment amount would also grow as Germany's economy gradually recovered.

ANSWER: Dawes Plan

[10] In 1929, this German Foreign Minister tried to get the Allies to lower the reparation amount by pointing out Germany's good neighbor policies and its acceptance of the loss of Alsace and Lorraine.

ANSWER: Gustav Stressemann 

[10] As a result of Stressemann's efforts, the Allies adopted this plan that replaced the Dawes Plan, lowering the original $32 billion amount to $26 billion.

ANSWER: Young Plan
5. Name these poetic works of Lord Byron, given lines, FTPE. 

[10] "O, though! in Hellas deem'd of heav'nly birth,/Muse! form'd or fabled at the minstrel's will!"

ANSWER: Childe Harold's Pilgrimage
[10] "I want a hero: an uncommon want,/ When every year and month sends forth a new one,/Till, after cloying the gazettes with cant,/The age discovers he is not the true one."

ANSWER: Don Juan (pronounced as if the speaker has never even heard of Spanish)

[10] "Of cloudless climes and starry skies;/ And all that 's best of dark and bright/ Meet in her aspect and her eyes" 

ANSWER: She Walks in Beauty
6. Given how little the field of financial economics is represented on the circuit, answer some questions on this topic FTPE.

[10] This concept puts forth a set of predictions concerning the relationship between the risk of an asset and its expected return, providing a benchmark rate of return for evaluating possible investments.

ANSWER: Capital Asset Pricing Model or CAPM
[10] Financial economists who believe in the random walk theory believe in this hypothesis that states that a company's stock price reflects all available information about the company.

ANSWER: Efficient Market Hypothesis

[10] This theorem states that the value of a firm is independent of whether the firm is financed through equity or debt.

ANSWER: Miller-Modigliani theorem

7. FTPE, name these molecular projections from descriptions:

[10] This two-dimensional projection uses horizontal lines to depict bonds projecting out of the page while vertical lines depict bonds projecting into the page, preserving stereochemistry in chiral structures.

ANSWER: Fischer projection
[10] This projection views a molecule along one carbon-carbon bond axis with proximal chains extending from a central point and distal chains extending from a ring. It is useful in representing torsional angles between two bonds.

ANSWER: Newman projection
[10] This projection uses carbon atoms as the backbone of tetrahedral structures and depicts three dimensions with dashed lines for bonds farther from the viewpoint and wedges for bonds closer to the viewpoint.

ANSWER: Natta projection
8. Identify the famous tennis player from descriptions, FTPE. 

[10] David Foster Wallace once described seeing this man play as "like watching Triumph of the Will in 3-D." This Czech monster bashed his way to 8 grand slam wins before retiring in 1994 to work on his golf game. 

ANSWER: Ivan Lendl
[10] A bit waifish for a pro, he would frequently hit returns so hard that he'd spin around in the air. It was this skilled baseline style that helped him win 6 grand slam titles in the 1970s. He now spends time coaching fellow American Andy Roddick.

ANSWER: James "Jimmy" Connors
[10] According to legend, this current world #2 once beat a middle-aged Pat Cash in an exhibition game when he was only 14 years old. A repeat winner of the Roland Garros, he is more or less unbeatable on clay, and is probably the only current player who can consistently beat Roger Federer. 

ANSWER: Rafael Nadal

9. Answer these questions about famous strumpets from French literature, FTPE. 

[10] She does her best to tromper husband Charles by getting all up on law student Leon and wealthy landowner Rodolphe, before getting into debt over dresses and antiques and commiting suicide with some arsenic. 

ANSWER: Emma or Madame Bovary (prompt on "Bovary")

[10] Her real name remains unknown, though she adopted the name Miss Sacripant whilst posing for the painter Elstir in Balbec. Later adopting the name de Crecy, she manipulates poor Charles Swann into marrying her. All of this takes place in Proust's In Search of Lost Time. 

ANSWER: Odette
[10] The daughter of an aristocratic Catholic nobleman who employs Julian Sorel as a clandestine envoy to England, she has an on-again, off-again romance with Julian before he knocks her up and she has to keep him from getting put to death by her dad's friends. 

ANSWER: Mathilde de Mole (or just Mme. de Mole)

10. FTPE, answer the following questions about a certain religion.

[10] The practice of a form of fortunetelling called omikuji is a part of which religion that worships natural spirits called kami, whose adherents are mostly Japanese?

ANSWER: Shintoism

[10] Shinto followers also believed that the Japanese Emperor was descended from the chief deity, Ameterasu, starting with this man, the purported first emperor of Japan.

ANSWER: Emperor Jimmu
[10] The written records of Shinto beliefs and customs were first recorded on which document?

ANSWER: kojiki or Record of Ancient Matters
11. FTPE, answer the following questions about the rise of communism in Vietnam.

[10] This front group for the Indochinese Communist Party was founded in 1939 by Ho Chi Minh. It was committed to helping Vietnam gain independence from French colonialism.

ANSWER: Viet Minh or League for the Independence of Vietnam
[10] This man led the People's Army against France where he would hone his guerilla tactics which would be later used to fight the U.S.

ANSWER: General Vo Nguyen Giap

[10] After their victory at Dien Bien Phu, the Viet Minh were given control of North Vietnam through this treaty signed in 1954 that divided Vietnam along the 17th parallel along with stipulations that reunification would occur within two years.

ANSWER: Geneva Accords
12. Name these literary detectives for 10 points each.

[10] This suave New York intellectual was the alter ego of writers Manfred Lee and Frederic Dannay, with an eponymous Mystery Magazine.

ANSWER: Ellery Queen
[10] This kindly old Benedictine monk and apothecary solved medieval mysteries and earned creator Ellis Peters the title of “Queen of the historical whodunit”.

ANSWER: Brother Cadfael
[10] Though perhaps not as sophisticated as colleagues Sam Spade and Phillip Marlowe, this Mickey Spillane sleuth was about as hard-boiled a private eye as you could find.

ANSWER: Mike Hammer
13. One of the Clay Mathematics Institute's Millenium Problems might have been solved recently. Then again, it might not. Name some stuff about it, FTPE. 

[10] Firstly, name this 100 year-old French problem, which states that every simply-connected 3-manifold is homeomorphic to a 3-sphere. 

ANSWER: Poincare conjecture

[10] This reclusive Russian mathematician appears to have solved the Poincare conjecture. If it turns out he's right, he might win 1,000,000 dollars. 

ANSWER: Grigori Perelman
[10] Perelman won the Fields medal, which he declined, most for his work on Ricci flow, which is part of an area of geometry named for this German mathematician, more famous for a namesake curvature tensor, sphere and type of sum. 

ANSWER: Bernhard Riemann

14. Identify the following films of Frederico Fellini, given descriptions, FTPE

[10] The titular character, played by Fellini's wife, Giulietta Masina, is first shoved into the Tiber by a boyfriend, then left to spend the night in a bathroom by a film star, and finally robbed by a disingenuous suitor. Women would need another 5 decades until the publication of He's Just Not That Into You. 

ANSWER: Nights of Cabiria or La Notti di Cabiria
[10] This adaptation featured Englishman Martin Potter as the lead because, as Fellini claimed, "there are no Italian homosexuals." Scenes include a fight over a slave, combat with a Minotaur, and a visit to a medium in this adaptation of a Petronius poem. 

ANSWER: Fellini - Satyricon

[10] The best scene in this film features a mental harem of the main character's old love interests, including a nubile young Hawaiian, an aging Parisian showgirl, and his wife. Partly autobiographical, it follows the artistic struggles of the director Guido Anselmi, played by Marcello Mastroianni, as he attempts to make a sci-fi epic. 

ANSWER: 8 1/2 or Otto e Mezzo
15. Answer the following about some music forms FTPE.

[10] The first movement of a large number of symphonies uses this form which consists of 3 sections: the exposition, the development, and the recapitulation.

ANSWER: sonata

[10] In his Second Symphony, Beethoven used this type of movement as a substitute for the minuet. It is characterized by a fast rushing movement in triple meter.

ANSWER: scherzo

[10] During the Baroque period, this form was seen as the acme of academic composition. It is a polyphonic composition for a fixed number of instruments based upon a principal theme.

ANSWER: fugue
16. Given information about a former British PM, identify him or her, FTPE. 

[10] As Labor's PM in the 1960s, he was famous for founding the Open University and resisting American pressure to enter the Vietnam War. He resigned in 1976, partly owing to an early onset of Alzheimer's disease. 

ANSWER: Harold Wilson
[10] Despite a well-known disdain for Gerry Adams and Sinn Fein, he decided to open bilateral talks with the IRA upon ascending to the seat of PM in 1993. Although this paved the way for the Good Friday agreements, it didn't stop him from losing to Tony Blair's “New Labor.”

ANSWER: John Major

[10] This man attempted to fill the rather large shoes of Winston Churchill and lasted for only two years before his government was toppled by the Suez Crisis.

ANSWER: Anthony Eden
17. Identify the following works of Ludwig Wittgenstein from clues, FTPE. 

[10] Wittgenstein was inspired to formulate the picture theory of meaning at the center of this work after watching a recreation of a car accident using toy models in a Paris courtroom. This figures heavily in the logical atomism of the work's first 4 propositions. 

ANSWER: Tractatus Logico-Philosophicus

[10] Compiled mostly from manuscripts and various lecture notes from his students, these two works are usually grouped together as the work of "Middle Wittgenstein." They see the emergence of Wittgenstein's problems with the language of thought. 

ANSWER: The Blue and Brown Books

[10] The first half of this later work sees Wittgenstein advocating a conventionalist theory of meaning, while the second half mostly has to do with his vague views on perception and non-conceptual content. 

ANSWER: The Philosophical Investigations (or Philosophische Untersuchungen)
18. FTPE, identify these frequent subjects of evolutionary research:

[10] Their adaptive radiation proved to be the inspiration for the Origin of Species and the subject of Peter and Rosemary Grant’s research on their speciation into ecological niches.

ANSWER: Darwin’s finches (Galapagos Finches)

[10] These natives of Trinidad were the subject of John Endler’s research on sexual selection. Their variety in size, color, and sexual development varied wildly between populations despite their similar environments because of predatory pressure and selective sexual reproduction.

ANSWER: Endler’s guppies (Poecilia reticulata)

[10] While they are better known for their role in T.H. Morgan’s elucidation of the mechanism for chromosomal inheritance, their widespread variety throughout the Hawaiian Islands has been the focus of evolutionary research on adaptive radiation.

ANSWER: Fruit fly (or Drosophila melanogaster)
19. Zeus got busy frequently and thoroughly. Given the name of one of Zeus's offspring, name the mother, 5-10-15.

ANSWER: Alcmene

ANSWER: Mnemosyne

20. To fill the crazy political leaders quota, answer these questions about genuinely crazy Central Asian political leaders, FTPE. 

[10] While not actually capable of suspending a car battery from his testicles for more than 9 seconds, this leader of Kazhakstan is also notable for writing life-long powers for himself into his nation's constitution. 

ANSWER: Nursultan Nazarbayev
[10] Currently a Professor of Mathematics at Moscow State University, he is more famous for defrauding the good people of Kyrgyzstan out of several hundred million dollars of international investment and aid. Also - his daughter is fine as hell. 

ANSWER: Askar Akayev

[10] He easily holds the "craziest central-Asian ruler" crown, with accomplishments such as re-naming months of the year after himself and his mother, launching a copy of his book into space, and building giant, golden statues of himself which rotate to face the sun. All while the people of Turkmenistan starve. Yay!
