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Tossups

1. This work approvingly cites Rousseau's Emile and in the same section outlines the advantages of being dependent on things rather than on people. In a section dedicated to one of the title concepts, the author notes that "the amount of credit a person receives is related... to the visibility of the causes of his behavior." Observing that "the verbal community specializes in self-descriptive contingencies," and that "consciousness is a social product," in the section entitled "Values" the author notes that pre-scienfitic man was thought to be autonomous, but now the influence of environment on behavior is well-known and environment can be controlled. For ten points, identify this work which advocates a planned society by transcending the titular concepts, completed in 1971 by B.F. Skinner.

ANSWER: Beyond Freedom and Dignity
2. Owen Roberts relied on the outcome of this case in delivering the majority opinion in the 1934 case Nebbia v. New York. The power that was held to be constitutional in this case was severely undermined by the 1886 Wabash case, and the plaintiff's objections rested on Sections 8 and 9 of Article I of the Constitution, as well as on the meaning of "deprive" as outlined in the 14th Amendment. However, Justice Waite sided with the majority, ruling that state power to regulate extends to private industries that affect the public interest. The most famous of the Granger cases, for ten points, identify this 1877 Supreme Court decision which allowed a Midwestern state to regulate storage rates in grain elevators.

ANSWER: Munn v. Illinois

3. Thersites was killed for laughing at this figure's corpse, and in the Aenid, Aeneas sees this figure glowing "in the middle of thousands." The attempt to prevent the most famous confrontation involving this figure caused the death of Chalcon, and later this figure's body was thrown by Diomedes into the Scamander, while some accounts have her posthumously bearing the son Caystrius after being raped by her killer. Bejamin Hederich's Mythological Lexicon served as the foundation for a play about this figure, who is depicted leading her forces against both the Trojans and the Greeks in that play by Heinrich von Kleist. The daughter of Ares and the sister of Hippolita, Antiope, and Melanippe, for ten points, identify this queen of the Amazons, killed during the siege of Troy by Achilles.

ANSWER: Penthesilea
4. One of this writer's works opens with the statement that "I shall die, but that is all that I shall do for Death," and is entitled "Conscientious Objector." Another of this writer's works describes a "beast that rends me in the sight of all" and together with 51 other poems makes up the sonnet sequence Fatal Interview. This writer's works included numerous forays into the theatre, with such plays as The Lamp and the Bell, and an opera written with Deems Taylor, The King's Henchman. She donated to the defense of Sacco and Vanzetti the proceeds from her 1927 poem "Justice Denied in Massachusetts," but her most famous lines address "ah, my foes, and oh, my friends" and concern a candle that burns at both ends. For ten points, identify this American poet, best remembered for her 1920 collection A Few Figs From Thistles
ANSWER: Edna St. Vincent Millay

5. This film's ending features a fight inside a clock tower tended by a black janitor named Moses, and the title character of this movie is first encountered wearing a leather apron featuring the slogan "The Future is Now." The plot of this film is set in motion when the head of the titular entity leaps out the 44th story window, and that character reappears in the end as an angel, whose assent to heaven is witnessed by Sidney Mussburger. Mussburger recruits the character played by Tim Robbins for the titular role, and Jennifer Jason Leigh stars as Amy Archer, a journalist investigating the title corporation. Most famous for Norville Barnes' invention of the hula-hoop and his tendency to refer to his creations as "You know, for kids," for ten points, identify this 1994 film written and directed by Joel and Ethan Coen.

ANSWER: The Hudsucker Proxy
6. The Grobner variety of this can be computed using Buchberger's algorithm, and one named after Schauder is a sequence in a Banach space whose associated sum converges. A topological one refers to a subset of a space such that all other open sets may be written as unions or finite intersections of elements in that subset, and the eigenfunctions of a complete set of commuting observables form one of these for the Hilbert space of the associated operators. The Gram-Schmidt procedure can be used to obtain an orthonormal one. For ten points, identify this mathematical term, used in part to refer to a set of linearly independent elements which spans a vector space.

ANSWER: basis
7. It opens by noting that "by thinking, he cannot be reduced to thought, even by thinking hundreds of thousands of times," and a section entitled "Aarti" claims that in the "bowl of the sky, the sun and moon are lamps." An unauthorized version of this text exists known as the Banno Bir, and this text is the object of worship in the gurdwaras, where it is treated as a living person. Among the entities described in this text, whose original version is possessed by the Sodhi family, is the jiva, or soul, and the hukm, or the will of God. It was updated in 1704 by the successor of Tegh Bahadur, though it contains nothing from Bahadur's three predecessors, who did not write hymns. Known as the "first book" and originally compiled by the Fifth Guru, Arjun, for ten points, identify this primary sacred book of Sikhism.

ANSWER: Adi Granth or the Guru Granth Sahib

8. Though he is not Woodrow Wilson, this man also presented a 14-point program, though his was at the Round Table Conferences in London. This man's first political involvement was working on the Parliamentary campaign of Dadabhai Naoroji, but lack of co-operation between the group headed by this man and the Congress Party, as well as his inability to amend the Nehru Committee proposals, caused him to temporarily emigrate to England. His most famous actions had their foundation in a proposal made by Muhammad Iqbal to the Muslim League in 1930, and came to fruition in August of 1947 with the establishment of a state headed by this man and Liaquat Ali Khan. For ten points, identify this man who in 1947 became the first head of state of an independent Pakistan.

ANSWER: Muhammad Ali Jinnah
9. Mutations in it during development cause holoprosencephaly [hollow-prose-en-seph-aly] type 3, or the failure of the brain to divide into hemispheres. In adults, it is normally responsible for the proliferation of adult stem cells, and gain-of-function mutations in it have been implicated in basal cell carcinoma. It is one of 3 mammalian homologues of a protein originally discovered in fruit flies, and its roles in development include limb formation, organogenesis, and arrangement of structures in the brain. Operating as a ligand that binds to the receptor Patched in its eponymous signaling pathway, FTP, name this morphogen that is named after a flagship Sega video game character.

ANSWER: Sonic Hedgehog (Prompt on “Hedgehog”, and don’t accept Sonic THE Hedgehog)

10. Jacopo Pontormo painted a Mannerist depiction of this event in 1528 for the Capella Capponi in Santa Felicita in Florence. Two ladders are required to achieve the titular action in a depiction of this event by Filippino Lippi and Pietro Perugino, and a man with an orange sash is depicted clibming a ladder in Rosso Fiorentino's version. A 1602 painting of this event by Peter Paul Rubens placed the central body on an antique altar, while in Carravagio's version, a man in a brown tunic holds the legs of Jesus as he is being lowered onto a slab. Famously portrayed by Rogier van der Weyden with the titular object in the center, for ten points, identify this event in which Christ was taken down following the crucifixion.

ANSWER: Descent from the Cross or Deposition from the Cross (accept logical equivalents before "taken down"; some form of "descent" or similar and "cross" must be present; accept also Entombment of Christ)

11. At the end of this work, the title character's servant attempts to bring him back to life, but the trick of swallowing one's tongue to feign death fails to work in the cold, resulting in that character's death. According to a footnote to this novel, the pirate Teach is not to be confused with Blackbeard, and after fighting a duel despite the protestations of Mackellar, the title character escapes to Inida, where he takes up with Secundra Dass. The toss of a coin decides which of two sons, on of whom marries Alison Graeme, would fight for the Stuarts and which would remain loyal to King George, and the winner of the toss later escapes from the slaughter at Culloden with Francis Burke. Ending with the death of the holder of the titular position, James Durrie, and his brother Henry in America, for ten points, identify this novel, subtitled "A Winter's Tale" and written by Robert Louis Stevenson.

ANSWER: The Master of Ballantrae
12. In this opera's first act, the meeting of two men results in the chorus "Long they wandered o'er the mountain," as well as an aria in which one main character proclaims, "From my breast I mercy banish." The title character of this opera sings the "Legend of the Fountain," and with her lover sing the duet "My sighs shall on the balmy breeze." Following the stabbing of Bucklaw, the title character appears on stage in a famous "mad scene" during which she sings "Shed thou a tear of sorrow," and promising, "Yet shall we meet at the altar," falls dead, leading her lover to stab himself in the cemetary. Based on a Walter Scott novel about the "Bride" of the titular location, for ten points, identify this opera about Lucy Ashton's love for Edgar Ravenswood, the most famous of Gaetano Donizetti.

ANSWER: Lucia di Lammermoor (or Lucia of Lammermoor)

13. This album included a hidden track on which the singer says, "I was all by myself, no one was looking, I was thinking of you." On another track, the singer proposes that we "nuke the bridge we torched 2,000 times before," and tells the addressee to "fuck off and die." The claim is made that "No one here is getting out alive, this time I've lost my mind and I don't care" in the song "Having a Blast," but more famous is a song about a guy who was beaten up by his girlfriend, "Pulling Teeth," as well as a paean to masturbation, "Longview." Better known for a song that begins "Do you have the time/ to listen to me whine," for ten points, identify this 1993 album containing the tracks "Welcome to Paradise," "She," and "Basket Case," which propelled Green Day to fame.

ANSWER: Dookie
14. Late in life, Pellegrino Tebaldi was commissioned to decorate it, and produced 46 frescoes for that purpose. Pompeo Leoni produced two bronze effigies on either side of its church's main altar, while Claudio Coello painted an "Adoration of the Holy Eucharist" for its sacristy more than one hundred years after its construction. Its notable features include a library containing about 4,700 manuscripts, and eight altarpieces were created for this complex by Juan Fernandez de Navarette. Constructed under the direction of Juan Bautista de Toledo and Juan de Herrera in the shape of a gridiron, for ten points, identify this palace dedicated to St. Lawrence built outside of Madrid during the reign of Philip II.

ANSWER: El Escorial
15. This name is given to the Chibehan people who inhabit the Pacific Coast of Ecuador. This word also refers to a member of the chrysomellinae family which is called this kind of potato beetle. It is also the name given to a viral infection transmitted by the Dermacentor andersoni tick, and is sometimes known as either mountain fever or this kind of tick fever. More famously, this name refers to a conservative political party that ruled Paraguay until 1962, as well as a liberal party of Uruguay whose flag is a yellow sun on a red background. Also naming an Argentinian river that flows into the Atlantic south of Bahia Blanca, for ten points, give the word that identifies these things, as well as an American river called the "Lifeline of the Southwest" and a state with capital at Denver.

ANSWER: Colorado
16. Prior to this battle, the victors had consulted the oracle of Apollo at Abae, and its aftermath saw a brief renewal of the alliance between the victors and the Achaemenid Artaxerxes II. After this battle, the city of Messene was established, and Calydon was restored to the Aetolians by the victorious general. The victorious army included an elite force led by Pelopidas which had distinguished itself four years prior at the Battle of Tegyra, and the losers were led by Cleombrotus. This battle is more famous for its tactical innovations, which included a massed attack on the losers' left wing where they were strongest, rather than weakest, as well as the first tactical use of cavalry. For ten points, identify 371 B.C.E. battle which saw the defeat of a Spartan army by a combined Athenian and Theban force under Epaminondas.

ANSWER: Leuctra
17. In a subplot of this work, an old woman acting as an agent for the police drugs the coffee of one of the characters, who is then discovered to be the criminal Trompe-la-Mort. That character, Vautrin, earlier offers to kill Victorine's brother for 200,000 francs, while this novel's protagonist is forced to make money by gambling to support his mistress. The title character sells his remaining posessions so that Anastasie can buy an evening dress and Delphine can move into her new apartment, but the two only send empty carriages to his funeral. Ending with the burial of the title character in a pauper's grave, for ten points, identify this novel about Eugene Rastignac and the titular patriarch with two ungrateful daughters, written by Honore de Balzac.

ANSWER: Father Goriot or Old Goriot or Pere Goriot
18. One application of this effect is the creation of bremsstrahlung sources for synchrotrons and free electron lasers, and another is in the reduction of leakage in read-write memory heads. A paramagnetic form of this effect occurs in granular materials, and it is frequently employed in ultra-low friction bearings. It can be derived classically from the London equation, which gives the characteristic penetration depth associated with this effect, and in its mixed-state form, it is manifested as flux pinning in vortices. Named after its discoveror and Ochsenfeld, for ten points, identify this effect which may be described as perfect diamagnetism, the expulsion of magnetic fields from a superconductor.

ANSWER: Meissner effect

19. This man's advocacy of force in suppressing rebellions earned him the nickname "Prince of Grapeshot." He declared a "New Era" of liberalism upon assuming the throne, and his insistence on controlling the Rhenish front resulted in the Austro-French armistice of Villafranca. This ruler modified his country's conscription system under the guidance of Albrecht von Roon and Edwin von Manteuffel, reforms which proved useful in a war sparked during his rule by the question of the Hohenzollern candidacy. He referred to the ideas of the most famous member of his government as "schoolboy politics," but despite disagreeing with the Kulturkampf refused to accept Otto von Bismarck's resignation. For ten points, identify this Prussian king who, following the conclusion of the Franco-Prussian War, was crowned the first German emperor in Versailles.

ANSWER: Kaiser Wilhelm I
20. In this work's last last section, the author conceives of "physical objects... simply as irreducible posits," and in repudiating a boundary, the author claims to be a more thorough pragmatist than Lewis. This work's third section addresses the issue of interchangeability, while its fourth, entitled "Semantical Rules," asks how one might classify the statement "Everything green is extended." In the fifth section, the author criticizes the work of Carnap and the logical positivists, and focuses on one of the title concepts, the claim that "every meaningful statement is... translatable into a statement about immediate experience," known as radical reductionism. Famously denying the distinction between analytic and synthetic statements, for ten points, identify this seminal 1951 philosophical paper written by W.V.O. Quine.

ANSWER: Two Dogmas of Empiricism
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Bonuses
1. He gave a famous speech known as "Fico!" or, "I am staying," and in 1831 abdicated in favor of his son. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this Brazilian emperor.

ANSWER: Dom Pedro I
[10] The reign of Dom Pedro II saw this 1864 to 1870 conflict, also known as the Paraguayan War, which began when Bartolomeo Mitre helped oust a conservative Uruguayan ruler.

ANSWER: War of the Triple Alliance
[10] The War of the Triple Alliance resulted in the death of this Paraguayan dictator, who had started the war with his incursion into the province of Mato Grosso.

ANSWER: Francisco Solano Lopez
2. His Norton lectures were published as The use of Poetry and the Use of Criticism, and he famously formulated the idea of the "objective correlative." For ten points each:

[10] Identify this poet and critic.

ANSWER: Thomas Stearns Eliot
[10] Eliot's critical output includes this 1920 volume, which contains his formulation of the objective correlative in the essay "Hamlet and his Problems."

ANSWER: The Sacred Wood
[10] This essay from The Sacred Wood may be Eliot's best known critical work; in it, he explores the connection between a historical sense of poetry and the artist's progress as a "continual surrender."

ANSWER: Tradition and the Individual Talent
3. At one point in this film, one of the main characters claims that he had never been able to properly explain himself in this climate. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this fine film directed by Terry Gilliam and starring Benicio del Toro and Johnny Depp.

ANSWER: Fear and Loathing in Las Vegas
[10] The injunction never to turn your back on a drug comes after Dr. Gonzo starts waving a large knife after taking a huff of this drug. It also results in him soaking in the bathtub, demanding that the tape player be thrown in when "White Rabbit" peaks.

ANSWER: ether
[10] At the start of the movie, Duke utters this memorable phrase when Gonzo proposes stopping to give the hitchhiker a lift.

ANSWER: "We can't stop here, this is bat country!"
4. Its namesake coefficient is zero for an ideal gas, and cooling can be achieved with this effect below the inversion temperature. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this effect, named for two 19th century scientists, in which a temperature change in a gas is achieved by throttling.

ANSWER: Joule-Thomson or Joule-Kelvin effect

[10] The Joule-Thomson effect is the central mechanism behind this refrigeration cycle, invented by its namesake German chemist.

ANSWER: Linde cycle

[10] The Joule-Thomson effect is derived by holding this quantity, the internal energy plus the product of pressure and volume, constant through the throttling or expansion.

ANSWER: enthalpy
5. It was signed following French losses at Saint-Quentin and Gravelines. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this 1559 treaty signed between Spain and France, which gave Spain control of Italy.

ANSWER: Peace or Treaty of Cateau-Cambresis
[10] This French king concluded the Hapsburg-Valois wars with the signing of Cateau-Cambresis, and then proceeded to get himself killed during the celebrations.

ANSWER: Henry II
[10] Henry began the war with an offensive into this province, where he captured Metz, Toul, and Verdun.

ANSWER: Lorraine (because I'm nice, you can prompt on "Alsace-Lorraine") 

6. Answer these questions about Robert Penn Warren for ten points each.

 [10] Warren is best known for this novel, a fictionalization of Huey Long's political career in the character of Willie Stark.

ANSWER: All the King's Men
[10] At Vanderbilt, Warren associated with this group of poets including John Crowe Ransome and Allen Tate.

ANSWER: Fugitives
[10] With Cleanth Brooks, Warren helped found The Southern Review, and also contributed to this 1931 collection of essays which defended the agrarian way of life in the South.

ANSWER: I'll Take My Stand
7. Name these reactions from organic chemistry, FTPE

[10] This reaction turns a double bond between a carbon and oxygen into a double bond between two carbons, using a phosphonium ylide.

ANSWER: Witting reaction

[10] The version of this electrophilic aromatic substitution reaction using halogenated alkyl groups is creates overalkylated products and suffers from carbocation rearrangements; however, the version using acyl groups doesn't suffer from this problem.

ANSWER: Friedel-Crafts reaction

[10] This reaction uses DEAD and triphenylphosphine to convert an alcohol to an ester, among other things. It also inverts stereochemistry at the reaction site.

ANSWER: Mistunobu reaction

8. It describes meaning in terms of its two titular concepts and famously employs the example of the morning star, which is the evening star. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this seminal 1892 paper.

ANSWER: On Sense and Reference or Uber Sinn und Bedeutung
[10] This German philosopher authored "On Sense and Reference," as well as a work which argues against John Stuart Mill's conception of number, "Foundations of Arithmetic."

ANSWER: Friedrich Ludwig Gottlob Frege
[10] Frege commented "Arithmetic trembles" when he heard of this, which disproved his 5th rule just as he was about to print the second volume of his Grundgesetze der Arithmetik.

ANSWER: Russell's paradox

9. Answer some questions about a group of artists, for ten points each.

[10] Drawing inspiration from the work of Edvard Munch, this Dresden-based group of German expressionists included such artists as Erich Heckel and Fritz Bleyl.

ANSWER: Die Brücke or The Bridge
[10] Joining Die Brücke in 1907, this German painter is best known for his watercolors and for such religious works as "Dance around the Golden Calf" and the nine-part polyptych "The Life of Christ."

ANSWER: Emil Nolde or Emil Hansen
[10] The Dutch artist Kees van Dongen periodically exhibited with Die Brücke, but he is better known as a member of this artistic movement, whose name was coined by Louis Vauxcelles and which included Andre Derain and Maurice de Vlaminck.

ANSWER: Fauvism or Fauves
10. It shares its name with a Brazilian movement whose prominent figurs included Manuel Bandeira, and among its own stars were Amado Nervo, Jose Enrique Rodo, and Jose Marti. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this late-19th-century movement.

ANSWER: modernismo
[10] This Nicaraguan poet can be said to have founded modernismo with the publication of his Azul in 1888.

ANSWER: Ruben Dario or Felix Ruben Garcia Sarmiento
[10] Dario also authored this 1896 collection of poetry which drew on the influence of the French Symbolists.

ANSWER: Profane Hymns and Other Poems or Prosas profanas y otros poemas

11. Its adherents decried the "crime of ’73" and pushed an important act through Congress in 1878. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this movement for bimetallism in American currency.

ANSWER: free silver movement

[10] This 1878 act was a major triumph for the free silver movement, and required the U.S. Treasury to purchase between $2 and $4 million in silver and make it into dollars.

ANSWER: Bland-Allison Act

[10] One of the staunchest advocates of bimetallism was this man who promulgated his economic theories in a famous tract entitled "Coin's Financial School."

ANSWER: William "Coin" Harvey
12. This country's literature contains contributions from such people as Johannes Bjarni Jonasson, as well as a novel about its bell written by the 1955 Nobel Prize winner in literature. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this island nation.

ANSWER: Iceland
[10] This man, the author of such works as Independent People, is the most famous Icelandic novelist, and the aforementioned laureate.

ANSWER: Haldor Laxness or Halldor Kiljan Guthdjonsson
[10] Icelandic literature is also well-known for its sagas, which include the story of this man, whose family is immolated in his house through the machinations of Flosi, thus giving the saga its name.

ANSWER: Burnt Njal
13. Answer some questions about an important mathematical concept from economics, for ten points each.

[10] Identify this model, used for pricing call options, named for its two co-discoverers, and work on which brought Robert C. Merton the 1997 Nobel Prize in Economics.

ANSWER: Black-Scholes-Merton model

[10] The Black-Scholes model suffers from the problem that this quantity's namesake surface is nonconstant, a problem known as its "smile." This quantity is defined at time t-1 as the standard deviation of the log return at time t.

ANSWER: volatility
[10] One of the assumptions of Black-Scholes is that there are no opportunities to take advantage of price mismatches between two markets, a practice known by this name.

ANSWER: arbitrage
14. Answer some questions about the work of Bela Bartok, for ten points each.

[10] This is Bartok's only opera. With libretto by Bela Balazs, it concerns the title character, who brings his new wife Judith to the title location, where she discovers a lake of tears and the previous three wives.

ANSWER: Duke Bluebeard's Castle or A kékszakállú herceg vára
[10] Bartok is also famous for this ballet-pantomime, in which the titular figure attempts to rape a girl, but dies when she yields to him.

ANSWER: The Miraculous Mandarin or The Wonderful Mandarin or Der Wunderbare Mandarin
[10] Bartok's only large-scale choral composition is this 1930 work with a text taken from Romanian Christmas carolls and folks songs.

ANSWER: Cantata Profana
15. The Lucas-Lehmer variety applies to Mersenne numbers, while Miller's version never gives false negatives. For ten points each:

[10] Identify these mathematical techniques for figuring out what numbers are not composite.

ANSWER: primality tests (accept logical equivalents like "testing for prime numbers")

[10] In order for a number to be prime, it must satisfy this theorem, although some composite numbers such as 561, the smallest Carmichael number, can produce false positives by satisfying it.

ANSWER: Fermat's Little theorem (also accept Euler's totient theorem)

[10] Known by the three initials of its formulators, this primality test published in 2002 is a deterministic algorithm that runs in polynomial time and makes use of Sophie Germain primes.

ANSWER: Agarwal-Kayal-Saxena (accept any order)

16. It is characterized by the presence of giant Reed-Sternberg cells with a characteristic "owl's eye" appearance. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this eponymous cancer of the lymph nodes.

ANSWER: Hodgkin's lymphoma

[10] The incidences of Hodgkin's lymphoma are strongly correlated with previous infections with this virus, the causative agent of mononucleosis.

ANSWER: Epstein-Barr virus

[10] This other lymphoma, particularly prevalent in equatorial African countries, is also linked with Epstein-Barr infection, and may be caused by a mutation in which a piece of chromosome 8 is translocated onto chomosome 14.

ANSWER: Burkitt's lymphoma

17. Neil Gaiman was recently involved in a lawsuit with this character's creator after contributing an issue to his series. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this comic book character, the undead Al Simmons who exchanges the chance to see his wife Wanda for service in Malebolgia's army.

ANSWER: Spawn
[10] This man created Spawn and later sued Gaiman over co-authorship rights.

ANSWER: Todd McFarlane
[10] This writer, also known for his Batman: The Dark Knight Returns, authored the 11th issue of Spawn. He is better known for his recent collaboration with Robert Rodriguez on a film version of some of his work.

ANSWER: Frank Miller
18. It saw the death of the infant emperor Antoku, and the loss of one of the Imperial Treasures of Japan. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this 1185 naval battle on the Inland Sea which saw the victory of Minamoto forces under Yoshitsune.

ANSWER: Dan-no-ura
[10] The battle of Dan-no-ura was the last stand of this family, one of the four preeminent clans in the Heian period, whose rise and fall is detailed in the Tale of the Heike.

ANSWER: Taira
[10] Dan-no-ura also served as the last battle in this conflict between the Minamoto and the Taira, which ended with the establishment of the Kamakura shogunate.

ANSWER: Gempei or Genpei War (prompt on "Taira-Minamoto War" for obvious reasons)

19. With the appellation "Akarana" he is sometimes called the "eternal lord," or "limitless time," and his worship developed as a heretical offshoot of another religion. For the stated number of points:

[10] Identify this Persian deity, thought to be the source of all things.

ANSWER: Zurvan
[5 each] Zurvan was believed by his worshipers to have created these two gods, the traditional deities of orthodox Zoroastrianism.

ANSWER: Ahura Mazda (or Ormazd) and Ahriman (or Angra-mainyu)

[10] Zurvanism was a strong influence on this man, who created a namesake syncretistic religion combining Christianity, Zoroastrianism, and Buddhism and experienced the "Passion of the Illuminator."

ANSWER: Manichaeus or Manes
20. It was a collaboration between Richard Rogers and another famous architect, and was opened in 1977 by Valery Giscard d'Estaing. For ten points each:

[10] Identify this building on the Rue Beaubourg, famous for the blue tubes encircling its exterior.

ANSWER: the Pompidou Center or Centre National D'art et De Culture Georges Pompidou
[10] This man designed the Pompidou center in collaboration with Rogers.

ANSWER: Renzo Piano
[10] Piano at one point worked with this architect, a professor at Yale whose designs include the Salk Institute in La Jolla, California, as well as the National Assembly building in Dhaka, Bangladesh.

ANSWER: Louis Isadore Kahn
