Tossups 

1. This sect is attributed to Bodhidharma who came from India to China in the fifth century, andwas initially led by a series of six Patriarchs. A branch of Mahayana Buddhism, it was introduced to Japan in the twelfth century, where the Rinzai and Soto schools are found. FTP, what is this sect,famous for its sitting meditation known as Zazen?


Answer: Zen or C hán

2. This Christian saint and founder of the Order of Preachers was born in 1170 in Spain. Founding his namesake order for the purpose of fighting the Albigensian heresy, FTP, who is the patron saint of the country to the east of Haiti?


Answer: Saint Dominic

3. These religious movements in Melanesia are found on many islands and took root as a consequence of Allied military activity in the Second World War. Adherents would wear headphones made out of wood, and build life-size mock-ups of airplanes out of straw, all in an attempt to produce more airdrops such as they had seen during the war. FTP, what is this category of religion, whose most famous surviving exemplar is the John Frum cult on Vanuatu?


Answer: Cargo Cult

4. These are always flat, usually painted on wood with egg tempera. Believed to be “windows into heaven,” they depict either saints or important scenes from the Bible and Christian history. Upheld at the Second Council of Nicaea, FTP, what are these paintings most commonly associated with the Eastern Orthodox churches?


Answer: Icons

5.
Nearly 900 documents, these texts include many copies of books of the Hebrew Bible. Most of the texts are written in Hebrew, but some are in Aramaic or Greek. The group which produced the documents was led by the “Teacher of Righteousness” and may have included John the Baptist and Jesus, and indeed may have been the Essenes mentioned by Josephus. Found in eleven caves from 1947 to 1956, FTP, what are these scrolls from Qumran on the shores of the Dead Sea?


Answer: Dead Sea Scrolls

6. Known also as chedi, dagoba, or tope, these buildings are found India and Asia, and even in the West. Originally there were only ten, but it is not known which ten these may be. These originated as funerary mounds, but have evolved to become objects of veneration in their own right. Similar and related to the pagodas of East Asia, FTP, what are these sites containing relics of the Buddha?

Answer: Stupa

7. Up to four weeks in length, this season’s observance includes many anthems featuring the word “alleluia” and images of the second coming of Christ. Focusing on the first and second comings of Christ, and using the color purple for vestments, FTP, what is this season of preparation before the Christian feast of Christmas?


Answer: Advent

8. This papal bull was issued in 1302, due to conflict between the papacy and Philip IV of France.  Issuing the bull did not end the dispute with the king, and mutual recriminations and attacks continued until Boniface VIII was captured. Though he was freed after a few days, he died a month later. FTP, what is this bull which expressed the view that it is necessary for the salvation of all people that they be subject to the Roman Pontiff?


Answer: Unam Sanctam

9. Founded in 1914, this denomination faced an early threat in the controversy with the Jesus Only or Oneness movement, but when the Oneness teaching was rejected, it was established as firmly Trinitarian. Long remaining isolated from other Pentecostal groups did not prevent it from phenomenal growth, now over 52 million worldwide. FTP, what is this largest Pentecostal denomination in the world?


Answer: Assemblies of God

10. Once a state religion, but not so any longer, this religion features no formal commandments or required ceremonies. While it was once not well distinguished from Buddhism, it has been clearly distinct since the late nineteenth century. Once supporting the emperor cult and featuring the worship of ubiquitous gods called “kami,” FTP, what is this most popular religion in Japan?


Answer: Shinto or The Way of the Gods

11. This farce features “a very naughty boy,” and was first criticized for its portrayals of characters with speech impediments. More serious criticism came in accusations for allegedly blasphemous content. Nobody seems to have criticized Graham Chapman’s frontal nudity. Featuring such characters as Biggus Dickus and Stan Called Loretta, FTP, what Monty Python film gives the strangely familiar biography of one Brian Cohen?


Answer: Life of Brian

12. Born in 1135, this writer wrote mostly in Arabic. He exhibited crucial influence on Thomas Aquinas and was part of the intellectual community of Muslim Spain. He wrote one of the first Mishnah commentaries, and other important texts on Jewish law, including one in Hebrew. FTP, who is this philosopher, theologian, and rabbi, the author of the Guide for the Perplexed?


Answer: Moses ben Maimon or Moses Maimonides (prompt on “Rambam”)
13. Counted as a prophetic book by Christians but not by Jews, and including significant portions in Aramaic, this book of the Hebrew Bible details the adventures of a figure who lived under Nebuchadnezzar, Belshazzar, Cyrus the Great, and Darius. The first part of the book describes stories detailing his faithfulness as a Jew despite living in a foreign land, and the second part presents apocalyptic depictions relating to the Seleucid ruler Antiochus IV Epiphanes. FTP, what is this book, found after Ezekiel in Christian Bibles, but in the Writings of the Hebrew Bible?


Answer: The Book of Daniel

14. Completed by the third century CE, this text is divided into six orders. Giving religious laws, but not directly connected to Scripture, it is believed to represent the oral traditions of Jewish law, handed down for centuries but not written until much later. Comprising seventy-three tractates, FTP, what is this source of Jewish law which, together with the Gemara, makes up the Talmud?


Answer: Mishnah

15. This Swiss theologian was crucial in the formation of the Confessing Church in 1930s Germany, and in the creation of the Theological Declaration of Barmen. Towering over Protestant theology in the twentieth century, he was one of the originators of the neo-orthodox movement. Originally bursting on the scene with his The Epistle to the Romans, FTP, who is this author of the Church Dogmatics?


Answer: Karl Barth (last name pronounced “Bart,” accept plausible mispronunciations)

16. This man seems to play second-fiddle to his brother in the texts, but his contemporaries probably thought he was more important, since he got the pretty clothes and did all the talking. Elder son of Amram, and first priest of Israel, FTP, who is man, Moses’ brother?


Answer: Aaron

17. This play’s author was confronted by a charitable organization of its negative depiction in the play.  This play first opened on Broadway at the Playhouse Theatre on December 9, 1915.  There have been four Broadway revivals, in 1928, 1956, 1980, and most recently in 2001.  Written in 1905, the play depicts a Salvation Army officer who is disgruntled at the religion’s acceptance of money from arms manufacture.  She eventually resigns. Dealing with religious hypocrisy, and earning its author accusations of blasphemy, FTP, what is this play by George Bernard Shaw?


Answer: “Major Barbara”

18. This pilgrimage site was an ancient city of religious importance in England, though it has never been very large. Its celebrated martyr was killed in 1170, and the place of his death is called “The Martyrdom” to this day. First incumbent of the see swas named Augustine, and the current is named Rowan. FTP, what is this seat of the Primate of All England and symbolic head of the Anglican Communion?


Answer: Canterbury

19. Eighth son of Devaki and Vasudeva, this person’s name means “dark,” referring to his complexion, but he has many other titles. His advice to his friend Arjuna forms the Bhagavad Gita in the Mahabharata. FTP, who is this eighth avatar of Vishnu?


Answer: Krishna (do not accept “Vishnu” at any point)

20. This Anabaptist denomination is found mostly in Ohio, Pennsylvania, and Indiana, numbering about two hundred thousand. Sharing some common history with the Mennonites, they are noted for their apparently aloof relation with modern society. However, they freely exchange in commerce with outsiders. Their children famously engage in a disobedient period known as the “rumspringa.” FTP, who is this group, known for their horse-buggies and opposition to modern technology?


Answer: Old Order Amish
