Tossups:  

 

1) One of her horses was named Lampos, while she bore Zeus two children named Ersa and Carae.  This goddess frequently appears in pursuit of mortal lovers, kidnapping both Cleitus and prince Cephalus of Phocis to fulfill her needs.  Her most famous lover was a son of King Laomedon who became disgustingly old without dying and was eventually turned into a grasshopper, namely Tithonus.  The wife of Astraeus, this daughter of the titan Theia also gave birth to the five planets and the four winds, and this “rosy-fingered goddess” was typically portrayed as a winged maiden leading the solar chariot across the sky.  For ten points, identify this Greek counterpart of Aurora, the goddess of the dawn.

ANSWER: Eos (accept "Aurora" before mentioned)

 

2) This figure is frequently counted among the Kapua, a group of mischievous demigods, and was the son of the moon goddess Hina.  He used a rope of his sister’s pubic hair to ensnare the sun and successfully retrieved fire from the underworld, all despite the fact that Hina had cast him into the ocean upon his birth.  More famous is his retrieval of numerous islands from the bottom of the sea with the great fish-hook Manaiakalani.  For ten points, identify this trickster god and culture hero who shares his name with Hawaii’s second largest island. 

ANSWER: Maui  

 

3) As Calydna it was ruled by king Calydnos, while its site was first inhabited by the Ectene people and their leader Ogyges.  Its men are curiously absent from the Iliad, as King Thersander died enroute to Troy, yet it made war against Sicyon under King Nycteus- the successor of Polydorus.  Nearby Mount Cithaeron witnessed the death of both Actaeon and the young king Pentheus, while its walls were said to have been constructed by the twin sons of Antiope- Amphion and Zethus.  It was here that the future wife of Harmonia was instructed to throw Dragon's teeth upon the ground, creating the Spartoi that aided Cadmus in the construction of the city.  For ten points, identify this chief city of Boeotia whose kings included Creon and Oedipus.

ANSWER: Thebes
 

4) In one myth this figure is imprisoned by the servant Namtar and endures sixty diseases, prompting Ninshubur to seek divine aid, and is only revived after the hermaphroditic Asu-shu-namir appears with the Water of Life.    Those events occur after this personification of the morning star is tricked into removing seven pieces of clothing in order to enter Irkalla, all in a failed attempt to wrest control of the underworld from her spiteful sister Ereshkigal.  The counterpart of the Semitic Astarte, this lustful "Queen of the Universe" is eventually freed in exchange for a seasonal commitment from her husband Tammuz.  Sending the Great Bull of Heaven when her advances are rejected by Gilgamesh, for ten points, this is what Mesopotamian goddess of love and fertility?

ANSWER: Ishtar (or) Inanna
5) By one account he was discovered atop the hill of Benbulbin, naked, and is taken to live at Almu.  His name derives from the fact that the wizard Fear Doirche had transformed his mother Sadbh into a deer prior to his birth.  In a better known myth he fathers Plor na mBan and Oscar after being bewitched by the fairy Niamh, falling from the horse Embarr and suddenly aging 300 years when Niamh allows him to revisit Ireland.  The son of Finn MacCool, just prior to his death Saint Patrick is said to have listened to his narration of the Fenian Cycle.  For ten points, identify this mythical poet whose works were allegedly translated James Macpherson.

ANSWER: Oisín (or) Ossian
 

6) He had nicknames meaning “Bent Stick” and “Wind Shelter”, and although his origins are uncertain he is often cited as the collective son of the nine Billow Maidens.  The name of his horse translates as "golden-mane”, as Gulltop shared the glowing appearance of this “White God”, who also fathered Thrael, Karl, and Jarl while in the guise of the wanderer Rig.  Dwelling in the hall of Himinbjorg, he was given his most famous position because of his inability to speak.  For ten points, name this owner of Gjallarhorn and protector of Bifrost, the watchman of the Norse gods. 

ANSWER: Heimdallr (prompt on “Gullintanni”) 

 

7) A regional variation of this figure was known Khenti-Amentiu, meaning "Lord of the Westerners", while in later centuries he was merged with the war god Wepwawet. The water-goddess Kebechet is often cited as his daughter, while the Ogdoad cosmology gives him a feminine counterpart known as Anput.  He is better known as a guide through Duat, with this son of Nephthys presiding over the "weighing of the heart" for recently deceased souls while in the presense of Ma'at.  Using linen cloth to preserve the body of his recently slain father Osiris, for ten points, name this jackal-headed Egyptian god who oversaw mummification.

ANSWER: Anubis (accept "Anpu")

8) Secondary deities of these people included the wind god Kon, and Supay- ruler of the dead.  They believed that the Milky Way was held in a large jug by the weather god Ilyap’a, while humans first appeared during “the Emergence” from the caves of Pacariqtambo.  Mama Cocha was the consort of their omnipotent creator god Viracocha, who sailed off into the Pacific after leaving the world to his son Inti.  Heaven was created out of the waters of Lake Titicaca in, FTP, the mythology of what South American people. 

ANSWER: Incas (accept “Incan Mythology” or equivalents) 

 

9) Among the figures whose names he adopted as epiteths were Braciaca and Alator.  Some of his priests were known as the Salii, or "jumpers", after their behavior during festivals such as Armilustrium and Equirria, while his consort is often said to be the Sabine fertility goddess Nerio.  He was once tricked into marrying the aging Anna Perenna by the prudish Minerva, while a more famous myth relates his rape of a Vestal Virgin named Rhea Silvia and the subsequent birth of his sons Romulus and Remus.  Worshipped beside Jupiter and Quirinus atop Capitoline hill, for ten points, identify this Roman counterpary of Ares and god of war.

ANSWER: Mars (do not accept "Ares") 

 

10) This figure was responsible for the death of Keshin and Putana, and rescued his idiot friends when they mistook Aghasura’s gaping mouth for a cave.  His followers were known as the Yadavas and helped him to found Duaraka following the defeat of his evil uncle Kamsa.  His mother Devaki also gave birth to his mortal twin brother named Balarama and, although he took a queen named Rukmini, he remained eternally faithful to the gopi Radha.  For ten points, identify this figure who appears as Arjuna’s charioteer in the Bhagavad Gita, the eighth avatar of Vishnu. 

ANSWER: Krishna  

 

11) One figure of this name is the son of Mattan, while another man with this name had a single son named Paphos.  The second of those figures lived in the city of Amathus, and became so disgusted by the prostitution of the Propoetides that he renounced all women.  The first figure of this name secretly murdered his new brother-in-law Sychaeus, with the victim's ghost returning to warn this man's more famous sister to flee from Tyre; the second figure so impressed Aphrodite with his ivory that she imbued it with life.  The evil brother of Dido and the creator of Galatea share, for ten points, what name with a 1912 George Bernard Shaw play about Eliza Doolittle.

ANSWER: Pygmalion
 

12) Upon first seeing her reflection she is said to have uttered “white face, fascinating”, concluding an episode that was begun when a skinned horse was thrown at her servants.  Her possessions included a magical sword that was originally retrieved from the tail of the eight-headed monster Orochi, as was as a sacred mirror that was used to lure her out of a cave during the so-called “Divine Crisis”.  Worshipped at the Grand Shrine of Ise, this sister of Susanoo was also the grandmother of Jimmu and hence the progenitor of the imperial family.  For ten points, name this sun god at the head of the Shinto pantheon. 

ANSWER: Amaterasu Omikami 

 

13) Female ones included Hylonome, the wife of Cyllarus.  They also included the ferryman of the river Euenos, while a large number of them were killed during Heracles' visit to the cave of Pholus.  Usually cited as the offspring of Ixion and the cloud goddess Nephele, their most infamous member is probably the would-be rapist of Deianeira- Nessus.  In their most famous myth, the wedding of King Pirithous is ruined when they attempt to carry off the new queen Hippodamia, prompting their defeat by the Lapiths and expulsion from the lands surrounding Mount Pelion in Thessaly.  Including the oracle who taught young heroes such as Jason and Achilles, for ten points, Chiron belonged what mythical race with the hindquarters of horse.

ANSWER: Centaurs
 

14) He is the protagonist of a young readers' work by Vivian Vande Velde, and the eponymous hero of a trilogy by Douglas Clegg.  Malory describes him as the sole survivor of a shipwreck that killed the rest of the newborn babies of England.  This co-conspirator of Agravain is cited in earlier accounts as the son of King Lot, although he is more commonly regarded as the son of an incestuous union between Morgause and her royal half-brother.  Mortally wounding his father at the Battle of Camlann, for ten points, name this traitorous usurper and illegitimate son of King Arthur.

ANSWER: Mordred (or) Modred (or) Medraut (or) Medrod
 

15) This figure's first wife was named Arisbe, by whom he had the son Aesacus, but he eventually left her to marry a daughter of Phrygia's King Dymas.  Originally named Podarces, he was given his more famous title after placating Heracles with the golden veil of his sister Hesione.  A prophecy by his sage Aesacus convinced him to leave one of his sons exposed atop Mt. Ida, but the baby survived to spark a conflict in which this son of Laomedon was stabbed to death before the altar of Zeus by the young Neoptolemus. The husband of Hecuba, for ten points, who is this father of Hector and Paris, the King of Troy in Homer's Iliad.

ANSWER: King Priam
16) He once ate the head of an ox named Sky-Bellower, while he is sometimes depicted with three heads of his own in order to signify his various dominions.  In one story he appeared as a cat that could not be lifted, thwarting his archenemy’s demonstration of strength at Utgard, and in another myth he was fished from the sea and only saved due to the treachery of Hymir.  The second son of Angerboda and Loki is, for ten points, what archnemesis of Thor, a monstrous serpent that encircled the entire world in Norse myth. 

ANSWER: the Midgard Serpent (or) Jörmungandr (prompt on “World Serpent”) 

 

17) A Gallic goddess known as the "divine" one was named Damona, while the Egyptian sky goddess Mehturt is depicted as a gigantic one lying on a mat of reeds.  In Indian myth one appeared during the Churning of the Ocean and was named Surabhi, while a white one named Nandin was the favorite mount of Shiva.  In Norse myth one fed the primeval frost giant Ymir and was named Audhumla, yet this animal is much more famous as the form taken by an Argive princess who was watched over by Argos.  For ten points, the Egyptian goddess Hathor and a transformed Io both took the form of what hooved mammal?

ANSWER: cow (accept clear equivalents)

 

18) According to some he burned himself to death after sleeping with a celibate priestess, while he used blood from a wound on his penis to mold the current race of man.  One of his incarnations was the wind god Ehecatl, and along with his dog-headed twin brother Xolotl he was associated with Venus.  Constantly in conflict with the malevolent Tezcatlipoca, he was also adopted by the Maya as Gucumatz or Kukulcan.  For ten points, Moctezuma unwittingly embraced Cortés as an incarnation of what feathered serpent deity. 

ANSWER: Quetzalcoatl 
 

19) This figure was the primary addressee of mystic poet Ramprasad Sen, and while in the form of the redeemer Bhavatarini is typically portrayed standing upon Shiva.  The greatest opponent of this deity was a demon that spawned a copy of itself whenever its blood touched the ground, a dilemma that she solved by sucking all of the blood from Raktabija’s body.  The Thugees ritually strangulated victims in the name of, For ten points, what Hindu goddess of destruction who name is repeatedly chanted in Indiana Jones and the Temple of Doom. 

ANSWER: Kali  

 

20) In one myth, this figure presides over a competition that leads to the raping of Khelidon, thus ending the marriage of Polyteknos and Aedon.  A similarly-named deity appears in Hesiod's Theogony as a daughter of Nyx, and begets figures such as Ate, Makhai, and Dysnomia.  In her most famous action she inscribed the phrase "Kallisti" and, in retribution for not being invited to the wedding of Peleus and Thetis, threw her Golden Apple amongst the goddesses.  For ten points, name this Greek counterpart of the Roman Discordia, the goddess of strife.

ANSWER: Eris (accept "Discordia" until mentioned)

 

21) These sisters Ephyra and Daira, as well as Persephone's attendant Admete.  Tantalus was the son of one these sisters via his mother Plouto, as were the Titans Atlas and Prometheus via their mother Clymene.  Better known examples include Pleione- the mother of the Pleiades, Zeus' first wife Metis, and Doris- wife of the sea god Nereus and mother of the related Nereids.  Daughters of Tethys and the eldest of the Titans, for ten points, identify these three-thousand nymphs associated with aquatic features such as rivers, ponds, and the open sea.

ANSWER: Oceanids (prompt on "nymphs", note that not all nymphs were sisters) 

 

 

Bonuses:  

 

1) They dwelt in the underground realm of Nidavellir, and are thought to be synonymous with Dark Elves, or Svartálfar.  For ten points each: 

[10] What is this race of diminutive beings from Norse myth? 

ANSWER: Dwarves (or) Dvergar  

[10] Among the most famous dwarves were these brothers, who produced the golden boar Gullinbursti, Odin’s ring Draupnir, and the hammer Mjollnir.  Name them both for ten points. 

ANSWER: Brokk and Sindri (or) Brokk and Eitri  

[10] While they crafted those items, Brokk and Sindri were continually tormented by a gadfly that was actually this shape-shifting god. 

ANSWER: Loki  

 

2) The Oneiroi were a trio of minor Greek deities who governed dreams.  For ten points each: 

[10] Foremost among the Oneiroi was this god, who shares his name with a certain character from the Matrix trilogy. 

ANSWER: Morpheus  

[10] Like the other Oneiroi, Morpheus was a son of this Greek god of sleep. 

ANSWER: Hypnos (do not accept “Somnus”) 

[10] The twin brother of Hypnos was this personification of death.  Sisyphus once escaped death by confining him with his own shackles. 

ANSWER: Thanatos (do not accept “Mors”) 

 

3) Heracles was forced to perform Twelve Labors after he killed his wife Megara and their children.  For the stated number of points: 

[5] For five, Heracles committed that despicable act when this wife of Zeus afflicted him with a temporary madness. 

ANSWER: Hera  

[10] For ten, Heracles’ labors were conducted under this King of Tiryns, a humorous figure whom Heracles repeatedly scared shitless. 

ANSWER: Eurystheus  

[10/5] Ten for one, fifteen for both, identify both the beast whom Heracles killed as his first labor and that creature’s father, who also fathered Cerberus and the Hydra. 

ANSWER: Nemean lion (prompt on “lion”) and Typhon  

 

4) Answer the following about groups of beings from Indian legend.  For ten points each: 

[10] These snake-like subterranean creatures were led by Vasuki.  They were the archenemies of the great bird Garuda. 

ANSWER: nagas 

[10] With a name from the Sanskrit for “divine”, this is the general term applied to the gods and goddesses of Indian myth.  They were the constant adversaries of the demon-like Asuras. 

ANSWER: devas (or) daevas  

[10] The ganas were a group of goblin-like creatures who attended this god of wisdom and remover of obstacles.  Oh yeah, he also had the head of an elephant. 

ANSWER: Ganesha (or) Ganesa  

 

5) Egyptian mythology is a veritable menagerie!  For ten points each: 

[10] This son of Isis and Osiris had the head of a falcon.  His eye, known as the Wadjet, was a symbol of divine power. 

ANSWER: Horus  

[10] This fertility goddess appears as a domestic cat.  Shrines to her often featured hordes of mummified cats, and it was because of her that Egyptians believed cats to be lucky. 

ANSWER: Bastet (or) Bast  

[10] Even the lowly dung beetle was granted religious significance by the Egyptians.  This was name of the divine scarab beetle that was thought to roll the sun into the sky each morning. 

ANSWER: Khepry  

 

6) Among the many classical authors who wrote of his exploits was Apollonius of Rhodes.  For ten points each: 

[10] Who was this prince of Iolcus, a man who set off in search of the Golden Fleece? 

ANSWER: Jason (do not accept “Aeson”) 

[10] Among those that Jason recruited for his quest were these winged brothers, collectively known as the Boreads.  Name them both for ten points:

ANSWER: Calais and Zetes  

[10] Calais and Zetes are best known for rescuing this king of Thrace from the Harpies.  He later told the Argonauts how to successfully traverse the Symplegades. 

ANSWER: Phineas  

 

7) In 1702 a Dominican monk named Francisco Jiménez made a fantastic discovery in the Guatemalan village of Chichicastenango.  For ten points each: 

[10] Jiménez had found what Mayan codex, whose name may be translated as “the book of the written leaves”. 

ANSWER: The Popul Vuh  

[10] The Popul Vuh was written in this primary Maya language, which is still spoken by thousands of Maya descendents in Guatemala. 

ANSWER: Quiché  

[10] The primary protagonists of the Popul Vuh are the hero twin Hunahpu and Xabalanque.  That duo somehow convinces a couple of demon lords to dismember themselves during their trip to this location, the Mayan underworld.

ANSWER: Xibalba 
 

8) For ten points each, name these Norse deities. 

[10] He dwelt in the hall of Breidablik, while his massive ship Hringhorni served as his funeral pyre after he was pierced through the heart by a mistletoe spear. 

ANSWER: Balder  

[10] This wisest of the Norse gods was decapitated by the Vanir after being sent to Vanaheim as a hostage of peace.  Odin then had his head preserved in herbs so that he could still be consulted. 

ANSWER: Mimir  

[10] This earth goddess is known pretty much exclusively as the mother of Thor via Odin.  Her name simply means “earth” 

ANSWER: Jord   

 

9) For ten points each, answer the following about Roman myth. 

[10] Along with the lares, these were the primary rustic deities of ancient Rome.  Their name is derived from the Latin word for “storeroom”. 

ANSWER: penates  

[10] One of the three chief Roman gods worshipped atop Capitoline Hill, he is typically identified with Romulus and was the subject of a major festival on February 17th.
ANSWER: Quirinus 

[10] This wife of Vertumnus was the Roman goddess of blossoming fruit and orchards. 

ANSWER: Pomona  

 

10) It is traditionally ascribed to the hermit Valmiki, who grants asylum to its heroine in the work's later chapters.  For the stated number of points: 

[10] For ten points, this is what epic? 

ANSWER: The Ramayana 

[10] For another ten, identify the adopted daughter of King Janaka and heroine of the Ramayana, who spends her years of exile at Valmiki’s hut. 

ANSWER: Sita  

[5/5] Five points each: name both the holy city to whose throne Rama is the rightful heir, and Rama’s youngest brother whom their father Dasharatha instead names as his successor. 

ANSWER: Ayodhya (and) Bharata  

 

11) According to the Enuma Elish, her first children were the monstrous serpents Lahmu and Lahamu.  For ten points each: 

[10] Identify this personification of primordial chaos and wife of Apsu. 

ANSWER: Tiamat  

[10] Upon Apsu’s murder Tiamat hooked up with this demigod, granting him the Tablet of Destinies to become the supreme ruler of the universe. 

ANSWER: Kingu  

[10] Tiamat and Kingu were both eventually defeated by this champion of the gods.  He then sliced Tiamat in half to form heaven and earth, while using Kingu’s blood to form the first men. 

ANSWER: Marduk (or) Bel   

 

12) She was married to Pwyll of Dyfed and bore him a son named Pryderi.  For ten points each: 

[10] Name this figure from the Mabinogion, who shares her name with a 1976 Fleetwood Mac hit sung by Stevie Nicks. 

ANSWER: Rhiannon 

[10] Rhiannon, like her Irish equivalent Macha, was primarily associated with this Perissodactyl. 

ANSWER: horse (accept clear equivalents) 

[10] The Gallic equivalent of Rhiannon was this goddess whose worship became popular within the Roman cavalry.  She shares her name with Link’s horse in the Legend of Zelda series. 

ANSWER: Epona  

 

13) Much like the men of ancient Greece, the Greek gods loved to have sex with little boys.  Identify these infatuations of the gods, for ten points each. 

[10] A prince of Troy, he was abducted by Zeus and made cupbearer to the gods. 

ANSWER: Ganymede 

[10] This son of Leto took numerous male lovers, including Cyparissus. 

ANSWER: Apollo  

[10] Another of Apollo’s lovers was this boy.  A jealous Zephyrus eventually caused Apollo to kill him with a discus, after which the petals of his namesake flower bore Apollo’s grievous cry of “AI, AI”. 

ANSWER: Hyacinth  

 

14) They were married by performing a dance around a giant pole called Amenomihashira,  For ten points each: 

[10] All or nothing, name these brother and sister creator gods of Shinto myth. 

ANSWER: Izanagi and Izanami  

[10] The story of Izanagi and Izanami is told in what 712 CE compilation by royal courtier Ono Yasumaru?  Its title is often translated as The Records of Ancient Matters. 

ANSWER: The Kojiki  

[10] After Izanami’s death, Izanagi made an abortive attempt to retrieve her from the underworld.  During Izanagi’s subsequent ritual purification he spawned a number of major deities, including this moon god who emerged from his right eye. 

ANSWER: Tsuki-yomi
 

15) For ten points each, name these Titans from Greek myth. 

[10] The twin brother of Epimetheus, he is “bound” in a tragedy by Aeschylus and “unbound” in a work by Percy Shelley. 

ANSWER: Prometheus  

[10] She was the wife of Cronus who gave birth to Zeus and the other major Olympian gods. 

ANSWER: Rhea  

[10] This Titan, associated with the sun, was the father of Helios and Selene.  He shares his name with a classic science fiction novel by Dan Simmons. 

ANSWER: Hyperion  

 

16) Identify the following ancient Middle Eastern deities, For ten points each:

[10] This war god and namesake of Assyria's earliest capital stood at the head of the Assyrian pantheon.

ANSWER: Ashur (or) Assur 
[10] The slayer of Geush Urvan, or the Cosmic Bull of Life, this Persian god of light gave rise to a leading mystery religion in Roman times.

ANSWER: Mithra (or) Mithras (prompt on “Sol Invictus”)

[10] This sun deity and lord of the Scorpion Men was the Babylonian counterpart to the Sumerian Utu.  He may be best known for aiding King Etana in his quest for the herb of fertility.

ANSWER: Shamash 
 

17) He is usually depicted with a trident and conch shell, as well as the hindquarters of a fish.  For ten points each: 

[10] This is what sea god who shares his name with a king in Disney’s The Little Mermaid? 

ANSWER: Triton  

[10] Triton’s mother was this Nereid, the wife of Poseidon. 

ANSWER: Amphitrite (grudgingly accept “Salacia”, her Roman equivalent) 

[10] According to one myth Triton was the foster-father of this goddess, whom he raised until she inadvertently killed his daughter Pallas. 

ANSWER: Athena (accept “Minerva”) 

 

18) It is also the primary mountain range of Scandinavia.  For ten points each: 

[10] Identify this home of the giants in Norse mythology. 

ANSWER: Jotunheim (or) Jötunheimr  

[10] In one myth Jotunheim is ruled by this King of Jotuns.  He must have been either blind or retarded, as he failed realize his would-be bride Freyja was actually Thor dressed in drag. 

ANSWER: Thrymr 

[10] Jotunheim was separated from Asgard by this river that encircles the plain of Idavoll.  It never freezes, no matter how cold the weather. 

ANSWER: River Iving (or) Ifingr 

 

19) A special feature from Fellowship of the Ring: Special Edition informs the question writer that it was a primary influence on the writing of J.R.R Tolkein.  For the stated number of points: 

[10] Name the national epic of Finland, compilations of which were published by Elias Lönnrot. 

ANSWER: The Kalevala  

[10] The primary hero of the Kalevala is this kantele-wielding sage who slaughters Joukahainen in a singing contest. 

ANSWER: Väinämöinen 

[5/5] Another of the epic’s heroes is Lemminkäinen, who dies while venturing to kill an oddly-colored bird in the underworld.  For five points each, identify the type of bird he was seeking as well as the name of the Finnish underworld.  

ANSWER: black swam (and) Tuonela (the Black Swan of Tuonela) 

 

20) She was a subject of a 2005 novel by Margaret Atwood.  For ten points each: 

[10] Who was the wife of Odysseus and queen of Ithaca? 

ANSWER: Penelope  

[10] During Odysseus’ twenty year absence, Penelope wards off her potential suitors by pretending to weave a burial shroud for this man, Odysseus’ father. 

ANSWER: Laertes  

[10] He was the only son of Penelope and Odysseus, a young man who is accompanied throughout the Odyssey by Mentor. 

ANSWER: Telemachus  

 

21) African mythology, For ten points each: 

[10] Perhaps the most famous figure from African mythology, this trickster god of the Ashanti people was known as “the spider” for his most common form. 

ANSWER: Anansi  

[10] This supreme god of the Zulu and Xhosa peoples lived in a gigantic swamp known as Uhlanga before coming to earth.  He was the son of the transcendent nature deity Unvelingange. 

ANSWER: Unkulunkulu  

[10] Many West African deities, such as the Yoruba sky god Shango, were adapted into orishas of this Afro-American religion from Cuba.
