1. In 1978 Bulgarian dissident Georgi Markov was assassinated using this poison.  It contains two distinct protein chains linked by a disulfide bond.  One is a lectin that binds galactosyl residues together, allowing it to enter cells, while the other is an N-glycoside hydrolase that causes an inhibition of protein synthesis.  The average lethal dose for humans is 0.2 milligrams, twice as deadly as cobra venom; however, therapeutically, it is used in magic bullets to target and destroy cancer cells.  FTP, identify this toxin extracted from the castor bean.

ANSWER: Ricin (Ricinus communis)

2. It was created in Brazil in 1971 for people engaged in the struggle for liberation, made its way through South America, and is now practiced in various forms in more than 70 countries.  It is a Game of Dialogue, participants play and learn together.  They believe that they must re-establish the right of everyone to exist in dignity, part of what they call their Discipline and their Freedom is to invent ways to help humanize Humanity by freely invading all fields of human activities.  Participants, called “spect-actors” engage in dialogue that deals with the social issues of a particular region, and offers possible solutions.  Cardboard Citizens in the United Kingdom use a branch called Forum Theater to empower the now and former homeless.  FTP, identify this method established by Brazilian director Augusto Boal.

ANSWER: Theater of the Oppressed


3. They have the ability to deflect ultraviolet and infrared rays and are commonly used in the production of sunglass lenses.  They are silvery-white metals that tarnish when exposed to air, producing their oxides.  Members of this group include Terbium, Promethium, and Gadolinium.  Together with scandium and yttrium, they are sometimes referred to as “rare earths” though IUPAC disagrees.  FTP, identify this group of elements usually placed below the main body of the periodic table.

ANSWER: Lanthanides or Lanthanoids
4. Her name translates as “the beautiful woman has come.”  Though her parentage is unknown, it is thought that she was a daughter of Ay, a pharaoh in Egypt’s eighteenth dynasty.  She gave birth to six daughters including Setepenre and Maritaten, who is thought to be the wife of eventual pharaoh Smenkhkare.  In 2003, the Discovery Channel funded an expedition to search for her tomb.  Her bust, attributed to Thutmose, is on display in Berlin’s Altes Museum.  FTP, name this chief consort of Amenhotep IV.

ANSWER: Nefertiti
5. He played Hiram Abiff in the 2002 film Cremaster 3.  In 1969, with Michael Snow, James Tenney, and Bruce Nauman, he performed the Steve Reich piece Pendulum Music at the Whitney Museum in NYC.  Born in San Fransisco, he studied Literature at Cal-Berkeley, and helped to support himself by working in steel mills which would influence many of his works.  He went on to study Fine Arts at Yale where he worked with Josef Albers on The Interaction of Color.  In 1970, he helped Robert Smithson execute Spiral Jetty.  His solo works include Tilted Arc, a 3.5 meter high arc of rusting mild steel on display in the Federal Plaza in New York City and Snake, a trio of sinuous steel sheets housed in the Guggenheim Museum Bilbao.  FTP, identify this American minimalist sculptor.

ANSWER: Richard Serra
6. She founded the first center for women’s studies in Europe at the University of Paris VIII, which she also helped found, and where she is a professor.  She has written monographs on the works of several authors including Franz Kafka and Heinrich von Kleist.  In 1998, she published Voiles with Jacques Derrida who has called her the greatest living writer in the French language. Along with Julia Kristeva and Luce Irigaray she is considered one of the “mothers of poststructuralist feminist theory.”   FTP, name this woman, most famous for Sorties and The Laugh of the Medusa.

ANSWER: Hélène Cixous

7. André Gide called it a novel for readers in the 20th century, feeling that is was far ahead of its time.  Published in 1830, this novel satirizes the hypocrisy of the Catholic Church as well as French society.  The first part introduces us to the main character, the son of a carpenter, in the French village of Verrières.  The second part takes place during the July Revolution and describes the character’s time spent with the family of Mathilde de la Mole.  FTP, name this novel featuring Julien Sorel by Stendhal.

ANSWER: The Red and the Black or Le Rouge et le Noir (acc. The Scarlet and the Black)
8. He received a scholarship to study musical composition at Winchester College when he was 16, and at 17, wrote and conducted his first symphony, Life Cycle.  With his brother Ben, he formed the band Gravel Monsters and released the album Harrison.  They had little success however, and broke up in 2002.  He has since become a solo artist, and his latest album, released in March 2007 is entitled Memory Man.  FTP, name this singer/songwriter best known for the singles “Strange and Beautiful” and “Brighter Than Sunshine.”

ANSWER: Aqualung or Matt Hales
9. She had a cameo role in the film Pecker and directed Jeanne Tripplehorn and Molly Ringwald in the 1997 film Office Killer.  Her primary focus however is photography and in 1995, she received one of the prestigious MacArthur Fellowships for “exceptional merit and promise for continued and enhanced creative work”.  She works in series, and photographs herself in a variety of costumes, most recently in 2003 dressed as clowns.  FTP, name this American photographer most famous for her photograph series, The Complete Untitled Film Stills.
ANSWER: Cindy Sherman
10. This event took place at an exhibit of the U.S. Trade and Cultural Fair in Sokolniki Park in Moscow.  During a tour of the exhibit, the Russian participant maintained that Russian people focus on things that matter rather than luxury and sarcastically asked if the house had a machine that “puts food into the mouth and pushes it down.”  The American participant repeatedly tried to steer the focus of the conversation onto household appliances rather than bombs and weapons.  FTP, focusing mainly on a comparison between capitalism and communism, identify this debate between U.S. Vice President Richard Nixon and Soviet Premier Nikita Khrushchev.

ANSWER: Kitchen Debate (prompt on Nixon-Khrushchev Debate)
11. It lasted from around 2700 BC to 539 BC.  After being under the control of the Ur, from 2200-2000 BC, they were able to conquer the Ur.  They remained a strong power until being destroyed by the Kassites in 1600.  King Shutruk-Nahhunte led them back to power in 1160 until Nebuchadnezzar I sacked their capital of Susa in 1120 after which they fell into obscurity for nearly 350 years.  A new kingdom arose around 770 BC but was never very powerful.  The Assyrians conquered and annexed them a century later, and they would never again be a great power.  One of the oldest recorded, FTP, name this civilization of modern-day western Iran and southern Iraq.

ANSWER: Elam


12. She is the daughter of a mathematician famous for his demonstration of the fixed-point theorem for multi-valued mapping.  In an episode of Sex and the City, Carrie Bradshaw releases a book that is reviewed by this person.  She worked as a reporter for The Washington Post as well as TIME magazine before taking her current post.  Norman Mailer has called her a “one-woman kamikaze” and a “token” minority hire.  She is the daughter of a mathematician famous for his demonstration of the fixed-point theorem for multi-valued mapping.  FTP, name this Pulitzer prize winning critic for the New York Times.
ANSWER: Michiko Kakutani
13. It rises near its namesake glacier and flows up to Martigny.  It becomes a great mountain

river running southwest through a glacier valley.  It then turns northwest to exit the Alps and flows west through Lake Geneva before entering France.  It is joined by the river Saône at Lyon before going south.  At Arles, it divides itself into two arms, forming the Camargue delta, with all branches flowing into the Mediterranean Sea.  FTP, name this major European river.

ANSWER: Rhône River

14. He was a student of Robert Bunson and Gustav Kirchhoff at the University of Heidelberg.  In 1908, he became the first person to liquefy helium using cryostats. In 1911, while studying the resistance of solid mercury at cryogenic temperatures, he discovered superconductivity.  These achievements led to him receiving the Nobel Prize in Physics in 1913.  FTP, name this Dutch physicist.

ANSWER: Heike Kamerlingh Onnes
15. It is the battle in which Henry Fleming was fighting in The Red Badge of Courage.  It took place from April 30 to May 6, 1863 and is sometimes referred to as Robert E. Lee’s “perfect battle.”  Joseph Hooker commanded a Union army nearly double the size of the Confederate army led by Robert E. Lee and Stonewall Jackson.  It took place in Spotsylvania County, Virginia and resulted in a Confederate victory.  FTP, identify this battle, the site of the mortal wounding of General Jackson.

ANSWER: Battle of Chancellorsville
16. Though he is not Naguib Mafouz, He began his career as a journalist before working for the Egyptian Ministry of Public Works.  During his time at the Ministry, he published poetry in pamphlets, privately printed booklets, and broadsheets receiving little acclaim.  The first publication of his poetry in book form wasn’t until two years after his death.  He divided his work into three categories: historical, sensual, and philosophical.  His poem “The God Abandons Antony” was adapted by Leonard Cohen for the song “Alexandra Leaving.”    FTP, name this Greek poet most famous for, ”Waiting for the Barbarians.” 

ANSWER: Constantine P. Cavafy  (acc. Konstantin, Konstantinos Kavafis or Kavaphes)

17. This ideology was founded in 1930 by Léon Degrelle.  It called for the moral renewal of Belgian society in conformity with the teachings of the Roman Catholic Church, the abolishment of democracy, and the institution of a corporatist society.  Most supporters were Walloons, and soon the movement began to ally itself with Nazi Germany, incorporating anti-Semitism into its platform.  FTP, name this fascist political movement in Belgium whose name is derived from the Latin for Christ King.

ANSWER: Rexism (accept Christus Rex)

18. A notable feature of them is their high thermal stability.  All neutral varieties are soluble in common organic solvents and can be purified by vacuum sublimination.  X-ray diffraction studies have shown that they have a sandwich structure, with their cyclopentadienyl rings either eclipsed or staggered.  For non-substituted ones, the energy difference between the staggered and eclipsed conformation is only 8 kJ/mol. The prototypical one of these is ferrocene.  FTP, name this compound consisting of an aromatic organic ligand bound to a metal.

ANSWER: Metallocene
19. One of his major works he attempts to explain why the economy is populated by multiple companies versus independent individuals contracting with each other. In another published in 1960, he attempts to trace the blame for externalities. His transaction costs approach is currently influential in modern organizational theory, where it was reintroduced by Oliver Williamson.  He is often referred to as the ‘father’ of reform in spectrum policy, based on his article The Federal Communications Commission.  Author of the articles, The Problem of Social Cost and The Nature of the Firm, this is FTP, what British Economist, the oldest Nobel Prize winner ever at 96, perhaps best known for his theorem which suggests that in the absence of transaction costs all government allocations of property rights leads to efficient outcomes.
ANSWER: Ronald Coase
20. After graduating from Bulter he placed an ad the Indianapolis Star and began to sell pet monkeys in order to fund and recruit members for a church he founded which would eventually be called the Wings of Deliverance.  Starting a struggle for racial equality and social justice, which he dubbed “apostolic socialism,” this man claimed he was “the only true heterosexual,” as well as the reincarnation of Lenin.  After having four men from his cult attempt to defect, he had them along with U.S. Representative Leo Ryan killed. FTP, name this man who eventually changed the name of his church to the People’s Temple and led a mass suicide in Guyana with poisoned Kool-Aid.
