1.  [Reader – Pause between dashes]    Virtue, Liberty, Independence – The Charter Oak – Wisdom, Justice, Moderation – Crossroads of the Revolution – The First State –  FTP, these are the phrases which replace E Pluribus Unum on the first five state designs for which American coin.

Answer: Quarter
2. He was a shoemaker from New Orleans, Louisiana, 7/8 white, arrested and found guilty for riding in a “whites only” railroad car in 1892.  He appealed his guilty verdict to the Supreme Courts of Louisiana and the United States, but both courts upheld the verdict.  Who was this man, FTP, consigned to supposedly equal, but sadly separate, facilities?

Answer:  Homer Plessy

3.  It was intended to be a visual sermon by the stern, moralistic artist.  Painted as a triptych, the first panel shows God introducing Adam and Eve and the third panel represents Hell.  But it is the much larger center panel which gives the work its name – sensual images meant to show man condemned to repeat Original Sin and doomed to Hell are shown in such abundance that they seem to celebrate what they were meant to condemn.  Name this work of art, FTP,  created in 1510 by Hieronymus Bosch.

Answer:  The Garden of Earthly Delights
4.  He was a pioneer of modern computing and committed suicide in 1954 by eating a cyanide poisoned apple.  The conceptual “machine” named after him became the modern theory of computation and computability and is an automaton which moves along a linear strip of data performing certain actions according to its state.  During World War II, he and his colleagues at Bletchey Park broke the Enigma encoder used by the Germans.  FTP, who was the Englishman who code-breaking work helped shorten the war?

Answer: Alan Turing 
5.  Completed in 1913, this soaring glass and stone structure has been called the “Cathedral of the Common Man”.  It has been a backdrop for many movies, such as Carlito’s Way and North by Northwest, and is located at 42nd and Park in New York City.  Earmarked for the wrecking ball, its restoration became a pet project of many New York celebrities, most notably, Jacqueline Kennedy Onassis.  Name this newly restored structure, FTP, now serving more train passengers than ever.  

Answer:  Grand Central Station 

6. Millions of people, worldwide, speak this language whose alphabet has twenty three consonants and five vowels.  All words are spelled the way they sound.  To make any word plural simply add oj, pronounced “oy” as in boy, to the end.   It was created to be a neutral, international language to facilitate communication among all the world’s people.  What is this artificial language created by Dr. Eugene Zamenhof in 1887?

Answer:  Esperanto
7.  During Bill Clinton’s July “Poverty Tour”, he visited Mississippi, one of only two states he had never been to while president.  The other state was part of the Louisiana Purchase and its name means flat water.  It is the only state in the union to have a unicameral legislature and its natives include Malcolm X, Johnny Carson and Father Flanagan.   FTP, name this Cornhusker state.

Answer:  Nebraska
8. Born in Hanover, Germany, he came to England to work as a musician.  He turned to astronomy, where he became famed for such accomplishments as building a 40 foot long telescope and compiling a catalogue of double stars.  He discovered two of Saturn’s moons, first noted the rotation of her rings, and calculated the period of rotation.  Name this astronomer, FTP, who became private astronomer to George III in 1782, the year after he discovered the planet Uranus.

Answer: William Herschel
9.  He was the son of Erebus and Nyx.  In art he is often portrayed as an ugly old man with a tangled beard and shabby clothes.  A proper Greek burial required that a bronze coin be placed under the corpse’s tongue so the dead could pay him to ferry their soul across to Hades.  FTP, name the boatman who navigated the river Styx.

Answer:  Charon (pronounced Kair Un)

10.  Born in Virginia, she won the Pulitzer Prize in 1923 for her book One of Ours.  She lived most of her life in New York and Pennsylvania where she worked as a teacher and editor.  When she began to write, it was her childhood home of Red Cloud that was used for the backdrop for her most famous books.  FTP, name this former resident of Nebraska, whose books include Death Comes for the Archbishop and O Pioneers.

Answer:  Willa Cather
11.  They had already begun engraving Jean Van de Velde in the Claret Jug, after all, he had a three shot lead as he began the 18th green.  A triple-bogey later, there was a three way tie which forced a playoff of the final four holes.  Justin Leonard, Van de Velde and Paul Lawrie played in the knee-high grass and drizzling rain. When Lawrie won, it was the greatest comeback in the history of major tournaments and the first time in 68 years that a Scotsman had won this championship.  FTP, name the golf tournament, held this year in Carnoustie, Scotland.

Answer:  The British Open

12.  Tobit, Jeremy, Susanna, Wisdom of Solomon, Judith, and First and Second Macabees are some of the books in this collection.  There are also additional chapters for the books of Daniel and Ester.  Originally included in the King James Bible in 1611, they were later removed from Protestant Bibles but are still a part of Catholic and Jewish literature.  FTP, name this controversial collection of Old Testament books.

Answer:  Apocrypha
13.  Examples include snowflakes, coast lines, and star clusters.  They are defined as geometrical shapes whose structure is such that magnification by a given factor reproduces the original object.  Their study has produced terms such as bifurcation, dissipative structures, strange attractors and the butterfly effect.   FTP, what are these complex patterns of order in over-all chaos?

Answer:  Fractals   

14.  It was stolen by Edward I in 1296 and weighs 400 pounds.  Except for four months in 1951 when it was liberated by Glasgow students, it resided at Westminster Abbey beneath the oak Coronation chair used in the crowning of every British monarch since 1308.  In 1996 it was returned to Scotland and placed in Edinburgh Castle.  FTP, identify this ancient symbol of Scottish sovereignty.

Answer: Stone of Scone or Stone of Destiny
15.  This collection of tales is set in 1348, the year of the Black Death.  Seven women and three men escape from the city where they pass time by telling stories for ten days.  The stories range from romance to comedy to tragedy and have been adapted to all art forms in the passing centuries.  Name this work, FTP, set in Italy and written by Giovanni Boccaccio.

Answer:  The Decameron

16.  His early work was on projective geography and he published a paper on conic sections in 1640.  It  included a theorem that, for any hexagon in a conic, the intersections of opposite pairs of sides are collinear.  After inventing a primitive calculating machine, he became interested in physics.  The law named for him states that pressure exerted on a confined fluid is constant in every direction.  He is also known for his method of obtaining binomial coefficients and the associated triangle named for him.  FTP, name this French scientist after whom the SI unit of pressure is named. 

Answer: Blaise Pascal

17. He was born in York in 1570, a Protestant by birth. He later became Roman Catholic, a religion persecuted under King James I and joined a group wishing to restore civic rights to members of their faith.  They rented the cellar under the Houses of Parliament where they placed thirty-six barrels of gunpowder to detonate and destroy the King and his men.  Before they could carry out their plot, they were discovered and put to death.  Identify this man, FTP,  whose “day”, November fifth, is celebrated in England with fireworks and bonfires.

Answer:  Guy Fawkes

18.  Completed at the end of the of the 12th century, 100 years before Notre Dame, its diagonal ribs and flying buttresses were the essential elements which elegantly resolved the problems posed by spanning great heights. It contains one of the world’s most famous labyrinths and 176 stained glass windows including the large round rose window in the center of the front wall; but it is the two mismatched spires that grace the front sides which makes it distinctive.  FTP, name this cathedral located 60 miles southwest of Paris.

Answer:  Chartres Cathedral

19. He was born in Kansas where his parents were homesteaders.  He later moved to Illinois, studied law and became an attorney.  He was a law partner of Clarence Darrow, but became famous as an author. He wrote biographies of Walt Whitman and Vachel Lindsay, but is best remembered for his poetry.  His most famous work was a collection of poems in which residents of a cemetery contemplate the meaning of their lives by recalling their past.  FTP, name this American author of Spoon River Anthology.

Answer: Edgar Lee Masters

20.  Begun by Ford Frick in 1956, the first recipient was Don Newcombe. Voting rules changed when there was a tie in 1969.  Ballots are now cast for three choices by two writers from each league city based on a 5-3-1 tabulating system. Since 1967, two awards have been presented, one each for the American and National League.  Unanimous winners have included Bob Gibson, Sandy Koufax, and Greg Maddux. Name this award, FTP,  named for the winningest pitcher in the history of  baseball.

Answer:  Cy Young Award 

EXTRA:  She wrote, "As an advocate of reason, egoism, and capitalism, I seek to reach the men of intellect--wherever such may still be found."  Born Alice Rosenbaum in St. Petersburg, Russia, her first publication was a mystery play, The Night of January Sixteenth.  The author of critical works such as For the New Intellectual and The Virtue of Selfishness, she founded the journal The Objectivist in 1962.  FTP, name this novelist, best known for We The Living, The Fountainhead, and Atlas Shrugged.
