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Toss-Ups
1. Originally named Doroteo Arango, he was assassinated in 1923 eight years after being defeated by General Obregon.  With a stronghold in the state of Chihuahua, he joined with Madero and Zapata in resistance of the dictator Diaz, who was defeated in 1911.  FTP, name this modern-day Robin Hood whose actions against the town of Columbus, New Mexico prompted U.S. intervention under the command of Black Jack Pershing.

Ans: Pancho Villa
2. Founded in the 11th century by the Fatimid caliph al-Haki bi-Amr Illah who was regarded as divine, its members are allowed to deny their faith in their lives are in danger, a concession known as the tagiyah.  They supported Nasser’s pan-Arabism, especially since the French had forced their migration to the Houran Mountains in south Syria in the mid-19th century.  FTP, name this secret Islamic sect traditionally based around Mt. Lebanon.

Ans: Druzes
3.  Provided with a lock of Medea’s hair, his daughter Sterope could prevent invaders while he was away, but he died during the fighting along with Iphicles.  When Heracles led an expedition against the son of Hippocoon, he called for an alliance with  this king of Tegea in Arcadia.  FTP, name this Greek figure, who shared his name with the father of Andromeda and husband of Cassiopeia.

Ans: Cepheus
4. A further report was drawn up in 1929 by an internation commission headed by the US corporation official Owen Young.  Originally, it had called for an exact schedule for the annual German reparation payments, outlined in the reorganization of the German Reichsbank, and recommended a large foreign loan to post-WWI Germany.  FTP, name this report on Germany’s economic programs, named after a prominent US banker.

Ans: Dawes plan

5.  Born in Nice in 1857, he was fascinated with the work of Jean Charcot, who studied hypnosis.  A contemporary of Wundt, he expanded the work of Francis Galton, who was the first to record intellectual differences between people through standardized tests.  FTP, name this man who helped develop the concept of the intelligence quotient with Theodore Simon.

Ans: Alfred Binet
6. A former football hero turned sports commentator, at the beginning he has been crippled by an accident involving jumping hurdles while drunk.  In the rewritten Act III, it appears that he may be ready to settle down to a normal life and possible fatherhood, but he is still unnerved by the circumstances surrounding his friend Skipper’s death.  FTP, name this member of the Pollitt family in Tennessee Williams’ Cat on a Hot Tin Roof, the husband of Maggie the Cat.

Ans: Brick Pollitt

7.  Of the initial group, only 45 were able to survive the two brutal months.  While trapped by snow in an attempt to take a shortcut through the Wasatch Mountains, 8 men, 5 women, and 2 guides set out for help.  Upon returning in February of 1847, they discovered, FTP, the remains of what party led by the brothers Jacob and George, who had to resort to cannabalism in order to remain alive.

Ans: Donner party

8.  When he goes to Grandma’s house he saves them all from a big storm, and later he becomes a hero and an honorary fireman.  Led by his owner Emily Elizabeth, he is also known for saving kittens and holding up a bridge so the town parade can safely pass.  FTP, name this Norman Bridwell creation who wasn’t always a “big red dog”.

Ans: Clifford the Big Red Dog

9. Born in Port Arthur, Texas, she was deprived of a gold medal in the high jump because of a technicality, but proceeded to win two others anyway, setting world records in each.  In 1938 she married a professional wrestler, and her autobiography This Life I’ve Led was published shortly before her death in 1956.  FTP, name this female athlete who also captured the All-American Open, US Amateur, and British Amateur as a leading golfer of the 1940s.

Ans: Babe Didrickson Zaharias
10.  Common early symptoms include restlessness, profuse sweating, lack of muscle tone in the limbs and abdomen, and a delay in learning to sit and crawl.  It is unlike osteomalacia, in which calcium and phosphorus gradually are lost from the bones, and osteoporosis, in which the bones are gradually weakened, but it is still caused by a deficiency in vitamin D.  FTP, name this childhood disease in which the bones remain soft, producing deformities like knock-knees and bow-legs.

Ans: rickets
11.  His modal quintets of the 1960s, which included drummer Tony Williams and saxophonist Wayne Shorter, combined elements of rock music with jazz, resulting in so-called “fusion music”.  The oustanding jazz bandleader of post-WWII, he joined Charlie Parker’s quintet rather than attend the Julliard School of Music.  FTP, name this legend, whose recordings include Bags Groove, Walkin’, and Kind of Blue.

Ans: Miles Davis
12.  After George Wishart was burned at the stake in 1546, he joined the defenders of the castle of St. Andrews, which later fell to the French.  A one-time chaplain to Edward VI, he was consulted over the Second Book of Common Prayer before fleeing at first to Dieppe, then later to Geneva where he met up with John Calvin.  FTP, name this founder of the Church of Scotland and Protestant reformer.

Ans: John Knox
13. His theories about time as subjectively lived was influenced by the lectures of Paul Desjardins and Henri Bergson.  In 1895, he began working on the long novel Jean Santeuil, and despite severe asthmatic attacks throughout his life, he was later able to create a narrator who, excepting his Jewish background and homosexuality, mirrored his own personality.  FTP, name this French novelist who created the villages of Combray and Balbec in Remembrance of Things Past.

Ans: Marcel Proust
14.  For a lens, the distances p and q between two points and their respective foci is given by pq is equal to f squared.  Interferences fringes formed by placing a slight convex lens on a flat glass plate.  An empirical law that is only true during convection and conduction, and for substantial temperature differences.  FTP, these are all named after what man, who also postulated that there is a force of attraction between any two particles in the universe.

Ans: Sir Isaac Newton
15. Although he was a cadet at West Point, he was discharged for “deficiency in chemistry” and later began to practice the art of etching as a US navy cartographer. In 1877, his work Nocturne in Black and Gold: the Falling Rocket were denounced by John Ruskin, but he won the subsequent libel suit.  FTP, name this friend of  Dante Gabriel Rossetti and Oscar Wilde, whose works include At the Piano, a portrait of Thomas Carlyle, and Arrangement in Grey and Black: Portrait of the Artist’s Mother.

Ans: James Whistler
16.  Today the art is still practiced by the Zulus of Africa, the Maori of New Zealand, and the Eskimos of North America to demonstrate some divine powers.  Mentioned by Confucius in the 6th century BC, the first known practicer was Louis Brabant, a member of the court of the French king Francis I.  FTP, name this art used by the 20th century comedian Edgar Bergen and his puppet Charlie McCarthy, in which one can “throw one’s voice” by speaking without moving one’s mouth.

Ans: ventriloquism
17.  In the 1980s, the South was dominated by Republican senators, governors and congressmen thanks in a large part to this group of people.  As an independent party in 1968, they nominated George Wallace as a candidate for president, only to allow Republican Richard Nixon to take the election.  FTP, name this anti-civil rights group, founded to oppose Truman’s re-election campaign in 1948 as the States’ Rights Party.

Ans: Dixiecrats
18. Interesting attractions include Mariposa Grove and Merced Grove, containing many giant sequoias, and the Tuolumne Meadows, containing huge fields of wildflowers.  Located in the main valley are Vernal Falls and Nevada Falls, as well as the park’s namesake waterfall.    One can go on a 200-mile hike to Mount Whitney, but shorter hikes can lead one to beautiful sites such as Half Dome and Glacier Point.  Created in 1890 this is, FTP, what California national park home to El Capitan?

Ans: Yosemite National Park

19.  The legend appears in Walter Landor’s Imaginary Conversations, and Alfred Lord Tennyson’s poem subtitled “A Tale of Coventry”.  According to tradition, she asked her husband, the Earl Leofric of Mercia, to relieve the town of certain taxes, to which he replied only if she rode naked at midday through the marketplace.  FTP, name this woman, who is now the namesake of a certain brand of chocolate.

20. His name is given in many old genealogies of Scotland, but the character itself is not historically based as he is the thane of Lochaber.  A general in the king’s army, he is described as having “a royalty of nature”, “dauntless temper of mind”, and “wisdom that doth guide his valor”, but he only serves as a foil to the ambitious title character.  FTP, name this ghost killed as a result of the witches prophesizing to Macbeth that his descendants would rule all of Scotland.

Ans: Banquo
21. During the first battle, a front was established between the Meditterranean and the salt marshes of the Qattara depression.  Under the initial leadership of British general Auchinleck, victory was ensured when a fuel shortage handicapped the 500 tanks the Germans could have used.  FTP, name this set of two North African battled fought between General Montgomery and the German Afrika Korps under Erwin Rommel.
