Toss-Ups





1. His enemies called him “The Sly Fox”, and as a member of the Barnburners, he ran as a third Presidential candidate with the Free Soil Party in 1848. Earlier, he had resigned from his post as governor of New York to become Andrew Jackson’s Secretary of State. He won the vice-presidency in 1832 under Jackson and became president four years later. FTP, name this eighth president nicknamed “The Little Magician.”

2. The classic examples of these economic concepts are hyperbolic in nature, with the axes as asymptotes. The axes are quantities of two related goods and the point at which one of these is tangent to a given budget line is the point at which one achieves maximum utility. FTP, name this economic curve on which all points are of equal utility.


Ans: indifference curves





3. The first novel in which she wrote about “serious issues” in her life was Lady Susan. Many of her novels dealt with love and marriage, although little is known of her own love life. Sanditon, her last novel, was a mockery of invalids and health resorts, written at a time when her own health prevented its completion. FTP, name this author of Northanger Abbey, Pride and Prejudice, and Sense and Sensibility.

4. The British commander led 7500 of his troops eastward, countered by 4500 Americans led by Baron von Steuben, the Marquis de Lafayette, and “Mad” Anthony Wayne. The Americans blocked the British attempt to escape by land, and forces under Washington and Rochambeau were transported to the battle from New York by Admiral de Gras. FTP, identify this Revolutionary War battle at which General Cornwallis was finally forced to surrender.


Ans: Battle of Yorktown





5. This actress lent her voice to the role of Azteca in Antz and she also played the role of Grace McKenna in the movie U Turn.  More recently, she released an album entitled “On the Six” and asked her boyfriend, Sean Combs, to marry her so that she can have children. FTP, name this actress who is the star of the new movie The Cell.


Ans: Jennifer Lopez





6. This constellation has five bright stars, one of which is out of alignment. Augustine Royer first described it as a constellation in 1679 although many older legends talk of it; however, it can only be seen from as far north as Florida and Northern Africa. FTP, name this constellation which appears on the flags of Australia and New Zealand.


Ans: Crux or the Southern Cross





7. In another work, we see the disintegration of a chromosome of a nictitating fish eye. In the foreground, there are ants crawling around, but in the background, one can see the sea, the sky, and a jagged cliff. There is a distorted face in the center of the painting, but the focus in this painting is not on any of these elements, but the melting timepieces. FTP, name this work of Salvador Dali.

8. At the end of the novel, the District Commissioner finishes writing his own book entitled The Pacification of the Primitive Tribes of the Lower Niger, even though the tribes were quite peaceful until the Commissioner arrived and threw five elders in prison. When Okonkwo gets out, he tries to start a war against the Englishmen who have settled there, but receives no help, and must commit suicide. FTP, name this novel by Chinua Achebe.


Ans: Things Fall Apart





9. Its general formula is given as the integral over the volume of an object of the product of a density function and the square of the radius from an arbitrary point to the axis of rotation. It is the measure of opposition to rotational acceleration that a body exhibits when a torque is applied. FTP, name this angular analog of mass, symbolized with a capital I.


Ans: moment of inertia





10. It is an extension of the Catatumbo River, surrounded for the most part by swampy lowlands. For many years, a bar at its mouth prevented ships that drew more than 13 feet of water from navigating it.  A deeper channel was later dredged to allow the passage of passenger ships, and more importantly, tankers, into the Caribbean Sea.  FTP, name this Venezuelan lake known for its rich oil deposits.


Ans: Lake Maracaibo





11. Their first missionary was John Nevins Andrews, and their emphasis on missionary work won them supporters throughout the world. They believe that eating meat and taking narcotics and stimulants are harmful to the body and the temple of the Holy Spirit.  FTP, name this Christian denomination that believes that observing the Sabbath on a Saturday will facilitate the second coming.


Ans: Seventh-Day Adventists





12. It was said that the orchestra involved in playing his works became split like an impressionist painting. He employed a 21-tone scale and used strings and brass instruments in original tone color transformations. He likened himself to Roderick in Poe’s The Fall of the House of Usher, but he never saw this character come to life as he only completed opera, Pélleas et Mélisande. FTP, name this composer of works such as Clair de Lune and La Mer.


Ans: Claude Debussy





13. Genetically related to the Navajo, their ancestors were from the far north, as their language is distantly related to other Athabascan languages spoken in Canada.  As late as 1700, some members of this tribe were living in Kansas, but eventually they were forced southwest by the Comanche and the Utes.  FTP, name this Indian tribe, whose famous war leaders included Victorio, Mangas Coloradas, Cochise, and Geronimo.


Ans: Apache





14. An irritating pale-blue gas that is both explosive and toxic, it is manufactured by passing an electric discharge through a current of dry air.  Used commercially as a bleaching agent for organic compounds and as a strong germicide, it is used to sterilize drinking water and remove objectional flavors.  FTP, name this powerful oxidizing agent with chemical formual O3.


Ans: ozone





15.  It was originally a term in Roman law describing a legal sanction in which a person placed his life or property in the hands supernatural powers.  Now, it has come to be a convenient expression for a sign or symbol of a thing, occasion, or event imparting spiritual benefits to the participants.  FTP, name this type of religious rite, especially associated with the Christian Church, which can include baptism, marriage, confirmation, and the Eucharist.


Ans: sacrament





He graduated from high school at age 15, just after his father died, and went to Rutgers on a state scholarship.  He intended to become an actuary, was offered an applied math scholarship at Brown, and spent some of WWII working as a statistician.  He studied economics at Chicago and Cambridge, where his liberal views were quite extreme.  FTP, name this monetarist and author of Capitalism and Freedom, the winner of the 1976 Nobel prize in economics.


Ans: Milton Friedman





17. He incurred debts by ordering 58 pairs of gloves at once and collected jeweled walking sticks despite the failure of his play Quinola.  The novel Droll Stories was also poorly received, though he already had his first success with Les Chouans.  He divided his works into “Scenes of Private Life”, “Scenes of Provincial Life”, and “Scenes of Paris Life”.  FTP, name this writer, whose novels Lost Illusions, Le Pere Goriot, and Eugenie Grandet are all part of The Human Comedy.


Ans: Honore de Balzac





18.  In one of his works, he introduced the concept of “collective representations”, the notion that the social power of ideas stems from their development through the interaction of many minds.  Near the end of his life, he studied primitive religions in The Elementary Forms of Religious Life, but his theories were all set forth in The Division of Labor in Society.  FTP, name this man who introduced the concept of anomie, a pioneer in sociology who wrote Le Suicide.


Ans: Emile Durkheim





19.  In an attempt to prevent his companions from leaving him, he flew ahead to close the window to the nursery so that the others would think they were not wanted.  He didn’t know how to use the door and he is adopted by the Darlings, and though he tries to persuade Wendy to fly away with him, she refuses to leave her parents.  FTP, name this James M. Barrie hero.


Ans: Peter Pan





20. Even though born in Virginia and stationed for a time in Texas, he chose to remain loyal to the Union and defeated Confederate troops at Mills Springs.  Taking part in the battles at Shiloh and Stones River, he succeeded William Rosecrans as commander of the Army of the Cumberland and was victorious in 1864 at the Battle of Nashville.  FTP, name this Union general who resisted a concentrated attack by the Confederates to earn the moniker “the rock of Chickamauga”.


Ans: George Thomas





21. This quantity is directly proportional to the length of a conductor, but inversely proportional to the cross-sectional area.  Although it usually increases with temperature, it is zero at low temperatures in some superconducting materials.  FTP, name this quantity, which is equal in many circuits to voltage divided by current.
