Round 8--Questions mostly by CB, with some by Roberts Whaples and Dhuwalia

1)  The main force behind its establishment was lawyer Hugo Pruess, and its constitution introduced universal sufferage for all citizens over 20 for the first time in its country.  It was a republic made up of Lander, or states, and its first president was Friedrich Ebert, whose early term was buffeted by Spartacists from the left and those angry about the Versailles Treaty on the right.  FTP name this republic which for 14 years after World War I governed Germany.

A.  Weimar Republic
2)  The titular protagonist is a small-time pool hustler and full-time deadbeat who abuses what is left of his wife’s good will by constantly hitting on and sometimes dating waitresses and barmaids.    He is always avoiding the taxman, ignoring the barkeep’s call of “Time, Gentlemen, please!,” playing with his racing pigeons, or shooting pool with his loyal friend Chalkie.  Homer Simpson, reading the funny pages, once referred to him as “you lovable wife-beating drunk.”  FTP name this British comic strip character who is known in the U.S. for his hot fries.

3)  Pulsars are thought to be rapidly rotating, magnetized versions of these other heavenly bodies.  They are supported against collapse by the pressure of the specific subatomic particle of which it is primarily composed.  FTP name this type of very massive star primarily consisting of a certain uncharged particle.

4)  Just before his death in 1997, this author of “A Supermarket in California” wrote “Death and Fame” which opens: “When I die/I don’t care what happens to my body...But I want a big funeral/St. Patrick’s Cathedral, St. Mark’s Church, the largest synagogue in Manhattan.”  For ten points, who was this beat poet, author of Howl and Other Poems?

A.  Allen Ginsburg
5)  This city was the first in Japan to be opened to foreign trade when the Portugese came in 1545.  It is now a center for shipbuilding, and it sits on the southwestern coast of Kyushu.  FTP name this city which gained greater fame 400 years after the Portugese visited when it became the second city to suffer to suffer the wrath of an atomic bomb.

A.  Nagasaki

6)  The winner of the second one, Larry Kelley from Yale, sold his in 1999 before committing suicide in 2000.  The winner of the first, Jay Berwanger of University of Chicago, didn’t even go pro as he could make more money in business.  Archie Griffin of Ohio State is the only one to win it twice.  FTP what is this yearly athletic award more recently won by Danny Wuerffel and Ron Dayne.

A.  Heisman Trophy      

7)  In the King James Version, this Old Testament book contains famous lines like “Be your sins like crimson, they can turn snow white,” and “beat your swords into plowshares.”  The longest prophetic book, its author was advisor to four Judean kings.  FTP name this book which prophecies the virgin birth, giving the messiah the name Immanuel.

A.  Isaiah

8)  As related in his “Confessions of a Mask,” as a young man he was sickly and was raised by his grandmother.  Haunted by what he saw as Japan’s weakened state after World War II, he founded a small paramilitary organization called the Shield Society, with whom he stormed the Japanese Self-Defense Force’s headquarters in 1970, eventually commiting ritual seppuku on the roof, disemboweling himself.  FTP who is this author of the novel The Temple of the Golden Pavilion?

A.  Yukio Mishima
9)  This process is important in the manufacture of fertilizers, but in nature is limited to certain bacteria.  Because chizobium bacteria are able to do this in the roots of legumes, planting beans is a good way to increase the namesake element of the process in the soil.  FTP name this process in which atmospheric nitrogen is assimilated into organic compounds.

A.  nitrogen fixation

10)  The central symbol of this holiday is a pole, as its creator thinks tinsel is very distracting.  It was first held in the early 1960s, and it takes place on December 23.  It begins with the “airing of grievances,” at which family members discuss how they’ve disappointed each other in the previous year.  Then come the feats of strength.  Identify this fictional holiday “for the rest of us,” FTP, celebrated by the Costanza family on Seinfeld.

A.  Festivus   

11)  One of his first commands was the Endeavor, and he was the first ship captain to recognize the role of eating fruit in combating scurvy.  He was the first European to cross into the Antarctic Circle, though he didn’t actually sight the Antarctic landmass.  Killed by some angry Hawaiians while trying to retrieve a stolen canoe, FTP name this explorer who claimed Australia and New Zealand for Great Britain.

A.  James Cook
12)  According to Geoffrey of Monmouth, this man transported the stones of Stonehenge from Ireland to their current location.  He also arranged for Uther Pendragon to appear to Igraine in the form of her husband so he could seduce her, which led to the birth of Arthur.  Later, he was imprisoned for life in a tower by his former lover, the Lady of the Lake.  FTP name this magician and advisor to Arthur.

A.  Merlin

13)  Considered a Mannerist, he often painted his figures, such as Saint Martin and the Beggar, to appear longer and more twisted than one might expect.  His paintings also heavily feature pale, steely grays, purples, and blues, and his figures’ skin is often a gray color.  FTP name this student of Titian and Tintoretto, the creator of the Assumption of the Virgin and the Burial of Count Orgaz, who was born in Greece but settled in Toledo, Spain.

A.  El Greco (acc. Domenikos Theotokopolos)

14)  The distribution of water in all living things is dependent on this action.  Its pressure is a colligative property, dependent on the concentration of particles in the solution.  It ceases when the concentration of a solvent on both sides is equal.  FTP name this passage of a solvent through a semi-permeable membrane.

A.  osmosis

15)  Its capital was Kumbi, a great city of stone houses and wooden and mud huts, and it lasted from about 400 CE till 1076 when Kumbi was destroyed by the Islamic Almoravids of Morocco.  Years before the Mali empire, the city of Timbuktu was created by the people of this African empire.  FTP name this empire which shares its name with the modern-day African nation with capital at Accra.

A.  Ghana

16)  Leonardo da Vinci:  A Pshychosexual Study of an Infantile Reminiscince.  Moses and Monotheism.  Totem and Taboo.  Three Contributions to the Theory of Sex.  Jokes and Their Relation to the Unconscious.  These all are, FTP, works by what writer also known for The Ego and the Id and The Interpretation of Dreams?

A. Sigmund Freud 

17)  One of the most politically divisive laws in American history, anyone who interfered with the prosecution of the law could be fined $1,000 and imprisoned up to six months.  Passed as part of the Compromise of 1850, FTP name this act which blocked only a small portion of the flow of slaves across the Mason-Dixon line and which was used as the rationale for the return of Dred Scott to a slave owner.

A.  Fugitive Slave Act

18)  This condensed polymer is formed by the interaction of polyhydric alcohols and polybasic acids.  The linear type is linked by dipole-dipole attraction, while the carbonyl (car-bo-neel) groups are polarized.  Extensively used as fibers, FTP name this polymer which might make up your dad’s old leisure suit.

A.  polyester

19)  William Blake wrote an 1804 poem titled with the name of this 17th century poet, imagining the poet coming back to Earth to correct misinterpretations of his work.  The poet was Latin secretary to Cromwell, and besides his poetry he wrote a pamphlet advocating divorce and a defense of freedom of the press, the Areopagitica.  FTP name this author of Lycidas, Samson Agonistes, and Paradise Lost.

A.  John Milton
20)  Born in Brooklyn in 1898, his first published song was “When You Want ‘em, You Can’t Get ‘em.”  He really hit it big, however, when his song “Swanee” was sung by Al Jolson in the Broadway play Sinbad.  FTP name this Tin Pan Alley product best known for the larger pieces “An American in Paris” and “Rhapsody in Blue.”

A.  George Gershwin
21)   He was chosen spokesman for his nation’s 1970s civil rights group Charter 77 because of his international literary success.  His first important play was 1969's The Garden Party, and he followed that with his most well known work, The Memorandum, which shows his frustration with the communist beauracracy of Czechoslovakia.  FTP name this beneficiary of the Velvet Revolution who in 1989 became the first president of the Czech and Slovak Republic.
