History:

One of this convention’s recommendations was that the president should never be chosen twice successively from the same state. This, and other, recommendations were forgotten when it became known that a peace treaty had been concluded while it was in session. FTP, name this convention that met at the New England city it is named after, that was a meeting of the Federalist Party of the New England states.

Answer: _Hartford_ Convention

In 1834-35 he was prime minister for four months. During the next six years, he established the modern Conservative party. He introduced and carried through the Catholic Emancipation Act of 1829. FTP, name this British political figure that gave his first name to the London metropolitan police force.

Answer: Sir Robert _Peel_

The first was about the size of a basketball and weighed 183 pounds and was launched during the International Geophysical Year. The second carried Laika and was launched on November 3. FTP, name this Soviet program that was the first to launch artificial satellites into orbit on October 4, 1957.

The great civilization of this city is considered to have begun around 100 BC with the arrival of refugees from a town decimated by a volcanic eruption. Developing into an important city, it flourished until about AD 750, when it burned down. At its greatest extent it covered about 8 square miles and had a population of as many as 200,000. FTP, name this pre-Aztec city whose name means “The City of the Gods.”

Literature:

Her most famous biography was written by Anne Hart. She has lived her entire life in the English village of St. Mary Mead. Although she enjoys knitting, she is more known for her ability to solve crimes based on suspects’ resemblance to people in her hometown. FTP name this sleuth created by Agatha Christie.

Answer: Miss Jane _Marple_

Set on the Monterey peninsula of California, this novel deals with migrant workers and poor families.  The men drink, steal, chase women, make music, and dance until they are eventually undone by a climactic fire.  FTP name this John Steinbeck novel that features Danny, Pillon, Pablo, Jesus Maria Corcoran, Big Joe Portagee, and the old Pirate.

Answer: _Tortilla Flat_

He was educated at Seville at lived in Madrid for many years.  He later fled his home country during the Spanish Civil War. The American poet Robert Bly translated his _Forty Poems_ in 1967.  However he is most known for a work where he chats with a donkey about the village of Moguer. FTP name this author of _Platero and I_ who won the 1956 Nobel Prize in Literature.

Answer: Juan Ramon _Jimenez_

Although he and his entourage perform at the Variety Theater, the only thing he actually does himself is make an armchair appear on the stage.  Later in the book, he hosts a party for dead criminals, traitors, and prisoners.  In the beginning of the book, he claims to be a German and tells the story of Pontius Pilate in order to prove the existence of Jesus.  FTP, name this man who portrays the Devil, the central character in _The Master and Margarita_ by Mikhail Bulgakov.

Science:

This order is Greek for, "two pairs of membranous wings," and members have leading wings coupled with hind wings by hooks.  Often the first segment is fused with the metathorax, and the ovipositor is used not only for egg-laying, but also for sawing in some species like the saw-fly.  FTP, identify this order of insects that includes wasps, bees, and ants.

Answer:  _Hymenoptera_

This class of organic compounds may form acids that are ten to the thirty times stronger than alkanes.  They can be formed by reacting aldehydes with Grinard reagents, and are also used in the Williamson Ether Synthesis.  Common forms include the isopropyl form, as well as other types that are somewhat safe for human consumption.  FTP, identify this class, typified by the O-H functional group, which includes methanol and ethanol.

The sulfide of this element is known as vermillion and is used as a paint pigment.  It bonds easily with gold, silver, and other metals to form amalgams, and bonding with either one or two chloride atoms makes it either a poison or a medicine.  FTP, identify this chemical element found in cinnabar, also known as quicksilver.

Once at a gas station on a road trip, this scientist fixed a car so easily that the manager offered him a job.  Little did the manager know that this man was busy developing ideas such as the beta decay theory.  His other work expanded on the idea of artificial radioactivity, and he then made discoveries of the slow neutron and laid the groundwork for nuclear fission.  FTP, identify this scientist for whom a nuclear particle is named, an Italian-American who won the Nobel Prize for physics in 1938.

Fine Arts:

Related instruments include the Romanian nai, Arabic nay, Greek syrinx, and Balkan kaval.  It was rationalized by Theobald Boehm in 1847, who based hole placements on acoustics rather than geometry.  A modern one is pitched in C, and is typically 26.5 inches long, with a bore of about ¾ inch.  FTP, name this typically silver woodwind instrument.

This work was commissioned by Spain’s Republican government for the Spanish pavilion at the 1937 World's Fair in Paris. As compensation, the artist was provided with a studio in Paris large enough to accommodate the enormous canvas, measuring 25.5 by 11.5 feet.  Imagery in this painting includes the gored horse, the fallen soldier, and screaming mothers with dead babies.  FTP, name this famous mural by Pablo Picasso, named for a Basque town bombed by the Fascists.

You Okay Honey?, Light My Candle, One Song Glory, Life Support, Santa Fe, Over the Moon, Without You, Seasons of Love, and La Vie Boheme are all numbers from this musical.  Homelessness, drug addiction, AIDS, and capitalism are only a few of the controversial subjects with which it deals.  FTP, name this 1996 musical by librettist Jonathan Larson, based on Puccini’s La Bohéme.

R/M/P:

This man began his studies in Leipzig during the semester of 1482, and was promoted to the baccalaureate in 1487.  He would later become prior of the monastery at Glogau and was eventually appointed inquisitor for Poland.  It was in 1503 where he made his first appearance as a preacher of indulgences in the ecclesiastical provinces of Magdeburg, Breman, and Riga.  FTP, name this man, made famous a few years later when he tried to preach indulgences near Wittenberg and caused Martin Luther to nail his 95 theses to the wall.

Answer:  Johann _Tetzel_

She convinces the 2 daughters of Pelias to cut him into pieces in order to rejuvenate him and make him young again.  Other atrocities she committed include murdering her 2 children by her first husband after she found out he was going to marry someone else, and killing her half-brother Apsyrtus in order to delay pursuers.  FTP, name this sorceress who fell in love with Jason of the Argonauts and helped him steal the Golden Fleece.

Answer:  _Medea_

A child prodigy, he played the violin at 5 and entered Oxford at 12, where he studied law and became admitted to the bar, but didn’t practice.  He worked with James Mill and established and edited the Westminister Review.  His works include _Introduction to the Principles of Morals and Legislation_, _Rationale of Judicial Evidence_, and _Constitutional Code_.  FTP, name this philosopher who invented a hedonistic calculus, had his body dissected after his death, and founded Utilitarianism.

Geography:

Connected to its much larger brother by the Kerch Strait, it’s a rough ellipse, measuring 150 by 85 miles, with an area just over 14,000 square miles.  It’s fed by the mighty Kuban and Don Rivers, and is the world’s shallowest sea, with a maximum depth of only about 45 feet, but is rich in sea life.  FTP, name this sea located between the Caucasus Mountains and the Crimean Peninsula, just north of the Black Sea. 


Answer: Sea of _Azov_

This state got its name from local deposits of marble, which when struck, emit a bell-like sound.  Explored by Spaniards in the 1530s, it became an important colonial copper-, gold-, and silver-mining district, and then became a state in 1830.  Population is centered around the cities of Nogales, Guaymas, Ciudad Obregon, and its capital, Hermosillo.  FTP, name this Mexican state on the Gulf of California, bordered by Chihuahua to the east, Sinaloa to the south, and Arizona to the north.

Current Events:

A three-time U.S. Judo champion and captain of the U.S. Olympic Judo Team at the Tokyo Games in 1964, he’s probably better known for his politics to balance the federal budget and protect public lands.  He had more free-standing Senate legislation passed into law than any other member of the 106th Congress, and has recently sponsored bills to expand and enhance the Little Bighorn Battlefield National Monument and Sand Creek Massacre National Historic Site.  FTP, name this senior Senator from Colorado.


Answer: Ben Nighthorse _Campbell_

After the attacks on September 11, while other airlines were announcing cutbacks, this airline, with a hub at Raleigh-Durham, declared bankruptcy and completely shut down operations.  On September 14, this Chicago airport was shut down for over four hours when two passengers were detained due to a security risk.  FTP, give the shared name, also an atoll 1,000 miles northwest of Hawaii.
