TOSSUPS
1. A student at Oxford under John Duns Scotus, he returned there to teach.  His theories became so popular among students that the Oxford faculty felt compelled to issue an official warning against him, led chiefly by John Lutterell.  His works included Quodlibeta septem and De corpore Christe, which Luther referenced in his Eucharistic doctrine.  After calling Pope John XII a heretic, he fell from disfavor and was excommunicated.  FTP, name this nominalist whose contributions include a theory of universals and “plurality should not be assumed without necessity,” his eponymous razor.

William of Ockham
2. Sulfuric ones are used in dye, phosphoric ones in pesticides, and nitric ones in explosives.  They can be formed by the Favorskii rearrangement, the Baeyer-Villinger oxidation, or the Claisen condensation, and are often catalyzed by bases, especially pyridine.  Hydroxycarboxylic acids can make internal ones called lactones.  Often, they are used in acidolysis via LiAlH4, saponification, and acid catalyzed hydrolysis into a carboxylic acid and an acid.  Commonly found in waxes, essential oils, and lipids, FTP name this compound containing an oxygen atom bonded to two carbon atoms.

Ester
3. A master goldsmith and poet, he supported the arts and founded a studio which specialized in miniature painting.  A fervent loather of the Catholic church, he poured money into Protestant states for their protection and in 1536 allied with Francis I against the Habsburgs.  He set a code of laws in his nation that remained for nearly 300 years, and often modestly called himself “the shadow of God over all nations.”  After defeating Hungary in 1526, he placed Janos Zapolya on the throne.  His naval campaigns were less successful, despite his great warship Barbarossa, as was his 1529 siege of Vienna.  FTP name this Ottoman ruler.

Suleiman I or Suleiman the Magnificent
4. Picasso’s features three women, two lounge on the gray, stony ground, and one stands looking up, playing with her hair.  A sailboat and lighthouse are behind.  Courbet’s depicts two women, one walking away with an outstretched right arm and a left holding a cloth, the other has removed her sits, having removed her shoes, and stretches her arms out to the right.  Renoir’s has two women in the back and three in the middle.  One appears to splash the two on shore.  FTP, all these paintings share this name, referencing the figures, as does Cezanne’s painting of “large” ones.

The Bathers or Les Baigneuses
5.  212 kilometers in diameter, it was created by the Valle Colonna-Valle del Bove system.  Located in the Catania province, it is home to a wide diversity of species, including a namesake violet, and the surrounding area includes natural attractions like Alcantara Gorge, and Gurrida Lake and forest refuge, as well as the small town of Taormina.  Described by Pindarus and Aeschylus in 475 BC, it was considered the home of Enceladus and the Cyclops.  FTP, this 3350 kilometer high is Europe’s tallest volcano, located on the island of Sicily.

Mt. Etna
6. Born in Garnett, Kansas, he followed his father and became a lawyer, eventually serving as Clarence Darrow’s law partner.  A staunch anti-imperialist and supporter of William Jennings Bryan, he published several essays , including “The Constitution and Our Insular Possessions” as well as The Blood of the Prophets, a collection of anti-imperialist poems, published under the eponym Dexter Wallace.  He continued writing, including biographies of Mark Twain and Abraham Lincoln and plays including Althea.  He is better known for his poetry.  FTP name this Chicago Group member, author of Domesday Book, Illinois Poems, and Spoon River Anthology.

Edgar Lee Masters
7. A strong defender of psychics such as Henry Slade, Sir Joseph Hooker sought to attain a certificate of lunacy against him.  Late in life, he worked for land nationalization, women’s suffrage, and other social causes; his last book, Social Environment and Moral Progress, was published in 1913.  His first work, A Narrative of Travels on the Amazon and Rio Negro, was all that survived the return voyage after the ship sank.  His most famous work comes from studying wild apes in Indonesia, and an ecological line in the region is named for him.  FTP, name this Englishman whose work led to a joint presentation to the Linnean Society with Charles Darwin.

Alfred Wallace
8. In 1998 and 1999, Wang Zhiyuan wrote to Oscar Luigi Scalfaro concerning a solution to this, but was ignored.  The recent solution has been credited to John Burman, and was overseen by Paolo Heiniger.  Attributed to Bonanno Pisano, it houses Pasquarreccia and is located in the Campo dei Miracoli. In 1934, Benito Mussolini saw it as a threat to fascist ideals, but an attempt to fix it only worsened matters.  After closing in 1990, it has recently seen such visitors as Laura Bush and Zhu Rongji, the Chinese prime minister, and may reopen to the public by October.  FTP, name this landmark, which has moved 23 cm, or 5.50 more upright.

The Leaning Tower of Pisa
9. Andrew E. Kennedy, a US Air Force pilot married German woman Jutta Karin Koehler and had five children.  The youngest of these five kids, she worked as a nurse at the University of Texas M.D. Anderson Cancer Center from 1986 to 1994.  In April of 1983, she married Russell, a computer engineer for NASA at the Johnson Space Center.  She quit her nursing job to care for and home school her children, Noah, John, Paul, Luke, and her most recent child Mary.  Claiming possession by Satan, as well as depression from her father’s death in March and the birth of Mary, she now faces the death penalty.  FTP, name this woman charged with the drowning of her children.

Andrea Yates

10. After a ten month pregnancy, she gave birth under a full moon, dying of complications a week later.  She was born Rummindei, and married Raja Suddhodona.  Missing her parents and her sister Pajapati, she set out in a gold palanquin toward Devadaha from the capital city of Kapilavatsu in the Sakya kingdom.  On the trip, she stopped at Puskarni pond in the Lumbini grove to give birth.  Ten months earlier, she had visited Lake Anotatha in a dream, attended by four devas and a white, six-tusked elephant, signifying her pregnancy.  FTP, name this mother of the Buddha.

Queen Mahamaya
11. The name’s the same.  One was a student of Matisse who later taught Mark Rothko and exhibited at Alfred Stieglitz’s Gallery 291.  The other was the son of a linen magnate and Reichstag member.  He helped to create a new constitution for Germany, and was a founder of the German Democratic Party.  His work as an economist includes the book Economy and Society.  As a sociologist, he took a value-free approach, studying the East and West’s religion differences, writing Religious Rejections of the World and Their Directions.  FTP name these men, on the artist of Chinese Restaurant, the other the author of The Protestant Ethic and The Spirit of Capitalism.

Max Weber

12. He was court-martialed and suspended for a year for forcing his troops to march 150 miles to visit his wife at Fort Riley.  Born in New Rumley, Ohio, he made a name for himself in the Civil War, pursuing Robert E. Lee toward the end of the war.  Serving under George McClellan, he became the youngest Union general.  Afterwards, he took a leadership position in the Kansas 7th Calvary and led a search for gold in South Dakota.  From there, he joined up with Frederick Benteen and Marcus Reno and was to wait for Alfred Terry, but disobeyed.   FTP identify this man who suffered defeat on June 25, 1876 at Little Big Horn.

George Custer
13.  The son of a division leader in the War of 1812, Nicholas Petrovich Kirsanov received his degree from the University of St. Petersburg in 1835.  His son left for the university twenty years later and returns may 20, 1859.  While at home, he is invited to the Governor’s ball by Matvey Illyich Kolyazin with his friend Eugene Vassilich.  At the ball, Eugene meets Madame Odintzov and falls in love, but later dies of pyaemia as they kiss for the first time.  Madame Odintzov’s sister falls in love with and marries the main character Arcady.  FTP, name this Ivan Turgenev work which ends with Katya and Arcady toasting their dead friend Bazarov.

Fathers and Sons (accept: Fathers and Children)

14. His father was the stone mason who built the Salzburg Marketplatz, but poor health kept him from masonry.  Instead, he taught math and accounting at a Prague school, moving to practical geometry at the State Technical Academy.  Despite his poorly written and blatantly incorrect math text, he rose to professor of experimental physics at the Royal University of Vienna, largely because of his work on magnetic declination variation and his 1842 publication “Concerning the Colored Light of Double Stars.” FTP, name this physicist whose effects describes changing frequencies of waves due to motion.

Christian Doppler
15.  A lover of the classics, he wrote so eloquently in the classical style that one of his Latin comedies was hailed for years as a discovered work of ancient Rome.  He also mastered the vernacular, writing philosophical treatises, such as Della Famiglia, as well as the first book of cryptography.  His interest in classical architecture in his work Descriptio Urbis Romae led to his appointment as Pope Nicholas V’s architecture advisor, building the facade of Santa Maria Novella and the Pallazzo Rucelai.  FTP, name this architect and formulator of the theory of perspective in On Painting.

Leon Battista Alberti
16. Originally founded in the 10th century as Brezalauspurch, it has grown into a city of half a million, served by Stefanik airport.  The city is oriented around Hviezdoslav Square.  Historical sites abound, including the birthplace of Johann Nepomuk Hummel and St. Martin’s Cathedral, the Hungarian coronation site.  It served as the Hungarian capital from 1526 to 1784, and Parliament met there through 1848.  This city was also the site of the signing of the Peace of Pressburg which was its German name.  FTP, identify this city on the Danube, the capital of Slovakia.

Bratislava

17. Leonardo Da Vinci wrote that it was moved by “The compressed intestines with the condensed air which is generated in them.”  We now know, with the research of Carl Stough, that they operate based on signals of acetylcholine released to the medulla oblaongata.  A layer of muscle and fibrous septum, it is connected to the spine by two crura.  Ancient Greeks referred to it as the phrenos, thinking of it as the center for all emotion.  While not directly responsible for emotions, it is responsible partially for sneezing, coughing, and hiccupping.  FTP, name this organ which can change its volume by about 600 milliliters, situated under the lungs.

Diaphragm 

18.  Civil servants have permanent contracts.  Illegitimate and legitimate children have equal rights.  Sundays and public holidays are official days of rest.  Nobility titles and military courts are abolished.  Education is compulsory through 18 years, and aims for moral training, public spirit, and cultivation of national character and the spirit of reconciliation.  Men and women at least 20 years old can vote.  Presidents must be 35 and are elected for seven years, can be reelected, choose federal ministers and the Chancellor, and may abolish the Reichstag once for any reason.  FTP, all this is true under what document which took effect in Germany August 11, 1919?

Weimar constitution
19. Dedicated to Jacques Durand, it was premiered in Paris under Camille Chevillard.  One critic commented, “We clung like a drowning man to a few fragments of the tonal wreck.”  Though not in any one key, it is principally in Db major.  Conceived in 1903 in Eastbourne, England, it is subtitled “Three Symphonic Sketches.”  The first builds from a brass theme of rising and falling seconds and thirds.  The second climaxes with harp glissandos and triangle.  The third opens with 16 cellos crescendoing into a chromatic wind and brass section.  These three are titled “De l’aube a l’apres-midi sur la mer,” “Jeux de vagues,” and “Dialogue du vent et de la mer.”  FTP, name this orchestral work of Claude Debussy.

La Mer or The Sea
20.  He is a fan of the show Twice a Week or More and of Jane Symon’s books.  During a trip, he goes to Salisbury where he is mistaken for an important man.  He stays at the Coach and Horses in Tauton, near the Giffen&Co. silver polish factory, a favorite of George Bernard Shaw.   While traveling to Tavistock, Mr. Farraday’s Ford breaks down, and he stays with the Taylor’s.  On the fourth day, he reaches his destination, The Rose Garden Hotel, where he is to meet Mrs. Benn, formerly Miss Kenton.  FTP, name this Darlington Hall butler, the narrator of Kazuo Ishiguro’s The Remains of the Day.

Stevens

21. Characters in it include Steve, Pablo, and Mitch, played by Lionel Hutz, as well as a sailor and trapeze artists.  It also includes a brief cameo appearance of Alfred Hitchcock walking two dogs.  Directed by Llewelyn Sinclair, it was his fourth show, following up his Hats Off to Chanukah.  Set in the “stinking, rotten, vomiting, vile, putrid, brackish, maggotty, foul, crummy, lousy, rancid and rank” city of New Orleans, lines include “Will this bewitching floozy/ Seduce this humble newsie?” and “I thought my life, would be a Mardi Gras/ A never-ending party… Ha!”  FTP, name this musical where Marge can “Always depend on the kindness of strangers.”
