2.  In 1866, he met Emile Zola, and Zola subsequently promoted his art in Zola’s newspaper Figaro.  To avoid having to study law, he went to sea.  He studied in Paris under Thomas Couture, and was influenced by Frans Hals, Diego Velazquez, and Francisco de Goya.   His first major work was shown in 1863 at the Salon des Refuses and was entitled Le Déjeuner Sur L’herbe.  His everyday subject matter and vivid brush technique helped inspire the Impressionist  style.  FTP, name this French painter of Olympia and The Bar at the Folies-Bergere.

3. He fought in the Mexican War and was an instructor at the Virginia Military Institute from 1851 to 1861. In 1862, he led a campaign through the Shenandoah Valley and defeated Genera Pope at the Second Battle of Bull Run.  At Fredericksburg, he led Lee’s right flank, but he was shot and killed accidentally by his own men at Chancellorsville in 1863.  FTP, name this brigadier general of the Confederate army who gained his nickname commanding troops at the first battle of Bull Run.

Answer: Thomas Jonathan "Stonewall" _Jackson_

4.  This material comes from the Middle Tertiary period, and burns with a bright flame and agreeable smell.  Since prehistoric times, it has been considered to have special properties, and the word “electricity” is derived from the Greek word for it, due to the fact that it becomes negatively electric by friction. A fossilized resin of the sap of now-extinct coniferous trees, FTP, name this preservative, which makes jewelry and holds prehistoric mosquitoes.

Answer: _Amber_

5.  She divorced her first husband, male model Ojani Noa, in 1998, and she has just married again.  This husband is Cris Judd, a choreographer she has been publicly dating since the Academy Awards in March.  However, she is better known for her movies, like “Angel Eyes” and the “Wedding Planner”, her previous boyfriend, Sean “P. Diddy” Combs, and, FTP, her singing career which includes the single “Love Don’t Cost A Thing”.

6.  It has a maximum east-west distance of 101 miles and a maximum north-south distance of 73 miles.  The most rugged parts are in the Taconics, parts of which rise more than 2000 feet above sea level.  The highest point is Mount Frissell, which lies on the border.  The third-smallest some of its smaller cities are Hamden, Waterbury, Stamford and Groton.  Major rivers include the Thames and the Housatonic.  FTP, name this state which extends from the Long Island Sound to Massachusetts with capital at Hartford.

7.  He wanted to create a philosophy that would encompass the ideas of all previous philosophers and allow the past and future to be understood.  To accomplish this task, he created the idea of the Absolute, which is the concept that encompasses all of reality. 8. He won the Pulitzer Prize for the novel The Bridge of San Luis Rey  in 1928 and for drama in 1938 for his most famous work and 1943 for The Skin of Our Teeth.  His 1954 work was made into the play Hello Dolly.  FTP, name this American author, best known for the play, Our Town.

9.  The last one occurred in 1990-1991, and the period from 1980 to 1982 saw two very close together.  It is often defined as a period when real GDP declines for two consecutive quarters, but people fear it because it tends to be accompanied by layoffs and pay cuts.  FTP, give the economic term which is not as bad as a depression and which many analysts believe describes the current economy.

10.  It can be defined as one minus the residual sum of squares divided by the total sum of squares, or as the explained sum of squares divided by the total sum of squares.  For this reason, it describes the fraction of variance in a dependent variable explained by an independent variable in linear regression. FTP, name this instrument, famous for its two or three drones and its link to Scottish culture.

12. According to legend, one of their gods, Tezcatlipoca, drove Quetzalcoatl out around 1000 AD, and the Mayan city of Chicken Itza shows their influence heavily.  They moved South from Teotihuacan around 650 AD, eventually settling at and building three pyramidal temples at their capital of Tula. Nuhautl speakers like the Aztecs, their civilization declined in the 12th century as the Chichimec civilization attacked them.  FTP, name this people who inhabited the central Mexican valley and were a major influence on the Aztecs.

Answer: _Toltecs_ 

13.  According to one legend, he was born when his father wanted a child and meditated for one.  When he appeared in his father’s lap, he cried because he did not have a name.  He continued crying through after being given 7 names; for this reason he has 8 forms, including Rudra, Ishana, and Pashupati.  He is often portrayed as having a blue neck, the ash-covered upper body of an ascetic, and a third eye.  FTP, name this Hindu deity, the creator of the dance and the first rhythmic syllables uttered.

14.  He studied ancient languages in college, but none of his major achievements are in that field.  Among his lesser known successes are calculating the exact position of the planetoid Ceres from early observations and making geodetic surveys.  He is more famous, however, for developing the method of least squares, proving the fundamental theorem of algebra, discovering a way to construct a 17-gon, and developing the normal distribution.  FTP, name this person, for whom the unit of intensity of magnetic fields is named.

15.  At the age of 19, he founded the literary magazine, Barrandal. 16.  It was founded after the conquest of the Later Zhou (pr: Joe) by Zhao Kuangyin (pr: Jao Kwangyin), who took the name Taizu (pr: Tie-zoo) when he took the throne.  It was the first society to have printed books, and while its capital was not as large as the previous capital Chang'an had been, it was still the largest in the world.  It marked the rise of the Chinese scholar-gentry elite, as well as Neo-Confucianism.  It is divided into two phases: the northern with capital at Kaifeng and the southern with capital at Hangzhou.  FTP, name this Chinese dynasty conquered by Kublai Khan.

17.  He has been in the news recently with Alan Greenspan before the Senate Finance Committee, recommending an aggressive package for economic recovery and disagreeing with the suggestions that the capital gains tax or the corporate income tax be cut.  It is odd that this man is more prominent than his successor, Paul O’Neill.  FTP, name this Treasury Secretary under Clinton who is still influencing policy.

18. Its founder studied under Lucian of Antioch and was follower of Melitus of Egypt.  Those who practiced this sect were heavily persecuted at the hands of the emperors Constantine and Theodosius, and its teachings were condemned at the councils of Nicaea in 325 and Antioch at 341.  Its followers were viewed by Catholics as "heretics," but through the efforts of the bishop Ulfila it nevertheless became popular among the Goths and subsequently among the other Germanic peoples in the west.  FTP, name this heretical sect of Christianity that preached the divinity of the Father but not the Son.

19.  When she first met her future husband, she was a gold-digger and her husband was the bungling heir to a large company.  They married in 1933, even though he was disinherited, and moved to the suburbs.  Their son “Baby Dumpling” was born in 1934, and their daughter “Cookie” was born in 1941, and was named based on half a million suggestions from readers following their lives.  She is now a working mother and runs her own catering business.  FTP, name this woman, wife of Dagwood Bumstead and namesake of a comic strip with 250 million readers.

Divided into two parts, the Adoration of the Earth and The Sacrifice, it begins at the foot of a sacred hill and ends with the chosen virgin dancing herself to death.  First performed in 1912, it followed closely on the composer's Petrouchka, describing a pagan ritual supposedly from the pre-historic era of the composer's native Russia. FTP, name this ballet composed by Stravinsky which caused riots at its first performance.
