1. A bonus that George W. Bush would love.  Answer the following questions on sociological terms relating to military conflict for ten points each.





What theory states that military conflict can be avoided if both sides have roughly equivalent military power?��Answer: Balance of Power�


This theory describes the prevention of military conflict through the build up of armaments.  Its basis is in ensuring that a potential aggressor would suffer too many losses to make the initiation of hostilities worthwhile.��Answer: Deterrence Theory�


This is a competition between nations in which each side attempt to achieve or maintain military superiority.��Answer: Arms Race








2. (Multimedia Question: Art illustrations attached).  Have a look these works of Canadian art and answer the following questions for ten points each.





Study picture #1, the abstract painting is entitled Conversations between Clowns (1953).  This painter was prominent member of a group of artists known as the Painters Eleven.  Name him.��Answer: Harold Town�


Picture #2 is entitled Shaman’s Ride.  Demonstrating his Woodland painting style or Medicine painting, this Ojibwa artist was the only Canadian to exhibit his works at Paris’ French Revolution bicentennial in 1989.��Answer: Norval Morrisseau�


Picture #3 is entitled The Little Sisters (1920) by Lilias Torrance Newton.  Newton was a member of group of 19 Canadian female painters, which existed from 1920 to 1922.  What was this group, named for the Montreal street where their studio resided?��Answer: The Beaver Hall Group








3. Discovered by Del Washburn in Portland, Oregon in 1975, this science allows people to investigate the mathematical design of the Bible.  Claiming that this design is the watermark that reveals God’s divine authorship.  For ten points each:





Name this science that derives its name from the Greek word for God and the word mathematics.��Answer: theomatics�


In 1978, what famous NBA basketball player of the New York Knicks in the early 1970s co-authored with Del Washburn a book about this idea entitled Theomatics: God’s Best Kept Secret Revealed?��Answer: Jerry Lucas�


Theomatics is basically an example of this technique for assigning numerical values to words.  What is the proper term given to this technique?��Answer: gematria








4. Answer the following related questions for ten points each.





Created by Englishman Frank Hornby in 1901, name the construction toy, made out of metal, that included screws, screwdrivers, various beams and brackets and, in expensive sets, electric motors.��Answer: Meccano (Accept: Mechanics Made Easy -- that was the original name)�


In 1914, American Charles Pajeau invented a wooden version of Meccano. What was it called?��Answer: Tinker Toys�


And in 1950, a Danish company created something called Automatic Binding Blocks, which became the modern plastic version of both Meccano and Tinker Toys. They were later renamed with the company's name derived from the Danish words meaning "play well".��Answer: Lego








5. Identify the following Canadian airports based on their three-letter designation for the stated number of points:





For 5 points, YYZ.��Answer: Lester B. Pearson International Airport  (prompt on: Toronto)�


For 10, points, YUL.��Answer: Dorval International Airport  (prompt on: Montreal)�


For 15 points, YQX.��Answer: Gander International Airport  (accept: Gander)








6. Dealing with William Shakespeare’s plays in high school English class one might think the presence of ghosts lay prominent in many of his plays.  But, actually, there are only four Shakespearean plays where ghosts appear.  For 5 points for one, 10 for two, 20 for three and 30 for all four, name these four plays.





	Answer: Julius Caesar, Richard III, Hamlet, Macbeth








7. Name the 20th-century author on a 30-20-10 basis.





While a war-crimes news reporter for Reuters, he recommended famed occultist Aleister Crowley to interview German Nazi politician Rudolf Hess when he landed in Scotland in 1941.�


During the Second World War, his Naval Intelligence codename was 17-F.  In 1940, he orchestrated the evacuation of King Zog of Albania from war-torn France.�


He wrote the children’s book Chitty Chitty Bang Bang; which is quite a deviation from his James Bond series of novels.��Answer: Ian Fleming








8. Identify the following people based on their famous last words and the year of death for 10 points apiece.  If you need a clue, it’s worth 5 points.





10 – “Treason!  Treason!”  (1485)��5 – He died on Bosworth Field, the last major battle of the Wars of the Roses.��Answer: King Richard III�


10 – “Farewell, my children, forever.  I go to your Father” (1793)��5 – She died at the guillotine after being found guilty on charges of aiding the enemy and inciting a civil war in France.��Answer: Marie Antoinette� 


10 – “My head!  My head!”  (1894)��5 – He died of a brain hemorrhage on the island of Samoa; leaving his last work Weir of Hermiston unfinished.��Answer: Robert Louis Stevenson

For 10 points, what name was given to this first meeting derived from the European city where it took place?��Answer: The Congress of Vienna�


The nations present at the Congress included the four members of the Quadruple Alliance or Great Powers.  For 5 points each, name these four countries.��Answer: Great Britain, Austria, Prussia, Russia








12. Answer the following questions about chemistry gas laws constants for 15 points each.





Avogadro’s Law states that equal volumes of all gases at the same temperature & pressure contain the same number of molecules.  At Standard Temperature & Pressure (STP), one mole of any gas occupies how much space in litres?��Answer: 22.4 litres�


In the Ideal Gas Law equation: PV=nRT, the letter R represents the molar gas constant.  What is the quantity of R in terms of atmospheres, Kelvin, litres and moles rounded to the nearest three decimal places?��Answer: 0.082 (Litres*atmospheres) / (mole*Kelvin)   [pronounced: Litres*atmospheres per mole*Kelvin]








13. American author Kurt Vonnegut sometimes includes a secondary title to his works.  Identify the following Vonnegut works based on their secondary title for 10 points each.





Children's Crusade, a Duty Dance with Death.��Answer: Slaughterhouse-Five�


Pearls Before Swine.��Answer: God Bless You, Mr. Rosewater�


Goodbye Blue Monday.��Answer: Breakfast of Champions








14. It won a record 12 Tonys including Best Musical at the 2001 Tony Awards ceremonies.  For 10 points each –





Name this musical based on Mel Brooks’ 1968 film in which he made his directorial debut.��Answer: The Producers�


The Producers’ 12 award wins surpassed this musical’s 10 Tony Awards won at the 1964 ceremonies.  ��Answer: Hello, Dolly�


On the flip side, this musical, based on a hit 1997 comedy film, received 10 Tony nominations including Best Musical but was upstaged by The Producers and came out empty-handed.��Answer: The Full Monty

Press into the pan a mixture of butter, sugar, cocoa, egg, vanilla, graham crumbs, coconut and walnuts.  Spread butter, sugar and egg mixture over it and chill.  Spread chocolate and butter mixture over the top and chill.��Answer: Nanaimo Bars








17. We all know that the European Union is currently in the process of admitting a number of Eastern European nations.  Lets go back a few years and see if we can remember the last round of EU expansion. On January 1st, 1995, three new members were admitted to the European Union. For ten points each, which nations were they?

A member of the British delegation to the Paris Peace Conference which ended World War I, he left in disgust and wrote a scathing critique of the policies which were being pursued.�


Although widely-known as a homosexual, in 1925 he married Russian ballerina Lydia Lopokova, who is described as giving "emotional ballast" to his life.�


His 1936 book The General Theory of Employment, Interest, and Money is arguably his most influential work.��Answer: John Maynard Keynes [CANES]





20. It centers around the death of Boy Staunton, with each book revealing a different perspective of his death.





For 10 points, name this Robertson Davies trilogy.��Answer: The Deptford Trilogy�


For 5 points each and a 5-point bonus for all correct, name the three books that make up the Deptford Trilogy.��Answer: Fifth Business, The Manticore, World of Wonders








21. Given the definition of a mathematical theorem, name it for ten points apiece.





Every polynomial equation over the field of complex numbers of degree higher than 1 has a solution over the complex numbers.��Answer: The Fundamental Theorem of Algebra (accept equivalents)�


If a function f(x) {pronounced “f of x”} is defined and continuous on a closed interval [a,b] and is differentiable on the open interval (a,b), then there exists a number c such that the derivative of f at c is equal to f of b minus f of a over the quantity b minus a.��Answer: The Mean-Value Theorem�


If functions f and g are continuous on the closed interval [a,b] and their derivatives exist on the open interval (a,b) and f(a) is greater than or equal to g(a) and f prime of x is greater than or equal to g prime of x for all x in the open interval (a,b) then f(x) is greater than or equal to g(x) for all x in the open interval (a,b).��Answer: Horse-Race Theorem

Name this respected literary writer, playwright, poet, and literary critic.��Answer: Carol Shields�


Considered her best work, what 1993 novel won Shields the Governor General’s Award and the Pulitzer Prize but failed to win the Booker Prize? ��Answer: The Stone Diaries�


In April 2002, Shields was awarded the Charles Taylor Prize for Literary Non-Fiction for her biography of what 19th-century English writer, published in 2000?��Answer: Jane Austin
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
