Tossups 

1. One thinker from this country collaborated with Harry Prosch on the 1975 book Meaning and authored 1946’s Science, Faith, and Society. A historian from this country authored Trade and Markets in the Early Empires as well as Dahomey and the Slave Trade. Another thinker from this country proposed an ideal solution to the Demarcation Problem termed the “sausage machine” and coined the concept of “Research Program” while being a dialectical philosopher of science. A Marxist from this country defined orthodoxy as adherence to method rather than outcome, and an economic historian from this country blamed the gold standard for WW2 and wrote that modern capitalism was an invention of the Industrial Revolution in his Great Transformation. For ten points, name this home country of Karl Polanyi, George Lukacs and Imre Lakatos, whose cities include Szekesfehervar and Budapest.  

ANSWER: Hungary [accept: Magyarorszag]

2. This man’s grandson was slain by Cairbre. This man once received the Hill of Alan as compensation for the death of his father. This slayer of Aillen killed one of his rivals in love by tricking that rival into hunting a boar. Apart from killing Diarmuid, this man married Saar, who was turned into a deer and ran away from him, after which this man found a feral child in the woods that turned out to be his son. This man’s father Cumhall was killed by Goll mac Morna. While serving as the pupil of Finneces, this father of Osian burned his thumb and sucked on it. For ten points, name this Irish hero who gained his power by eating the Salmon of Knowledge. 

ANSWER: Fionn mac Cumhaill [pronounced “Finn McCool”; accept Deimne; Fingal]
3. This religion teaches that God has made three offers of amnesty to man, the third of which was the most perfect and the only one to not require a prophet. Places of worship in this religion are often decorated with spheres and it was once common for members of this religion to attempt to communicate with their dead ancestors, sometimes using ouija boards. The major symbol of this religion is the left eye of God, which decorates its altars and buildings. This religion’s name means “High Tower” and its ecclesiastical structure mimics that of the Catholic Church with bishops and a pope. Most notable for making saints out of Sun Yat Sen and Victor Hugo, for ten points name this syncretic 20th century religion from Vietnam.

ANSWER: Cao Dai
4. W. V. O. Quine’s essay “Epistemology Naturalized” contrasts Hume’s language theories with those of this philosopher, who emphasized the importance of paraphrasis, or contextual definition, and translating whole sentences containing abstract terms to show the meaning of the terms without identifying corresponding objects.  In addition to that “theory of fictions”, this philosopher distinguished between positive and negative acts and attacked theories of natural rights for relying on normative principles.  His first book addressed Blackstone’s Commentaries on the Laws of England, and another work by this philosopher contrasts social and hedonic calculations of the aggregate and individual forms of a quantity central to his “greatest happiness principle”.  FTP, name this philosopher who wrote A Fragment on Government and An Introduction to the Principles of Morals and Legislation, the founder of utilitarianism. 

ANSWER: Jeremy Bentham
5. In this work, the author twice criticizes the article on Rorarius in his rival’s Dictionary for disputing his ideas, and the term appetition is used to label an internal principle causing perceptions to change.  The example of dogs fleeing when threatened with sticks is used to illustrate the definition of the soul as possessing both perception and memory, and the author criticizes the lack of a distinction between prolonged unconsciousness and absolute death in Cartesian philosophy.  The existence of God is proven a priori as a necessary truth dependent on contradiction and a posteriori as a contingent truth dependent on sufficient reason.  This work concludes by discussing the pre-existing harmony between efficient and final causes and theorizing that our world is the best of all possible worlds.  Expounding the theory that all compound substances are composed of the namesake simple ones, FTP, name this treatise by Gottfried Leibniz. 

ANSWER: The Monadology [accept: La Monadologie]

6. One tribe worshipped this god under the name Vanna-issa, and elevated him to the status of creator deity, and this god’s wife is sometimes called Maaemonen. After one figure prays to this god, a yellow bird comes to lay eggs on her, resulting in the creation of the sky and earth. Apart from rescuing Ilmatar, this also married Akka, and when he mates with her storms happen. This figure is associated with a tool or weapon called the vasara. Via a bee, this god sent ointment that resurrected Lemminkainen and he has an eponymous hammer similar to Thor’s. For ten points, name this thunder god from Finnish mythology. 

ANSWER: Ukko [accept: Perkele]
7. This work claims no religion has placed as much as emphasis on lament as the Shiites at Muharram shortly after declaring Islam is a religion of war. This work categorizes as paranoiacs both Muhammad Tughluk and a judge from Dresden named Schreber who believed he was the only human left alive. It analyzes the "Resentment of the Dead" and "The Escape of Josephus" in a section on "The Survivor" and it claims the mouth is the prototype of all prisons. This work uses the example of Cadmus' soldiers to connect the order of military formations with teeth. It describes how its first title entity is precipitated by a small group known as the "crystal", and this work's first section looks at "The Eruption" and "The Discharge" aspects of that entity. Beginning with a discussion of the fear of being touched, it claims knowledge of packs is necessary to understand social events. For 10 points, name this psychological and anthropological work of Elias Canetti. 
ANSWER: Crowds and Power or Masse und Macht
8. Pindar’s fifth Pythian ode states that Excuse or Prophasis was daughter of this man and Apollonius claims that Corinth derived its original name from another of this man’s children, Epyhra. This figure’s nephew, the king of Phthia, married his daughter and fathered Hellen, Amphictyon and a daughter named after this man’s wife. In Protagoras, Plato states this son of Clymene was responsible for naming animals and assigning them gifts. However, this son of Iapetus used up all gifts on animals and leaving humans without any special abilities. By throwing bones over her shoulder, this god’s daughter, Pyrrha, helped to repopulate the earth after the flood. This figure had Pyrrha with his wife, who famously opened a pithos that fill the world with evil and disease. With a name meaning “after thought”, for ten points, who is this husband of Pandora and dim-witted brother of Atlas and Prometheus?

ANSWER: Epimetheus
9. This book claimed that Noah spent 950 years “prayerfully exhorting” his people to not sin, and it uses the example of the changing of the Qibla to claim that God often destroys old habits to test faith, and it divides religious rules into groups named for things in the sky, such as the sun, moon, stars, and clouds. This text’s introduction calls for its followers to give up all that is earthly and tread the path of faith in order to attain the shore of true understanding, and part of this book is called the “Tablet of the Truth Seeker”. This book discusses the multiple Manifestations of God, as seen in the succession of Abraham, Moses, Jesus, Muhammad, and finally the Bab. For ten points, name this book by Baha’ullah, the primary theological text of the Baha’i faith. 

ANSWER: The Book of Certitude [accept: Kitab i-Iqan]

10. In one section, this work questions the idea behind the concept of being “spread” and asks whether an object can be spread without being extended as part of an argument against the theory of a “substratum”.  In another section, an example involving an insect’s foot is used to criticize the distinction between primary and secondary qualities of objects, and that section concludes with the affirmation of materialism’s inevitable degeneration into skepticism.  This work criticizes the equation of “real existence” with “mind-independent existence” and argues for the existence of our ideas in the mind of an infinite perceiver called God and builds on the theory set forth in the author’s earlier Treatise Concerning the Principles of Human Knowledge that reality is determined by our own perception.   FTP, name this work consisting of philosophical debates between characters representing John Locke and the author, George Berkeley. 

ANSWER: Three Dialogues Between Hylas and Philonous
11. King Atta-hushu of these peoples introduced worship of the goddess Anunitum among them, but she was abandoned after his death. A shrine to the goddess Upurkuppak can be found at these peoples’ temple complex of Chogha Zanbil, and in the north of their lands the goddess Pinikir was venerated. They worshipped the earth god Humban and the major triad of their pantheon was led by Inshushinak. The fact that they had a major goddess named Kiririsha supports theories that these people were related to the Dravidians. With capital at Susa, for ten points name this ethnic group that in ancient times lived just southeast of Mesopotamia. 
ANSWER: Elamites

12. The fact that jade fragments into jadeite and nephrite, thus failing the nomicness test of projectibility is one objection to this philosophical position articulated by Jaegwon Kim, and Kim also argued that this theory forces recourse to "structure specific bridge laws" and "local reductions." One philosopher formulated this theory as a response to Ernest Nagel's "intertheoretic account", and that philosopher also used this theory to show that physicalist type identity theories are not sufficiently abstract, unlike functionalist ones. Besides Jerry Fodor, another supporter of this position used the existence of pain in a wide variety of species to show that the correspondence between mental and neural kinds posited by "brain state theory" was untenable. Developed by Hilary Putnam, for ten points, name this philosophical position arguing that a psychological kind can correspond to many possible physical kinds. 
ANSWER: Multiple Realizability
13. Rather strangely, this figure had both a wife and a daughter  named Polydora, the latter which he sired with Antigone. Antigone would commit suicide when she heard  from the Queen of Iolcus that this figure had married to Sterope. When this figure became jealous of his step brother, Phocus, he and his brother, Telamon, plotted and succeeded in killing him while practicing for the pentathalon. This man accidentally killed his father-in-law, Eurytion, during the Calydonian Boar Hunt. This son of Endeis was given the immortal horses, Balias and Xanthas by Poseidon, and with the help of Proteus, he was able to capture his third wife, who was a shape shifter.. At his wedding to that woman, an item inscribed with the phrase “Kallisti” thrown by Eris caused quite stir among Hera, Athena and Aphrodite, leading to a beauty contest judged by Paris. For ten points, name this member of the Argonauts, who was offered immortality by his wife, Thetis, and fathered Achilles.
ANSWER: Peleus
14. Massimo dell'Utri's article "Choosing Conceptions of Realism" is an analysis of this concept. This concept's formulation posits a man who "has been told he understands Japanese", as well as a picture of a tree accidentally dropped by a spaceship. This concept is introduced in a chapter which begins by considering an ant tracing curves in sand such that it produces a recognizable caricature of Winston Churchill, leading into a discussion of magical theories of reference. This thought experiment compares its namesake entities with Turing machines playing the imitation game and is refuted on the basis of semantic externalism. Introduced in Reason, Truth, and History, for 10 points, name this thought experiment of Hilary Putnam, which postulates an evil scientist who connects nerve endings to a computer to produce an illusion of the real world.
ANSWER: Brains in a vat (or anything reasonably similar)
15. St. Paul allegedly engages in this activity in Second Timothy for the benefit of Onesiphorus, while Judas Machabeus engaged in this practice on behalf of comrades who had been found with idols of Jamnia. In the Eastern Orthodox Church, this practice is associated with Koliva, a type of ceremonial bread, and takes place at a special church service called the Panikhida. A person for whose benefit this practice is done may be listed as a diptych during Mass, and evidence that early Christians engaged in this activity includes monumental inscriptions left in Catacombs. Catholics often engage in this practice on behalf of a relative in Purgatory. For ten points, name this practice that Jews might perform by saying Kaddish.  

ANSWER: prayer for the dead [prompt on “intercession of prayer” or “intercessionary prayer” or “intercession”; do not prompt on “intercession of saints”]

16. The daughters of this deity dwell in the Munakata Temple. By slaying the obscure goddess Ohogetsuhime, this figure caused the creation of silkworms, rice, millet, beans, and barley. One story tells how this deity was compelled to compose a song upon seeing eight clouds, and the abode of this deity is the palace of Suga. This god performed a notable deed at the head-waters of the River Hi, where he transformed Kushinada into a comb to protect her from the eight-forked serpent, which this god slew. More famously, he wields Kusanagi the grass-cutting sword. For ten points, name this impetuous Shinto sea god, the brother of Amateratsu.  
ANSWER: Susanowo [accept: Susano’o; Susanoo]

17. One hadith about this rule condemns the use of reeds as tools. Issues not directly addressed by this rule are deemed “mubah”, while the term “makruh” describes practices not formally condemned by this rule but still discouraged. Improper application of this rule is termed the sin of Istihlal. This rule requires the ritual of Dhabiha and all that violates this rule is deemed haram. Requiring the severing of the carotid and jugular and subsequent death by bleeding, for ten points name this set of Muslim dietary rules specifying what food may or may not be eaten. 

ANSWER: halal 

18. This object is discussed in the sixth tractate of the Tohorot in the Mishnah, which states that to be valid, one of these objects must contain at least 40 se’ah. A dispute exists over whether a person with uncombed hair or dreadlocks can properly use this object, and this object is used during the second stage of taharah, the preparation of bodies for burial. Keri, Zavah, and Niddah are states caused by discharge of bodily fluids that this object can remove via tevilah, or ablution via full-body immersion. For ten points, name this type of ritual bath, used for purification in Judaism.  

ANSWER: Mikvah
19. Snorri states that this figure should be called “kinsman of Ali”, and Vartari is a thong used by a dwarf to sew this figure’s mouth shut. This brother of Byleist was once captured and held in a wooden chest by the villainous King Geirroth. He is represented by the Kaunaz, a vulva-shaped rune, and one of his sons created the Van River. This slayer of Fimafeng captured the dwarf Andvari in a net and is the son of Laufey and Farbauti and the father of Narfi. To delay the building of Valhalla, this figure copulated with a horse, but his usual consorts are Sigyn and Angrboda. The father of Sleipnir, Fenrir, and the Midgard Serpent, for ten points name this trickster from Norse myth.
ANSWER: Loki
20. In Wendish and Slavic mythology, Flins was the god of this phenomenon. Ah Puch, a deity decorated with bells and associated with owls, was the god of this for Mayans, while the Incan god of this was named Supay and ruled the realm of Uca Pacha. Egyptian gods of this phenomenon include one depicted as a green falcon, Sokar. The Aztec god of this and thunder sometimes takes the form of a dog, Xolotl, and leads people to Mictlan. In Greek myth, those to whom this happened went to Hades. For ten points, name this phenomenon associated with the Grim Reaper, the end of life. 

ANSWER: death
21. The Mundaka Upanishad refers to this figure as the first of the seven tongues of Agni. This figure is attended by the Dakinis and once emerged from the forehead of the goddess Durga. To prevent the demon Raktavira from creating many small versions of himself, this figure licked drops of his blood while slaying him. Often depicted standing over the dead body of Shiva, her consort, for ten points name this Hindu goddess worshipped by the Thugee, who wears a belt of human skulls and represents darkness and violence. 

ANSWER: Kali [accept: Kala; Kalaratri; Kalika]

TB. In a section directed to the realists in Book Two of this work, the author mocks their supposed project by referencing a Schiller ballad about a boy who entered a temple in the city of Sais who secretly lifted the veil of Isis. This work warns of the danger of Amor fati and warns against the seduction of the belief in personal providence in a section dedicated to St. Januarius. The author claimed that this was the “most personal of all my works,” containing a “Prelude in Rhymes” titled “Joke, Cunning and Revenge” and an appendix consisting of songs of Prince Freebird. Suggesting that just like the shadow of Buddha was shown in caves after his passing; we too cannot overcome the shadow of God and its title derives from a Provencal expression regarding the skill of a troubadour. For ten points, name this work by Friedrich Nietzsche that introduced the aphorism “God is dead” and whose title suggests a happy school subject. 

ANSWER: The Gay Science [or Die Frolische Wissenschaft]
