1. A biography of this man was written by the historian Philostorgius, a member of a sect that claimed to follow this man, the Anomoeans. This man’s followers during his life included Secundus and Theonus. Marcellus of Ancyra wrote a condemnation of this man that was later condemned as heretical. This student of St. Lucian of Antioch first became notable as an opponent of Alexander of Alexandria. This theologian accused his opponents of the Sabellian heresy. To make theology accessible to the public, he put his views into poetry in his most famous work, Thalia. For ten points, name this Egyptian heretic condemned at the Council of Nicea, who taught that Jesus was created by God. 
ANSWER: Arius
2. One of his possessions was a magic harp made of oak that put the seasons in order when played, and could also be used to direct the course of battle and manipulate emotions. He also owned two pigs, one that was continuously roasting and one that was constantly growing.  His lover was Boann, and some of his more famous possessions include a weapon whose handle could be used to bring back the dead and could kill nine men in one blow, and a bottomless cauldron.  For ten points, name leader of the Tuatha De Danann after Nuada, also known as “the good god”.
ANSWER: The Dagda
3. The “Colliget”, or “Book of Generalities”, was this man’s most notable work on medicine. This man argued that the active and passive intellects were separate from the individual soul and advocated the concept of “double truth”. Boetius of Dacia applied this man’s ideas to argue that the Resurrection the Dead was impossible, and along with Siger of Brabant founded a medieval Christian heresy named for this man. This man’s most notable work begins by defending ways to prove the eternity of the world, a feat deemed impossible by his Asharite opponents. For ten points, name this rival of Al-Ghazali and author of “Incoherence of the Incoherence”, a rationalist philosopher of Muslim Spain. 

ANSWER: Averroes [accept: Averrhoes; Abu 'l-Walid Muhammad ibn Amad ibn Rushd]

4. In this work, one concept is used to define both dualism and the Hegelian “Aufhebung” and is criticized for causing a de-emphasis on “presence”.  The author examines the “neume” as part of an analysis of an essay which presents the “simple movement of the finger” to illustrate one idea.  While discussing that essay by Rousseau, the concept of the “voice” is identified with consciousness, which, since it produces the ideal of “being” independently of relations to other objects, is termed “pure auto-affection”.  In addition to discussing the “trace”, this work criticizes the concept of time for establishing the “linear” interpretation of a central concept, a “non-linear” example of which is illustrated by a discussion of Andre Leroi-Gourhan’s concept of the “mythogram”.  Both psychoanalysis and structural linguistics are predicted to have the potential to challenge the irreducible conception of “being”, and the signifier and signified are shown to be identical in a discussion of “differance”.  This work also claims that Heidegger and Nietzsche were forced to make use of conventional philosophical systems in order to destroy them from within.  FTP, name this seminal text of deconstruction written by Jacques Derrida. 

ANSWER: Of Grammatology [accept De la grammatologie]
5. When Mount Helicon grew skyward after the Muses defeated the daughters of Pierus in a singing contest, Poseidon beseeched this figure to use his strength to halt its growth. While this figure helped his most famous companion defeat the Solymi and the Amazons, he was also responsible for that companion’s death when he was stung by a gadfly sent by Zeus. This figure had an affinity for springs as he created ones at Troezen and Hippocrene and was found by his most notable companion while drinking from one at Pirene. Sometimes considered a son of Poseidon, this brother of Chrysaor was born when Perseus decapitated his mother. After this bearer of Zeus’ thunderbolts was tamed by Athena’s golden bridle, his companion used this figure’s ability to fly to defeat the Chimera. For ten points, identify this winged horse from Greek mythology, who was tamed by Bellorophon.

ANSWER: Pegasus
6. Some members of this religion preface all of their statements with the word “syad”, or “maybe”, to demonstrate that reality is complex and thus no statement may be entirely accurate. A central concept of this religion is Anekantavada, or the idea that truth can be approached from multiple viewpoints. Umaswati wrote the major holy text of this faith, called the “Book of Reality”. Members of this religion follow the “four restraints” laid down by Lord Parshva, and both the white-clad and sky-clad – or Svetambara and Digambara – sects of this faith follow the principle of ahimsa. For ten points, name this non-violent religion of India. 

ANSWER: Jainism [accept: Nirgantha]

7. This thinker’s early work was focused on natural philosophy and includes a self-described unsuccessful attempt to mediate between Cartesian and Leibnizian theories of physical force as well four essays on earthquakes and winds. Besides writing, Thoughts on the True Estimation of Living Forces, this philosopher asserts that the laws of nature and the laws of human conduct are compatible precisely because they are both products of human thought in his last work, The Conflict of the Faculties. His work on religion includes an essay ridiculing metaphysical theories as the fantasies of the Swedish Theosophist Emmanuel Swedenborg whom this author calls a “Spirit Seer,” and rejects both the ontological argument and the argument from design in The Only Possible Argument. For 10 points, name this philosopher who answered the question “What is Enlightenment,” and rejects the supposed right to lie due to philanthropic concerns in a supplement to his Groundwork for the Metaphysics of Morals.
ANSWER: Immanuel Kant
8. Among the Phonecians, this god may have been called Demarus. The god Athtar once temporarily took this god’s place in the pantheon, and this god may have copulated with a cow to produce a heifer as a gift to another god. The goddess Shapsh brought this god back from the underworld when he died, thus ending a major drought. This god’s sister, Anat, was introduced to Egypt as a foreign consort for Seth, and this god quarreled with his brother, the death god Mot. For ten points, name this widely worshipped West Semitic and Canaanite storm god, a son of El whose alternative name means “Lord”. 

ANSWER: Haddad or Ba’al [accept: Haddu; Addad; Adodos; Bel]

9. In one section, this work discusses a soldier who masters the concept of “contour” and is unable to define “contour” but is able to relate how he mastered it to argue that abstract concepts are not learned, and only the way in which the term is used is learned.  This work claims that “specialist theories” can only be philosophically analyzed uniformly via a general vocabulary as part of its author’s interpretation of “ordinary language”.  The logical cause and effect relationship between reason and action is expanded under an assumption of physicality into an infinite regression of prior actions, part of an extended criticism of the “type-error” or “category-mistake” which arises from applying perceptual definitions to non-perceptual mental processes.  Describing a certain philosophy as relying on a “ghost in the machine”, for 10 points, name this behaviorist-influenced attack on Cartesian dualism written by Gilbert Ryle. 

ANSWER: The Concept of Mind 

10. This work claims "Life is a pure flame, and we live by an invisible sun within us." It argues that we cannot "extenuate the valour of ancient martyrs" because they "parted with life when it was scarce worth living" and that "to subsist in lasting Monuments" was part of the Christian Elysium, but that "all this is nothing in the Metaphysicks of true belief." The "iniquity of oblivion" is illustrated by the fact "Herostratus lives that burnt the temple of Diana; he is almost lost that built it." It claims "what song the Syrens sang, or what name Achilles assumed" are puzzling, though not beyond conjecture. This work's sequel espouses a "higher geometry of nature" via the quincunx, the figure x, and the lozenge shape; that sequel is The Garden of Cyrus. Exemplifying Baroque prose in lines like "man is a noble animal, splendid in ashes, pompous in the grave", for 10 points, name this work of Thomas Browne inspired by the discovery of a Bronze Age funerary site.
ANSWER: Hydriotaphia, Urn Burial
11. This man’s daughter, Polydora, married Protesilaus, the first of the Achaeans to die in the Trojan War. Polydora was his only child with the daughter of Marpessa, though some sources claim that he was the father of a figure raised by Telephus. Only this man and Medusa did not flee when Heracles entered the Underworld and in return, Heracles promised to marry this man’s sister, Deinara. This husband of Cleopatra killed the centaurs, Hylaeus and Rhaecus, as well as Iphicles and Euryplus, to protect the honor of one of his companions. This son of Oeneus also killed his uncles, Toxeus and Plexippus, when they refused to give that companion a prize because she was a woman. That murder so enraged his mother, Althaea, that she threw a brand that kept this figure alive into a fire. For ten points, name this hero, who fell in love with Atalanta during the Calydonian boar hunt.
ANSWER: Meleager

12. In Korean myth, one of these animals that is more than 100 years old and disguises itself as a woman is called Bulyeowoo.  In Chinese legend, they are called Huli jing, and a famous one was Daji from the Ming dynasty novel Fengshen Yanyi.  One story about another Korean one of these involves a shape-shifting one who becomes a bride on the day of a wedding and is only exposed when her clothes are removed, and this animal is associate with the Korean kumiho spirit. In Japanese mythology, these figures often tricked overly proud samurai while in the service of Inari the luck goddess. For ten points, name this type of animal associated with the Japanese kitsune spirit, also the name of an American news network. 

ANSWER: fox
13. According to one text, this god’s son is Loridi and his teacher was Loricus, whom this god slew at the age of twelve, while a different text claims that this god was raised by Hlora and Vingnir. This god rescued Aurvandil the Bold, the husband of the sorceress Groa, causing part of a shield to be stuck in his head, and one Poetic Edda consists entirely of this god arguing with the ferryman Harbath. This father of Thurd has the servant Thalfi, and he caused the deaths of Alviss and Hrungnir. The Grimnismol states that the best of halls is this god’s hall of Bilskirnir, from which he can be pulled by two goats on his chariot. For ten points,  name this husband of Sif and serial slayer of giants, the Norse god of thunder. 

ANSWER: Thor [accept: Donar; Donner; Tror]

14. In one chapter of this work entitled “Of Perogrative” the author notes that strict observance of the law may do harm, using the example of pulling down an innocent man’s burning house. It contends that a man cannot enslave himself because he does not have "the power of his own life", a position possibly at odds with the one espoused in the author's work on The Fundamental Constitutions of Carolina. One section of this work represents a very detailed critique of a work which advocates for the divine right of kings, Robert Filmer’s Patriarcha. The first section of this work features various sections discussing "Adam's Title to Sovreignty", while unlike Hobbes the author distinguishes between the “state of nature” and the “state of war.” Often published along with A Letter Concerning Toleration, for 10 points, name this work of political philosophy by John Locke.

ANSWER: Two Treatises of Government [accept the Second Treatise of Government until “Robert Filmer” is spoken]

15. This work compares being "in a slough of foul and filthy lusts" to being "kept down by the lusts of an unclean swine" in showing that unrighteousness degrades humanity. A Latin pun along the lines of "The sole power which can see all is justly to be called the solar" is used to illustrate the power of God in a section that ends asking "Why do ye sluggards turn your backs? When the earth is overcome, the stars are yours." One figure claims the siren Fortune has "preserved her own constancy by her very change." It opens with the title figure angrily asking "Who has suffered these seducing mummers to approach this sick man?" when she sees the Muse of poetry encouraging the narrator to write gloomy songs. The narrator bewails how he saved Paulinus and Albinus and opened himself to the persecutions of Conigastus and Trigulla, favorites of Theodoric. Written during its author's imprisonment in 524, for 10 points, name this work of Boethius.

ANSWER: Consolation of Philosophy or Consolatio Philosophiae
16. Hebrews 11:37 is generally believed to refer to this man, an allusion to the tradition that this man died by being placed inside a log that was cut in half. Chapter 26 of this man’s book begins with the “hymn of the elect”, a song of praise to be sung when the Lord brings salvation. This man urged King Hezekiah to resist the invading Assyrian army of Sennacherib, and this man’s mention of a “servant of Yahweh” and “Arm of God” is interpreted by Christians to prefigure the coming of Jesus. For ten points, name this first of the major prophets, who warns Judah to turn back to God or face destruction. 

ANSWER: Isaiah [accept: Isaias]
17. In Sumerian mythology, Sirtir was originally the goddess of this animal, while among the Mongols the ceremonial shagai dice are made from the bones of this animal. In the Fennian cycle, Cas Corach helps Calite slay three she-wolves that were killing these creatures. This barnyard animal was associated with Amun, while Agni uses one of these as a mount. Zeus was depicted with one feature of these animals, and among the Jews part of this animal is made into a device used to announce holidays, the shofar. For ten points, name this wool-bearing animal that says “baah”. 

ANSWER: sheep [accept: ram; Ovis aries]

18. The Upanishads describe this figure as “founded on the sacrifice”. According to one story, the gods created night so that this figure’s twin sister could forget her sorrows; that twin sister is also the goddess of the river that runs by the Taj Mahal. The sons of Sharama are two four-eyed dogs kept by this figure. This deity of the south is assisted by Chitragupta, who updates Agrasamdhana, a book of records. This green-skinned god’s mount is a water buffalo, and his abode is Naraka, which this brother of Manu received by being the first mortal to die. For ten points, name this ruler of the Hindu underworld and god of death.

ANSWER: Yama
19. This man argued that if one believes a sign s is a reference to an object O, "the causal flummery is otiose" and that he could "easily conceive of it as a possibility" that Caesar was a robot in his "Replies", collected in Perception and Identity.  This man's Metaphysics and Common Sense continued the thread of his article "“Has Austin Refuted the Sense-Data Theory?”, which was a response to critiques of an earlier work. An amusing Hilary Spurling essay compares this man to Mike Tyson, whom he once stopped from harassing Naomi Campbell at a party. This man's most famous work considers the equivalence of two sentences about the author of Waverley being Scotch in its section on "The Nature of Philosophical Analysis", as well as claiming that "the ethical word is purely emotive." That work opens with a section on "The Elimination of Metaphysics" and advocates the verification principle. For 10 points, name this philosopher, the author of Language, Truth, and Logic.
ANSWER: Alfred Jules Ayer
20. In his youth, this figure used a nail to carve pictures of men, swords, and spears onto an oak tree, and he once avoided death by winning an argument over whom a certain god should shoot with a crossbow. This man turned cows into bears after he broke his knife while cutting bread. His sister committed suicide after he seduced her, and he refused to perform burial rites when his entire family died. This slayer of Untamo has a sword that sings that it will gladly kill him, leading to his suicide. For ten points, name this slave of Ilmarinen, a tragic figure from the Kalevala. 

ANSWER: Kullervo

21. These people believe in the veracity of the Abishua Scroll, allegedly written by a great-grandson of Aaron. They believe that Abraham’s near-sacrifice of Isaac occurred on Mount Gerizim, which is sacred to them and serves as the main site for their sacrifices. According to the Book of Kings, an epidemic of killer lions forced this group to convert, despite their alleged origin as pagan immigrants settled by the Assyrians, and their aid was refused during the building of the Second Temple. For ten points, name this religious group, whose members claim to be descendants of Jews who were remained in Israel during the Babylonian captivity and who lend their name to the practice of helping strangers. 

ANSWER: Samaritans

TB. This work's author sarcastically claims that people of his day are so potent and enflamed that they conceive as easily as a partridge hen hearing the voice of a cock, which prefaces his discussion of "concealment" and "recognition" as part of drama. It quotes Gloucester's "I, then, am rudely stamped" as exemplifying the formation of the demoniacal from the inability to endure pity. It repeatedly mocks the poet's necessary recourse to sympathy, including while discussing the heroism of a figure from Aristotle's Poetics who heeds the oracle at Delphi. This work's epilogue cites spice traders who threw cargo into the sea to raise prices and wonders if an analogous delusion is what the present generation needs. It ends speaking of a disciple of Heraclitus who wished "only to go further." One section concludes that either "faith never existed, because it has always existed" or " the individual as the individual is higher than the universal", exemplifying one of the central paradoxes. Another section concludes that there is a telelogical suspension of the ethical. For 10 points, name this work which asks three questions regarding Abraham's sacrifice of Isaac, a work of Soren Kierkegaard. 

ANSWER: Fear and Trembling or Frygt og Bæven
