Tossups 

1. The most notable remains of this legendary creature were discovered in the city of Cuero. This creature is said to remove or mutilate the ears of its victims, and often leaves a tell-tale three-part wound perhaps caused by claws on its three-digit hands or feet. Fanged deer or foxes or dogs suffering from mange are posited to explain sightings of this animal, which is said to feed on livestock and drain victims of blood. With a name meaning “goat-sucker”, for ten points name this vampire-like animal from contemporary Latin American myth. 

ANSWER: El Chupacabras [accept: Chupacabra]

2. This text was compiled at the same time as a similar document known as the Nirangistan. This text instructs the reader to dig six gomez holes in order to perform the nine night-long barashnum ceremony, a type of ritual cleansing, and it claims that word, hand, sheep, ox, man, and field are the six types of contracts. This text consists of twenty-two dialogues called “Fargards”, and its name translates as “given against the demons”. It more notably includes instructions on how to operate a Tower of Silence or a Fire Temple. For ten points name this part of the Avesta, a code of religious and social rules that all Zoroastrians must follow.  
ANSWER: Vendidad [prompt on “Avesta” since it is a part of it]

3. This work describes the "locus of intractibility" over a central word in a section on "the circular ruins of contemporary debate." This work draws from Freud that birth is a "cathexis of instinctual drives" while it cites Joan Riviere's idea that aggression is transformed into flirtation by "masquerade." Foucault's The History of Sexuality hsis dismissed as romantic in the discussion of Herculine Barbin, while Foucault himself is dismissed as a repressed homosexual. This work ends with a conclusion "from parody to politics" and Monique Wittig is discussed on lesbianism in the third chapter, "Subversive Bodily Acts." Claiming a "heterosexual matrix" is "produced", it also contends its central concept is "constructed" and introduces notions of gender performativity. For 10 points, name this seminal work by the incomprehensible Judith Butler.
ANSWER: Gender Trouble
4. Brotherhoods dedicated to this deity included the Dendrophori and the Cannophori and initiates to this figure’s priesthood received a tattoo on their lower stomach. The first ludi scenici were held in honor of this deity at a feast which lasted six days and was known as the Megalesia. This figure’s most famous lover was conceived when an almond was placed in the bosom of his mother, Nana. That lover went crazy and castrated himself when this deity showed up at his wedding out of jealousy. In imitation of this event, this figure’s priests, known as the galli, castrated themselves with a piece of glass or flint. In accordance with the Sibylline books, this figure was brought from her native Pessinos to Rome in order to help the Romans defeat Hannibal. Responsible for turning Hippomenes and Atalanta into lions, for ten points, name this lover of Attis and Phyrgian Mother goddess. 

ANSWER: Cybele or Magna Mater
5. One section of this book warns that “we find ourselves face to face with the representative of seriousness itself” and defines “physician” as one who treats the cause of suffering, rather than suffering itself. This book opens by mocking “English psychologists” and includes sections on etymology, focusing largely on words for white and black. The final part of this book deals with asceticism, while the earlier parts trace the titular concept to ressentiment and Jewish priests. The sequel to Beyond Good and Evil, for ten points, name this Nietzsche work that seeks to outline the history of the titular values, which are divided into slave and master types. 

ANSWER: On the Genealogy of Morals or On the Genealogy of Morality [accept: Zur Genealogie der Moral]

6. Procopius incorrectly stated that this deity was the only god worshipped by the pagan Slavs, while in the Golden Bough James Frazer states that in Novgorod an eternal flame was dedicated to this god, and that if it ever went out the attendants were executed for negligence. Among the South Slavs, this god had the power to make Iris flowers grow, and his sacred plant was the oak tree. In pre-Christian Poland this god’s symbol was drawn on the roof of houses to protect them from his wrath. This god slew the dragon Veles, perhaps with his magical axe, which always returned to his hand when he threw it and is similar to Thor’s Hammer. The son of the fire god Svarog, for ten points, name this thunder god from Slavic mythology. 

ANSWER: Perun
7. This event took place during a year in which there were three eclipses in a single month. One figure was killed during this event because of his vow to never attack a woman, and a failed attempt to avoid this event was made by a diplomat who stayed at the house of the minister Vidura. This event was sparked when a group that had been exiled for thirteen years due to a dice game was denied their restoration by Duryodhana. One participant in this eighteen-day long event is reluctant upon seeing Bhisma and Drona on the opposing side, but is given a pep talk from the glorious divine form of his charioteer, a conversation between Arjuna and Krishna that forms the Baghavad Gita. For ten points, name this clash between the Kauravas and Pandavas, the central battle of the Mahabharata. 

ANSWER: Battle of Kurukshetra [accept: Kurukshetra War; prompt on “conflict between kauravas and pandavas” or similar]

8. This work argues that Kant believed his method was capable of "limitless expansion" while claiming that the "behaviour of industry" and the "dialectical relation between subject and object" is ignored in Engels' Anti-Duhring. Its first section decries the "vulgar materialism" which men such as Eduard Berstein have tried to disguise. This work contends that insoluble antinomies were the only thing classical philosophy could give to the bourgeois, and this work's central section consists of the essay "Reification and the Consciousness of the Proletariat." Ending with an essay "Towards a Methodology of the Problem of Organization",  it attributes an "overestimation of the spontaneous, elemental forces of the Revolution" to Rosa Luxemburg and  Contending all classes but the proletariats are trapped in a "false consciousness", for 10 points, name this work of Gyorgy Lukacs. 

ANSWER: History and Class Consciousness
9. An anthropological study of this religion was made by James Mooney. The founder of this religion allegedly had the power to control the weather and received revelations during a solar eclipse. The central belief of this faith was that performing the central ritual at certain intervals over a five day period would result in the resurrection of the dead, and some members of this Wovoka-founded religion believed that magical shirts would protect them from bullets. For ten points, name this millenarian religion practiced by the victims of the Wounded Knee massacre, named for its central dance. 

ANSWER: Ghost Dance [accept: Spirit Dance; Round Dance]

10. One character in this text recommends cutting the ground in the shape of an inverted gamma. In a chapter of The History of Sexuality, Michel Foucault explored the ideology of power inherent in this text’s introduction of Ischomachus as a figure skilled in the art of training his wife to perform household chores. The main speaker of this work claims that he is wealthy because his modest property meets all of his needs, and that those with cows are wealthier than those with money. The opening line of this work sees Critobulus affirm that the titular concept is, like medicine or carpentry, the name of a particular kind of knowledge or science. For ten points, name this Socratic dialogue by Xenophon about how to run a farm, whose title was adopted as the name of a branch of social science that studies markets.  

ANSWER: Oeconomicus
11. Instead of slaying this man, one figure slices off the tops of three hills. This man died a highly ironic death at the hands of Conall Cernach, who shot the brain of Mesgegra at this man’s head from a slingshot. This man, who dwelt at Emain Macha, killed Naoise and dispatched the messenger Fergus so that he can marry a beautiful woman he ordered raised in seclusion, Deirdre of the Sorrows. The most notable hero in this man’s retinue received his name after slaying a hound of Chullain. For ten points, name this Irish King from the Ulster Cycle. 

ANSWER: Conchobar mac Nessa [accept: Connor mac Nessa]
12. This figure had dominion over Hnitbjorg mountain. This figure’s brother has nine slaves, who slit each others throats while fighting over a magical rock that can sharpen scythes. This figure’s mother was killed when a millstone was dropped on her head. Along with his brother Baugi, this figure was the son of Gilling, who was tricked into being drowned by the villainous dwarves Fjallar and Gallar. This figure’s most famous possession is guarded by Gunnlod, his daughter, and was formed from the blood of Kvasir. For ten points, name this Norse giant, from whom Odin took the Mead of Poetry. 

ANSWER: Suttungr

13. This man succeeded Menachem the Essene as Chief of the Court prior to becoming Nasi, or President of the Sanhedrin, during which he passed the 18 Ordinances enforcing his views. Traditionally, this man’s views on law were said to be rejected at the Council of Jamnia, perhaps with the help of a divine voice. This man believed that a missed Grace After Meals should be said at the spot of the meal, and that Hanukah candles should decrease from eight to one, both views disputed by his chief opponent, whom he successfully counter-argued less than twenty times in the Mishnah. For ten points, name this first century rabbi, most notable for pretty much always losing disputes to Hillel. 

ANSWER: Shammai
14. In one form, this god gave birth to Prince Nintoku. The largest shrine to this god is found in Fukagawa. This god’s crest is a mitusdomoe, or three-headed swirling vortex. According to legend, this god was once born to Empress Jingu and thus incarnated as Emperor Ojin. This figure was the patron of the Minamoto clan as well as the lord of fishermen. Many figures in the Tale of the Heike pray for this figure to guide their arrows. Syncretized as a Bottisatva in addition to being a member of the Shinto pantheon, for ten points name this Japanese god of war. 
ANSWER: Hachiman
15. A central ritual of this holiday involves the use of udiyyah or al-qurbani, which may be ritually decorated with plastic jewelry. The day before this holiday, pilgrims are expected to descend from Mount Arafat and seek repentance, an event known as the “Day of Arafat”. This holiday takes place approximately seventy days after the end of Ramadan during the month of Dhu al-Hijjah, and the primary way of celebrating this holiday is by sacrificing domestic animals, especially rams. For ten points, name this Muslim holiday commemorating the willingness of Ibrahim to sacrifice his son to God.

ANSWER: Eid al-Adha
16. This thinker rejected the idea that total disarmament would lead to world peace by saying “for every neck there are two hands to choke it”. This man’s criticism of Offense-Defense Balance theory is that one cannot ex ante tell if a weapon’s best use is for defense or offense. He first came to prominence with the book Conventional Deterrence before founding a school of thought that he termed “offensive”, in opposition to scholars he labels “defensive” such as Jack Snyder, Barry Posen, and Kenneth Waltz. His most notable academic work is The Tragedy of Great Power Politics, but he is perhaps best known for a text co-authored with Stephen M. Walt that was critical of AIPAC. For ten points, name this neo-realist international relations theory scholar the University of Chicago, perhaps best known for co-authoring “The Israel Lobby and American Foreign Policy”. 

ANSWER: John J. Mearsheimer 

17. Leaders of this movement included the Mozley brothers and the poet John Keble. Edward Pusey’s name is sometimes given to this movement, and groups founded from this movement include the Confraternity of the Blessed Sacrament and the Guild of All Souls, a group that meets to practice prayer for the dead. This movement supported by John Newman was advocated in the pamphlet series Tracts for the Times, and is thus also known as the Tractarian movement. For ten points, name this 19th century movement to introduce more Catholic practices into the Church of England, named for a British university. 

ANSWER: Oxford Movement [accept Tractarian Movement before “tract”]

18. This man linked the thought of Poe and Descartes with his notion of 'word-imps' in his lecture "Being Odd, Getting Even", which joins his reading of The Winter's Tale, "Recounting Gains, Showing Losses" in one collection. One of his works features the anecdote of "The Frog and the Craftsman", and in a more recent work he expounded on the notion of the 'passionate utterance.' The author of In Quest of the Ordinary, he concerned himself with Emersonian moral perfectionism in works like Cities of Words. He analyzed The Philadelphia Story and The Lady Eve in a work which coined the term 'comedy of remarriage', Pursuits of Happiness. One work ends with a reading of King Lear titled "The Avoidance of Love" and another is subtitled "Wittgenstein, Skepticism, Morality, and Tragedy." For 10 points, name this American philosopher, the author of Must We Mean What We Say and The Claim of Reason.
ANSWER: Stanley Louis Cavell
19. Children of this god include Enbilulu, the lord of canals, and Ninazu, the lord of healing, and this god’s wife bears the epithet “Lady of the Air”. This god raped that wife to produce his first-born child, Sin the moon god. After this god was banished to the underworld he fathered Nergal. According to the legends of Nippur, where this god had a sacred gate, this god’s servant was the son of Siris; that servant, the winged demon Anzu, is slain by this god’s son, the heroic Ninurta, after stealing the Tablets of Destiny from this god. For ten points, name this Mesopotamian god of winds and lord of storms. 

ANSWER: Enlil [accept: Ellil]

20. This work recommends that elders past the age of reproduction should live in poverty and have their wills executed early to improve the standard of living for younger generations, and this work formulates an early theory of government healthcare by calling on monarchs to provide support for pregnant women, elders, and orphans.  This work includes a detailed discussion of how to employ courtesans in war and enumerates a “six-fold policy” of diplomacy which consists of strategies derived from the basic pair of sandhi and vigraha, or peace and war.  The author also urges monarchs to preserve the caste system and emphasizes that a successful army must include Vaishyas and Shudras.  Written under the pen-name Kautilya, FTP, name this Mauryan era text attributed to Chanakya. 

ANSWER: Arthashastra [accept: Arthasastra]
21. During the Trojan War, this figure killed Peirasus, Deioneus, Admetus and two sons of Antenor, Medon and Achamas. After the war, this figure was driven from his hometown of Meliboaea and then settled in Italy at Crimissa, where he fought agains the Lucanians. Hyginus claims that after this figure fell ill, he was kept alive by King Actor’s shepherd, Iphimachus. That illness would later be cured by either Polidarius or Machaon after Odysseus and Neoptolemus convinced this figure to come to Troy. Some accounts state that this son of Demonassa’s affair with Chryse was the cause of this disease, while other state that Hera inflicted that illness on him for lighting Heracles’ funeral pyre. For that act of kindness, Heracles gave this figure a special set of bow and arrows, which  this figure used to kill Paris. The subject of a Sophoclean drama, for ten points, name this talented archer who was stranded on Lemnos after being bitten by a snake.

ANSWER: Philoctetes 
TB1. This man was tutored by the grammarian Aelius Donatus. This man was once driven out of town because he was blamed for the death of Blaesilla, a girl that had become an ascetic after this man criticized her immorality. This man translated the works of Didymus the Blind into Latin and wrote a notable commentary on the Book of Daniel. He defended the eternal virginity of Mary in his Against Jovianius. This man’s most famous work came while he served as a secretary to Pope Damasus the Great. For ten points, name this saint who translated the Bible into the Latin of the common people in his Vulgate. 
ANSWER: Saint Jerome
TB2. This figure once mocked his enemies by single-handedly lifting a log that they were unable to lift as a group, which causes that group to fear this figure’s strength. While helping to build a hut, this figure fakes his death by hiding in a tunnel and having ants bring his air and fingernails to the surface, only to emerge and kill the residents of the hut while they were celebrating his death. This figure’s mother is Chimalmat, and his brother is Cabrakan. This figure is killed when he is tricked into chasing after a crab, at which point a mountain is dropped by him. Earlier, he created the Pleiades by treacherously killing the Four Hundred Boys. For ten points, name this incredibly strong villain from the Popol Vuh, the evil son of Seven Macaw. 

ANSWER: Zipacna
TB3. Early in this work, the author distinguishes between Gluck and Gluckseligheit, though he concludes that neither can be universally valid as both rest on solely empirical principles. That discussion serves to explain the various characterizations of the “sensuous impulse” and deduces that moral law cannot contradict itself by abrogating the justifications of that impulse. In a section titled, “Deduction of Religion in General,” the author requires that God produce a “complete congruency” between the moral law and the happiness of finite rational beings, asserting he must be “totally just.” This work shows that a test of congruency does not hold for the doctrine of Original Sin, but it does not explicitly target Christianity. First mistaken for a work of Kant, for ten points name broad criticism of religion by Johann Fichte.

ANSWER: An Attempt at a Critique of All Revelation
