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Tossups

1. One battle won by this non-Norman polity is also known as “the battle of the battle”, because a city named “the battle” was established there in celebration of victory. This polity signed the Treaty of Zamora, and won its independence at the Battle of Ourique against the Almoravids, which led to the establishment of the House of Burgundy in this polity under its first independent king, Afonso Henriques. This polity’s capital was liberated from the Moors with the help of English knights who were en route to the Second Crusade, and at the Battle of Aljubarrota this country defeated an invasion from Castile. After the Battle of Alcazaquibir, where this polity’s King Sebastian died, it would be annexed by Philip II of Spain. For ten points, name this Iberian country with capital at Lisbon. 

ANSWER: Portugal
2. During her reign, the influence of the Ostzeans declined, being replaced by natives such as the Shuvalovs and the Cossack Aleksey Razumovsky, who was originally brought to the court to be a singer and who eventually became a Field Marshal. Capital punishment was abolished as well, in sharp contrast to her predecessors, and the power of the Senate was increased. Her government, which was created by a Franco-Swedish coup during the Hats’ War. Her diplomatic alignment with Austria and her foreign minister Aleksey Bestuzhev-Ryumin’s Prussophobia brought Russia into the Seven Years’ War against Frederick the Great. Her death near the end of that war is called the “Miracle of the House of Brandenburg” for allowing Frederick the Great to force a compromise status quo peace. For ten points, name this tsarina of Russia, the predecessor to Peter III and Catherine the Great.

ANSWER: Elizabeth [accept Elizaveta Petrovna]
3. Early in his reign, this ruler faced the rebellion of Hunald, who was handed over to this man by Duke Lupo II. Like his grandson, this man was advised by Wala of Corbie. Pope Stephen III attempted to prevent this man from marrying the daughter of Duke Tassilo III of Bavaria, since he had already married Himiltrude. One son of this man established the Archbishopric of Salzburg. This son of Bertrada of Laon faced a rebellion by his son Pepin the Hunchback, and another son of this man finally vanquished the Avars. Forces loyal to this ruler were defeated at the Battle of Roncevaux Pass to the Basques. For ten points, name this father of Louis the Pius, who was crowned Holy Roman Emperor by Leo III on Christmas Day 800. 

ANSWER: Charlemagne [accept: Carolus Magnus; Charles the Great; Charles I]

4. One trial during this scandal heard testimony from Dr. Magnus Hirschfeld. At the center of this scandal was a group nicknamed the “Knights of the Round Table”, which included a man nicknamed “Our Philip”. Prior to this scandal, the ambassador to Austria-Hungary resigned after being blackmailed by the journalist who made the accusations that sparked this scandal, which focused on the supposed influence of the Liebenberg Circle on foreign policy. This scandal’s titular figure was accused of having sex with Kuno von Moltke. For ten points, name this 1907-1909 scandal in which many advisers of Kaiser Wilhelm II were outed as homosexuals.   

ANSWER: Harden-Eulenberg Affair 

5. One mercenary commander present at this battle was later executed by having his entrails wrapped around a tree by Wolf the Quarrelsome. The intrigues of the villainous Queen Gormlaith partially caused this battle, where the losing commander was nicknamed "Silkbeard" and was joined by mercenaries from the Isle of Man and the Orkney Islands. Shortly after winning this battle on the Liffey River, the victorious commander was murdered in his tent while praying. For ten points, Ireland was briefly unified by Brian Boru at this 1014 battle, which expelled the Vikings from the island.

ANSWER: Battle of Clontarf
6. One paramilitary group in this country was led by Karol Sidor and supported the government of Vojtech Tuka. Apart from the right-wing Hlinka Guard, this country’s leaders include Mikulas Dzurinda, who enacted strong economic liberalization in the late 1990’s. This country’s capital was home to the 1989 “candle protest” against Communist rule, and this country’s St. Martin cathedral was once home to Habsburg coronations. During World War Two, the Catholic priest Jozef Tiso ran a pro-German fascist regime here, while Vladimir Meciar is the most recent man to lead it to independence in 1993. For ten points, name this country that participated in the Velvet Divorce with its neighbor, the Czech Republic. 

ANSWER: Slovakia [accept: Slovensko; Slovenska]
7. Events of this era include the Treaty of Tolentino with the Papal States, which was weakened after the murder of General Leonard Duphot. This era also saw the passage of the “Law of Hostages”. The Second Congress of Rastatt collapsed during this period, which saw a French defeat at the Battles of Stockache and Novi. One leader during this era was the founder of Theophilantrophy, while other important politicians included Jean-Francois Moulin, the Vicomte de Barras, and Abbe Sieyes, who helped plan this period’s eventual downfall. This period saw the Fructidor coup, and during this period Elbridge Gerry was one of several American diplomats ordered to pay bribes in the XYZ Affair. Collapsing on 18 Brumaire and replaced by the Consulate, for ten points, name this period of the French Revolution where power was concentrated in a group of five men. 

ANSWER: The Executive Directory [accept: Directoire executif]
8. Two early rulers of this polity bear the mysterious nickname "Jasomirgott", while another ruler of this polity forged the "Privilegium Maius", a document allegedly signed by Nero that gave rulers of this polity great power. The death of Duke Frederick the Quarrelsome of this polity led to the end of its Babenburg Dynasty, but a new dynasty came to power at the Battle of Marchfeld. This polity notably controls the Bergenland, and regions eventually merged into it include Styria and Carinthia. It shares the Tyrol with Italy and along with its Ugric-speaking eastern neighbor once formed a hyphenated duel monarchy. For ten points, name this German-speaking polity with capital at Vienna.
ANSWER: Austria [accept: Osterreich]
9. This figure issued reformed maritime laws via the Rolls of Oleron and was represented at the Papal court by Samson of Reims. This heir of William X frequently clashed with Adelaide of Maurienne. This rival of Rosemond Clifford had one child who married Henry the Lion, while another married Berengaria of Navarre. This parent of Young King Henry may have had an incestuous affair with Raymond of Antioch during the Second Crusade, leading to the end of a marriage with Louis VII, her first husband. For ten points, name this wife of Henry II, the mother of Richard the Lion-Heart. 
ANSWER: Eleanor of Aquitaine [accept: Eleanor of Poitiers; Eleanor of Guyenne
10. The instigator of this event sent an important message by instructing the recipient to shave a certain slave’s head, revealing a tattooed message, and that figure traveled to Chios and Thasos trying to revive this event. Featuring the general Histiaeus, this larger event saw the revolt of Onesilus, whose army defeated and killed Artybius before being crushed on Cyprus, and this event saw the battles of Pedasus and Labraunda. This event began when Charopinus and Hermophantus, under the orders of Aristagoras, burned the capital of Artaphernes, and was brought to a conclusion when Datis defeated Dionysius off the shore of Miletus. Beginning with the burning of Sardis and ending with a Persian victory at the Battle of Lade, for 10 points, identify this series of rebellions in western Asia Minor lasting from 499 B.C. to 494 B.C. which was saw the first conflicts between the Greeks and Persia and led to the Persian Wars.

ANSWER: Ionian Revolt (accept equivalents)

11. This composer’s Symphony in A Major is subtitled “Five Nations”, while his Symphony in C Major is also known as La Prise de la Bastille. He composed twelve English dances for his opera Hokus Pokus, and while working at Johannisberg Castle, he composed a number of well-received oratorios, including Davide penitente, Esther, and Job. The libretto for his most popular work was written by Gottlieb Stephanie, and that work sees Gotthold and Leonore attempt to get married despite the enmity between their fathers, the title characters Krautmann and Stoessel.  “The Four Ages of the World”, “The Petrification of Phineus and His Friends”, and “The Fall of Phaeton” are among the six extant symphonies based on Ovid’s Metamorphoses that he wrote. Also known for a still-performed harp concerto, for 10 points, identify this 18th-century Austrian composer of the singspiel The Doctor and the Apothecary, whose repetitive name was once used to title a Chicago Open side event.
ANSWER: August Karl Ditters von Dittersdorf [accept either underlined portion, or both]

12. Patrick Joyce's The Rule of Freedom uses this city to explain the relations between knowledge and governance displayed in events like the 1869 reconstruction of Deansgate. This city is home to Cetham’s Library, the oldest public library in Britain, and the Duke’s Canal, also known as the Bridgewater Canal, linked this city to the coal mines at Worsley. Dr. James Kay, who wrote an account of conditions in its courtyards, was used as an informant by Friedrich Engels. In 1996, this city was home to the largest IRA bomb detonated on English soil. John Bright and Richard Cobden founded the Anti-Corn Law League in this city, where a speech given by Henry Hunt sparked an attack on civilians known as the Peterloo Massacre. For ten points, name this Lancashire city noted for its 19th century industry, also home to Old Trafford and a soccer team called the United. 

ANSWER: Manchester
13. The authoritative translation of this text into English was made in 19th century Wyoming by Fred Blume. The Ultramontani were a group of French scholars dedicated to the study of this text, which was annotated by the Four Doctors of Bologna. Athanasios of Emesa worked part of this document into a new text known as the Syntagma. Part of this document was known as the Pandects and consisted entirely of quotes from earlier works; that section was the basis of an instructional book written by Dorotheus and Theophilus known as the Institutes. The last part of this work is known as the “Novels” because it was added after the original compilation of this text by Tribonian. For ten points, name this Code of Laws issued by the husband of the Byzantine Empress Theodora. 

ANSWER: Justinian Code [accept: equivalents such as “Justinian Law”; Corpus Juris Civilis; Body of Civil Law; prompt on “Roman Law”]

14. The paramilitary wing of this political party was known as the MVSN or the CCNN, while the youth wing of this party was named the Balilla. One leader of this party later ruled the so-called Salo Republic. This party passed the Acerbo Law to give themselves a majority in Parliament. A street in Chicago is controversially named for a member of this party, Balbo Drive, and this party was banned by the Badoglio government. For ten points, name this political party that came to power in the March on Rome and ruled Italy under Benito Mussolini. 

ANSWER: National Fascist Party [accept: Italian Fascist Party]

15. This man was defeated by Junius Silanus and Licinius Murena in an election, and Lucius Vargunteius failed in his attempt to carry out an order by this figure. One message from this man was delivered by Public Umbrenus and Gabinius Capito to the Allobroges, and this man was defeated in a consular election by Antonius Hybrida. A military commander under Pompeius Strabo and Sulla, he was accused of murdering his brother in law, Marius Gartidianus, and he came to be associated with a group of individuals including Gaius Cethegus, Gaius Manlius, and Lentulus Sura. This figure was ultimately killed by the army of Caecilius Metellus Celer while hiding in Massilia at the Battle of Pistoria, and was the subject of a monograph of Sallust. For 10 points, name this Roman politician who conspired to overthrow the Roman Republic in 62 B.C. and was the subject of a series of orations by Cicero.

ANSWER: Cataline (accept Lucius Servius Catalina)

16. This war’s major engagement was the month-long Siege of Lille. It was ended due to the diplomatic intervention of the Triple Alliance that included the defending power as well as England and the Netherlands. This war saw the first major victory for the fortification engineer Sebastien Vauban, and much of this conflict was fought over the Duchy of Brabant. It was sparked when Spain proved unable to pay the dowry of Maria Theresa as required by the Peace of the Pyrenees, and France sought other compensation. For ten points, name this war in which Louis XIV invaded the Spanish Netherlands, named for a concept from property law. 

ANSWER: War of the Devolution
Bonuses

1. This man consolidated his power at the Diet of Roncaglia, but was defeated at the Battle of Legnano. FTPE, 

[10] Name this Holy Roman Emperor who died during the Third Crusade.

ANSWER: Frederick I Barbarossa [accept either appellation]

[10] Frederick’s primary hobby was expanding the influence of the Holy Roman Emperor in northern Italy, for which he was opposed by this alliance of northern Italian cities, led by Milan. 

ANSWER: Lombard League [accept: Lega Lombarda; Lombardenbund]
[10] Frederick I was frequently at odds with this villainous Duke of Saxony, one of his rivals for power. He forced this man into exile in England, but he returned to Saxony after Barbarossa’s death. 

ANSWER: Henry the Lion [accept: Henry III; Heinrich der Lowe]
2. Prior to the siege of this city, Athens imposed a wealth tax called the eisphora, and Kleon’s argument for the destruction of the city and the sale of all women and children into slavery was countered by Diodotos. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this city which was almost massacred following a Spartan-supported rebellion in 428 B.C. during the Peloponnesian War.

ANSWER: Mytilene
[10] Mytilene was the capital city of this island in the Aegean. Other inhabitants of this island included the dramatist Terpander and the poets Alcaeus and Sappho.

ANSWER: Lesbos
[10] This land battle of the Peloponnesian War took place following failed peace negotiations in 425 B.C., and saw the Spartan commander Epitadas defeated and killed by the Athenian force under Demosthenes and Cleon.

ANSWER: Battle of Sphacteria
3. This man was an illegitimate son of King Augustus the Strong of Poland, and in his spare time he claimed the throne of the Duchy of Courland. FTPE, 

[10] Name this French general, promoted to Marshal of France during the War of the Austrian Succession.

ANSWER: Maurice de Saxe
[10] Marshal Saxe’s most notable victory was this 1745 victory in modern-day Belgium, where he defeated the British who were under the Duke of Cumberland. 

ANSWER: Battle of Fontenoy
[10] The closest Marshal Saxe ever came to his dream of being Duke of Courland was when he was offered the job in 1726, but declined because it required him to marry this future Empress of Russia, whom he apparently found unattractive. She reigned from 1730 to 1740.

ANSWER: Anna I 

4. This force was assembled using proceeds from the devshirme, a tax paid in babies. FTPE,

[10] Name this elite infantry unit of the Ottoman Empire, made up of slaves recruited from the Christian Balkans. 

ANSWER: Janissaries [accept: Yeni Ceri; New Soldiers]

[10] The Janissaries were wiped out in 1826, when Sultan Mahmud II ordered an artillery attack against their barracks during a mutiny, an event given this name. 

ANSWER: Auspicious Incident [accept: Vaka-i Hayriye]

[10] While the Janissaries served as the elite infantry of the Ottoman Empire, the role of elite cavalry was played by this group of soldiers, which was recruited from landowners.

ANSWER: Sipahi [accept: Sipahs]

5. This god has sons named Thiriel, Utha, Fuzon, and Grodna, who each represent one of the four classical elements. For ten points each:

[10] Name this god, one of the four Zoas derived from the fall of Albion, who is oft depicted holding a net or architect's tools, which embody the order he creates and ensnares people in.

Answer: Urizen

[10] Urizen is a god from this man's constructed mythology,  a system delineated in such poetry and prose hybrid works like  Vala, or the Four Zoa, The Marriage of Heaven and Hell, and Jerusalem: The Emanation of the Giant Albion.   

Answer: William Blake

[10] This Zoa, whose “fallen” human form is often pictured as a smith beating on a forge that symbolizes the  human heart,  represents imagination and innovation, and is the father of the rebellious Orc.

Answer: Urthona or Los
6. He was elevated to the House of Lords as Lord Chatham. FTPE,

[10] Name this man who served as British War Secretary during the Seven Years War.

ANSWER: William Pitt the Elder 

[10] In 1766, Pitt the Elder became Prime Minister, succeeding this man, who would again become Prime Minister in time to sign the Treaty of Paris ending the American Revolution. 

ANSWER: the Marquess of Rockingham [accept: Charles Watson-Wentworth]
[10] Pitt the Elder’s son, William Pitt the Younger, was often opposed by this man, who typically allied with Charles Fox and the Duke of Portland against increased power for either the King or Pitt the Younger. 

ANSWER: Lord North [accept: Frederick North]

7. Identify the following about early Bulgarian rulers who are not Kaloyan the Romanslayer FTPE. 

[10] The only Bulgar emperor nicknamed “the Great”, this man gave Bulgaria coastlines on three different seas and fought successful wars against the Hungarians and Byzantines. 

ANSWER: Simeon I
[10] Simeon the Great was succeeded by Tsar Peter I, who was weak and allowed this Paulician-inspired heresy to flourish in Bulgaria. This heresy would later inspire the Albigensians. 

ANSWER: Bogomils 

[10] The Bulgars were first united by this man in 632, who led them on a successful invasion of the Avar Kaganate. 

ANSWER: Kubrat [accept: Kuvrat; Kurt]

8. This man established the unsuccessful colony of Fort Caroline in modern-day Florida, and at the time of his death he was making plans to attempt to discover Australia. FTPE,

[10] Name this admiral more famous for being the first victim of the St. Bartholomew's Day Massacre. 

ANSWER: Gaspard de Coligny 
[10] The St. Bartholomew’s Day Massacre is traditionally credited to the machinations of this French queen. 

ANSWER: Catherine de Medici 
[10] Catherine de Medici had three short-lived children who successively served as King of France. For a final ten points, name either the first or second one. 

ANSWER: Francis II or Charles IX
9. FTPE name these people from the life of that villainous Papist, Queen Mary I. 

[10] Mary overthrew this daughter of the Duke of Suffolk, who was Queen of England for nine days. 

ANSWER: Lady Jane Gray 

[10] After burning Thomas Cranmer at the stake, Mary made this fellow Catholic the Archbishop of Canterbury. As of 12:52 AM today, he was the last adherent of the Church of Rome to hold that post. 

ANSWER: Reginald Pole 
[10] This German reformer, who was brought in from Strasbourg by Henry VIII, was already dead and could not be executed, so Mary exhumed his body and desecrated it. 

ANSWER: Martin Bucer [accept: Bucerus]

10. He won the “Person of the Decade” award from TIME Magazine, right before the country he ruled completely collapsed. Answer the following about Gorbachev FTPE. 

[10] Gorby replaced this older man as Secretary-General of the Communist Party. 

ANSWER: Konstantin Chernenko
[10] Among the young liberals whom Gorbachev brought into the Politburo was this foreign minister, who later found a second career as dictator of Georgia. 

ANSWER: Eduard Shevardnadze
[10] This man was an early supporter of Gorbachev, but broke with him over glasnost and perestroika. He thus became the leader of the anti-Gorbachev forces in the Politburo during the late USSR and challenged Gorbachev for re-election at the 1990 party congress. 

ANSWER: Yegor Ligachev
11. This man lost the Battle of Nizib to Mohammad Ali during a period in which he joined the Ottoman army. FTPE,

[10] Name this Prussian general who more famously served under Otto von Bismarck. 

ANSWER: Helmuth von Moltke the Elder

[10] Von Moltke’s army was so effective in part because they were armed with this firearm, which loaded much faster than rival French or Austrian guns. 

ANSWER: Dreyse needle gun [accept: Zundnadelgewehr]
[10] von Moltke was the first head of this organization, which was responsible for planning Prussian and then German military strategy. It was so effective that the Treaty of Versailles required its dissolution. 

ANSWER: General Staff [accept: Grosser Generalstab]
12. This man’s son-in-law was the famous general Nikephoros Byrennios. FTPE,

[10] Name this Byzantine emperor who founded the Comnenos dynasty.

ANSWER: Alexios I Comnenos [accept: Alexius I Comnenos]

[10] You can read about Alexios I in the Alexiad, a book written by this historian daughter of his.

ANSWER: Anna Comnenos

[10] Alexios famously drove the Normans out of Byzantine territory with his victory at the Siege of Larissa, where he defeated this son of Robert Guiscard. 

ANSWER: Bohemund of Taranto

13. Visitors to this city often wear a badge with a scallop shell on it, to mark their status as pilgrims. FTPE,

[10] Name this city in the Galicia region of Spain, home to a famous shrine to St. James.

ANSWER: Santiago de Compostela
[10] In Spain, St. James, or Santiago, is given this nickname because of his supposed habit of miraculously appearing at Reconquista battles.

ANSWER: el Matamoros [accept: Slayer of Moors; Moor-Slayer]

[10] Spain’s love affair with Catholicism began when this Visigoth king converted his Iberian kingdom from Arianism to Nicean Christianity in 578 AD. 

ANSWER: Reccared
14. This structure is separated from the Piombi prison by the Bridge of Sighs. FTPE,

[10] Name this gothic building that served as the headquarters for rulers of Venice. 

ANSWER: Doge’s Palace [accept: Palazzo Ducale di Venezia]

[10] Many notable doges came from this family. Perhaps its most notable member was the one-eyed Enrico, who masterminded the sack of Constantinople during the Fourth Crusade. 

ANSWER: Dandalo 

[10] One of the perks of being doge was being able to cruise the Adriatic sea in this official state ship of Venice. It was used for an annual ceremony in which Venice was married to the sea. 

ANSWER: bucentaur
15. He defeated rivers Clodius Albinus and Pescennius Niger to claim the throne, and he fathered future emperors Caracalla and Geta. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this first African-born emperor who founded his own dynasty following the rule of Commodus, who ruled from 193 to 211 A.D.

ANSWER: Septimius Severus
[10] Septimius Severus defeated the forces of  Pescennius Niger at this site, which earlier saw Alexander the Great defeat an army led by Darius III in 333 B.C. following the battle of Granicus River.

ANSWER: Battle of Issus
[10] Septimius Severus’ son Caracalla murdered his brother Geta and subjected him to this process, the removal of all statues, coins, monuments, and public records with his name. This was also done to Commodus and Domitian.

ANSWER: damnatio memoriae (accept “Damnation of Memory”)

16. Radegast was one of the two major gods worshipped by these peoples. FTPE,

[10] Name this pagan Slavic tribe that lived on the Baltic coast of modern-day Germany and Denmark, the targets of a namesake crusade. 

ANSWER: Wends [accept: Winedas; Vindr; Wenden; Winden; Vendere; Vender]
[10] The Wends more famously worshipped this god, who is also the god of war in general Slavic paganism. His religious center was Arkona. 

ANSWER: Svantevit
[10] The Wends were despoiled by this King of Denmark, who also sent Bishop Absalon to destroy the Temple of Svantevit. 

ANSWER: Valdemar I
