1. In one novel by this author, the title character calls his wife Blanche a “totem pole”. In addition to Moloch, this writer wrote several semi-autobiographical novels, including one in which Katsimbalis is the title character that was inspired by a visit to Greece, another that includes sections titled “The Angel Is My Watermark!” and “Megalopolitan Maniac”, and a trilogy of works that describes his trouble with Mona, who is based on his second wife, and her lover Anastasia. In addition to The Colossus of Maroussi, Black Spring, and Sexus, Plexus, and Nexus, this author wrote another semi-autobiographical work in which the protagonist is a struggling writer in Paris, and its sequel in which he works for the Cosmodemonic telegraph company. For 10 points, who is this American author of The Rosy Crucifixion trilogy, Tropic of Capricorn, and Tropic of Cancer?

ANSWER: Henry Miller

2. In one work, Robert Dahl spoke about talked about a third transformation of this in a work titled for this “and its critics,” which in an earlier work he had organized along two theoretical principles, contestation and inclusion. That work was a result of Joseph Schumpeter’s call for an empirical definition of this concept. 1970’s Spain had been the starting point of a “third wave” of this according to Samuel Huntington, and in “An Economic Theory of” this, Anthony Downs provided a theoretical method of voter choice. Robert Jervis wrote that the “Bush Doctrine” revolved around the “peace theory” associated with this, much like Woodrow Wilson. For 10 points, name this form of government, which Joseph Schumpeter wrote about in “Capitalism, Socialism, and” this, and Alexis de Tocqueville wrote about “in America.”

ANSWER: democracy [accept alternate forms before titles are mentioned]

3. The Langemark war cemetery memorializes those who died during battles named for this place. An incident in which several German units were killed by a small force of experienced Boer War veterans occurred at a battle named for this polity and is called "The Massacre of the Innocents of" this place. A later battle at this place was led primarily to cripple German submarine warfare by capturing German port cities but proved inconclusive, in part because the area surrounding this city was located on reclaimed marshland which turned to thick mud after being repeatedly shelled, and it also marked the first use of poison gas on the Western Front. For 10 points, name this Belgian city, site of multiple World War I battles.
ANSWER: Ypres [prompt on “Passchendaele”]

4. One work by this artist shows the title figure in the various stages of the title action, from standing on the balcony to lying on the bloody sidewalk. In addition to The Suicide of Dorothy Hale, this painter is known primarily for a particular type of painting, one of which includes the subject with very short hair sitting on a chair. Others of this type by her include one that depicts the subject on a leafy background with a monkey on one shoulder and a black cat on the other, and another one that has two copies of that subject sitting on a bench on a cloudy background, one wearing a white European-style dress, and one wearing a blue and brown peasant dress. For 10 points, who is this Mexican painter of many self-portraits including one “with Thorn Necklace and Hummingbird” showing her mustache and unibrow?

ANSWER: Frida Kahlo

5. The attenuated total reflection type of this can be used on compounds with a low surface area, while the diffuse reflectance type can be used to study samples that are not sufficiently transparent. The multiplex advantage explains the use of the Fourier Transform type of this. Diatomic bonds are generally not found in the fingerprint region, and the stretching seen using this technique generally occurs at higher frequencies than the bending. Most types of this use some sort of absorption, because each bond in the molecule will absorb only its characteristic frequency. For 10 points, name this type of analytical technique, which categorizes compounds based on the frequency of the vibration of its bonds when exposed to radiation of waves longer than those of visible light.

ANSWER: infrared spectroscopy [or IR spectroscopy]

6. This man designed a 202-foot tall Doric column topped with a gilded urn to commemorate an event with Robert Hooke. This man designed the chapel at Pembroke College at Cambridge and the Sheldonian Theatre at Oxford, and his next major project did not follow his preliminary Warrant Design. In the same year, he also designed a library for Trinity College at Cambridge that bears his name. However, he was disappointed when James Thornhill was commissioned to paint eight scenes from the life of the title figure on the dome of the building, which had a similar function to the 53 others that he redesigned in the wake of a man-made disaster. For 10 points, identify this English architect, most famous for recreating St. Paul’s Cathedral in the years following the Great Fire of London.

ANSWER: Sir Christopher Wren

7. This multilinear function can be used to determine orientation in Euclidean spaces, and the Gram is a type of this obtained from integrals of functions. It can be used to find the eigenvalues of an endomorphism, and can be calculated recursively using cofactors, summing the minors multiplied by one or negative one. It is Abelian, while the structure it is calculated from is not, and is not invertible. The Wronskian is obtained from functions and derivatives. When it has a value of one, that structure is unimodular, a value of zero means that structure is singular, and it remains constant under the transpose operation. It is used in Cramer's Rule to solve systems of linear equations. For 10 points, name this mathematical object derived from matrices, which for a two by two matrix can be calculated as a*d - b*c.
ANSWER: determinant

8. In one of his early short stories, a severed hand of an executed criminal causes its owner to go mad, and in another, a monkey at a typewriter types a manuscript about metempsychosis, again causing the owner to go mad. Besides "The Dead Hand" and "Doctor Heraclius Gloss", his first success was published in the collection Evenings at Medan and recounted a prostitute who offered her fellow passengers her food and slept with a Prussian officer to continue the journey, but is given a cold shoulder by the other passengers afterward. Another story has Mathilde working for ten years to replace a paste piece of jewelry she had thought real and lost. For 10 points, name this French writer, author of "Boule de Suife" and "The Necklace."

ANSWER: Guy de Maupassant
9. One district in this state is represented by a Democrat who in 2008 won the seat vacated by the indicted Rick Renzi, Ann Kirkpatrick. Another Representative from this state “hosts” a namesake “Hour” at the end of spending debates, in which he asks House members to come to the floor and justify their earmarks, while another Representative compared recent reform to “Soviet-style gulag health care”; those men are Jeff Flake and John Shadegg. This state’s two Senators include a man who filed an amicus brief to the Supreme Court with Lindsey Graham in Hamdan v. Rumsfeld, and who is the current Senate Minority Whip, and a man who was part of the Keating Five and rode on the Straight Talk Express. For 10 points, what is this US state, represented in the Senate by Jon Kyl and the 2008 Republican nominee for President, John McCain?

ANSWER: Arizona

10. The term of the first president of this country, Charles Debbas, was extended by one year after a proposal to break an electoral deadlock involving Emile Iddi. Iddi would later become the last president of this country under French control, which ended after the Battle of Damour in this country; a subsequent battle led to the Armistice of Acre. That French control had been guaranteed by the terms of the Sykes-Picot Treaty, and it was given its mandate over this country at the San Remo conference. Its National Pact established a division of power along its confessional cleavages, with the office of Prime Minister being reserved for Sunnis and the presidency being given to the Maronite majority. For 10 points, name this country, whose fifteen-year civil war saw invasions by both Israel and Syria, whose capital is Beirut.

ANSWER: Lebanon
11. The Aborigines consider the morning star Barnumbirr to be one of these, while the owl-headed Muut is this figure to the Cahuilla tribe. Animals associated with these include dolphins to the Romans and horses to the Celts and Teutons. The Inuit consider the Aurora Borealis to be flickering torchlights lit by these figures, while in Japanese mythology, one of these figures, Jizo, hides children under his robe to save them from having to wait on the shores of the Sanzu River for all eternity. Xolotl from Aztec mythology helps in the crossing of a jaguar-filled river of blood and a field filled with flying knives on the journey to Mictlan. Their collective name, literally meaning “guide of souls,” is derived from the epithet of one of their most well-known examples, Hermes. For 10 points, name these figures whose function is to escort the souls of the dead to the afterlife, represented in Norse mythology by the Valkyries.

ANSWER: psychopomps [also accept “guides of the dead” or anything similar until “guide of souls” is read. Do not accept “Death”]
12. These feature a stratum called acrotelm over a layer called catotelm. Phosphates are bound by calcium, iron and humus, which along with dissolved manganese, sulfur, and iron ions render these areas nutrient-poor and inhospitable to plant life. Schwingmoor types are made up of a floating mat of organic material which, because of the lack of oxygen, is unable to decompose fully, while the blanket variety holds that material above ground and exists in flat areas in oceanic climates with high humidity. The high acidity requires specialization of flora, including tyrphobionts such as sphagnum mosses. For 10 points, name these areas where poor drainage causes accumulation of organic material, forming peat.
ANSWER: peat bogs [peat mires]

13. This was predated by the First System run by the Iberian nations and was a closed system closely controlled by the state. Sometimes called the Maafa, V.S. Naipul wrote of its aftereffects in a book named for it. The last known ship to participate in it was the Clotilde, which sailed to Mobile, Alabama. Another ship that sailed it was depicted by J. M. W. Turner in a painting, and Robert Hayden wrote a poem with its name. The actions of the captain of the Zong became notorious in it, and proved a catalyst for people including William Wilberforce to help outlaw it in Great Britain. Another participating ship, whose “cargo” was freed by an 1831 Supreme Court case, was La Amistad. For 10 points, name this leg of the Atlantic triangular trade, which used manufactured goods from Europe to buy slaves and sold them for raw materials in the Americas.

ANSWER: The Middle Passage [accept trans-Atlantic slave trade before “slaves”]

14. This disease is often caused by the transformation of TH0 cells into TH2 cells, which triggers the humeral immune system to produce antibodies. Beta2-adrenergic agonists interrupt the response to this, and can be used to treat this, although recently two such drugs have been removed as treatments because without steroids, they can exacerbate the condition. Leukotriene antagonists relieve symptoms of this by inhibiting the fatty molecules that accompany histamine production. It can be diagnosed by spirometry, which is more accurate than measuring peak flow rates. The characteristic symptom that accompanies it is caused by the production of mucous and a constriction of the bronchi. For 10 points, name this common ailment that inflames the lungs and makes it hard to breathe.
ANSWER: asthma

15. This religion considers Earth to be the 68th out of 72 planets in existence; planet 72 is closest to Hell, while 1 is closest to heaven, of which there are 36 levels. Furthermore, it requires its members to be vegetarian for at least ten days out of every month and pray four times a day. The Era of Annihilation, the third era of revelation in this religion, was brought on when the Supreme Being revealed himself directly through a message sent during a séance. The name of this religion means “high tower”, which also refers to that Supreme Being, who is symbolized by a left-sided Divine Eye. Recognizing three primary saints, two of whom are Sun Yat-Sen and Victor Hugo, this is, for 10 points, what monotheistic religion founded in Vietnam in 1926?

ANSWER: Dao Cao Dai [or Dai Dao Tam Ky Pho Do]

16. This man was severely wounded as a major at the Battle of the Monongahela, and he served as an aide to Robert Monckton during his capture of Martinique, also during the Seven Years War. This man was supposedly the choice of the “Conway Cabal” to lead the armies of the nation he served, although he did get a chance to lead all of the southern armies, a role in which he was less successful as he had been previously, commanding a decisive defeat at the Battle of Camden. Earlier, he had taken over from Phillip Schuyler just in time to take credit for victories won mostly by the actions of John Stark and Benedict Arnold, at Bennington and Freeman’s Farm. For 10 points, who was this American general who took credit for the victory at the Battle of Saratoga?

ANSWER: Horatio Gates

17. The term "Fragment X" refers to the theorized manuscript containing the final section of this work which was left incomplete at the composer's death. A recurring theme throughout the work is the number 14, which is thought to be representative of the composer's last name. Due to the open scoring of the work and wide range of melodic lines, this work is suspected to be composed for keyboard, though two portions of this work cannot be played by a solo musician on a keyboard instrument. The final unfinished portion introduces the B flat - A - C - B natural subject shortly before its abrupt end. Consisting of four canons and fourteen contrapuncti in D minor, for 10 points, name this work by Johann Sebastian Bach.
ANSWER: The Art of Fugue [or Die Kunst der Fuge] 

18. In one novel by this author, one character has an abortion, while her husband’s mistress gets pregnant, although she says the child is not his. In that work, the protagonist hears the titular sound in his dreams, and in another in which the title character discovers that her parents abandoned her when she meets her twin. One novel has Kikuji dominated by Chicako, which prevents his love for a young woman with the titular kimono. In addition to The Sound of the Mountain and The Old Capital, another novel involves a tragic relationship between a geisha and Shimamura, and begins with the line "The train came out of the long tunnel into" the titular location." The earth lay white under the night sky." For 10 points, name this Japanese author of Thousand Cranes and Snow Country.

ANSWER: Yasunari Kawabata
19. It was damaged by earthquakes in the 16th and 17th century, and by Operation Husky. It was home to Ibn Hamdis, who was born there during a period of Muslim occupation. Under the leadership of Gelo and later, Hieron, arts flourished, and his theater attracted the "tenth muse" and a tragedian who wrote The Women of Aetna in his honor. A colony of Corinth, it waged war with Carthage, only to ally with Carthage against Rome in the Second Punic War. It withstood a Roman siege due, in part, to an inhabitant's Claw, who was killed when the city was finally taken. For 10 points, name this city, where Sappho lived in exile, and home to Archimedes, located on the island of Sicily.
ANSWER: Syracuse [prompt on “Sicily” before “Corinth”]

20. This author wrote a novel in which the title character seeks revenge on his half-brother for the sins of their father by compelling him to commit suicide. In addition to Zastrozzi, he asserted the values “Love, Hope, and Self-Esteem” in one poem, and in another, he writes about the title landform “Power dwells apart in its tranquility // Remote, serene, and inaccessible” In addition to “Hymn to Intellectual Beauty” and “Mont Blanc”, this man wrote a poem describing the titular being "Wild Sprit, which art moving everywhere // Destroyer and preserver, hear, O hear!", and in a poem that notes a "wrinkled lip, and sneer of cold command" of an object that ironically invites viewers to "Look on my Works, ye Mighty, and despair!" For 10 points, name this English poet, author of "Ode to the West Wind" and "Ozymandias."

ANSWER: Percy Bysshe Shelley

21. This man wrote in one work that professionalism caused the title object to be insincere, and that the real form of the title object could be distinguished by its infectiousness in his “What is Art?” Another of his works includes the vain Lieutenant Rosencranz, who seems to take pleasure in the carnage of the titular action of “The Raid”. In another work by this author, a lawyer named Peter meets his colleague Schwartz on the way to visit the title character, although upon hearing of that title character’s disposition, his first thought was of his chances of promotion. The title character of that work finds Gerasim’s truthful evaluation of his situation a refreshing change from the dishonesty of his family about his condition, which began as a pain in his right side. For 10 points, name this Russian, who along with “The Death of Ivan Ilyich” also wrote some longer works like War and Peace.

ANSWER: Leo Tolstoy

Bonuses

1. His fictional self came up with twenty ways to insult himself. For 10 points each, name these things about the real or fictional version.
[10] Name this large-nosed French dramatist and duelist who was the subject and title character of a play about him.
ANSWER: Cyrano de Bergerac
[10] Name the French dramatist who wrote Cyrano de Bergerac, along with a play about Napoleon II, L'Aiglon.
ANSWER: Edmond Rostand
[10] Rostand also wrote this play, a comedy about a pair of fathers who fake a feud to get their children together. It was later used as the basis for the musical The Fantastics.
ANSWER: The Romancers [Les Romanesques]

2. For 10 points each, name these geometrically fascinating organic compounds:

[10] This alkane with formula C8H8 has sharp 90o angles, making it highly reactive. It was named for the geometric shape it seems to take.

ANSWER: cubane
[10] This class of compounds contains any molecule containing purely carbon that forms a sphere, ellipsoid, or tube, and includes the ever-popular buckyballs and carbon nanotubes.

ANSWER: fullerene
[10] This structure consists of a series of ethyleneoxy subunits looping around and attaching to themselves to form a cyclic molecule that creates a central binding site for cations.

ANSWER: crown ether
3. For 10 points each, answer some questions about our favorite Russian, Igor Stravinsky.

[10] This ballet by Stravinsky is divided up into two parts entitled "The Kiss of the Earth" and "The Exalted Sacrifice." Its premiere ended in a riot. 

ANSWER: The Rite of Spring [or Le sacre du printemps]

[10] This ballet is an example of Stravinsky’s neo-Classical works, as it is influenced by the music of Monteverdi. The title figure is represented by a harp, which Stravinsky keeps from being overwhelmed by keeping the dynamic level rarely above mezzo-piano.

ANSWER: Orpheus
[10] This piano work by Stravinsky consists of eight pieces that takes less than eight minutes to play. The Larghetto movement recalls The Firebird and the Lento movement recalls Petrushka and they are purposely simple since they were written for Stravinsky’s children.

ANSWER: Les Cinq doigts, easy pieces on 5 notes [or The 5 Fingers]

4. One episode in this work sees Takashi teaching a group of young men how to play soccer, an effort to which he earlier asked another character to donate 50,000 yen. For 10 points each:

[10] Name that work, in which Takashi shoots himself after admitting to Mitsu that he raped his sister.

ANSWER: The Silent Cry
[10] The Silent Cry is a work of this Japanese author, who also wrote about his mentally handicapped son in A Personal Matter.

ANSWER: Kenzaburo Oe

[10] This Oe short story tells of a captured American pilot who grows close the villagers that have captured him, but eventually is killed when he mistakes the arrival of the clerk as a signal for his impending death.

ANSWER: “The Catch” [or “Prize Catch” or “Prize Stock” or “Shiiku”]
5. For 10 points each, answer the following questions about the Reconquista:

[10] Palaya's victory here, defeating Berber troops from a position hidden in caves on a cliff, provided the initiative to unify the Asturians into the Kingdom of Asturia, the first Christian state in Iberia after the Muslim conquest.

ANSWER: Battle of Covadonga
[10] The Reconquista wasn't always Christian against Muslim. After Ferdinand I split his land among his sons, this son took Castile after his brother Sancho II was assassinated, and then took Galicia from his other brother, unifying his father's lands. Later, he expanded Christian territory by conquering Toledo.

ANSWER: Alfonso VI of Leon and Castile

[10] Seven centuries after the Battle of Covadonga, Granada, the last Muslim state in Iberia, fell to Ferdinand of Aragon and this queen of Castile who was victorious in the War of Castilian Succession.

ANSWER: Isabella I of Castile

6. For 10 points each, answer these questions related to South American volcanoes.

[10] The volcanoes of Sangay, Reventador, and Cotopaxi are all located in this South American country, with capital at Quito.

ANSWER: Ecuador
[10] The subduction of this tectonic plate is the primary contributor to the volcanoes in Ecuador.

ANSWER: Nazca Plate

[10] This volcano, located just north of the Ecuadorian Border, is famous for being designated a decade volcano, and also for killing nine people during a scientific expedition into the crater in 1993.

ANSWER: Galeras

7. Answer the following about moons of Saturn explored by the Cassini-Huygens mission, for 10 points each:
[10] This moon, Saturn's largest, features the densest atmosphere of any moon yet known. The Huygens probe was launched into its atmosphere in 2005 and provided images of its surface.
ANSWER: Titan
[10] This moon, Saturn's third-largest, features a two-tone appearance where one hemisphere is significantly darker than the other. The Cassini spacecraft discovered a ridge running along its equator.
ANSWER: Iapetus
[10] The Cassini spacecraft also discovered the moons Pan and Daphnis, which are examples of this type of moon whose gravitational forces help to stabilize a ring system.
ANSWER: shepherding moons [accept clear knowledge equivalents containing the term "shepherd"]

8. Answer some questions about the labors of Hercules, for 10 points each.
[10] Hercules' first task was to slay this beast with an impenetrable hide; he was forced to club and strangle it, and he cut off its pelt to wear with its own claws.

ANSWER: Nemean lion
[10] The second-to-last task was to steal golden apples from the Hesperides; on his way there, Heracles killed this giant and son of Gaia, who had challenged him to wrestle, by lifting him off of the earth, which robbed him of his strength, and crushing him in a bear hug.
ANSWER: Antaeus
[10] Heracles’ final task was to capture the three-headed Cerberus, on the way; he freed this other hero who had tried to abduct Persephone. Hades was having none of that and stuck this man and his buddy Pirithous to the Chairs of Forgetfulness.
ANSWER: Theseus

9. The Royal Navy was the might of the British Empire. Name these naval conflicts involving the British navy, for 10 points each.
[10] This battle was one of the opening battles of the Hundred Years' War, and involved the destruction of the French fleet in Flanders when the French kept their fleet chained together in the harbor to protect the road to Bruges.
ANSWER: The Battle of Sluys
[10] This conflict with Spain, a precursor to the War of Austrian Succession, saw an amphibious assault on the fortified port of Cartagena in the New World. As the assault wore on, the early British successes gave way to starvation and disease, and the British finally withdrew after a loss of over 10,000 men and dozens of ships.
ANSWER: War of Jenkins’ Ear
[10] Perhaps the most famous British naval battle was this victory, led by Admiral Lord Horatio Nelson, over the French and Spanish navies. Nelson died during this engagement aboard his flagship, the HMS Victory.
ANSWER: Battle of Trafalgar

10. Name the following operas based on works by Aleksandr Pushkin, for 10 points each.

[10] This one act opera, which features only a tenor and a baritone, is based on Pushkin’s verse drama about this pair of titular composers from 18th century Vienna, one of whom legendarily poisoned the other because he was jealous.

ANSWER: Mozart and Salieri 
[10] The titular character of this Tchaikovsky opera is a vain young man who rejects a young woman’s love and kills his best friend in a duel, only to regret both actions later in life.

ANSWER: Eugene Onegin
[10] This opera, also by Tchaikovsky, is based on a short story in which a German card player becomes obsessed with learning the secret of three consecutive winning cards in a card game.
ANSWER: The Queen of Spades
11. Answer these questions about mechanical physics, for 10 points each: 

[10] This phenomenon occurs when two bodies collide and bounce off with no loss of energy, assuming the two bodies are of infinite rigidity. The opposite phenomenon occurs when two bodies collide and stick together. 

ANSWER: perfectly elastic collision

[10] This type of scattering relies on elastic collisions, and occurs when alpha particles are scattered mostly at small angles when projected at an atomic substance, but some are projected at very large angles.

ANSWER: Rutherford scattering [accept Coulomb scattering, do not accept “Rutherford backscattering”]
[10] The measure of the elasticity of a collision is quantified by this, the ratio of velocities of the bodies before and after the collision. In a perfectly elastic collision, this quantity is 1. 

ANSWER: coefficient of restitution 

12. For 10 points each, name these Shakespearean characters from different plays.

[10] This spirit was locked away in a tree by the witch Sycorax, mother of Caliban, and must faithfully serve Prospero until the end of the play at which point this character’s freedom is rewarded. 

ANSWER: Ariel
[10] This character arrives in Illyria believing his twin sister to be dead. That sister, Viola, who has been gallivanting around in men’s clothing, believes her brother to be dead. Confusion arises when he is mistaken for the cross-dressing Viola until brother and sister are reunited.

ANSWER: Sebastian
[10] This gentlewoman attends to Hero with Margaret in Much Ado About Nothing. In one scene, she fakes a conversation with Hero to get Beatrice to believe that Benedick is romantically interested in her.

ANSWER: Ursula

13. Because of the furor caused by this, John C. Calhoun resigned the vice-presidency to become fill a South Carolina senate seat. For 10 points each:

[10] The furor was initiated when South Carolina threatened to secede if the United States tried to collect the duties outlined in this law.

ANSWER: Tariff of 1828 [accept Tariff of Abominations]

[10] Calhoun was filling the seat left vacant by this man, who had been elected governor of South Carolina. This man may be better known for his debates with a certain senator, during which his opponent said “Liberty and Union, now and forever, one and inseparable.”

ANSWER: Robert Y. Hayne
[10] The Hayne-Webster debates were regarding this plan for a tariff on the sale of public land in the West, named for a Connecticut senator. 

ANSWER: Foot Resolution

14. For 10 points each, name the following figures from the biblical Book of Judges.

[10] This hero, known for his great physical strength, performed such feats as slaying an army of Philistines with the jawbone of an ass and destroying a temple as his final act against the Philistines.

ANSWER: Samson [or Shimson or Shamshoun]
[10] This judge fought to steer the Israelites away from false gods by destroying an altar of Baal, and also defeated a Midianite army with only 300 men and God’s help in turning the Midianite soldiers on each other.

ANSWER: Gideon

[10] This son of Gideon and his concubine claimed his power to rule the Israelites by ordering the executions of all seventy of his half-brothers, with only one surviving. He himself ruled for only three years before being mortally wounded by a mill-stone thrown by a woman.

ANSWER: Abimelech

15. The narrator claims that learning about historical calamities like Beresina produces a “pleasurable pain”, and later discusses the case of Mr. Stapleton, who is revived when a student attaches a battery to a pectoral muscle. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this short story, in which the narrator recounts several tales of the titular horror before recounting his own experience.

ANSWER: “The Premature Burial”
[10] “The Premature Burial” was written by this American author, who used that theme in such other works like “Loss of Breath” and “The Black Cat”.

ANSWER: Edgar Allan Poe
[10] Perhaps the best-known Poe work dealing with premature burial is this one, in which the narrator lures Fortunato to his death with the promise of the titular item.

ANSWER: “The Cask of Amontillado”
16. Answer the following questions about the Seven Hills of Rome, for 10 points each.
[10] The seven hills of Rome are contained by a wall named after this 6th king of Rome and second Etruscan king. His mother was a Vestal Virgin who was impregnated when a phallus arose from the flames she was tending and penetrated her.

ANSWER: Servius Tullius [accept Servian Wall]

[10] Capitoline Hill was populated by the participants in this neighborly event in early Roman history, which provided a motif for several artists, like Nicholas Poussin and Giambologna.

ANSWER: Rape of the Sabine Women [accept reasonable equivalents involving abduction of Sabine females]

[10] The city of Rome outgrew the original seven hills, and added the Pincian Hill, whose residents included this historian who wrote The Conspiracy of Catiline in addition to an account of the Jugurthine War.

ANSWER: Sallust [or Gaius Sallustius Crispus]
17. Members of this family of plants have been used medicinally as astringents. Answer these questions, for 10 points each:
[10] Members of this large family of tannin-containing plants are characterized by having 5 petals and 5 sepals. This family includes such plants as strawberries, apples and quinces, as well as its namesake red or white flower.
ANSWER: the rose family [or Rosaceae]
[10] The bark of some members of this genus of the rose family has a widespread traditional use to treat coughs; it contains amygdalin which, upon hydrolysis, yields hydrocyanic acid that gives it its antispasmodic properties for cough suppression.
ANSWER: Prunus
[10] This herb in the rose family contains salicylic acid which has been used as a painkiller for headaches. The name for aspirin refers to the previous genus name for this plant, Spiraea.
ANSWER: Meadowsweet [or meadowwort or meadsweet bridewort or Queen of the Meadow or Pride of the Meadow or Lady of the Meadow or Dollof or Filipendula ulmaria, and accept Spiraea ulmaria]

18. It was signed in response to the Union of Arras, and was followed two years later by the Oath of Abjuration. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this document, which brought together the provinces of Holland, Zeeland, and this namesake province.

ANSWER: Union of Utrecht
[10] The Oath of Abjuration was a declaration of independence from this Spanish king, who later ordered the Spanish Armada to sail against England.

ANSWER: Philip II
[10] This man, the leader of the revolt, was deemed unfit to rule as a replacement to Philip II, and thus the Dutch turned unsuccessfully to France and England.

ANSWER: William I of Orange [or William the Silent]

19. For 10 points each, answer the following about pre-Socratic philosophers.

[10] Although none of his writings survive, Plato pays tribute to his style of thought in Metaphysics in Phaedo and numerous other works. Name this native of Samos most commonly known for his work in trigonometry.

ANSWER: Pythagoras
[10] Another pre-Socratic who dabbled in mathematics was this native of Elea, whose most famous paradox of motion proves that a runner can never reach a fixed distance by means of a thought experiment involving Achilles and a tortoise, and can be found in Aristotle's Physics.

ANSWER: Zeno of Elea

[10] Zeno is mentioned in this dialogue of Plato, which takes its name from another pre-Socratic philosopher said to be of the Pythagorean school, and who famously argued that reality is one and unchanging.

ANSWER: Parmenides
20. It begins by treating language as a set of sentences rather than as a set of minimal sounds. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this landmark linguistic work of Noam Chomsky, which showed that a language must contain certain levels of complexity to provide an appropriate grammatical framework.

ANSWER: Syntactic Structures
[10] Much of Chomsky’s linguistic work deals with this idea, that there exists a system of structures for the acquisition of language that is adhered to by all languages.

ANSWER: universal grammar
[10] In his quest for a universal grammar, Chomsky later began this program, which is based on his ideas of an economy of derivation and an economy of representation.

ANSWER: Minimalist Program
21. Answer some questions about a poet, for 10 points each:

[10] This early American poet wrote works with Puritan themes such as "To My Dear and Loving Husband" and "The Flesh and the Spirit".
ANSWER: Anne Bradstreet
[10] This Bradstreet poem based on an event in Bradstreet's life laments the loss of her material possessions but finds comfort in that "My home and Treasure lies above".
ANSWER: Verses Upon the Burning of our House, July 18th, 1666
[10] This Bradstreet collection, the only one published in her lifetime, was published by her brother-in-law without her knowledge.
ANSWER: The Tenth Muse Lately Sprung Up in America
