TOSSUPS





1. Its creator described it as “very loud and noisy,” and admitted that he was only interested in the lucrative commission.  Composed for the consecration of the Cathedral of Christ the Savior for the 1882 Moscow Exhibition, it debuted on August 20th to immediate accolades, and was eventually made the composer’s Opus number 49.  Using the Marseillaise and the Tsarist national anthem to depict two armies, it uses bells, cannons, and a fireworks finale to commemorate the 70th anniversary of the Battle of Borodino.  FTP, name this famous Tchaikovsky overture named for the year Borodino was fought. 


	Answer: The _1812 Overture_ in E-Flat Major





2. As a trace element, it is essential to human red blood cell development, in that it is required by Vitamin B12.  Isolated in 1753 by Georg Brandt, it has since been detected in Egyptian statuettes and glass at the ruins of Pompeii. Its German name was originally applied to ores thought to carry copper, but which were actually arsenic-bearing ores of this metal, perhaps explaining why its German name refers to goblins that live in mines. Most commonly used in magnetic alloys and its eponymous blue pigment, FTP, identify this chemical element with atomic number 27 and symbol Co.


	Answer: _cobalt_





3. Troops led by Karl von Bulow reached the site at about 6 PM, pressuring the eastern French flank.  Battalions from the Imperial Guard were moved from the main battle to prevent a rear attack, while La Haye Sainte was taken by Michel Ney.  The Imperial Guard arrived at about 7 pm, but so did von Zieten's corps, which reinforced the Duke of Wellington's troops.  After Ney's forces were repulsed, the Allies advanced, forcing a French retreat at, FTP, what June 18, 1815 battle, Napoleon’s final defeat?


	Answer: Battle of _Waterloo_





4. In order to obtain them, Odin wounded himself and hung from Yggdrasil for nine days and nights, gazing into Niflheim plunged in deep thought.  Having won the knowledge he sought, he placed these upon the claws of the bear, the teeth of Sleipnir, Gungnir, and countless other things, giving him power over all.  FTP, identify these characters used first to signify magic and mystery and later for documents and records, the earliest alphabet of the Nordic people.


	Answer: _runes_





5. It opens with a solitary watchman who notices a light, signaling the title character’s approach.  The title character returns to Argos after the fall of Troy, describing how his galley was the only one to make it out of a squall.  With him, he brings Cassandra, who foresees his murder as well as her own.  Unbeknownst to him, his wife has taken his cousin Aegisthus as her paramour.  She proceeds to murder him in his bath, turn on Cassandra, and have Aegisthus use his bodyguards to exact control over Argos.  FTP, name this Aeschylus play, the first component of the Oresteia trilogy, which details the murder of Orestes’s father by his mother Clytemnestra.


	Answer: _Agamemnon_





6. The city of San Juan del Sur sits on the southwest coast of this nation, but San Juan del Norte, which lies on its east coast, is further south.  Bluefields, on its Caribbean coast, is a center for drug trafficking. León, which was its capital until 1855, is its second-largest city, while the city of Granada lies on its namesake lake, the largest in Central America.  FTP, name this nation with capital at Managua.


	Answer: _Nicaragua_





7. In 2002, this compound was the first to be used successfully to prevent muscle loss in certain lung cancer patients.  It can be used to treat asthma and diabetes, and in the body it acts as a neurotransmitter, but its most important function was discovered by Fritz Lipmann and Herman Kalkar in 1941.  In cells, it readily loses a phosphate ion by hyrdolysis, providing the means for organelles to carry out biological processes.  The predominant source of energy in living cells, FTP what is this compound named in part for the D-ribose component’s possession of three phosphate groups.


	Answer: _ATP_ or _adenosine triphosphate_





8. He personally killed 29 men and had 30 horses shot out from under him, prompting him to declare, “I finished a horse ahead.”  During the Civil War, he rose from private to lieutenant general, taking part in the defense of Fort Donelson and constantly raiding Union supply lines.  Known for his bravery and such bright observations as “get there first with the most men,” he is widely reviled for his assault on Fort Pillow, where his troops executed some 300 surrendering black soldiers, women, and children.  FTP, name this Confederate soldier, who later acted as the first Grand Wizard of the Ku Klux Klan.


	Answer: Nathan Bedford _Forrest_





9. According to “Am I Annoying” dot com, she was the fourth-most annoying person of 2001.  Rumor has it that she guest-starred on Miami Vice, and she might be known around Seattle as Ree Perris, the writer of the play "For Women Only."  However, she is probably best-known for her recent works, including the book Keepin' It Real and a series of ubiquitous late-night TV infomercials displaying her garish clothing and Caribbean accent.  FTP, name this "psychic" spokeswoman for mindandspirit.com.


	Answer: _Miss Cleo!_ 





10. One scene reveals the heroine, accompanied by her lapdog, Shock, triumphing over the Baron in a game of ombre.  However, despite the protection of the Sylph Ariel, the Baron perpetrates the titular act, and chaos ensues, aggravated by the Gnome Umbriel.  After lamentations and an epic battle fought with a bodkin, the title object is made into a constellation that “the Muse shall consecrate to fame, and ‘midst the stars inscribe Belinda’s name.”  Describing “what dire offense from amorous causes springs, what mighty contests rise from trivial things...”, FTP, what is this famous five canto mock epic by Alexander Pope?


	Answer: The _Rape of the Lock_





11. In one of these processes, a neutron is formed and a neutrino emitted when an electron and proton collide, a process known as K-capture.  In another type, a proton decays, becoming a neutron, and a positron is emitted.  In the most common type, an electron and neutrino are emitted, and a new proton is formed in the nucleus from a neutron.  FTP, name this type of radioactive decay characterized by a unit increase in atomic number but no corresponding increase in atomic mass, whose rays are more penetrating than those of alpha decay.


	Answer: _beta_ decay or reaction (or equivalents)





12. This dynasty included the Yung Lo reign of Ch'eng Tsu.  Because Ch'eng Tsu feared that his nephew might return to claim the throne, he ordered naval expeditions which reached as far west as Aden and Hormuz.  He also moved the capital to Peking from Nanking, where it had been established in 1368 by Chu Yüan-Chang, who ruled as Hung-wu.  Sandwiched between the rule of the Yuan and the Manchus, FTP, name this Chinese dynasty, known for its porcelain vases.


	Answer: _Ming_ Dynasty





13. It is set during the early evening, as a full moon may be seen in the upper right corner, and pale orange streaks flow diagonally across a sky with six stars.  The title character is a dark-skinned woman whose left arm can’t be seen.  She is dressed in a multicolored striped outfit, and has apparently been traveling barefoot through the desert with nothing but a walking stick, a lute, and a large red vase, and appears to be blissfully unaware of the large male lion that sniffs her head.  FTP, identify this painting by Henri Rousseau.


	Answer: The _Sleeping Gypsy_  or La _Bohémienne Endormie_





14. Two legends describe his death: one posits that Caligula ordered him to commit suicide in 39 CE, perhaps for having led an attack on his enemies on Mt. Gerizim, while the other posits that he and his wife died peacefully after having embraced Christianity.  Taking his name from the term for a freedman’s hat, he received his position due to the support of Sejanus, whose protection allowed him to challenge Jewish religious sensibility, as in the time he hung worship images of Tiberius throughout Jerusalem.  Faced with his most famous decision, he supposedly “washed his hands of it,” saying of the condemned “…I find no fault in him.”  FTP, identify this Roman procurator of Judea, the official responsible for condemning Jesus to crucifixion.


	Answer: Pontius _Pilate_





15. The title characters are described as having “dried voices when (they) whisper”, uttering sounds as “quiet and meaningless as rat’s feet over broken glass”. Its fifth canto begins with a parody of “Here we go round the mulberry bush”, replacing the bush with the prickly pear. Opening with an epigraph from Heart of Darkness and a dedication offering “a penny for the Old Guy”, it concludes with an imperfect repetition of the Lord’s Prayer, having earlier described “stuffed men leaning together, headpiece filled with straw”. FTP, what is this T.S. Eliot poem which ends with the words “This is the way the world ends, Not with a bang but a whimper”?


	Answer: The _Hollow Men_





16. For a short time commander of chief in Ireland starting in 1782, his play, The Maid of the Oaks, was performed in honor of William Howe and his mistress, Mrs. Loring, but was not nearly as successful as The Heiress.  While a military commander, his immense baggage train consisted mostly of champagne, and hindered his troops as they tried to link up with St. Leger and Howe in Albany after taking Fort Ticonderoga in July of 1777, leading to his defeat by Horatio Gates and Benedict Arnold.  FTP, identify this British major general who surrendered at Saratoga.


	Answer: John _Burgoyne_





17. These members of order Anoplura seldom grow over 1/12 of an inch.  They are capable of spreading themselves in cramped living quarters over 50 degrees Fahrenheit, especially near towels, bedding, and toilets, and can cause skin irritation and eczema. On occasion they may be found on eyebrows, eyelashes, and armpit hair, but as their scientific name Phthirus Pubis indicates, they are most often spread from genital region to genital region by means of close sexual contact.  FTP, identify this type of louse, given its popular name because its front legs resemble the claws of a certain crustacean.


	Answer: _crabs_ (accept _crab lice_ and _pubic lice_)





18. Act II of this opera includes the strophic aria "Voi che sapete!" in which a page expresses his love for Barbarina in song.  The act begins with the cavatina "Porgi Amor" in which Rosina prays that her husband will love her again.  Almaviva wants to partake in relations with Susanna, but is foiled when Rosina takes her place in, FTP, what Mozart opera based on a Beaumarchais play about the title character's nuptial affairs?


	Answer: _The Marriage of Figaro_ or  _Le nozze di Figaro_





19. This psychologist initially studied under and entered analysis with Karl Abraham, and later founded the American Journal of Psychoanalysis. Holding that men felt the urge to justify themselves in fields other than birth, a term she dubbed “womb envy”, she rejected many of Freud’s ideas, including “penis envy”, leading to her expulsion from the New York Psychoanalytic Institute in 1941. Known for her emphasis on the environmental and social reasons for neuroses, FTP, who is this psychoanalyst, author of Feminine Psychology and New Ways in Psychoanalysis?

20. In one incident, he pushed a soldier out of his yard, leading to a charge of sedition of which he was acquitted.  He declared that “all he knew was in the Bible,” and designed a set of sketches for the Book of Job.  Explaining the new mythology that he created in The Book of Los, he said, “I must create a system or be enslaved by another man’s.”  Author of Jerusalem and The Marriage of Heaven and Hell, he described his most famous collection of poetry as “the two contrary states of the human soul.”  FTP, identify this author of Songs of Innocence and Experience.

21. First used in Russian literature to describe Pushkin, Prince Peter Kropotkin later defined this doctrine as a struggle for individual freedom, and its positive aspects are also highlighted in N.G. Chenyshevsky's What is to Be Done?.  A crude form of positivism and materialism, it relied on science alone as the source of truth.  FTP, name this skeptical philosophy whose name is derived from the Latin for "nothing."
