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TOSSUPS



1. First ascending to power in 1456, this ruler was a member of a princely dynasty begun by Basarab I. Taken hostage by the Sultan as a young boy and raised in Turkey, he used Turkish support to oust his father, who was known as “the Devil”. Three times prince of Wallachia, he is best known in some parts of the world for his association with the Order of the Dragon and his orders to display the bodies of his enemies in fields of spikes. FTP, who was this basis for the Dracula legend, known as the “impaler”?

	Answer: Vlad III or Vlad the Impaler or Vlad Tepes or Vlad Dracula (Do not accept Vlad Dracul -

		that was his father)



2. Facing La Disputa in the Stanza della Segnatura, the elements of this painting are reminiscent of Leonardo’s The Last Supper, and Bramante’s St. Peter’s Basilica, and the works of Michelangelo, who appears at bottom center.  The background contains statues of Apollo and Athena overlooking a mass of people gathered around four steps. The table in the front center is being written upon by Pythagoras, while to the side Euclid is seen drawing triangles. The center is dominated by Aristotle, Plato, and Socrates.  Located in the Vatican Palace, FTP, name this 1511 fresco by Raphael.

	Answer: The School of Athens



3. This poem is composed of ten line stanzas, with lines 5, 6, and 7 rhyming with the last three lines in a constantly shifting pattern. Stanza four opens by describing a “mysterious priest” leading a heifer to a “green alter”. It opens by describing the title object as a “still unravished bride of quietness” and “foster child of silence and slow time” before describing trees which will never shed their leaves and a lover who will never catch his beloved but never lose her either. FTP, what is this ode about a piece of pottery by John Keats?

	Answer: Ode on a Grecian Urn



4. In its ideal form, a gas is heated at a constant pressure, expands isentropically, cools at a constant volume, and then is compressed isentropically before heating again. In practice, a compression ratio of between 15 and 25 to 1 is necessary to implement it. Extremely useful in situations when weight is not an issue, it is frequently implemented as a 4-stroke engine in which no spark is necessary, as the oil sprayed into the compression chamber ignites on contact with heated air. The most efficient of all internal combustion engines, FTP, name this common type of engine, seen in boats, trains, and trucks.

	Answer: Diesel engine or Diesel cycle



5. The nymph of this name helped Zeus in his battle against the Titans, although as the wife of the titan Pallas she gave birth to Bia, Cratos, Zeles, and Nike. The geographic feature of this name is known for its Adamantine Gates and for the oaths sworn over it by the Greek gods, who were punished for breaking their word by drinking water that would cause them to lose their voices for nine years. With a name meaning “hate”, it was said to wind seven or nine times around Hades. Thought to be crossed by Charon, FTP, what is this river of Greek myth in which Achilles was dipped to gain invulnerability?

	Answer:  Styx



6. A major innovation in the analysis of this concept was the conjectural variation due to Bowley, which anticipated the so-called “sophisticated” seller analysis known as Stackelberg’s Model. The assumption that the seller will not have to deal with an independent change in market price is central to Bertrand’s Model, which was intended to refute the original treatment of this concept developed by Antoine Cournot. FTP, what is concept describing a market state in which there are only two firms?

	Answer: duopoly



7. She gained the throne after a struggle with a woman claiming to be the daughter of her deceased half-brother, King Henry IV.  She backed Cardinal Jimenez’s (him-EN-ez-es) efforts to reform the Church in her nation, though the Cardinal burned many Muslim manuscripts on behalf of her attempt to push the Moors out of Granada.  Known for backing the Inquisition and supporting Christopher Columbus’s expedition to the New World, FTP, who was this woman who became ruler of Castile in 1474 with the help of her husband, Ferdinand of Aragon.

Answer:  Isabella I of Castile



8. Its heaviest concentration of membership is in East Africa, followed by the United States, where early in their history Mary Dyer and four others were executed for their beliefs. One notable division occurred during the feud between John Wilbur and Joseph Gurney. The sect was formed during the English Civil War, when its founder proclaimed, “since there was that of God in every man,” a formal church structure and educated clergy were not necessary.  Divided into Orthodox, Conservative, and Hicksite subgroups and emphasizing the “inner light”, FTP, identify the Christian denomination founded by George Fox and spread in colonial America by William Penn, named for their tendency to “tremble” before God.

	Answer:  Quakers (or Society of Friends)



9. This author’s early essay “A Style Reader” is considered a classic of criticism. Showing the influence of Poe in his first stories, such as “The Tattooer”, he soon developed a more traditional style described in his famous essay “In Praise of Shadows”, which led to such middle-period novels as “Quicksand” and “Some Prefer Neddles”, while an analysis of human sexuality concerns his last two novels, “The Key” and “Diary of a Mad Old Man”. Often cited as the best modern Japanese novelist, FTP, who was this author of “The Makioka Sisters”?

	Answer: Jun’ichiro Tanizaki



10. Although likely not the first to do so, he prepared and inhaled nitrous oxide to prove that it didn’t cause disease, and thus discovered its respiratory effects, but later nearly died from inhaling water gas.  Later, he conducted work on electrolysis, laying the foundation for the modern electrochemical series, leading to his discoveries of sodium, potassium, barium, and calcium. Mentor to Michael Faraday,  FTP, name this 19th century British scientist, exponent of the scientific method and inventor of the miner’s safety lamp.

	Answer: Sir Humphry Davy



11. He was Speaker of the House from 1835 to 1839 and later Governor of Tennessee. As president, he established the nation's first independent treasury and oversaw the admission of three new states, including Wisconsin and Iowa. The first “dark horse” candidate, he secured the Democratic nomination over Martin Van Buren and defeated Henry Clay for president. For ten points, name this 11th president who oversaw the Oregon Treaty of 1846 and the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo.

	Answer: James K. Polk



12. Early in this work, the author advocates philosophies developed by so-called “free spirits” not caught up in any particular point of view, while later he asserts the existence of an “order of rank”, with which the spiritual strength of people can be measured, prompting an 8-page tirade against women. Near the end he attacks nationalism and promotes the “good European” who rises about national sentiment, while the final chapter asks the question “What is noble?,”, answering it with the idea of the solitary, suffering soul. A collection of 296 aphorisms, FTP, what is this work of philosophy by Friedrich Nietzsche?

	Answer: Beyond Good and Evil



13. This writer called sex “the punishment for being together,” yet he frequently slept with prostitutes.  An employee at the Workers’ Accident Insurance Corporation in Prague, he reluctantly published some of his shorter works, including Meditation, The Judgment, and In the Penal Colony. He ordered his friend Max Brod to destroy his manuscripts on his death, but Brod instead published them. FTP, who is this author of Amerika, The Trial, and The Metamorphosis?

	Answer:  Franz Kafka

 

14. A thin plate of this material called the epiphyseal plate persists at the ends of growing bones during human development. It is interspersed with chondrocytes, which receive nutrition by diffusion through a surrounding gel. It comes in three main types, with the hyaline type the most widespread, but the best known may be the yellow, or elastic, type, which composes the epiglottis and the external ear. FTP, what is this flexible connective tissue of the body?

	Answer: cartilage (or gristle)



15. Built on the site of an abandoned lumber mill, this building was featured in a recent Lexus commercial.  Computer aided design was used to translate abstract shapes into a usable form that from the front looks like two ships colliding.  From above, the building looks like a flower with boot, sail, snake and fish forms. Specially fabricated, ultra-thin titanium tiles that look like scales surround galleries of varying size.  FTP, name this museum that opened in 1997, the finest achievement of architect Frank Gehry.

	Answer: Guggenheim Museum in Bilbao, Spain (prompt on Guggenheim)



16. Great architectural feats were achieved in this empire by the poet-architect Es-Saheli, who built the great mosque of its main city. This empire was founded by Sundiata Kieta, and at its height it included the cities of Niani and Jenne.  Reaching its peak in the 14th century under Mansa Musa, after its decline it was conquered by the Songhai empire. FTP, what was this African empire centered on Timbuktu, now the name of a country with capital at Bamako?

	Answer: Mali



17. A group of about 200 small islands, their highest point is Mount Usborne at 2300 feet. Its government also administers the Shag and Clerke rocks, as well as South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands. Dominated by two islands appropriately known as East and West Island, sheep grazing is their main industry, which can be seen on their flag that features a ram, the ship of the island’s discoverer, and the Union Jack on the top left.  FTP, name this British territory of the South Atlantic with capital at Stanley, the subject of conflict between Great Britain and Argentina.

	Answer: Falkland Islands or Islas Malvinas



18. It opens with Almustafa about to board a boat from Orphalese, the city where he has lived for 12 years, but he is stopped by the townspeople.  In chaptesr including "Love", "Marriage", "Grieving", "Friendship", "Prayer", and "Religion", Almustafa acts as the mouthpiece for the author, expounding his quasi-mystical beliefs.  For ten points, identify this popular volume of prose poems, published in 1923 by Kahlil Gibran.

	Answer: The Prophet



19. It lasted a little over a month, and at one point saw soldiers hold a mock session of the state legislature, repealing ordinances passed by the officials who had just fled Milledgeville. Hugh Kilpatrick led the cavalry, while the left and right wings were headed by Henry Slocum and Oliver Howard. Opposed only by the ineffectual raiding of Joe Wheeler, it inflicted damages amounting to $100 million while taking Sandersville, Louisville, Millen, and finally Savannah, which was then offered as a Chrismas present to Lincoln. Beginning with the burning of Atlanta, FTP, what was this 1864 campaign in which Georgia was decimated by William Sherman?

	Answer: Sherman’s March to the Sea (accept early answer of Sherman’s Georgia Campaign)



20. The angle through which radiation is dispersed in this phenomenon varies inversely by the fourth power of wavelength, enhancing the shorter wavelengths.  It can be considered elastic, because the energies of the scattered photons are not changed, and it specifically refers to interactions with molecules with diameters less than 1/10 of the wavelength.  FTP, name this type of scattering discovered by its namesake in 1871 that accounts for why the sky is blue.

	Answer: Rayleigh scattering



21. Soon into his musical career, he turned to Zen Buddhism and the I Ching for guidance, which led to his advocacy of indeterminism.  Associated with the choreographer Merce Cunningham, he wrote the books M, Notations, A Year from Monday and Silence.  His major musical compilations include Roratorio, Bacchanale for prepared piano, and Imaginary Landscape No. 4 for 12 radios.  A student of Arnold Schoenberg, FTP, name this avant-garde composer who is most famous for 4’33”.

	Answer: John Milton Cage

2. (10 points) Legalism lost sway after its harsh implementation during this dynasty, China’s first Imperial dynasty, founded by Shih Huang-ti and lasting from 221-206 BC.

	Answer: Ch’in

3. (10 points) This greatest of legalist philosophers so impressed Shih Huang-ti with his writings on autocratic government that legalism was instituted during the Ch’in dynasty.

	Answer: Han-fei-tzu



20. Name the North American tribe 30-20-10.

1.  Originally, it was composed of six regional groups:  Coyotero, Chiricahua, Mescalero, Jicarilla (hi-ka-REE-ya), Lipan, and Kiowa.

2.  Mangas Coloradas was the leader of a group of them in southwestern New Mexico, who retaliated against Mexicans who slaughtered them in 1837.  Their name is derived from the Zuni word meaning “enemy.”

3.  Tribal leaders in wars against the Americans included Mangas’ son-in-law, Cochise, as well as Geronimo.

	Answer:  Apache
