1. The “aerial” type utilizes paleness and blue colors, the “parallel” type is often seen in Chinese art, while medieval painting often incorporated the “inverted” type. Vasari reports that Paolo Uccello loved it so much that he neglected his wife to put in into paintings like “The Hunt in the Forest”. Described in Alberti’s treatise “De Pictura” after its invention by Brunelleschi, it was first used on a large scale in the paintings of Masaccio, often implemented using convergence of parallel lines and apparent diminution in the size of objects. FTP, what is this method of representing spatial extension into depth on a flat or shallow surface?


Answer: perspective
2. Parkinson’s disease caused this author to give up work on his “America” series after writing only two plays, “A Touch of the Poet” and “More Stately Mansions”. Getting his start with the plays in “Thirst and Other One Act Plays”, written while in a tuberculosis sanitarium, his middle period is marked by the use of masks and symbolism, seen in plays like “Marco Millions”, “Lazarus Laughed”, and “The Great God Brown”, but he is better known for his early sea plays like “Beyond the Horizon” and “Anna Christie”. FTP, who is this playwright, author of “The Hairy Ape” and “The Iceman Cometh”?


Answer: Eugene O’Neill
3. Early skirmishing in this battle occurred between Union forces and the Confederate cavalry on the Springfield Pike before sustained action began around Peter’s Hill. Although the Union failed to reinforce General McCook's beseiged forces due to the presence of an "acoustic shadow" which prevented knowledge of the fighting, the Union forces under Buell were eventually victorious, forcing Braxton Bragg to retreat into Tenessee. FTP, what was this October 8, 1862 battle, which left Kentucky under Union control?


Answer: Perryville
4. One figure with this name was the brother of Cadmus and Cilix who failed in his attempt to recover his kidnapped sister Europa from Zeus, while another succeeded Chiron as tutor to Achilles. More famously, this name is attached to a creature who lives near a cool well in which it bathes every dawn, singing so sweetly that the sun-god stops every day to listen. When born, it embalms the remains of its ancestor in an egg and flies it to the altar of the sun-god in Heliopolis, only to have the same happen to it centuries later. FTP, what is mythical bird that is periodically killed and reborn in flame?


Answer: Phoenix
5. The developer of this concept held that it was governed by two fundamental forces, one of which is the repetition compulsion. Designated by a term originally used by Groddeck, it is present at birth and conforms to the primary processes, thus leading it to ignore contradictions, as well as space and time. Designating the unorganized parts of the psychic apparatus, it observes the pleasure principle. FTP, what is this part of Freud’s theory of the mind, the counterpart of the ego and superego?


Answer: Id (or Das Es)

6. It is home to the globular clusters M92 and  M13, the later of which is rated as the finest globular cluster in the northern sky. Its brightest stars are its beta and zeta stars, both with magnitude 2.8. Known to the Arabs as “the Kneeler”, it is the fifth largest constellation, and its alpha star is one of the largest known, and is known as Ras algethi. FTP, what is this constellation representing a legendary strongman of Greek myth?


Answer: Hercules
7. Insight into this character’s personality can be seen in an exchange of bawdy jests given in Act II, Scene I, and her first speech, which begins “My noble father, I do perceive here a divided duty.” Loved by Roderigo, a foreshadowing of her fate is her singing of the “Willow Song”, sung during the confusion and depression caused by her husband’s mistaken belief in her affair with Cassio. The daughter of Duke Brabantio, her maid Emilia reveals the truth as she is dying after being smothered with a pillow. FTP, who is this wife of Othello?


Answer: Desdemona
8. In 1960 this man began a search for the abominable snowman, two years after having led a South Pole expedition using tractors as part of the first mechanized journey to the pole, an adventure described in his book “ No Latitude for Error”. A beekeeper by profession, his book “From the Ocean to the Sky” described his 1977 expedition up the Ganges to the Himalayas, the site of his greatest achievement. FTP, who was this man who with the aid of Tenzing Norgay reached the summit of Mount Everest?


Answer: Edmund Hillary
9. Its author argues that its subject can be enhanced by intelligent use of “peripeteia”, or reversal, and “anagnorisis”, or recognition. Defining his subject as a form of “mimesis”, or imitation, to which we are naturally drawn due to our imitative nature, the author then divides his subject into six parts: spectacle, thought, character, plot, melody, and diction, and holds that the best tragedies tells of a hero’s fall from happiness to misery due to some hamartia on his part. FTP, what is this philosophical work discussing literature by Aristotle?


Answer: Poetics
10. The cancer treatment hydroxyurea has recently been found to aid in treatment of this disease, increasing life expectance to approximately 45 years. Children with the disease often suffer from “crises” linked with closing of the blood vessels. The gene which causes it specifies the abnormal Hb S hemoglobin, which cause damage to tissues by becoming clogged in capillaries. Resulting from a recessive gene which makes the carrier resistant to malaria, FTP, what is this disease seen mainly in people of sub-Saharan ancestry, which distorts erythrocytes into the namesake shape?


Answer: sickle-cell anemia (or disease)

11. Telpos-Iz is one of the major peaks in this mountain range, whose southern section is known as the Mugodzhar Hills. The central section is known as the Ore, and is home to Mount Yamantau and one of the largest industrial regions in the world, while its highest peaks are found in the north, reaching a height of 6,217 feet at Mount Nayodnaya. FTP, what is this mountain range, the traditional dividing-line between Europe and Asia?


Answer: Ural Mountains

12. At one point a magistrate who opposes the protagonist has pots of water poured on his head, while others claim fear of snakes and owls to excuse their desertion. The protagonist’s plan is seen in action through the antics of Cinesias and Myrrhine, while Lampito effectively enacts the plan in Sparta, and when delegates from Sparta arrive in Athens a nude maiden is used to entice both sides into a peace agreement. FTP, what is this Aristophanes play in which women withhold sex in order to end a war?


Answer: Lysistrata
13. Much valuable information on this group comes from the writings of Priscus, who spent time at the court of their most famous leader, after whose death they were decisively defeated at the River Nedao, ending their historical significance. A nomadic people, they used their formidable cavalry to defeat the Ukrainian Ostrogoths during the 370s, beginning their advance into Europe. On the death of Rua they were ruled by two brothers, but Bleda was soon put to death by his brother, whose advance on Rome was stopped at Lake Garda just a year after his defeat by Aetius at Catalaunian Fields. FTP, who were these people most famously led by Attila?


Answer: Huns
14. Their dilution is governed by Ostwald's Law, and they form the most notable exceptions to Henry's Law. Gases may act as them under conditions of high temperature of low pressure. Acetic acid is a weak one, while potassium chloride is an example of a strong one. They include all inorganic acids, bases, and salts. FTP, what are these electrical conductors in which current is carried by ions rather than free electrons.

15. This composer first won fame with the publication of his opus 3 “L’estro armonico”, a collection of concertos for one, two or four violins, while in the realm of sacred music he composed the celebrated orotorio “Juditha triumphans”. Composer of an opera based on “Orlando furioso”, he offered musical training at the Pio Ospedale della Pieta, a orphanage for girls in Venice, while gaining the moniker “the red priest” due to his red hair. FTP, who was this Italian composer now best-known for the concertos in “The Four Seasons”?


Answer: Antonio Vivaldi
16. The so-called Southern school of this religion emphasized sudden enlightenment, but had died out by the 8th century. Introduced to the west largely through the writings of D.T. Suzuki, it was originally introduced by the legendary Bodhidharma. Its varied practices include the continual invocation of Amida in the Obaku school, while the Soto school uses the practice of zazen, or sitting in meditation without expectation, but most famous is the Renzai sect’s use of paradoxical koans. FTP, what is this major branch of Buddhism?


Answer: Zen Buddhism

17. In lines 5 and 6 of this poem the author explains that he has derived much pleasure from rest and sleep. Having earlier observed that the poem’s subject has been called “mighty and dreadful”, the poet then explains that it is “slave to fate, chance, kings, and desperate men, and dost with poison, war, and sickness dwell”, finally concluding that after “one short sleep past, we wake eternally”, and thus the poem’s subject shall die. FTP, what is this sonnet by John Donne?


Answer: Death, Be Not Proud
18. It was repudiated by the Clark memorandum of 1928, while an earlier proposal to amend it by Calvo was modified by the Drago Doctrine and Porter Amendment to apply it to foreign debt. First given its current name in 1852, Olney modified it to assert US sovereignty on the continent, while Lodge used it to discourage sale of strategic land. Prompted by both a minor clash with Russia in the northwest and the desire to oppose the Holy Alliance, it was most famously altered by the Roosevelt Corollary. FTP, what was this 1823 doctrine calling for an end to European intervention in the Americas?


Answer: Monroe Doctrine

19. In the 1940s barium titanate was discovered to exhibit this effect strongly when exposed to high temperatures. Originally a laboratory curiosity, it was first exploited in WWI when its converse version was used in an early form of sonar. Seen in crystals lacking a center of structural symmetry, such as tourmaline, it has come to be used in phonograph pickups and microphones after its 1880 discovery by Paul-Jacques and Pierre Curie. Seen especially in Rochelle salts and quartz, FTP, what is this effect in which certain non-conducting crystals exhibit a potential difference across opposite faces when exposed to mechanical stress?


Answer: piezoelectricity or piezoelectric effect
20. Originally erected above a pool, it is now placed at the top of the main staircase of the Louvre, appropriate, as it was intended to be viewed obliquely and from below. Known for the intricate depiction of the drapes billowing in the wind, it depicts a figure alighting on the prow of a ship, still partly airborne due to a powerful head-wind. Created around 200 BCE, FTP, what is this great monument rediscovered in 1863 on the island of Samothrace?


Answer: Winged Victory of Samothrace or Winged Nike of Samothrace (accept variations)
21. It ends with the narrator pointing out a bronze sculpture by Claus of Innsbruck depicting Neptune taming a sea horse. Earlier the narrator reveals that he chooses “never to stoop” while complaining that “the dropping of the daylight in the West”, or a “bough of cherries some officious fool broke in the orchard” brought a “spot of joy” to the face of his wife, who in his eyes was “too soon made glad”, prompting him to “give commands” until “all smiles stopped”. This discourse is prompted by a viewing by an agent of the count of Tyrol of a painting by Fra Pandolf depicting the former wife of the Duke of Ferrara. 1. (10 points) Developing from the Austrian “landler”, Carl Maria von Weber’s “Invitation to the Dance” is the first definitive example of this musical form, characterized by a moderate triple time accompanied by a low bass note on the first beat and two middle register chords on the second and third.

2. (10 points) This Austrian is famous for waltzes like “Roses from the South”, “Tales from the Vienna Woods”, and “The Blue Danube”.

1. (10 points) This is either of the two large bones of the upper jaw which carry all of the teeth except the incisors.

3. (10 points) Secretary-General from 1972-81 and President of Austria from 1986-92, this man was embroiled in controversy after revelations concerning his allegiance to the Nazi Party and involvement in war crimes during the second World War.


Answer: Kurt Waldheim
