TOSSUPS
1. One factor in this president’s election was the Murchison letter, leading to his victory in the electoral college despite losing the popular vote by over 60,000 votes.  His economic policy was influenced by his vice-president, the New York banker Levi Morton, and led him to sign into law the Sherman Silver Purchase Act and McKinley Tariff.  The major symbol of his campaign was the log cabin, which had served a famous relative well 48 years earlier. FTP, who defeated Cleveland in 1888 to become president, the grandson of the hero of Tippecanoe?


Answer:  Benjamin Harrison
2. A medieval estate is depicted in one of its sections, entitled “The Old Castle”, while the gardens of Paris are evoked in “Tuileries”. Although originally written for the piano, Maurice Ravel created the famous orchestral transcription through which it is well known today. Several sections entitled “Promenades” depict the composer walking about contemplating paintings like “The Hut on Fowl’s Legs” and “Gnomus” found at a showing of the art of Victor Hartmann. FTP, what is this piano suite by Modest Mussorgsky?


Answer: Pictures at an Exhibition
3. The story begins with the author saying he saw the main character in a dream, crying out because his family and town had to be destroyed.  That protagonist flees the town without his family, who won’t leave, and after sundry adventures is wounded in his fight with the giant devil Apollyon.  After healing his wounds with leaves from the Tree of Life, he visits the caves of Pope and Pagan, and then meets a fellow traveler, Faithful, with whom he braves the perils of Vanity Fair, and after safely crossing the River of Death, Christian is led to the gate of heaven. FTP, what is this allegory by John Bunyan?


Answer:  The Pilgrim’s Progress from This World to That Which is to Come, Part I
4. The rate at which this process occurs is governed by a group of proteins that contain repeated structures called “finger domains”. In eukaryotes, it begins in the TATA box, 25 nucleotides upstream from the initiation sites, and sees RNA polymerase II add to the three prime end of the new molecule until the conclusion, which is commonly induced when the sequence AATAAA is achieved. FTP, what is this process in which the genetic information of DNA is transferred to a molecule of messenger RNA, the first step in protein synthesis?


Answer: transcription 

5. One of the main stories about them concerns an arrow that pierced one of their members, Elatus, which ultimately resulted from the time Heracles was entertained by another of them named Pholus. The first of them was born from the union of Ixion and a cloud shaped like Hera. Inhabitants of Mount Pelion, one of them, Eurytion, attempted to rape Hippodamia at her wedding to Pirithous, leading to their famous battle with the Lapiths. Most famously represented by the tutor Chiron, FTP, what were these creatures with the bodies of horses and the heads of men?


Answer: Centaurs
6. Some histories suggest that this leader was raised by peacock tamers, while others say his mother Mura reared him.  His forces captured and killed Dhana Nanda, and he consolidated his rule by creating a strong bureaucracy and taking the provinces of Kabul, Herat, and Baluchistan on the advice of his minister, Kautilya.  His son Bindusara continued the expansion of his kingdom, which was made secure by his defeat of Seleucus Nicator.  FTP, name this founder of the Mauryan Empire.


Answer:  Chandragupta Maurya

7. J.D. Salinger used a line from this poet to name his book “Raise High the Roof-Beam, Carpenters.”  Swinburne translated the “Ode to Anactoria,” but believed that Catullus’s translation couldn’t be improved.  Though much of this poet’s work was likely destroyed by Byzantine emperors, odes and fragments like “Cleis” and “It Was You, Atthis” survive.  Other than a brief sojourn in Sicily, her whole life was spent in Mytilene, where she led a band of women devoted to music and poetry.  Often called the “tenth muse”, FTP, name this ancient Greek poet who supposedly threw herself into the sea after her rejection by a beautiful youth.


Answer:  Sappho
8. This quantity is conserved as a constant in the throttling process, and it is often convenient to express the energy that can be extracted from a turbine in terms of the change in this quantity across the turbine. If the only work done in a system is a change of volume at constant pressure, then the change in this quantity is exactly equal to the heat transferred to the system, leading it to sometimes be called “heat content” or “total heat”. The term that differentiates Gibbs free energy from Helmholtz free energy, FTP, what is this quantity symbolized H, defined as the product of pressure and volume added to a system’s internal energy?


Answer: enthalpy
9. Most of the eastern half of this state is part of the Drift Prairie, while its western half is mountainous, reaching its highest point at Harney Peak. Its largest body of water, Lake Oahe, receives and is drained by the Missouri River, which bisects this state from north to south, but which doesn’t prevent the dry environment that results in its “black blizzards” of topsoil. FTP, name this state, home to Wind Cave, the Badlands, and Mount Rushmore.


Answer:  South Dakota
10. The Byzantine historian Procopius described a white stone column located in North Africa that described the flight from the army of this Old Testament figure, the son of Nun.  Of the tribe of Ephraim, his forty years as a slave are mentioned in Exodus, as is his selection to fight the people of Amalek.  Upon the death of Moses, this man led the Israelites.  FTP, identify this namesake of the sixth book of the Old-Testament, perhaps best known for conquering Jericho.


Answer:  Joshua
11. It began on October 1 with a number of concerts and balls to entertain the delegates, leading the Prince de Ligne to famously say that “it doesn’t work, it dances.”  Work did get done, however, like installing the Prince of Orange on the throne of the United Netherlands, giving the left bank of the Rhine to Prussia, and making Sweden sovereign over Norway.  On March 13th, the delegates officially termed Napoleon an outlaw, but Talleyrand stayed to continue his diplomatic work.  Meeting in 1814 and 1815, FTP what was this summit of European powers called to reshape the continent after Napoleon’s defeat?


Answer:  Congress of Vienna
12. A favorite saying of the protagonist is, “When a man says yes, his chi says yes also,” illustrating his sense of his own boldness and strength.  A critical moment in the novel occurs when the girl Ezinma is carried off by Chielo, the priestess of Agbala, who is followed by Ekwefi, the wife of the protagonist.  The protagonist loves Ezinma for her strength, favoring her over his son, Nwoye. Its main plot concerns the ways in which Okonkwo deals with the colonization of Nigeria. FTP, what is this classic 1958 novel by Chinua Achebe?


Answer: Things Fall Apart
13. His relief “The Feast of Herod” graces the front of the baptismal font in the Siena Cathedral.  He embedded pieces of colored glass in marble to create his unique Canteria, or “Singing Gallery,” for the Florence Cathedral.  According to Vasari, he could be observed repeatedly muttering, “Speak, damn you; speak!” while creating his sculpture of the prophet Habbakuk whose bald head has led it to be nicknamed the Zuccone. FTP, who was this great Early Renaissance sculptor who created the equestrian statue Gattemalata and the bronze David?


Answer: Donatello (or Donato di Niccolo)

14. Its typical temperature at its noontime is about four Kelvin, and its total mass is estimated to be 40 times that of the Earth. It is believed to have a dense core lying near the ecliptic, the contents of which continually replenish its outer boundaries.  Besides the weak gravitational pull of the sun, it is also affected by tidal forces produced by other stars in the Milky Way’s galactic disk, often causing some of its roughly six trillion objects to pull away.  FTP, what is this source of long-period comets at the fringe of our solar system, first theorized by a Dutch astronomer in 1950 and known as his “cloud”?


Answer:  Oort Cloud  (do not accept Kuiper Belt)

15. In 1785 he published Sketches of American Policy, one of the first works advocating a strong central government. In New York he founded The American Magazine in addition to publishing the Federalist newspapers The Minerva and The Herald. Earlier he had written Grammatical Institute of the English Language, which became known as his “Spelling Book”, but he is best known for another compilation. FTP, who was this man, author of An American Dictionary of the English Language?


Answer: Noah Webster
16. This term had previously occurred only in passing in the work of Goethe, and it is not clear whether its creator conceived of it as a person or an idea. Supposed to arise from those who sacrifice themselves for earthly goals, he is set up in opposition to the “last man,” who is solely concerned with his own comfort and is not capable of creating anything beyond himself.  Unchained from the slave mentality, he feels that compassion and religion are for the weak, as they keep him from exercising his will to power.  FTP, who is this new type of man conceived by Friedrich Nietzsche?


Answer: übermensch or superman or overman
17. Throughout this novel, the characters are protected from harm by the belief in the insanity of the eccentric singing master David Gamut. Major Heyward disguises himself as a French doctor to aid the rescue of those captured by the Iroquois despite the promise of safe conduct to Fort Edward, and although Alice Munro is saved, Cora Munro and Uncas die at the hands of the evil Magua, who in turn is killed by Hawkeye. FTP, what is this novel set during the French and Indian War, the second of The Leatherstocking Tales of James Fennimore Cooper?


Answer: The Last of the Mohicans: A Tale of 1757

18. In a 1936 lecture, its theorizer said that this structure corresponds to what Marcel Mauss called “categories of the imagination.”  Earlier he said that the influence ascribed to the stars by astrologers was nothing more than the “introspective perceptions of [this structure’s] activity” in his 1927 work, Structure of the Psyche. Proposed by its developer based on the ideas of Adolf Bastien, it doesn’t develop individually, but rather originates from the inherited structure of the brain, and is identical in all people. Constructed from motifs and archtypes, FTP, what is this part of the psyche containing the common memories and impulses of humanity, posited by Carl Jung?


Answer:  collective unconscious
19. Among the inventions named for this scientist are a grease-spot photometer for measuring brightness and a carbon-zinc electric cell. He explained the workings of geysers, and discovered that ferric oxide could be used as an antidote to arsenic poisoning after an explosion involving arsenic compounds nearly killed him and left him blind in one eye. With Gustav Kirchhoff he pioneered the use of spectroscopic analysis, allowing them to discover cesium and rubidium. FTP, who was this German chemist who invented a vertical metal burner named for him?


Answer: Robert Bunsen
20. In a meeting at Ponthion, this monarch received the title “Patricius” from Pope Stephen II in reward for assistance against the Lombard King Aistulf.  Several years later he began a long campaign against the forces of Waifar, king of Aquitane, fully subduing the region in 768, the year of his death.  Prior to that he fended off the claims to the throne of his half-brother Griffon. The illegitimate son of Charles Martel, FTP, name this king of the Franks, the father of Charlemagne who was known as “the Short”.


Answer: Pepin the Short or Pepin III

EXTRA TOSSUPS:

The first edition says that it contains a “compleat description of the four elements, conflitations (sic), ages of man and seasons of the year.”  Including works like “In Honor of That High and Mighty Princess Queen Elizabeth of Happy Memory,” its focal point is the long work “A Dialogue between Old England and New; Concerning Their Present Troubles.”  Its first American edition included “The Author to Her Book,” a modest contemplation of this collection, published in 1650 without the author’s knowledge.  FTP, name this first book of poetry published by an American, written by Anne Bradstreet.


Answer:  The Tenth Muse Lately Sprung up in America
Currently on display in the Metropolitan Museum of Art in New York, this 1928 painting was part of Alfred Stieglitz’s personal collection before his death.  In its upper-right quadrant the name “Carlo” can be seen, seemingly spelled out in lights.  The name “Bill” appears in all caps at the top left, partly cut off by the edge.  The background of geometric grays and silvers is dominated by a red field and three gold numerals.  This describes, FTP, what work based on a William Carlos Williams poem by Charles Demuth?


Answer:  I Saw the Figure Five in Gold
Nicknamed “Le petit gars de Shawinigan,” he spoke almost no English when he first joined his county’s Liberal party—a deficiency that did not prevent him from eventually spending twenty-seven years in Parliament. In his career he appointed the first woman to sit on the Supreme Court, helped add a Charter of Rights and Freedoms to the Constitution, and headed the Berger Commission. FTP, name this current Canadian Prime Minister.

Answer: “The Killers”

2. “Country Full of Swedes” is a story by this author of the novels Tobacco Road and God’s Little Acre.

3. In this story, the paranoid fears of the character known only as “The Swede” lead him first into a fistfight with Johnny and later to his death by stabbing.
