TOSSUPS

1. Functional divisions of this organ include the lateral lobes, the flocculonodular (FLOCK you low NOD you lar) node, and the vermis.  Within this organ, mossy and climbing fibers modulate the activity of Purkinje (per KIN gee) cells, which receive an efference copy of a voluntary movement signal and modulate that movement.  A part of the central nervous system involved in motor learning, FTP, what is this part of the brain found below the occipital lobe of the cerebrum, whose name means “little brain”?


Answer:  cerebellum
2. Its official beginning was the attempted murder and subsequent suicide committed by Mangel Pande, whose unit was disbanded by General Hearshey as a result.  Three weeks later, the 3rd Light Cavalry openly refused orders, and fighting soon spread from Meerut, with the greatest violence coming at Cawnpore and the siege of Lucknow.  The arrival of reinforcements under Colin Campbell led to its eventual end in 1859.  Catalyzed by the use of beef and pork fat in Enfield rifle cartridges, FTP, name this 19th-century rebellion against the British in northern India.

Answer: Sepoy Mutiny or Rebellion (prompt on “Bengal Mutiny”)

3. One of his sculptures, entitled “Fugit Amor,” depicts a man and woman with backs pressed together, being torn apart by wind. One of his first major works, The Man With the Broken Nose, was followed 18 years later by The Little Man With the Broken Nose. He created controversy with the naturalism of The Age of Bronze, and went on to create large works incorporating many individual sculptures like The Gates of Hell and The Burghers of Calais. FTP, who was this man who created “The Thinker”?


Answer: Auguste Rodin
4. The most annoying character in this novel is the former Augusta Hawkins, whose Bristol vulgarity is readily apparent.  Miss Bates and her mother are also quite annoying, and the former is cruelly rebuked by the heroine, an action for which she is reproached by the owner of Donwall Abbey.  A side plot concerns the secret affair of Jane Fairfax and Frank Churchill, but it is the love life of Harriet Smith with which the heroine is primarily concerned.  Ending with the title character’s marriage to Mr. Knightly, FTP, what is this novel about Ms. Woodhouse’s meddling in other people’s lives, a work by Jane Austen?


Answer: Emma 

5. She turned a nymph her husband was chasing into a mint plant, and when Pirithous tried to take her for his wife, he was bound by snakes. The nymph Cyane melted into water after witnessing her abduction, which occurred when she wandered away from her friends the Oceanids to examine a large dark-blue flower. This gave Hades the chance to carry her off, while later, her eating of pomegranate seeds forced her to become his queen. FTP, who is this daughter of Demeter who must spend part of each year in the underworld, where she gets to share Adonis with Aphrodite?


Answer: Persephone (or Proserpina or Persephassa)

6. Every connected one can be shown to be a manifold of constant curvature -1, 0, or 1. They are used to study sheaves of analytic functions and for the process of analytic continuation. The most trivial case is the complex plane itself. They arise naturally when examining how functions like the logarithm appear to become multi-valued in the complex plane. FTP, what are these eponymous surfaces named for the 19th century German mathematician who also lends his name to a type of sum often seen in introductory calculus classes?


Answer: Riemann(ian) surface

7. Several of their leaders, including Jonas Fay and Thomas Chittenden, declared the lands under their control a republic in 1777. Other leaders like Seth Warner and John Stark were instrumental in the defeat of the British at Bennington. They were formed in 1770 to prevent the annexation of the so-called “New Hampshire Grants” by New York, but they are better known for their leadership by a man who tried to bring about their home region’s annexation by Canada. For 10 points, name this Vermont militia that captured Fort Ticonderoga under the leadership of Ethan Allen.


Answer: Green Mountain Boys
8. It quoted John Marshall’s decisions in the Bollman and Swartout cases as well as the views of Justice Joseph Story.  The defendant’s trouble began with his burning of a bridge in Parkton, for which he lost his position in the Baltimore County Guards and was detained by General George Cadwalader in Fort McHenry, prompting Chief Justice Taney to argue for his release.  FTP, name this 1861 ex parte case in which Taney claimed that the President did not have the power to suspend habeas corpus.


Answer: Ex Parte Merryman 

9. His early works include the historical sagas Love’s Comedy and The Pretenders, but of these it is his first production, 1850’s Catiline, that is the only one still frequently performed. His first major play was the verse drama Brand, and he used Julian the Apostate as the inspiration for Emperor and Galilean.  His return to his homeland in 1891 sparked his last productive period, which resulted in John Gabriel Borkman and When We Dead Awaken.  FTP, name this author of The Master Builder and Ghosts, a Norwegian playwright best known for A Doll’s House? 


Answer: Henrik Ibsen
10. Variants of it include System V and BSD. Among its innovations was the idea of “pipes” that allow the results of one program to be used as the input for other programs. It began in the 1960s with work at Bell Labs, MIT, and General Electric to develop a reliable time-sharing operating system, giving rise to a 1971 edition by Thompson and Ritchie. Its source code was offered freely to colleges and universities but without any offer to support it from Bell Labs, leading to its rapid and divergent evolution. Originally based on a system called Multics, FTP, what is this operating system similar in nature to Linux?


Answer: UNIX 
11. In Book 4 its author discusses his first work, De pulchro et apto, and his reading of Aristotle’s Categories, which, along with Cicero’s Hortensius, greatly influenced him. Book 3 relates the author’s infatuation with the Manichean heresy, while Book 5 tells of the first meeting with Ambrose in Rome. Book 9 is the last of the autobiographical ones and closes with prayers to Patricius and Monica, the author’s mother. Detailing the author’s early hedonism and conversion to Christianity, FTP, name this spiritual work by St. Augustine.

Answer: The Confessions of St. Augustine
12. Idi Amin once got so mad at this man that he challenged him to a boxing match, with Muhammad Ali as the referee.  He translated Julius Caesar and The Merchant of Venice into Swahili, but he is better known for tracts like Freedom and Unity, which defended the socialist doctrine of Ujamaa, and for leading his country after it was formed from the union of Zanzibar and Tanganyika.  For 10 points, name this president of Tanzania.

Answer: Julius (Kambarage) Nyerere
13. This poem deviates only four times from end-stopped lines, notably upon the introduction of the “hoary-headed swain” who is the speaker in most of the latter portion. A famous section is its conclusion, “The Epitaph”, written to “a youth to Fortune and to Fame unknown.” It celebrates the existence of “the short and simple annals of the poor” and “some mute inglorious Milton”, because, as the author observes, “the paths of glory lead but to the grave”. Often cited as the greatest poem of the 18th century, FTP, what is this elegy by Thomas Gray?


Answer: Elegy Written in a Country Churchyard

14. This lake is composed of two basins separated by a ridge known as the Great Barrier.  When the lake is high, the southern basin is diverted near the site of Borkou through a string of basins called Soro.  It is primarily fed by the Komadugu, Yobe, and Chari Rivers.  FTP, name this fourth largest lake on the African continent that lies at the conjunction of Cameroon, Niger, Nigeria, and its namesake country.

Answer: Lake Chad
15. They generically occur in theories in which the U(1) group of electromagnetism is embedded in a larger non-Abelian group G. The 't Hooft – Polyakov “hedgehog” solution is an example in an SU(2) theory equipped with a Higgs field. Better known is the Dirac string example, which predicts that the existence of one would lead to the quantization of electric charge, but the third of Maxwell’s equations claims that they don’t exist. FTP, what are these hypothetical particles possessing an isolated elementary magnetic charge?

Answer: magnetic monopole
16. Originally used interchangeably with the term “canzona,” this musical form gradually adopted its most well known structure through the Biblical ones of Kuhnau and seventy written by C.P.E. Bach.  Examples of them include MacDowell’s Eroica and Tragica and Liszt’s Apres une lecture de Dante and one in B minor. Other examples include Les Adieux and Hammerklavier, which are found among Beethoven’s celebrated set of 32.  Including an exposition, development, and recapitulation of a theme, FTP, what is this form of instrumental music, examples of which include Beethoven’s Waldstein, Appassionata, and Pathetique?

Answer:  sonata 

17. Its preface is entitled “On Scientific Cognition,” and other sections are named “Consciousness,” “Self-Consciousness,” and “Reason,” all stages in the development of the title faculty. Ethics and religion are also discussed, but its main topic is the development of consciousness, as handled in sections like “The Truth of Self-Certainty” and “Absolute Freedom and Terror”. FTP, what is this 1807 work that greatly influenced Marx, one of the masterpieces of Hegel?

Answer: (The) Phenomenology of (the) Spirit or (The) Phenomenology of (the) Mind (Phenomänologie des Geistes)

18. The osmotic pressure of a solution is proportional to both the solute concentration and this number. The maximum heat capacity of a solid is held by the law of Dulong and Petit to be three times this constant, while the difference between the heat capacity at constant pressure and at constant volume is approximately this.  Equal to Avogadro’s number multiplied by Boltzmann’s constant, it appears in a law relating pressure, volume, and temperature. FTP, what is this constant approximately equal to 8.314 Joules per Kelvin moles, symbolized by capital R?


Answer:  ideal (or universal) molar gas constant (prompt on R)

19. He was raised by Cato the Younger, his mother’s half-brother, and when Cato died, he asked Cicero to write a eulogy, but rejected it as “effeminate and spineless.” Although he hated Pompey for killing his father, he allied with Pompey until after Pharsalus, but he is better known for an alliance with Cassius.  For 10 points, name this man who was beaten by Antony and Octavian at Philippi after plotting against Caesar.


Answer: Marcus Junius Brutus
20. Known by the nickname “The American” for his democratic sympathies as a student, he wrote criticism like the essay “Hamlet and Don Quixote” and stories like “Mumu”, in which a serf is forced to kill his beloved pet dog.  His first novel was Rudin, but he did not gain success until the publication of A Sportsman’s Sketches. Also known for the play A Month in the Country and the novel A Nest of Gentlefolk, he is best known for a novel about the student Bazarov that introduced the term “nihilism.”  For 10 points, name this Russian author of Fathers and Sons.

Answer: Ivan Sergeevich Turgenev

EXTRA TOSSUPS:

He discussed theoretical psychology in The Sensory Order and attacked the idea that social scientists should adopt the methods of physical science in The Counter-Revolution of Science.  The cousin of Ludwig Wittgenstein, his book The Constitution of Liberty included the misleadingly titled postscript “Why I am not a conservative,” but this Austrian is best known for attacking Keynesian economics.  For 10 points—name this economist who shared the Nobel Prize with Gunnar Myrdal, the author of The Road to Serfdom.


Answer: Friedrich Hayek
Located in the La Gran Sabro region on the Churun River, a tributary of the Caroni, it is found on Auyan Tepui.  First reported in 1937 when their discoverer crashed his plane on a nearby mountain, its main cataract drops 3,212 feet.  For 10 points—name this Venezuelan waterfall, the highest in the world.

Answer: Angel Falls
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Name these related writers, FTP each:

1. This writer created the hard-boiled detective Philip Marlowe, who appeared in his first novel, The Big Sleep.


Answer: Raymond Chandler
2. The Big Sleep was adapted for film by this novelist of Light in August and Absolom, Absolom.


Answer: William Faulkner
3. Despite detesting this man’s writing, Raymond Chandler helped adapt this man’s novel Double Indemnity for film. He also wrote The Postman Always Rings Twice.


Answer: James M. Cain
Identify these important statesmen in the history of Ancient Greece, FTP each:

1. Around 620 BC, this man authored the first Athenian law code, notorious for its severity.


Answer: Draco
2. This tyrant gained control of Athens with the help of the aristocracy in 560 BC.  Athens enjoyed a period of prosperity under his rule until he transferred power to his son Hippias.

Answer: Pisistratus
3.  He created 10 new tribes within the aristocracy and became head of his family, the Alcmaeonidae, after the exile of Hippias.  With Spartan help he became undisputed ruler of Athens by 506 BC, and is considered one of the founders of Athenian democracy.

Answer: Cleisthenes
Identify the following about animal behavior FTPE.

1. Murtensian is one example of this phenomenon, the resemblance of one species to another that is used to the species’ advantage.


Answer: mimicry
2. In this type of mimicry, two different poisonous species mimic each other, presumably so potential predators will more quickly learn to avoid both species.


Answer:  Mullerian mimicry

3. Most mimicry depends on this type of coloring also called warning coloration, the conspicuous markings of an animal that make it easily recognizable.


Answer: aposomatic coloration

1. Manon Lescaut was the first wildly successful opera written by this composer of Tosca and Madame Butterfly.


Answer:  Giacomo Puccini
2. The novel Manon Lescaut upon which both the Puccini opera and a Massenet opera are based was written by this man.


Answer:  Abbé (Antoine-François) Prévost
3. This impoverished student and lover of Manon Lescaut travels with her to the United States and is unable to find water before she dies of dehydration in the Louisiana desert.


Answer:  Renato des Grieux

Answer these questions from psychology, FTPE.

1. This brother of a famous novelist is known as both a philosopher and as a psychologist who authored Principles of Psychology and coined the term “stream of consciousness”.


Answer: William James
2. William James and Carl Lange developed a theory concerning the origins of these complex human reactions, relating them to physiological changes. Another major theory about them is the Schacter Two-Factor Theory.


Answer: emotions
3. This psychologist identified the hypothalamus as the center of emotions, and developed a model of emotions named for he and Phillip Bard.


Answer: Walter Cannon
Name the following about a Shakespearean play, FTPE.

1. The opening Induction of this play concerns a prank played on the drunken tinker Christopher Sly, for whom the play is performed.


Answer: The Taming of the Shrew
2. This character in The Taming of the Shrew is a student from Pisa who cements his love for Bianca by assuming the guise of Cambio, a classics tutor.

Answer: Lucentio
3. This gentleman from Verona marries Katherine and succeeds in taming her.

Answer: Petruccio
Name these American political factions of the 19th-century, FTP each:

1. During the Civil War and Reconstruction, this was the term given to Northern Democrats who favored compromise with the South instead of war.  Their most prominent member was Clement Vallandigham.

3. Ethylene is made by reacting sulfuric acid with this water-soluble compound with formula C2H5OH.


Answer: ethanol or ethyl alcohol
Answer these questions about a seventeenth-century Dutch artist, FTPE.

1. The artist of Allegory of Painting and The Kitchen-Maid, the chronology of this artist’s work depends on such dated paintings as The Astronomer and The Geographer.

Answer: Johannes or Jan Vermeer (or Vandermeer)

2. This Vermeer painting supplied the title for a novel by Tracy Chevalier. Rediscovered in 1882 and sold for the price of a reproduction, it shows a young woman wearing a blue and yellow scarf on her head, allowing the viewer to see the title object.


Answer: Girl with a Pearl Earring
3. The clock reads 7:10 am in this great Vermeer landscape depicting his hometown and a river.


Answer: View of Delft

Answer these questions about group theory FTPE.

1. Of great importance to the study of finite groups are the theorem and phi-function of this 18th century Swiss mathematician. Some claim he is the source of the name of the number e.


Answer: Leonhard Euler
2.  Every group is equivalent to a subgroup of this type of group symbolized by capital S and an appropriate subscript. Its elements represent all the ways to rearrange the elements of some set.


Answer: symmetric group or permutation group

3. This is the term given to a subgroup left invariant by conjugation; one can take a quotient by such a subgroup to obtain another group.


Answer: normal subgroup

1. Your tournament editor flips put over this author of “A Personal Matter” and “The Third and Final Continent”, two stories in her Pulitzer Prize-winning collection Interpreter of Maladies.

2. This former architect won the Booker Prize for her first major novel, The God of Small Things.


Answer: Arundathi Roy
3. He won his own Booker Prize, for 1980’s Midnight’s Children.


Answer: Salman Rushdie

1. This Democrat ran an unsuccessful campaign for president in 1984 and served four terms in the Senate, but is better known for his career as an astronaut.

Answer: Robert Alphonso Taft
3. This ultra-conservative Senator is best known for serving as Dewey’s 1944 running mate and for the constitutional amendment he proposed that would have limited the president’s power to negotiate treaties.

1. This guy wrote the operas The Tales of Hoffmann and Orpheus in the Underworld, the latter of which contains his famous “can-can”.

2. This composer’s work includes the opera Samson and Delilah and the Danse Macabre.

3. Using the instruments available in the German prison camp in which he was imprisoned, this Frenchman composed the Quartet for the End of Time.


Answer: Olivier Messiaen

Answer: noncommutative or nonabelian geometry

3. The quantum Hall effect has been observed in the metal oxide semiconductor type of this kind of transistor, abbreviated FET.


Answer: Field Effect Transistor

2. Schiller decided to change history in this 1801 tragedy, whose central character––Joan of Arc––dies in battle, not at the stake. 


Answer: The Maid of Orleans or Die Jungfrau von Orleans
3. The title of this three-volume trilogy is the surname of a German general who led the forces of Ferdinand II in the Thirty Years War.
