TOSSUPS

1. One king of this name and number, a 14th century ruler of Navarre called “the Bad,” tried to poison the king of France.  Another, the Lame, was a king of Naples who fought unsuccessfully for Sicily until 1302.  One known as the Mad was the slow-witted Spanish monarch whose death led to the War of Spanish Succession.  The Bald was a grandson of Charlemagne who was king of France from 843-77.  FTP, give the name and number these men share with the “Merry Monarch” of England from 1660-85, the Stuart king who regained the throne in the Restoration.


Answer: Charles II
2. The 13-day gap between two dates in this story corresponds to the gap between the old and new calendar systems, suggesting a dream as the explanation for its events.  While wearing a gold-braided uniform, the title object is lost, but when its owner tries to place an ad to find it, the newspaper refuses. Later, it is confiscated from the barber Yakovlev and returned to Kovalyov, but it refuses to stick to his face.  FTP, name this short story by Nikolai Gogol about a wayward proboscis.


Answer: The Nose
3. In 1995, this site’s Condor Temple was found to feature a hidden series of caves leading to a deep, narrow hole that was probably made 530 years ago.  Buildings here include the Tower of the Sun and the Temple of the Three Windows.  The stones in its walls were carved so precisely that a knife cannot fit between them, despite the fact that no mortar was used.  Its famous stone sundial is dedicated to Inti, an Incan sun god.  FTP, name this Incan city in the Andes rediscovered in 1911 by Hiram Bingham.


Answer: Machu Picchu
4. Along with reducing sugars, they are detected by Fehling’s test. They can be produced by adding a mild reducing agent to an acid chloride, through a Rosenmund reduction, or by the oxidation of a primary alcohol. Adding a Tollens reagent to this type of compound will leave a silver mirror coating on the flask.  The lightest one is used in making Bakelite and in preserving specimens. Given names ending in the suffix –al, FTP, name these compounds that have a hydrogen bonded to their carbonyl group, unlike ketones.


Answer: aldehydes
5. When Mahler conducted this opera in Vienna, he inserted a trial scene from the play on which it was based.  “Voi che sapete” and “Porgi amor” are notable arias from this opera whose complications result in part from the page Cherubino’s attachment to Barbarina, the gardener’s daughter.  Susanna dresses as the Countess to trick the title character, while Count Almaviva tries to seduce his own wife, who is dressed as Susanna, the bride-to-be.  With libretto by Lorenzo da Ponte, FTP, what is this Mozart opera based on a Beaumarchais play concerning the wedding of a former barber of Seville?


Answer: The Marriage of Figaro or Le Nozze di Figaro
6. In his eighties he served as prefect of Italy, but was very unpopular and was recalled from Ravenna when he was almost 90.  At Casilinum, he used archers and infantry to beat the Alemanni Franks, two years after his great heavy infantry defeat of Totila and the Goths at Taginae. FTP, name this rival of Belisarius, one of the great generals of Justinian.


Answer: Narses
7. This author’s early work came as a translator, producing important English language versions of Strauss’s Life of Jesus Critically Examined and Feuerbach’s Essence of Christianity. She used local events as the basis for stories like “Janet’s Repentance” and “Mr. Gilfil’s Love-Story” that were soon collected in the book Scenes of Clerical Life. Later, she penned novels like Felix Holt, the Radical, Daniel Deronda, and Adam Bede. FTP, who was this author originally named Mary Ann Evans, the author of The Mill on the Floss and Middlemarch?


Answer: George Eliot (or Mary Ann Evans)

8. Measuring about 860 miles long, its tributaries include the Rahad and Dindar.  Its namesake gorge is a notable fossil site, and it is known as Abbai in Ethiopia, where it flows from Lake Tana.  It is dammed at Roseires and Sennar for farming, while a larger dam downstream reduces the effects of its flooding, since its high volume each summer had caused annual floods in Egypt.  FTP, name this river that merges in Khartoum with the White Nile.


Answer: Blue Nile or Al Bahr Al Azraq (do not prompt on “Nile”)

9. A ring-shaped or “bulls-eye” rash is seen in about 60 percent of cases of this disease, which is caused by the spirochete Borrelia burgdorferi.  Even after the spirochete is dead, many patients suffer from symptoms that resemble fibromyalgia or multiple sclerosis. Marked by fatigue, swollen lymph glands, and fever, it is transmitted by insects of genus Ixodes, and over 90% of U.S. cases are in the mid-Atlantic and the northeast, where the first known cases occurred in 1975.  FTP, what is this disease named for a town in Connecticut and carried by deer ticks?


Answer: Lyme disease

10. One member of this movement was Pasquier [pas-key-YAY] Quesnel [kay-nel], whose 101 propositions were condemned by Clement XI.  Earlier members included Pierre Nicole and Jean Duvergier de Hauranne, the latter a friend of its founder, the Bishop of Ypres [EE-pruh].  Though the movement proclaimed an attachment to the Roman Catholic Church, they believed in predestination and the total corruption of human nature owing to original sin, as stated in 1640’s Augustin.  Centered at the Port-Royal Monastery, FTP, name this pessimistic religious movement whose heyday was from 1640-1710, and whose members included Antoine Arnauld and Blaise Pascal.


Answer: Jansenism or Jansenist
11. Confederate Colonel Bartow and General Bee were killed in this battle.  Union forces crossed a river at Sudley Ford and drove the Confederates back to Henry Hill, but after a brigade of reinforcements arrived by train from the Shenandoah Valley, the Union line was broken, and McDowell’s men had to make a hasty retreat.  “Stonewall” Jackson earned his nickname here, and the battle led to McDowell being replaced by George McClellan.  FTP, name this July 1861 battle in Virginia, the first of two at the same site, sometimes called the first major battle of the Civil War.


Answer: First Battle of Manassas, or First Battle of Bull Run
12. The title figure of this novel has a name meaning “Father of gods who can do anything in this world.”  He rescues a woman held prisoner by a Skull and captures Death in a net, and he uses his skills as a juju-man to change into a bird or a lizard.  He can drink 225 kegs a day, but when his tapster dies, he travels to the Dead’s Town to find him. FTP, what is this novel about the lover of a particular beverage that inaugurated English-language literature in western Africa, written by Amos Tutuola.


Answer: The Palm-Wine Drinkard (and His Dead Palm-Wine Tapster in the Dead’s Town)

13. This work features sections entitled “The Attitude Towards Personality,” “Maturity and Old Age,” and “Education for Choice,” and uses people like Lola, Fala, Mala, and Siva as examples.  Its 68 test subjects lived in three villages on the lee side of the island of Tau, and were all between the ages of about 9 and 20.  Based on eight months living in the namesake locale, the author concluded that social and cultural structures play a large role in adolescent development.  FTP, name this book, the best-known work of Margaret Mead.


Answer: Coming of Age in Samoa
14. A native of Valencia, California, he is of Vietnamese heritage, and uses a professional name consisting of his real name with a “y” added at the end.  Shortly before working for such clients as Fernando Vargas, Janet Jackson, and Carmen Electra, he was earning $5 an hour at K-Mart.  The client who made him famous hired him in 2002, but despite the sublime artistry of his 10-foot-tall leopard-pattern couch, he lost his client after the box-spring incident and a series of broken promises.  FTP, name this fashion designer who frequently appeared on the Anna Nicole Smith show.


Answer: Bobby Trendy or Bobby Trend (his real name)

15. In All Politics is Local, he offers such rules as “To be a successful public speaker, memorize poetry,” and “Never get introduced to the crowd at a sporting event, only boos will ensue.”  He sponsored the Legislative Reorganization Act of 1970 to restrict unrecorded voting by House members, 18 years after his election to the House seat vacated by John F. Kennedy.  A native of Cambridge, Massachusetts, FTP, who was this 17-term Congressman and Democratic Speaker of the House from 1977-86 whose actual first name was Thomas?


Answer: Thomas P. “Tip” O’Neill
16. In late 2001, scientists from UC-Santa Cruz detected what appear to be “rigidity zones” in this region, and scientists at Johns Hopkins have proposed that an analog of the jet stream might be found in it.  About 2,300 kilometers thick, it blocks S waves, and its upper bound is the Gutenberg discontinuity.  Comprised of iron-nickel alloys, FTP, name this * liquid layer of the earth just below the mantle.


Answer: outer core (prompt on “core,” and accept liquid core before *)

17. He stole the fire for his mother’s kitchen, and his name may mean either “beautiful eye” or “left-handed.”  When challenged by the giant eel Te Tuna, he showed his phallus, then crawled through the mouth of Te Tuna and decapitated him.  Also called Tiki, this trickster god made a fish hook from a jawbone and pulled up a giant fish, which became the land.  FTP, name this Polynesian trickster and creator god who shares his name to the second largest Hawaiian island.


Answer: Maui (accept Tiki until it is mentioned)

18. In 1989, artist Jenny Holzer created a marquee that ran continuously for thousands of feet inside this museum. The adjacent Thannhauser Building is part of this museum that is built around an open center lighted by a dome of glass. Many of its paintings are hung on concealed metal arms to give a floating appearance to the collection, which includes the world’s largest collection of Kandinsky paintings. FTP, what is this spiral-shaped New York City art museum that houses the namesake’s collection of Non-Objective Painting, designed by Frank Lloyd Wright?


Answer: the Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum

19. The opening chapter of this novel closes with the narrator dreaming that he and his father are at a circus where his father refuses to laugh at the clowns.  The narrator gets a scholarship after giving a speech to thunderous applause, despite the controversy over the words “social responsibility” and the blood he swallowed after Tatlock threw him blindfolded into a boxing ring with 9 other boys.  Its climax comes at a race riot in Harlem, prompting the unnamed narrator to live in the sewers, where he writes the book.  FTP, what is this 1952 novel, the best-known work by Ralph Ellison?


Answer: Invisible Man
20. Enzymes involved in this process include enolase and aldolase, and some of its stages include fructose-6-phosphate and PGAL.  A net gain of 2 ATP results from this process, which begins when hexokinase and ATP are added to a certain type of sugar.  Its end products are two pyruvate molecules, and it can occur with or without oxygen being present.  Also known as the * Embden-Meyerhof pathway, FTP, name this respiration process in which glucose is split in two.


Answer: glycolysis (accept Embden-Meyerhof Pathway before *)

EXTRA TOSSUPS:

Its first two provisions stated that the countries involved sought no territorial changes that did not accord with the wishes of the people concerned.  The eighth and final point stated a shared belief in disarmament of aggressor nations, while the sixth point stated that after the “destruction of the Nazi tyranny,” both nations hoped for a peace that allowed people in all lands to live “in freedom from fear and want.”  Issued on August 14, 1941, it was the result of a meeting on a warship anchored off Newfoundland.  FTP, name this statement of common principles issued by Roosevelt and Churchill and named for the ocean where they met.


Answer: The Atlantic Charter

For a uniformly magnetized sample, where H is the magnetic field strength, this quantity can be defined as F - HMV.  In an ordinary system, its proper variables are temperature and pressure, and it equals F + PV, where F is the Helmholtz free energy.  For a reaction, if the change in this quantity is negative, then the reaction will be spontaneous.  FTP, often symbolized by either phi or G, identify this type of free energy named for an American physicist.


Answer: Gibbs free energy (or Gibbs potential)

Born in Kanazama in 1870, he taught English upon his return to Japan in 1909, then took a position at Otani University in 1921.  Earlier, while working in Illinois, he translated such works as Awakening of Faith in the Mahayana.  A great influence on such men as Joseph Campbell and Robert Pirsig, his principal works include Studies in Zen Buddhism and Zen and Japanese Culture.  FTP, name this Buddhist scholar, sometimes referred to as the man who brought Zen Buddhism to America.


Answer: Daisetz Teitaro (D.T.) Suzuki
Fuseli and Corot both painted scenes from this play. The rivals of the title character include Menteith, Caithness, Lennox, and Siward, who march their armies to Birnam Wood and then toward Dunsinane.  FTP, name this shortest and bloodiest of Shakespeare’s tragedies, a play set in Scotland.


Answer: Macbeth

A.  This part joins the style and the ovary to comprise the carpel.  It sits atop the style and receives pollen grains.


Answer: stigma

Answer: Daniel
B.  In addition to the whirling wheels of God’s chariot, this book includes the vision of the valley of dry bones and the symbolic eating of a scroll.


Answer: Ezekiel
C.  During the reign of Jeroboam II, the title shepherd criticized the sins of Israel and foresaw its downfall, which brought him into conflict with the priest Amaziah.
