1. It was completed in part by the desire to facilitate the Treaty of Hubertusburg between Austria and Prussia.  In exchange for their removal of troops from Hanover, Hesse, and Brunswick the French were granted, among other possessions, the islands of St. Pierre and Miquelon off Newfoundland and Guadeloupe and Martinique in the West Indies.  However, Grenada, Saint Vincent, and Tobago went to Britain while Havana was restored and Louisiana given to Spain. FTP, this describes the terms of what 1763 treaty resolving the Seven Years War and signed in the namesake European city?


Answer: Treaty of Paris
2. He turned away from novels for several years, publishing East, West, a book of short stories, and his travel narrative in a dangerous Nicaragua, The Jaguar Smile. Professor Malik Solanka travels the globe in his novel Fury, and he chronicles Flapping Eagle’s quest to regain his mortality in Grimus.  The world of rock and roll provides the frame for The Ground Beneath her Feet, but is for a novel about Shiva and Saleem Sinai that he first received acclaim.  FTP, name this Indian author of Midnight’s Children and the much more controversial The Satanic Verses.


Answer: Salman Rushdie
3. In Carbon 13 NMR, it is responsible for the splitting of resonance peaks, causing magnetic interactions between hydrogen atoms and carbon-13 isotopes.  Electrons can have a magnitude of it equal only to plus or minus Planck’s constant divided by 4 times pi.  Electrons with the same kind of it are forbidden to share the same orbital, as defined by the Pauli exclusion principle.  FTP, name this concept, the angular momentum associated with microscopic particles, and synonymous with the motion you would associate with a top.

Answer: spin
4. One myth has it that he was a product of an orgy in which Penelope gave her sexual favors to all 129 suitors.  Commonly said to be the son of Hermes and Dryops, his ugliness horrified his mother but when taken to Olympus he delighted all the gods, hence his name.  He so loved his afternoon nap that if disturbed he would let loose a shout that inspired an intense fear and mental disorder named for him. FTP name this Greek god of shepherds, nature, and rustic revelry depicted as half-man and half-goat playing on his namesake pipes.


Answer: Pan (accept Faunus)

5. In a former swampland, once called Lake Merom, in the Hula valley this river is formed from the combination of the Baniyas streams of Mount Hermon. En route to its terminus it receives the tributaries Yabis and Harod and spreads out in a plain known as Ghor.  Earlier in its course it had received its principal tributaries the Jabbok and Yarmuk after flowing out of the Sea of Galilee. FTP name this river which empties into the Dead Sea and forms part of the boundaries of Syria, Lebanon, and Israel, who currently occupies its West Bank.

6. Although he was a judge in his state’s circuit court he enlisted in the Marines during WWII.  He lost his first senatorial campaign to Alexander Wiley but two years later defeated Howard McMurray to gain a seat.  In his early senatorial career he was suspected of taking bribes from the Pepsi-Cola company but it was for the campaign that began with a statement he made to the Republican Women’s Club of Wheeling, West Virgina that he received a condemnation for conduct “contrary to Senate traditions.”  FTP, identify this Wisconsin senator known for his claim that that there were 205 Communists in the state department and the “red scare” that he created.


Answer: Joseph McCarthy
7. One character in this work frequently displays tricky billiard shots and then launches into long rhetorical speeches, and when he is stopped, always mutters, “I am silent.”  His nephew had drowned and was close friends with Peter Trofimov, who is very close with his niece Anya.  Anya is the daughter of Madame Ranevsky, who is finally forced to sell her estate to Lopahkin, a former servant.  It is a symbolic portion of that estate that gives this work its title.  FTP, name this play by Anton Chekhov.


Answer: The Cherry Orchard  

8. It can be derived from Fermat’s Principle by differentiation. In a special case, it can describe pure reflection, and it also explains the action of a prism on white light. It can be stated as a direct proportion, in which case the constant of proportionality is calculated by dividing the indices of refraction of the two media. FTP, name this physical law, which describes the relationship between angle of incidence and angle of refraction. 

Answer: Snell’s Law
9. People who are either in a state of “cognitive load” or live in so-called “individualist” societies are more likely to commit it.  Coined by Lee Ross, it was studied in a classic 1967 study by Edward Jones and Victor Harris in which subjects were asked to assess the pro- or anti-Castro sentiments of various speakers.  Resulting largely from a misunderstanding of perspective and rarely occurring in analysis of one’s own behavior, it is also known as the actor-observer bias.  FTP, name this psychological phenomenon, the tendency of people to overemphasize personality-based explanations for behavior in others.

Answer:
fundamental attribution error (accept early buzz of actor-observer bias)

10. The depiction of the main figure in this painting is based on the same figure’s depiction in Giotto’s Rising of Drusiana scene in the Peruzzi chapel, even down to the identical dress.  The theme of the work is taken from Matthew 17:24-26 and was intended to be “read” by starting in the middle, which showed how to satisfy the request, then to the left, where a fish is caught with a coin in its mouth, finally to the right, where a tax collector is paid.  FTP, name this painting in the Brancacci Chapel of the Santa Maria del Carmine in Florence, a masterwork by Masaccio.


Answer: Tribute Money (accept reasonable equivalents)

11. He led a number of mildly successful campaigns in Wales but was more successful in Scotland where he compelled Malcolm IV to give up Northumberland.  He was interested in judicial reforms as evident by The Assize of Clarendon and he also attempted to reassert rights over the church in his Constitutions of Clarendon.  He fought intermittently with French monarchs Louis VII and Philip Augustus although the most notable event in the reign of this successor to Stephen was likely the murder of Thomas a Becket.  FTP, name this English king who married Eleanor of Aquitaine and fathered John Lackland and Richard the Lionheart.


Answer: Henry II
12. The title character of this novel eventually gets cuckolded when his former rival, a local inn-keeper, comes into a large inheritance.  He enters into a marriage against the wishes of his mother after having left behind a life as a diamond merchant in Paris.  The author changed the ending to allow for good fortune to befall Diggory Venn, who weds his true love Thomasin,.  The novel had initially concluded with the drowning deaths of the vain pair of Damon Wildeve and Eustachia Vye.  FTP, identify this novel whose ending also sees a blind Clym Yeobright become a wandering preacher, a work by Thomas Hardy named for Yeobright’s homecoming to Egdon Heath.


Answer: Return of the Native
13. They were first identified by Roger Guillemin in the 1970s. They are associated with appetite control and the release of sex hormones, and many researchers believe that the rapid secretion of the beta- type, which is found almost exclusively in the pituitary gland, occurs immediately after a severe trauma like a gunshot wound or an amputation. The effects of acupuncture have also been attributed to these compounds. FTP, name these neurochemicals, the body’s natural painkillers.

Answer: endorphins
14. In the Inferno Dante places him in the ninth bolgia of the eighth circle of Hell where he is constantly cleft in two.  His father, Abdallah, died before he was born and when his mother died when he was six he was cared for by his uncle, the leader of the Hashim clan.  Eventually marrying the wealthy widow Khadijah, he was forced to flee his home city due to Abu Jahl’s opposition to his new views, eventually leading to his hegira to Medina.  FTP, identify this man who, in 612, began being visited by the angel Gabriel and went on to become the chief prophet of Islam.


Answer: Abu al-Qasim Muhammad ibn Abd Allah

15. In a portion of its third section the author muses on the accidental arson committed by his temporary roommate.  In the second section the author attacks the majority by asking why it “crucifies Christ, and excommunicates Copernicus.”  It ends by encouraging a State that respects the individual, preparing the way for an even more “perfect and glorious State” and begins with the author using the Mexican-American War to illustrate why government is inefficient.  FTP, name this work in which the author claims “That government is best which governs least” and which was inspired by a night in jail, a long essay by Henry David Thoreau.


Answer: Civil Disobedience 

16. This empire had its paper currency devalued seventy-fold within sixty years of its founding, so it turned to copper coins, which were quickly counterfeited.  This faulty policy was in part due to the peasant man who founded it, the Hongwu emperor.  In its early years the eunuch admiral Cheng Ho began a series of seven naval expeditions, but a gradual decline over the next 250 years, spurred on by ever increasing Manchu raids, stunted this empire’s growth.  FTP, name this Chinese dynasty in power from AD 1368 to 1644, which is now famed for its porcelain.


Answer: Ming Dynasty

17. The magistrate Othon proves to be an obstructive force in this novel but his tune changes upon the death of his son Jacques.  Another change overcomes Cottard, who goes crazy as a result of the titular situation.  It features two sermons by Father Paneloux [pan-uh-LOO], the first of which blames the sins of Oran for the problem facing the town.  Among those who persevere are Joseph Grand and this novel’s narrator Dr. Bernard Rieux [ree-UH].  FTP, name this work about the title epidemic, a work by Albert Camus.


Answer: The Plague (or La Peste)
18. Primary ones can be made from phthalimide anions without danger of overalkylation, a convenient synthesis discovered by Siegmund Gabriel. They can also be made by reducing alkyl azides via either catalytic hydrogenation or treatment with lithium aluminum hydride. They can be converted to alkenes via the Hoffmann elimination, or acylated to form amides. Most of their chemistry is due to the reactivity of a lone pair, which makes them function as bases, and the simplest one is ammonia. FTP, name this class of compounds characterized by the presence of a nitrogen atom. 

Answer: amines 

19. The premiere of this opera was delayed for eleven months because the set designs and costumes were trapped in Paris during the Franco-Prussian War.  The Triumphal March and ballet that open Act II are central to the returning army’s celebrations, but it is the solo pieces that drive this work.  Among those are a baritone role for Amonasro and a mezzo-soprano role for the jealous Amneris.  FTP, name this opera that ends with the Egyptian officer Radames buried alive with the titular Ethiopian slave, a work by Giuseppe Verdi.


Answer: Aida
20. After one in 1698, which exempted the poor, England stopped the practice for several hundred years. 1990’s “Community Charge,” one led to massive protests and the fall of Margaret Thatcher.  Wat Tyler’s Peasant Revolt came in response to the one that John of Gaunt passed to finance the Hundred Years War.  In the United States, the term has a more specific meaning, and Harper vs. Virginia Board of Elections and the 24th Amendment effectively outlawed them.  FTP, give the term for any tax levied on individuals instead of property or merchandise, or as a prerequisite to voting.


Answer: poll tax 

21. This film long claimed to have been the first American movie in which a fight using karate was presented.  Janet Leigh is very hot as a minor character and Laurence Harvey gives an under-rated performance as an “unloveable” main character.  However, only the actress playing the scheming and sinister senator’s wife earned an Academy Award nomination.  Starring Angela Lansbury and Frank Sinatra, this 1962 film was recently remade by Jonathan Demme.  FTP, name this film about a man brainwashed during the Korean War to become an assassin, whose 2004 version starred Denzel Washington.


Answer: The Manchurian Candidate.

22. It is a hereditary, autosomal dominant disorder caused by a defective gene involved in the production of fibrillin. The most dangerous effect of this disorder is a proclivity towards aortic aneurysms, as the aorta is weak and tends to bulge. More common symptoms include a concave chest cavity and long, spindly limbs and torso. FTP, name this genetic disease of which many believe Abraham Lincoln was a victim? 

Answer: Marfan’s Syndrome 

23. Karl Marx distinguished between its appearance in society as a whole among autonomous parties, and its appearance under the authority of a dominant party. Emile Durkheim asserted that it was a prerequisite for the growth of organic solidarity in a modern culture, and wrote about it “in society” in one of his works.  Perhaps the best-known example of it is  the set of 18 separate operations in a pin factory cited in a 1776 work.  FTP, name this sociological concept, the separation of tasks for maximum efficiency.


Answer: division of labor
24. Its name is derived from the word for “to receive” or “to accept,” and its origins can be traced back to 12th-century France.  Its origins are attributed to Isaac the Blind, who was also the originator of the idea of sephirothic emanation. The origins for the Hermetic, or Christian, version can be traced to Renaissance Italy in the 1490s. For all versions the teachings are drawn from the ancient book known as The Zohar.  FTP, what is this denomination of mystical Judaism which claims several famous adherents including Britney Spears and Madonna? 

Answer: Kabbalah 

25. Their record sleeves have featured pictures of Vanessa Redgrave, Truman Capote, and James Dean.  Accused of condoning pedophilia in the songs “Handsome Devil” and “Reel Around the Fountain,” their most successful album, The Queen is Dead, featured the classic tearjerker “There is a Light that Never Goes Out.”  Famous for the song “How Soon is Now,” name, FTP, this Manchester band of the 1980s, whose lead singer Morrissey went on to have a successful solo career.


Answer: The Smiths
26. Among the accessory characters are the tax collector Binet and the young assistant Justin who unwittingly assists in the title character’s final act.  This novel features some theological arguments between Bournisien and the town apothecary, but other residents of Yonville are the focus of the central plot.  Among those residents are the law clerk Leon and the wealthy landowner Rodolphe, both of whom have affairs with the title character, who ruins the finances of her doctor husband Charles before committing suicide.  FTP, identify this novel about a French country girl written by Gustave Flaubert.

B. (20) Dwellers in cities like like Clusium, Volsinii, and Vulci, they spoke a language unlike anything Indo-European and lived near the Tyrhennian sea, a body of water named for what the Greeks called them.

C. (10) Ancient inhabitants of modern day Tuscany, among their famous representatives are Lars Porsenna who attempted to reinstall Tarquin the Proud.  They were the dominant civilization in Italy until the rise of the Romans 


Answer: Etruscans.
