Tossups by Chicago (Andrew Yaphe)
1. Scenes three through seven of this play are set in the forest at night, while scenes two and eight are set at dusk and dawn at the edge of the Great Forest.  At the beginning an old woman is interrogated by a Cockney trader named Henry Smithers, who goes on to warn the title character that Lem is going to kill him.  FTP, name this play set on an island in the West Indies in which a black ruler is killed by silver bullets, a work of Eugene O’Neill.


Answer: Emperor Jones
2. He was known as “King Coody” when he led a Federalist faction known as the “Coodies” during the War of 1812, after which he was elected to the senate.  The brother-in-law of Francis Scott Key, whom he met while studying law in Annapolis, he became Attorney General under Andrew Jackson, who rewarded him for his service in opposing the National Bank by naming him to the Supreme Court.  FTP, name this successor to John Marshall as Chief Justice who wrote the decision in the Dred Scott case.

Answer: Roger B. Taney
3. The use of this amino acid, in combination with lipotropic combinations or liver-detoxifying products, has been proposed for treatment of endometriosis, a disease of the uterus.  Individuals with high histamine levels are often deficient in it, which leads to the inability to use folic acid.  In eukaryotes it is represented by the codon AUG and in all forms is only one of two essential amino acids that contains sulfur.  FTP, name this amino-acid that is always the first one present in peptide formation.

Answer: methionine
4. He started out in his family’s stone-carving business before coming to work with Bruno Paul and then Peter Behrens before opening his own firm.  His work in Europe included the Tugendhat House in the Czech Republic as well as the Weissenhof apartments and Berlin’s New National Gallery.  He went on to design the German Pavillion at the Barcelona exposition during his time as director of the Bauhaus.  FTP, name this designer of the Seagram Building, an architect whose motto was “Less is More.”


Answer: Ludwig Mies van der Rohe

5. She was originally a princess of Lydia and daughter of Idmon of Colophon.  Her biggest change occurred when she was doused with aconite after she hanged herself.  She was given a chance to recant her claims by an old woman but hailed insults upon the woman, who was actually her opponent in disguise.  She depicted Europa, Danae, and Leda on a beautiful tapestry so perfect that it led to her demise.  FTP, name this figure who boasted that she was a better weaver than Athena, and for her hubris was turned into a spider.

Answer: Arachne
6. In chapter 8 of this novel, Block the tradesman is introduced to the protagonist by Leni.  In chapter 9, the protagonist is ordered to escort an Italian to the Cathedral, and in the tenth and final chapter, set on the evening before the protagonist’s 31st birthday, he is stabbed to death.  He has conversations with Frau Grubach and Fraulein Burstner after the opening page in which we learn that “without having done anything wrong he was arrested one fine morning.”  FTP, name this novel about Josef K., a work by Franz Kafka.


Answer: The Trial
7. At the end of the 19th-century a division of them known as tertiares, those who lived in secular society, developed.  The papal bull Quo elongati permitted them to have buildings, which led to a schism between the Rigorists led by John of Parma and the Conventuals led by Bonaventure.  This order was approved by Pope Innocent III in 1210, and called for disciples to lead an “apostolic life” like that of Jesus, which included a vow of complete poverty.  Officially known as the “little brothers,” this mendicant order was founded by an Italian saint.  FTP, name this religious group created by a mystic from Assisi.


Answer: Franciscan order or Friars Minor (accept Fratres minores or little brothers before it is mentioned)
8. It is rarely observed in acid catalyzed hydrations and hypohalous additions, but always results in regioselective reactions.  There are several restrictions on its application, including the absence of peroxides.  In addition, an asymmetric reagent, often a hydrogen halide, and an asymmetric alkene must be used.  Stating that the free hydrogen will always add to the double bond carbon that already has a larger number of hydrogen atoms, FTP, identify this rule of organic chemistry named for the Russian who proposed it.

Answer: Markovnikov rule

9.  Among the situations the author uses to make his points in this book are the plight of Irish prostitutes in London and the exploitation of Holland’s fisheries.  Book Five begins with a clarification on the expenses of maintaining both militias and standing armies; Book Two details the “nature, accumulation, and employment of stock;” and Book Four details the “systems of political economy.”  Its author advocated that government maintain a laissez-faire attitude and coined the principle of the “invisible hand” to elucidate this point.  FTP, name this magnum opus of Adam Smith.

Answer: An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of the Wealth of Nations
10. Francois Poulenc wrote eight of them, including “Ball of the Young Women” and “Phalenes.”  Though it was Irish composer John Field that introduced this type of composition.  A set of three symphonic poems entitled “Clouds,” “Festivals” and “Sirens” shares this name, though the work’s title was taken from paintings of Whistler by its composer, Claude Debussy.  The best-known example is a series of 21 pieces for piano by Chopin.  FTP, give this musical term which comes from the French for “of the night.”


Answer: the nocturne
11. Count Robert de Montesquiou was the original of his homosexual character Baron de Charlus.  He used Laure Hayman, his uncle’s mistress, as the basis for his character Odette, and his lovers Reynaldo Hahn and Lucien Daudet were the model for Albertine.  All of these characters appear in a work published between 1913 and 1927, whose sections include Cities of the Plain and Swann’s Way.  FTP, name this French writer who produced the lengthy novel Remembrance of Things Past.


Answer: Marcel Proust
12. The Law of Succession that he passed officially declared his nation a state monarchy and was one of the so-called Organic Laws that he passed to legalize his own rule.  He made his name during the Rif War, and his way to the top opened up with the death of General Sanjurjo, and he soon consolidated his power by established his own political party, FET, or the Falange.  In 1969 he named his successor as the grandson of Alfonso XII, the last king.  FTP, name this military leader who ruled for 45 years as dictator of Spain.

Answer: Francisco Franco
13. The Barkhausen Effect is a series of minute jumps in this property.  It is believed to be caused by fields generated by electron spins in combination with a mechanism known as exchange coupling.  Substances exhibit this property below the Curie temperature, and most substances that exhibit it are divided into regions known as domains.  FTP, identify this retention of a magnetic moment even when the external magnetic field is reduced to zero, so-named because of its presence in iron.

Answer: ferromagnetism
14. Charles Taylor has written two books about this philosopher, one of which considers him “and modern society,” and he was also the subject of Herbert Marcuse’s Reason and Revolution.  Walter Kaufmann’s “reinterpretation” of his work argues that he was strongly influenced by Goethe and Schiller and dismisses the view that he thought that Germany was the culmination of world history, a position others have read into his Philosophy of Right.  FTP, name this thinker who wrote The Phenomenology of Spirit, whose notion of the dialectic proved highly influential.


Answer: Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel
15. After being assaulted by a Catholic soldier in Italy, he returned to America and used the pseudonym “Brutus” to argue that Catholic immigrants were being deployed by the Church to win control of the West for Europe.  He was in England during the War of 1812 as a student of history painting, and on his return produced an enormous depiction of The Old House of Representatives, though he is better known for his scientific achievements.  FTP, name this man who gave up on art to prove that electricity could be used for long-distance communication, which he did by inventing the electric telegraph.


Answer: Samuel Morse
16. It begins with Sir Hugh Evans learning that his cousin, Justice Robert Shallow, refuses to be abused.  It ends with Mr. Brook revealing his true identity after having pretended to be an aspiring lover of his own wife.  In the subplot, Fenton marries Anne, the daughter of one of the title characters, though she is also courted by Dr. Caius and Slender.  FTP, name this comedy by Shakespeare in which Mistresses Ford and Page, the titular women, are ineffectually seduced by Sir John Falstaff.


Answer: The Merry Wives of Windsor
17. He fought his last battle at Eurymedon, where he led a Seleucid fleet.  He fought to a draw at Crotona, and was recalled after his side’s defeat at Bagbrades, a few years after his brother’s death at Metaurus River.  This was a far cry from such early victories as Trebia and Lake Trasimene.  His greatest victory came when he encircled the forces of Paulus and Varro at Cannae, but utter defeat followed fourteen years later at Zama in 202 BC.  FTP, name this son of Hamilcar Barca and great Carthaginian general of the Second Punic War.


Answer: Hannibal
18. It forms the tubes secreted by phoronids, who live in those tubes.  It makes up the setae, or bristles, protruding from annelids such as the clam worm and sandworm.  Taking its name from the Greek for “tunic,” it is composed of acetylglucosamines linked in beta-1,4 manner.  FTP, name this natural polymer that is found in the beak-like mouth of a squid, the cell walls of fungi, and the exoskeletons of insects and arthropods

Answer: chitin
19. The poet invokes memories of the recently ended French Revolution with the question “Dare its deadly terrors clasp,” one of the few references in this poem not directly relating to the title figure.  Images of that title figure are depicted within the twelve questions posed in this poem and “the sinews of thy heart” and “the fire of thine eyes.”  The last of those questions, “What immortal hand or eye / Dare frame thy fearful symmetry,” ends this short work that first appeared in Songs of Experience.  FTP, name this companion piece to “The Lamb,” a poem by William Blake.


Answer: “The Tyger”
20. It used to be known as the Atil, meaning “big river,” and among the cities it serves are Saratov and Tver’.  Along with such tributaries as the Oka, Vetluga, and Kama, it forms the largest river system in its continent.  After rising in the Valdai Hills, it flows east past Kazan before turning south, passing Samara, and emptying into the Caspian Sea.  FTP, name this 2,300-mile-long river, which starts northwest of Moscow.

Answer: Volga River

21. He wrote two novels, one about the “friends and acquaintances” of Sister Jane, the other a “story of Reconstruction” that depicts Gabriel Tolliver.  His Mingo was the first volume in his series of sketches about the people of Georgia, though he is better known for a character who first appeared in the Atlanta Constitution and whose “songs and sayings” first appeared in book form in 1880.  FTP, name this Southern writer, who wrote about the Tar-Baby, Br’er Rabbit, and other plantation characters in his stories of Uncle Remus.


Answer: Joel Chandler Harris
22. Among his compositions are “Heart Wounds” and “The Last Spring,” melodies after a popular poem of his nation.  His piano works include the Humoresques and 66 Lyric Pieces, among which are the “Cradle Song” and “Wedding Day at Troldhaugen.”  His first major work was the Piano Concerto in A minor, which was first sight-read by Franz Liszt, but he gained widespread fame with a piece of incidental music he was asked to write in 1876.  FTP, name this author of the Holberg Suite and two suites for Peer Gynt, the greatest Norwegian composer.


Answer: Edvard Grieg
23. Their first manager was Rene Lachemann, and they used their first expansion draft pick on Nigel Wilson.  They used their first real draft pick on catcher Charles Johnson, and Brian Harvey and Gary Sheffield were the team’s first All-Stars, in their inaugural season of 1993.  FTP, name this National League baseball team, which became the first wild card team to win the World Series in 1997, and then won again in 2003.


Answer: Florida Marlins  (accept either name)
24. He concluded that “This Jack, joke, poor potsherd, patch, matchwood, immortal diamond, is immortal diamond” in “That Nature is a Heraclitean Fire.”  In a poem “to a young child,” he asked Márgarét if she was “grieving over Goldengrove unleaving,” while he wrote that “there lives the dearest freshness deep down things” in “God’s Grandeur.”  FTP, name this British poet who also praised God for dappled things in “Pied Beauty” and caught this morning morning’s minion in “The Windhover.”


Answer: Gerard Manley Hopkins

Answer: Death of Socrates
4. It gives the magnitude of electrostatic force between two charges q1 and q2 whose centers are separated by a distance r.  FTP each—

B. (10) Walpole is considered the first British prime minister, a position he began to hold during this Hanover monarch’s reign.


Answer: King George I

C. (10) After this joint-stock company collapsed in a namesake bubble of 1720, Walpole, who was serving as paymaster-general at the time, prevented the country from going to ruin.


Answer: the South Sea company
