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1. His lesser victories included Lyginus where he defeated the Triballi and the Jaxartes where he defeated the Scythians.  Among his less honorable acts were the destruction of Thebes and the slaying, in a fit of anger, of Cleitus the Black who saved his life at the Granicus.  The commander of the companion cavalry at Chaeronea, his major victories came at the Hydaspes - against Porus - and Issus and Guagamela against Darius III.  After his death, his generals Antigonus, Ptolemy, and Seleucus divided up his kingdom.  FTP, name this Macedonian prince who conquered much of the known world before dying in his 30s. 

Answer: Alexander the Great or Alexander III of Macedon

2. At the time of his death he was at work on the tragedy Demetrius, having already completed such works in that genre as Maria Stuart and The Bride from Messina.  His The Defection of Netherlands garnered him a university chair at Jena, though it was after moving to Weimar that he wrote William Tell.  The sympathetic criminal Karl Moor is the subject of his The Robbers and the eldest son of Phillip II is the subject of his Don Carlos.  However, his best known historical drama might be his life of Wallenstein.  FTP, name this German writer who also composed the “Ode to Joy” set to music in Beethoven’s 9th.

Answer: Friedrich Schiller
3. In this process the carboxylase combines with phosphoenolpyruvate to create an oxaloacetate.  It stores CO2 in the form of malate and was discovered by Hatch and Slack.  The involved carboxylase is much more efficient than rubisco and even provides enough CO2 to prevent rubisco from undergoing photorespiration.  It was found that in certain plants, like corn and sugar cane, it works in tandem with the Calvin cycle.  FTP, identify this cycle used in plants to continue photosynthesis, even at night, and which was named for the number of carbons in the central molecule.  

Answer: C4 cycle (prompt on “CAM”)

4. Just to the right of center in this painting rises the tower of the Nieuwe [NOY-va] Kerk, a large church. In the foreground two women speak, and a group of five citizens exit a barge, while clouds loom overhead.  While there is no documentary evidence to suggest the artist used a camera obscura, the slightly unfocused edges of boats and buildings in this cityscape indicate he may have. FTP, name this painting of a Dutch city, the hometown of its artist Jan Vermeer.

Answer: View of Delft
5. In punishment for making love in an area sacred to Zeus she and her husband are turned into lions.  In one tradition she is the daughter of the Boeotian Schoeneus and in the other the daughter of the Arcadian Iasus.   Cared for by a bear after being exposed as a child, her own son, Parthenopaeus, was one of the Seven Against Thebes.  She is most associated with two men, one of whom gave her a prize which indirectly caused his death and the other of whom used three golden apples to win her in marriage.  FTP, name this huntress who helped Meleager kill the Calydonian boar and who was beaten by Hippomenes in a footrace.


Answer: Atalanta
6. Its provisions were extended in 1972’s Argersinger v. Hamlin, and it overturned the 1942 decision of Betts v. Brady. Abe Fortas argued that by allowing states to implement only certain elements of the Bill of Rights, the Supreme Court was allowing a violation of the Fourteenth Amendment.  The decision, written by Hugo Black, stated that “The individual, especially the indigent, is in the greatest need of his Constitutional Rights when he finds himself in trouble with the law.” Sparked by the arrest of an electrician for breaking into a pool hall, FTP, name this 1962 Supreme Court case that guaranteed legal council for indigent defendants in criminal cases.

Answer: Gideon v. Wainwright
7. Among his poetic works inspired by women are Concerning Famous Women and The Old Crow.  The chief female inspiration for these works is thought to have been Maria d’Aquino, who could have been the ideal woman Fiammetta that he referred to in such works as his long prose romance Filocolo.  His long poem Teseida was the basis for the numerous stories about Palamon and Arcite, but it is another work set in a country villa outside of Florence during the plague that was even more copied.  FTP, name this 14th-century Italian writer and author of the Decameron.


Answer: Giovanni Boccaccio
8. Kenneth Bowles at UC-San Diego provided a version of this language that increased its popularity, and its developer won the Turing Award in 1985 for its invention.  Important features include the BEGIN and END commands and although it wasn’t initially released with object-oriented programming, in 1986 Apple released a version that did include the feature.  It was developed to be suitable for teaching purposes in 1970 by Niklaus Wirth.  FTP, identify this programming language named after a seventeenth century French mathematician
Answer: PASCAL
9. This son of Buzi was a prophet who likened Jerusalem to dead wood.  In his book, he condemns Sedecias and, at God’s command, eats a book that tastes like honey.  He lies on his left side for 390 days to symbolize the coming punishment for Judah and makes a model of Jerusalem and attacks it with an iron pan.  He also described seeing beings with four faces and four wings in flying wheels.  FTP, who is this Old Testament prophet who lived during the exile in Babylon and raised the dead, whose book of prophecy follows Lamentations and precedes Daniel.
Answer: Ezekiel
10. Some of their most notable features include the Sierra de Tramuntana Mountains, the Cala Saona and the S’Albufera d’es Grau wetlands.  The archipelago of Cabrera is a national maritime territorial park, and other members include Formentera.  Their two major languages are Catalan and Castilian, which are spoken on such locales as Menorca.  FTP, name this Mediterranean island group, whose other islands include Ibiza and Majorca.

Answer: Balearic Islands
11. After struggling with Gruffydd ap Llewellyn for two years, he overran Wales with his army.  Despite allegiances he had sworn after being shipwrecked, he accepted the witenagemot’s election of him as king.  He was promptly forced to put down an attempted led by the Norwegian king Hardraada and his own brother Tostig, which he did successfully at Stamford Bridge.  However, in less than a month he took an arrow through the eye at Senlac Hill and was dead.  FTP, name this man who briefly rules as king of England before he was defeated at Hastings by William the Conqueror’s forces.

Answer: Harold II or Harold Godwinson
12. It is in flashbacks that this novel’s central character reveals his strict upbringing at the hands of the cruel McEachern and his separation from his first love, the prostitute Bobbie Allen.  That character’s problems include refusing good advice to join a black law firm and working at a mill to cover up his moonshine business.  Perhaps more despicable are Lucas Burch, who betrays that character and Percy Grimm, who castrates and kills him.  FTP, identify this novel about the tragic half-black Joe Christmas, a work by William Faulkner.

Answer: Light in August
13. Interferon alpha was the first drug approved specifically to treat it, while less toxic drugs for milder cases include topical retinoid gels.  Groups previously considered at highest risk for it included Ashkenazi Jews and elderly Mediterranean men, but its spread to a larger subset of the population brought it to greater prominence.  The most effective treatment for it currently known is antiretroviral therapy, which can reduce the edema, enlarged lymph nodes, and colored skin lesions up to many centimeters in diameter.  FTP, identify this cancer, the most common malignancy associated with AIDS. 


Answer: Kaposi’s sarcoma
14. As a youth he studied with Carl Czerny in Vienna and went on to take composition lessons from Ferdinando Paer and Anton Reicha.  His major compositions include the character pieces that make up the three-volume Years of Pilgrimage and a symphonic poem based on lines by his friend Lamartine, Les Preludes.  His orchestral works include the two Mephisto Waltzes, but he is remembered for it is for compositions for a specific instrument, as in his 12 Transcendental Etudes.  FTP, name this man, whose other compositions for the piano include his set of 20 Hungarian Rhapsodies.

Answer: Franz Liszt 

15. Vermont Governor William A. Palmer and Pennsylvania governor Joseph Ritner were members of this party which was heavily supported by Thurlow Weed and his numerous publications.  Sending several men to the 32nd Congress its presidential candidate carried only Vermont in the 1832 presidential election.  Started after the dissapearance of William Morgan, they nominated Willaim Wirt at a convention in Baltimore, the first national nominating conventional held. FTP, identify this American political party that was against secret societies, particularly the namesake one.
Answer: Anti-Masonic Party.
16. Among the minor speaking roles are those of the faithful servant Adam and Hymen, the god of marriage, who conducts the four marriages that end this work.  Two of those marriages involve the women Audrey and Phoebe, the latter of which finally succumbs to Silvius’ affections.  The other two involve characters who disguise themselves as Aliena and Ganymede before they fall in love with Oliver and Orlando.  Much of the action takes place in the Forest of Ardenne in which Celia and Rosalind briefly take a cottage.  FTP, identify this Shakespeare play, the source of the line “All the world’s a stage and the men and women merely players.”

Answer: As You Like It
17. A variation on this reaction uses a zinc amalgam and hydrochloric acid and goes by the name of Clemmensen reduction.  Normally a hydrazine hydrate reacts strongly with a base at an elevated temperature to convert a carbonyl C-O bond into a C-H2 bond.  FTP, identify this type of reaction that involves the reduction of a hydrazone, named after the two scientists who discovered it.  


Answer: Wolf-Kichener reduction

18. He postulated that the human mental process of pairing opposites engenders an unconscious “metastructure” of society, an idea known as his “distinctive feature method” of analysis.  First gaining fame with the work A World on the Wane, he argued that the father/son, brother/sister, husband/wife, and uncle/nephew relationships constructed the elementary unit of kinship.  The author of Totemism and The Savage Mind, he is considered a leading exponent of structuralism, a system used heavily in his four-volume work Mythologiques.  FTP, name this French anthropologist and author of The Raw and the Cooked.

Answer:
Claude Lévi-Strauss
19. A law bearing his name did away with special courts for the clergy and military.  The president of Supreme Court during the presidency of Comonfort he became the leader of the Liberals during the War of the Reform.  He worked rolling cigarettes in New Orleans while in exile during Santa Anna’s rule and died of a heart attack in 1872 after suppressing a revolt by Porfirio Diaz who, ironically, objected to his winning a fourth term as president.  FTP, identify this Mexican leader who led the resistance to Maximilian and the French.


Answer: Benito Pablo Juarez
20. The Large Electron Positron Collider only saw a trace of it at around 114.9 GeV (giga electron-volts).  Its interaction with the electroweak force causes the difference between the electromagnetic and the weak forces.  It has two isospin states, one with charge +1 and one neutral, but it is unique in the Standard Model because it is the only spin-0 particle.  Proposed to give particles their masses, FTP, identify this hypothetical boson.  


Answer: Higgs Boson
21. The background is painted in muted yellows and greens, and a crucifix pokes into the sky on the left side of the canvas.  A dog is just right of center; his body faces the titular action though his head turns away.   Two clergy are noticeable for their red vestments, while the majority of the people wear black and a couple women cover their faces with handkerchiefs.  Set in the titular village, which was the artist’s hometown, FTP, name this depiction of a peasant’s internment by Gustave Courbet.


Answer: Burial at Ornans or L’enterrement à Ornans
22. Originally called the Zadokites, this group formed around 100 BCE.  They traced their origins back to the selection of the descendants of Zadok to act as trustees of the Temple in Jerusalem.  Generally speaking, they were the most Hellenized portion of the Jewish population, and were on decent terms with the Romans.  However, their end was directly due to the Roman destruction of the Temple in 70 CE, since their school was an incidental casualty.  FTP, name this Jewish sect, most well known for their strict, legalistic interpretation of the law, and rejection of the concepts of resurrection and angels.

Answer: Sadducees
23. He was a leading attorney on the defense team of  Congressman Sickles and briefly served as attorny general during the lame-duck period of Buchanan’s presidency.  He died after only four days on the Surpreme Court and was the legal advisor to Simon Cameron whom he replaced therby entering his most famous office.  A proponent of Radical Reconstruction, it was his removal from office against the dictates of the Tenure of Office act which caused Andrew Johnson’s impeachment.  FTP, name this man who served as Secretary of War during the Civil War.

Answer: Edwin M. Stanton.
24. They were governed by kings called “Suleyman” the last of whom built the pyramids.  The highest one is Iblis who led a revolt in Heaven although King Solomon had a diamond ring that could control them.  They were created from smokeless fire and were divided into categories such as si’la, ghul, and ifrit.  Created 2000 years before Adam by Allah, FTP, what are these demons in Islam that can grant wishes and may live in magic lamps?
Answer: Jinns or Djinns or Genie
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Name these things about nerve cells, FTP each:
A. (10) These are the cells around an axon; their enlarged plasma membrane is a myelin sheath that surrounds the axon.  They are named for the German biologist who discovered them.  

Answer: Schwann cells

B. (10) Where Schwann cells meet there is a break in the protective fatty layer.  These voltage gates allow sodium to pass through that break.  

Answer: nodes of Ranvier
C. (10) This disease is where the fatty myelin sheaths begin to disintegrate leaving plaques and lesions which inhibit the cells ability to conduct electrical impulses.  It is primarily tissues in the brain and spinal cord that are destroyed as a result.
Answer: multiple sclerosis (prompt on “M-S”)
