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1. The poet Stesichorus became blind after a writing a poem slandering her but was cured when he wrote a palinode of praise.  One of her husbands, Deiphobus, was killed in front of her eyes and she was once kidnapped by Theseus and Pirithous, though her brothers rescued her.  She was the subject of a famous rhetorical defense by Gorgias as well as the title character of a Euripides play which reveals that she was retained by Proteus in Egypt while a phantom took her place.  Her daughter Hermione married Orestes and in some stories Nemesis is her mother.  FTP, identify this daughter of Leda and wife of Menelaus whose abduction by Paris caused the Trojan War.


Answer: Helen
2. The head of this man was embalmed by Frederick Weedon and was eventually lost during a fire in Valentine Mott’s Surgical and Pathological Museum.  His father was a British trader named William Powell, but he became better known by a name derived from a ceremonial black drink.  His bitter opposition to the Treaty of Payne’s Landing led to his beginning, in 1835, a two-year guerilla war against U.S. forces in and around Georgia and Florida.  FTP, name this Indian leader and chieftain of the Seminole tribe.  


Answer: Osceola (accept William Powell before it is mentioned)

3. To exhibit this property, phosphorus must be compressed at a pressure of two and a half megabars.  Two types of devices use this property, one of which was not verified until after the Meissner effect was discovered.  Of the elements exhibiting the other type, lead does so at the highest temperature.  Some materials with this property have limits on the amount of magnetic field in which they can be to exhibit it, while others work by trapping a magnetic field.  FTP, what is this property in which a material loses all electrical resistance?

Answer: superconductivity (prompt on “superconductors”)
4. This work’s contempt for the protagonist’s colleagues was drawn from the author’s time at the Workmen’s Accident Insurance Institute.  A common motif is the central family’s search for a maid who won’t quit, though the family ironically decides to fire a maid at the end of the story, which also sees the family take a tram trip to the country.   The protagonist had intended to announce his intentions to finance his sister Grete’s violin education at the Conservatory, but in his present state he can bring in no money.  FTP, the unique transformation of Gregor Samsa is the subject of what Franz Kafka short story? 
Answer: The Metamorphosis
5. Each of the leaves on the right side of this painting has a gold spine and outline and the tree trunks are highlighted with short diagonal lines of gold.  The scene is meant to be set off of Paphos in Cyprus, explaining the orange grove on the right.  Rose blossoms with golden hearts float in the air on the left, while one of the Horae holds a robe up for the titular figure on the right.  Zephyrus and Chloris are aloft at the left and blow that figure toward the shore.  FTP, identify this depiction of a Roman goddess emerging from a scallop shell, a masterwork of Sandro Botticelli.
Answer: The Birth of Venus 

6. This school greatly influenced Geido and the aesthetic principles of shibui, yugen, and ma.  One of its later developed  sects, Obuku, appropriated from the Jodo school the invocation of the Amida or nembutsu.  The Shobogenzo is a work attributed to Dogen the founder of the its Soto sect while its other sect, Rinzai, emphasizes the use of koans.  Eschewing religious scriptures, it advocates a personal transmission of methods of illumination from master to student.  FTP, identify this school of Mahayana Buddhism widespread in Japan and now often associated with Phil Jackson.


Answer: Zen Buddhism

7. Its sixteenth article was mainly a restatement of the second article of the Conference of Nerat.  Attorney General Bernard did not read it until more than a year after the king signed it in a castle in Bretagne.  Amended by the Peace of Alais [ah-LAY], it created “mixed chambers” in superior law courts and allowed non-Catholics access to Catholic universities.  It was rejected by supreme law courts in several cities including Bordeaux, Toulouse, and Paris, though it excluded Protestants from a zone surrounding Paris.  FTP, identify this law signed by Henry IV granting religious toleration to the Huguenots.

Answer: Edict of Nantes or L’Édit de Nantes
8. Magnetic field analysis shows that this moon may contain a salty ocean 200 kilometers underground. Its major sites include the crater chain Gipul Catena, and the Valhalla Region, one of the largest impact features in the solar system.  Though it has both the oldest and most heavily cratered landscape in the solar system, it has no large mountains and next to no tectonic or volcanic activity.  Like its three companions, it was discovered by Simon Marius in 1610.  FTP, identify this second-largest and outermost Galilean moon of Jupiter.
Answer: Callisto
9. The title character of this work at one point gives a speech about the legendary Dave Singleman, who inspired him in his profession.  A climactic confrontation occurs at Frank Chop’s House, where we are introduced to the suspected prostitutes Letta and Miss Forsythe.  Other significant moments include the title character’s hallucinated conversations with his elder brother Ben and the final scene of Act II in which he drives away to commit suicide to cash in on an insurance policy for his family.  FTP, name this play about the failures of Biff, Happy, and Willy Loman, a work by Arthur Miller.


Answer: Death of a Salesman   
10. This action is the topic of Alfred Alvarez’s The Savage God.  Edwin Schneidman has developed ten common characteristics of it, and Karl Menninger developed the concept of a “chronic” variety.  In the most famous work on this subject the author doesn’t define it in terms of intentionality but instead his definition hinges on the executor knowing the result of the action.  He also related it to social integration and proposed three types—egoistic, altruistic, and anomic. FTP, identify this title action of an 1897 Emile Durkheim work, the act of killing oneself.


Answer: suicide
11. Roberto Gerard’s is nicknamed “Collages,” and a better known one features a soloist singing from the Polish Songs of Lysagora.  That one, by Henryk Gorecki, is nicknamed * “Symphony of Sorrowful Songs,” while Camille Saint-Saens’ is commonly known as “Organ.”  The best-known work of this number was completed in 1804 and was initially composed “In Memory of a Great Man.”  FTP, give the common number of these symphonies, the last of which was once dedicated to Napoleon by its composer Beethoven and is commonly known as “Eroica.”


Answer: Third Symphony or Symphony No. 3 (only need the number after the asterisk)

12. The convention at the Cow Palace nominated him on the first ballot, and his platform included the sale of the TVA and a plan to make Social Security voluntary.  A five-term senator, he served both before and after the presidential election.  In that election he won his home state by only 5,000 votes and only five others in the Deep South partly because of his remark that the U.S. should use  “a low-yield atomic bomb on Chinese supply lines in Vietnam.”  FTP, identify this ultra-conservative Arizona Republican senator who also claimed that “extremism in defense of liberty is no vice” before he lost the 1964 presidential election.

Answer: Barry Morris Goldwater, Sr.
13. The more familiar members of this order are in suborder Apocrita, while the less familiar are in suborder Symphyta. Rather than familiarity, however, this order is divided into suborders based on the width of the “waist” between the thorax and abdomen.  Small hooks called hamuli join the front wings to the smaller hind wings in almost all adults, and Isoptera is the only other order in its class to display the same complexity of social behavior. FTP, identify this order of class Insecta, which includes sawflies and horntails as well as the more familiar ants, bees, and wasps.

Answer: Hymenoptera
14. His first play, The Wild Gallant, was a failure when first presented, but he soon found more success with The Indian Queen.  With his Panegyric on the Coronation and Astraea Redux he celebrated Charles II, but religious differences with William and Mary led to the loss of his title as Poet Laureate.  Of his tragedies, All for Love, remains the best-known, but it was for allegorical poems that he established his name.  FTP, identify this English poet of “MacFlecknoe” and Absalom and Achitophel.                                    

Answer:  John Dryden

15. The founder of the last version of this classical philosophical school was Aenesidemus.  Earlier, beginning with Arcesilaus, it had control of the Academy from the 3rd to the 1st century BC, which we know because of its primary ancient source, Sextus Empiricus.  George Santayana paired it with “Animal Faith” in work that took the views of David Hume, this philosophy’s greatest modern exponent, a step further.  FTP, identify this philosophy founded by Pyrrhon of Elis, which has now come to represent a view that doubts what is generally accepted as true. 


Answer: skepticism or skeptics
16. His own writings include a Book of Privileges in which he lists his claims and titles and the The Book of Prophecy, a compilation of Biblical passages.  Another interesting source is a biography attributed to his younger son Ferdinand.  His rivals included a subordinate on his first trip, Martin Pinzon, as well as Francisco de Babadilla who arrested him and his brothers Bartholemew and Diego for mismanagement of the newly founded La Isabela.  He wound up shipwrecked on Jamaica on his last voyage and on his third discovered the Gulf of Paria and the Orinoco estuary.  FTP, name this Genoese native who sailed west with three ships in 1492.


Answer: Christopher Columbus (or Christobal Colon or Cristoforo Colubmo)
17. Richard Zsigmondy won a Nobel Prize in chemistry for his development of a special type of microscope to observe these substances.  Arne Tiselius’ first use of electrophoresis was to separate them and John Tyndall observed their unique dispersion of light in the effect named for him.  Common types include gels, emulsions, and sols.  FTP, what are these types of mixtures composed of a suspended and mobile phase?

Answer: colloid
18. Wounded ten times during the Sepoy Rebellion, this resident of Bundelkund left his Indian wife and two children for the solace of a remote Pacific Island. Discovered by two Frenchmen and harpooner * Ned Land after an attack on the Abraham Lincoln, he reappeared on a second deserted Pacific Island when he saved an American engineer from drowning and killed a group of convicts using electric balls.  His literary appearances ended, however, with the Mysterious Island.  FTP, name this character in two Jules Verne novels, best known as the captain of the Nautiius.

Answer: Captain Nemo (accept Prince Dakkar before *)

19. The reflective kind was coined by John Rawls and consistently shifts as a person’s views on individual cases conflict with views on general principles. In economics the modern version of the general kind was modeled by Arrow and Debreu, and supply and demand falls under the analysis of the partial kind.  Thermodynamics defines it as a state in which internal processes cause no change in macroscopic properties, while in chemistry it is the point at which the forward and reverse reactions proceed at the same rate.  FTP, identify this term, which in physics is the state of a body at rest where the net force and net torque is zero.

Answer: equilibrium
20. In a 1915 article J.H. Little attacked the only primary account of this event, that of John Zephaniah Holwell.  The maximum death toll is likely in the 40s rather than the 123 claimed by Holwell.  It took place at Fort William and was more a result of the negligence than the hostile intent of Suraj-ad-Daulah, though it still became a rallying cry to justify British imperialism.  Occurring on June 20th of 1756, FTP, what was this incident in which the Nawab of Bengal supposedly imprisoned 146 European prisoners in the namesake Indian city?


Answer: Black Hole of Calcutta
21. Only draft busts David Clyde and John Stearns were picked ahead of this man who became Dennis Eckersley’s first strikeout victim.  The only player thus far to have two four-hit games in the same World Series, he almost quit baseball in 1978 to become a professional golfer. He became the first shortstop to lead the American League in both slugging percentage and total bases in 1982, winning the MVP and leading his team to its only World Series appearance.  He also won the MVP in 1989 as a centerfielder and in 1992 he reached 3,000 hits.  Inducted into the Hall of Fame in 1999 along with Nolan Ryan and George Brett, FTP who is this longtime Milwaukee Brewer? 

Answer: Robin Yount
22. The females in this work include a girl whose name translates as purple, a woman probably in her late forties who throws herself onto the title character, and a princess with a big nose.  The last part of this work deals with the rivalry of two of those women, Niou and Kaoru [KAH-oh-roo] for the love of Ukifune.  These are just some of the figures involved in the amorous adventures of the titular prince.  FTP, name this early 11th-century work, the first novel of Japan and which was written by Lady Murasaki Shikibu.

Answer. The Tale of Genji 
23. Their greatest decline came under the time of Thomas Arundel, who vigorously prosecuted them.  However, they were briefly reinvigorated by the martyrdom of one of their leaders, John Oldcastle, but they would merge into larger groups within the next 100 years.  Drawn primarily from the peasant class, the members of this group held the Bible to be the only rule of authentic faith.  FTP, name this religious sect of 14th and 15th-century England initially led by John Wycliffe.


Answer: Lollards
24. He gained followers by praising the concept of Asha, or order, thereby rejecting the state of Drug [DROOG], or confusion.  These thoughts are expressed in his series of devotional poems, the Gathas, which were widely propagated by the priestly group that claimed him as one of them, the Magi.  The Magi also spread his notions of the destroyer and creator deities, Angra Mainyu and Ahura Mazda.  FTP, name this religious figure, whose teachings were adopted as the state religion of ancient Persia.


Answer: Zarathustra or Zoroaster 
25. It contains the Turneffe Islands and several atolls although it itself as not an island as erroneously described in the 2004 Olympic Opening ceremonies.  Its only major highways not named for cardinal directions are the Hummingbird Highway and the Coastal Road.  Its southern border is at the Sarstoon River and its Northern border is at the Rio Hondo.  Gaining its independence from Britain in 1981, FTP, identify this only Central American country without a Pacific coast which has its capital at Belmopan.


Answer: Belize
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1. Name these Danish writers, FTP each:
A. (10) Most of her works were written in English, including the short story collections Anecdotes of Destiny and Seven Gothic Tales and the autobiographical novel Out of Africa.

Answer: Isak Dinesen or Karen Blixen-Finecke
B. (10) In addition to well-known fairy tales and short stories such as “Thumbelina” and “The Little Mermaid,” he also wrote a travel book called In Sweden.

Answer: Hans Christian Andersen
C. (10) Shakespeare’s source for the tale of Hamlet was this Danish historian’s Gesta Danorum, or Deeds of the Danes. 

Answer: Saxo Grammaticus (accept either name)
2. Answer these questions about a musical work, FTP each:
A. (10) This piece opened to such great applause that the audience requested an encore of its fourth movement, “The March to the Scaffold.”  It was inspired by its composer, Hector Berlioz’s, infatuation with the actress Harriet Smithson.
Answer: Symphonie Fantastique
B. (10) This term denotes the forty-bar theme that enters in the violins in unison during the first movement and recurs throughout the symphony.  It has now come to identify any recurring theme and is synonymous with leitmotif.
Answer: idée fixe
(10) The idée fixe enters in the fourth movement as a solo in this instrument just before plucked strings signify the guillotine landing.  By the way, it represents the cat in Prokofiev’s Peter and the Wolf.
Answer: clarinet
3. Name these things about a world traveler, FTP each:

A. At the behest of the Sultan of Morocco this 14th century Berber told of his many journeys in his book Rihla often inaccurately translated as “My Travels.”


Answer: Abu Abdullah Muhammad Ibn Battuta
B. After visiting Astrakhan, in 1332 Ibn Battuta accompanied the pregnant wife of the Khan of the Golden Horde to this city where he met Andronicus III and saw the Hagia Sophia.


Answer: Constantinople or Byzantium or Istanbul
C. Ibn Battuta also made a journey to this island, the location of Adam’s Peak, a holy place in Islamic legend. He most likely crossed the Palk Strait in making the trip.

Answer: Ceylon or Sri Lanka

A. (10) For 10 points, this compound is the simplest alkene.

Answer: Ethene
B. (5, 5) For 5 points apiece, the combustion of one molecule of ethene will yield how many molecules of carbon dioxide and how many of water?

C. (10) For a final 10 points, Ethene reacts with 1,3-butadiene to form cyclohexene in the simplest example of this specific cyclo-addition reaction.

A. (10) Until recently, these waterfalls on the Zambezi River had the highest commercial bungee jump in the world.

B. (10) It was this journalist and politician’s paper L’Aurore which published the most famous defense of Dreyfus.  He later led the French delegation at the Paris Peace Conference.

Answer: Essay Concerning Human Understanding
B. (5) For 5 points, Name the English author of Essay Concerning Human Understanding.  He later attacked the notion of the divine right of kings in his Two Treatises on Government.  


Answer: John Locke
C. (10) Locke’s Essay gave systematic expression to the empiricist doctrine first expounded upon by this English philosopher and author of New Atlantis and The Advancement of Learning.


Answer: Francis Bacon 
11. Its chief writers included Miguel de Cervantes, Lope de Vega, and Tirso de Molina.  FTP each, name—

A. (10) This great period of Spanish literature which lasted from approximately the mid 16th-century through the 17th-century.


Answer: the Golden Age (or Siglos de Oro or Golden Centuries)
B. (10) The character that Tirso de Molina introduced to the literary canon. This “trickster of Seville” is also at the heart of George Bernard Shaw’s Man and Superman.

Answer: Don Juan
C. (10) The dramatist and writer of the Golden Age who wrote such philosophical plays as The Prodigious Magician and Life Is a Dream.


Answer: Pedro Calderon de la Barca y Henao

12. Answer these questions about a Chinese rebellion, FTP each:
A. (10) Led by Hung Hsui’chuan who claimed that he was the younger brother of Jesus Christ, this rebellion devastated Ching China from the years 1851-1864.  


Answer: Taiping (prompt on “Great Peace”)

B. (10) The Taiping Rebellion’s highest success came in 1853 with the capture of this city which then became their capital.  It is also notable for its capture by the Japanese in 1937.

Answer: mycobacterium 
C. In 1882 this German biologist discovered mycobacterium tuberculosis to be the causative agent of the disease.  He also identified the bacillus that causes cholera and first isolated the bacillus that causes anthrax.
