2. Now a slang word for any independent voter, this term was first used by Charles A. Dana of the New York Sun.  It was derived from an Algonquin word meaning "great man," and its leaders included Theodore Roosevelt, Henry Cabot Lodge, and George Curtis. 3. It was used primarily in what the Pentagon called Operation Ranch Hand, which lasted from 1962 until 1970. It appeared and disappeared from territorial maps often, and changed possession quite a few times, mainly between France and Great Britain until 1821, from which time it was either an individual territory or a part of the British West African Federation until 1970, when it declared independence.  It is fully surrounded by another African nation and its capital lies on an island in the river of the same name which is the major feature of, FTP, what nation with capital Banjul?

11. When his brother John asked him to pay his debts, he wrote him a letter which read, "Find seven dollars enclosed.  Stick it up your bung hole and wipe your nose on it."  His brother commented, "I have no doubt that masturbation and self-abuse is at the bottom of his mental imbecility." Sure enough, he contracted syphilis from a prostitute and his wife divorced him in 1874.  A wild-eyed Stalwart, on July second, 1881, he fired two shots in a Washington, D.C. railroad station.  FTP, name this assassin of President Garfield.

12.  He began his career as a deacon in the Diocese of Alexandria, earning a bad reputation from square one. By the late 1960's he was the resident playwright of the Theatre of the Balustrade. In 1989 he became associated with the Civic Forum, a leading anti-government opposition group. Author of The Increased Difficulty of Concentration, Private View, Protest, and Largo Desolato. FTP, name this playwright, poet, and president of the Czech Republic.

Answer:  Vaclav Havel
14. While working on a machine, his hand slipped, and he nearly lost an eye.  Stunned by the incident, he vowed to look at nature every day of his life thereafter.  Walking from the midwest to the Gulf of Mexico, he kept a journal.  He was the first to attribute Yosemite's spectacular rock formations to glacial erosion, and in 1903, was accompanied by Theodore Roosevelt on a camping trip there.  FTP, name this conservationist, the father of the American National Park system.

15.  A native of Clark. MO, he served as Commandant of the Infantry School at Ft. Benning at the start of WWII and later commanded the 82nd and 28th Divisions. Placed at the head of the II Corps for the North African campaign, his capture of Bizerte helped recapture Tunisia. He led his forces to Sicily before moving to the 1st Army for Normandy and the liberation of Paris. Elevated to command the 12th Army Group, he moved through the Benelux nations, Germany, and Czechoslovakia. FTP, name this general who, in 1949, was selected as the first Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff.

Answer: Omar Bradley
16. He was a young French marquis who, while learning Leibnizian mathematics from Jean Bernoulli, got his teacher to sign an agreement making over to him all his mathematical discoveries in exchange for a salary.  Among them was a principle that now bears his name, since he published it in his Treatise on Conic Sections.  FTP, name this man whose rule states that the limit of an indeterminate quotient is the limit of the quotient of the derivatives of the two functions.

Answer:  Guillaume Francois Antoine de L'Hôpital, or the Marquis de St. Mesme

17. To rebuke Luther, he appeared before the Diet of Worms.  In 1522, his teacher Adrian of Utrecht became pope -- not surprising, since this man had used funds from the Fugger bankers to secure the throne as Holy Roman Emperor over his main rival Francis I.  He claimed to speak "Spanish to God, French to men, Italian to women, and German to my horse,” and captured Halq al-Wadi and Tunis, but could not defeat the pirate Barbarossa. 18. At the age of 14, sumac poisoning damaged his eyesight, so he apprenticed as a topographic engineer. He chaired the Yosemite commission and collaborated with Calvert Vaux on the Niagara Falls project, and laid out the Mount Royal Park in Montreal, Piedmont Park in Atlanta, and 1893 World's Columbian Exposition in Chicago. FTP, name this designer of Central Park in Manhattan.

Answer:  Frederick Law Olmsted
19. This scientist graduated from Montana State in 1917, and during World War II, he directed a research program at Columbia that became an important part of the Manhattan project.  He believed that the Moon had a separate origin from the Earth, and thought that the earth had not been molten at the time when its materials accumulated, which led to a famous experiment conducted with Stanley Miller. FTP, identify this chemist who also managed to isolate heavy water and discover deuterium.

20.   It was the first setback that began the British collapse in North America.  After American losses at Camden and Charleston, 2000 frontiersmen replaced the Continental Army, and surrounded the Loyalist forces under major Patrick Ferguson, capturing or killing virtually the whole force.  FTP, name this 1780 battle of the American Revolution that stopped the tide of British momentum in the South, which took place one and a half miles from the Carolina border.

Among his servants are Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah -- otherwise known as Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego.  FTP, name this Assyrian monarch who threw these men into a fiery furnace in the Book of Daniel.

27. (Warning, two answers required!)  The Holy Roman Emperor renounced claims to the Spanish throne but did not actually make peace with Spain or recognize Philip V. Charles VI was recognized by France as ruler of Milan, Tuscany, Naples, southern Netherlands, and Sardinia. Charles recovered Breisach, Kehl, and Freiberg and ceded Strasbourg and Alcase. The electors of Bavaria and Cologne recovered their possessions. FTP name these 1714 treaties that ended Charles VI’s attempt to continue the War of Spanish Succession, concluding the Peace of Utrecht. 

Answer: Treaties of Rastaat and Baden
In 1741, Frederick the Great made him a member of the Berlin Academy, where he produced a steady stream of mathematical works, despite being blind in one eye.  The author of the Konigsberg Bridge problem, the equation "e to the i times theta equals cosine theta plus i times sine theta" is known as his identity, and he was the first to introduce the capital sigma as a symbol for sum, as well as pi for that transcendental number.  FTP, name this Swiss mathematician.

 She retired from the Navy at the age of 80, with the rank of Rear Admiral, in order to join Digital Equipment Corporation.  Influential in the development of COBOL, she programmed the early Mark I computer to solve complex partial differential equations.  FTP, name this woman who discovered the first computer bug.

Answer:  Grace Hopper 

The son of Frederick Louis and Augusta, he was unable to read properly until age 11, one year before becoming heir to the throne. Around his 18th birthday, he began to torment himself with thoughts of his own inadequacy. Some 20th century investigators have suggested he suffered from porphyria, producing the agonizing pain, excited overactivity, paralysis and delirium he exhibited at least four times during his life. FTP, name this man portrayed by Nigel Hawthorne in a 1994 film, the King of Hanover from 1814-20 and King of Britain for 60 years.

Answer: King George III
