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1. Its enactment was directly related to the impasse that followed the arrest of Thomas Darnel and four of his companions a year earlier. Soon following its acceptance, the Duke of Buckingham was assassinated, though one desired goal was achieved – a benevolence was no longer forcibly extracted. It sought the recognition of four principles: no quartering of soldiers on subjects, no imprisonment without cause, no martial law in peacetime, and no taxes without consent of Parliament. 3. He prophesied the drift toward a welfare state in his publication What Social Classes Owe Each Other. This man’s monumental four-volume collaboration with Albert G. Keller, Science of Society, was not published until seventeen years after his death. He railed against the placement of extensive economic burdens on the middle class, the group that he famously termed the “Forgotten Man” in an essay of that name, and he is credited with coining the concept of ethnocentrism. However, the introduction of such terms as folkways and mores [mo rays], FTP, are the best-known accomplishments of what first great American sociologist?

Answer: William Graham Sumner

4. At one point the author tentatively titled this work “The Flesh and the Spirit.” After working in a shoe-factory for a short while, the title character quits and ends up staying for free in Ogden Place. Her role in “Under the Gaslight” is just part of the double life she leads after leaving the flat of her sister Minnie Hanson. One of her lovers is the married manager at Fitzgerald and Moys, while the other is a suave traveling salesman she met on the train to Chicago. Eventually, Charles Drouet loses out to George Hurstwood, who ends up committing suicide, in FTP, what work by Theodore Dreiser?

Answer: Sister Carrie

5. After hearing parts of this score, which includes “The Neighbors” and “The Grapes,” Sergey Diaghilev commissioned the composer to expand it into a full-scale work, which caused its title to be changed from El Corregidor y la Molinara. Like another one of the composer’s works, El Amor Brujo, it is drawn from a farce written by Alarcon. The primary characters are the miller and his wife, and their two dances highlight this ballet. FTP, identify this work by Manuel de Falla also known as El Sombrero de tres picos.

Answer: The Three-Cornered Hat (accept early buzz of El Sombrero de tres picos)

6. It arises when n equals two in the formula "inverse wavelength equals Rydberg's constant times the quantity 1 over n squared minus 1 over m squared". The first, or alpha, member is at 6563 Angstroms and all other entries are also in the visible spectrum. It was not explained, though, until Bohr's quantum theory of the hydrogen atom.  For ten points, name this spectral line series.

Answer: Balmer series

7. It was officially convoked by Count Gyula Andrassy, and the Italian representative was Count Luigi Corti, whose blunders would lead to his resignation. It saw the withdrawal of all British objections to French expansion in North Africa, and only the Earl of Salisbury’s diplomacy ensured that the Russians would come to the conference table. Prince Milan IV gained the independence of his country but saw the stage set for future turmoil in the region. Called to modify the recent Treaty of San Stefano, this parley was dominated by Otto von Bismarck. FTP, identify this meeting of 1878, named for the German city in which it took place.

Answer: Congress of Berlin
8. By this play’s conclusion we learn that Polydore and Cadwal, who sing the dirge “Fear no more the heat o’ the sun,” had different names as infants. The trouble starts with the plots of the queen, who wishes her son Cloten to gain the throne. However, this play’s heroine will be saved, for the goodly Pisanio cannot bring himself to kill her, allowing her to come into the care of the banished lord, Bellarius. Her virtue had initially been questioned due to the deceit of Iachimo, who desired to win a wager with her husband, Posthumus. The action culminates with a battle in Wales against the Romans, FTP, in what Shakespearean play about Imogen, the daughter of the titular king of Britain?

Answer: Cymbeline

9. Its Central Highlands occupy the heart of this nation and contain some of its highest points including Pada, or Adam’s Peak. Among its rivers is the Mahaweli, which runs through the legislative capital of Kotte. The famous Trincomalee harbor lies on the northeast coast, and of the northwest coast of this island is the Palk Strait. Its official language is Sinhalese, and it was once known as Ceylon. With its capital at Colombo, FTP, identify this island nation off the southeast coast of India.

Answer: Sri Lanka

10. The two-dimensional model of its structure was proposed by Robert Holley.  All types contain the sequence "p-Cp-Cp-A" at one end and "pG" at the other. There are believed to be 32 different types, with 20 associated enzymes known as aminoacyl synthetases. The cloverleaf model also posits the location of the D-loop, anticodon end, and the

Answer: Transfer RNA (prompt on RNA)

11. While working as a translator for UNESCO, this author released his first short-story collection, Bestiary, and followed that up with Secret Weapons. His story, “The Devil’s Drivel,” served as the basis for Antonioni film Blow-Up; however this man is better known for his novels. Those novels include A Model Kit and A Manual for Manuel, though neither introduced the character of Oliviera, an Argentine intellectual, like this author. FTP, identify this writer best known for his novel Rayuela, or Hopscotch.

Answer: Julio Cortazar
12. Laetus, his Prefect; Eclectus, his chamberlain; and Marcia, his mistress, could not kill him with poison, though they did engineer his death on New Year’s Eve. After his father’s death, he came to terms with the Marcomanni and returned to Rome. He incensed the public by claiming that he would accept the consulship dressed as a gladiator, and he had earlier renamed Rome as his colony. After this man’s murder, Pertinax became emperor, thereby ending the rule of the Antonines. FTP, identify this crazy son of Marcus Aurelius, who ruled until his death in AD 192. 

Answer: Commodus

13. It was the first of a series of paintings commissioned by Alfonso d’Este to decorate the camerino d’alabastro, or alabaster study of his Ferrara castle. The ass on the left is supposedly braying in response to amorous advances made against the sleeping nymph Lotis, on the right. All the title figures are paying attention to the actions of Priapus, though the nymphs and satyrs carry on their serving duties. Taken from a scene in Ovid’s Fasti, it shows Jupiter, Neptune, Apollo, and others making merry in a pastoral setting. FTP, identify this Giovanni Bellini painting.

Answer: The Feast of the Gods
14.  After losing his fortune, this man served as governor of the Arizona territory from 1878 to 1883. His early exploits included an elopement with Jessie, daughter of Senator Thomas Hart Benton. Benton secured for him the command of an expedition to map the Des Moines River, and he later headed a Columbia River expedition with Kit Carson as the guide. He was court-martialed following his support of Robert Stockton after the Bear Flag Revolt but would be pardoned by President Polk. FTP, identify this figure important in the U.S. conquest of California, the man known as the first Republican candidate for president in 1856.

Answer: John C. Fremont

15. For nuclear reactor fuel, uranium is converted to its hexaflouride species and the 235 isotope enriched using this law.  It can determine the vapor pressure of some materials, as well as find the rate of evaporation from a surface. What law named for a British scientist states, for ten points, that the square root of the inverse ratio of the molecular masses of two gases equals their rate of effusion?

Answer: Graham's Law
16. Various section titles of this work include “Sin’s Long Labyrinth” and “Once More Upon the Waters.” The final portion, which ends with “Farewell,” turns to first-person for the first and only time and mentions such landmarks as the “blue Symplegades” and “Calpe’s rock,” or the Rock of Gibraltar. Most of the names like “Waterloo,” “Switzerland,” and “Venice” were applied to sections written while the author toured those sites between 1812 and 1818. FTP, identify this travelogue in four cantos narrated by the title character, a famous work of Lord Byron. 

Answer: Childe Harold’s Pilgrimage

17. One of its sponsors explained his reasons for backing it in his autobiography Fighting Liberal. This law was passed almost exactly a year after the Davis-Bacon Act, and greatly expanded upon its protective guidelines. It declared that members of labor unions should have “full freedom of association” unmolested by employers, and more famously, it made illegal the “yellow-dog” contracts of the time. FTP, identify this 1932 piece of legislation, a precursor to the Wagner Act, named for the Nebraska senator and the later mayor of New York City that co-sponsored it.

19. Philoponus enunciated his supposedly heretical belief of this doctrine in his major work Mediator, or Concerning Union. Eutyches and Severus of Antioch were both noted teachers of it, though Dioscorus of Alexandria was the most notorious one, and it led to the split that caused the creation of such churches as the Armenian Apostolic and the Coptic Orthodox. FTP, identify this Christian doctrine that asserts Jesus Christ’s nature as altogether divine and not human, a doctrine condemned by the AD 451 Council of Chalcedon.

Answer: monophysite doctrine or monophysitism

20. Its introduction includes a dedication, “for Rachel,” and the lines, “The phonograph of hades in the brain / are tunnels that rewind themselves;” One of the pieces, “Ave Maria,” is written entirely in Latin and is addressed to Seneca, while “Quaker Hill,” contains remarks to Isadora Duncan and Emily Dickinson. Its second most famous poem might be “Cape Hatteras,” which is directed toward Walt Whitman, however this 1930 collection is primarily known for the opening poem, dedicated to a New York landmark. 21. Winning the Prix de Rome for his cantata David Rizzio, this man generated mediocre reviews with his first major work, La Grand’tante. That apathetic response caused him to serve a stint in the National Guard during the Franco-Prussian War, but he returned successfully with the oratorio Marie Magdalene and the incidental music for Les Erinyes, which includes the famous song “Elegie.” It was another form, with such works as Le Roi de Lahore and Le Jongleur de Notre Dame, which gained him recognition. FTP, identify this French composer, best known for his operas Thais and Manon.

22. At its beginning, an important issue is the absence of people from Boeotia. One of the central exchanges occurs between Cinesias and Myrrhine, though they succeed in solving little. A humorous scene takes place when a chorus of old men arrives to burn another group out of the Acropolis, though they only choke themselves on the smoke. Calonice is an old-fashioned Athenian, who does not believe in the title character, while Lampito is the head of the Spartan delegation. The resolution finally occurs with a nude female statue, which is used to symbolize Reconciliation between the two cities and the sexes. FTP, identify this anti-war play centering on the withholding of sexual favors, the most famous comedy of Aristophanes.

24. Part Two of this work is entitled “The Subjective Issue, The Subjective Individual’s Relation to the Truth of Christianity,” and its first section is devoted to Gotthold Lessing. The author terms irony the confinium, or boundary, between the aesthetic and the ethical, while humor is the confinium between the ethical and religious. It is subtitled a Mimic-Pathetic-Dialectic Composition, an Existential Contribution by Johannes Climacus, and a literal reading of this book’s title tells us that it is a sequel to the author’s earlier work Philosophical Fragments. FTP, identify this book by Soren Kierkegaard that was intended to be his concluding work as an author.

26. His best-known work was actually the solution to a thesis problem presented by his fellow student Paul Ewald. At the University of Berlin he served as the research adviser to Leo Szilard and Friedrich and Knipping, who experimentally verified his namesake pattern. This man’s experiment using a copper sulfate compound showed dark spots on a photographic plate behind the crystal, which confirmed his prediction that X-rays could be diffracted by a crystal acting as a natural diffraction grating. FTP, identify this German physicist whose work led to the discovery of X-ray crystallography and won him the 1914 Nobel in physics.

Answer: Max von Laue
54 years after its beginning, the Southern and Northern Courts were unified for the first time with the end of the reign of Emperor Godaigo. It began with the crushing of the Hojo uprising and the beginning of its end was the Onin War, which led to sengoku jidai, a century of the country at war. The Yung-lo emperor was the only Chinese ruler recognized by this period’s greatest statesman, Yoshimitsu, whose grandfather Takauji had established it. Its official end coincided with the rise in power of Odu Nobunaga and the Tokugawa shogunate. FTP, identify this period of Japanese history from 1338 to 1573, much of which is also known as the Muromachi. 

Answer: Ashikaga shogunate (prompt on early buzz of “Muromachi”)

Early on in this novel we learn that the central character’s first and middle names form the title of a particularly bad Balzac novel. Other figures in this novel’s twelve books include the conscientious lawyer from Milrose, Connecticut, Mr. Waymarsh, and the talkative London resident with whom the central character flirts, Maria Gostrey. When that central character fails in his mission, Sarah Pocock is sent, but even she cannot convince her brother to return to Woollett, Massachusetts. That is because her brother is involved with the comtesse de Vionnet. By the end Lambert Strether tells Chad Newsome to live his own life in, FTP, what Henry James novel.

Fifty-five manuscripts of his work have appeared, with oldest surviving one written in the 9th century at Jarrow. He is the original source for information on the people of Caryae, Dorus, king of Achaea, and the sculptor Callimachus and his sprouting acanthus leaves. The shrine at Fano in Umbria is the only one of his works that is extant, though he lives on in Leone Battista Alberti’s designs and the treatise, De Re Aedificatoria, which was based on this man’s De Architectura. In that 10-volume work, he discusses city planning, building materials, and the origin of the Greek orders of architecture. FTP, identify this 1st century BC Roman architect.
