1. Real ones included New York’s Henry Tanner, who did it for 40 days, and Giacomo Succi, whose record of 46 days stood until 1926.  A 1976 play by Tadeusz Rozewicz is based on the most famous literary example, who at the end of his life asks an overseer to forgive him and who is replaced after his death by a young panther.  FTP, identify the occupation of the title character of a story published in 1924, who lives in a cage and ends up in a circus, a work by Franz Kafka.

Answer: “A Hunger Artist”

2. Its first symptom is the formation of orange crystal structures in the infants’ feces. Caused by a defective gene on the long arm of the X chromosome, it results in the defective manufacture of the enzyme HPRT. The prognosis for this disease is bleak, as there is no way to repair the genetic damage, and uric acid buildup in the bloodstream leads to extreme retardation and certain death. FTP, identify this genetic disease, best characterized by agonizing bouts of the patient’s uncontrollable self-mutilation.

Answer: Lesch-Nyhan Syndrome

3. His final days were spent in a vain attempt at overthrowing Platon Zubov and he was suspected of concocting elaborate schemes to disguise the poorly administered colonization of the Ukraine. He was more successful building the arsenal of Kherson, the establishment of Sebastopol as a key harbor, and after his appointment as field marshal in 1784, his construction of the Black Sea Fleet that led the Russians to victory during the Turkish Wars. FTP, identify this army officer and statesman probably best known for his love affair with Catherine the Great, fabricated villages, and a namesake battleship.

Answer: Grigory Aleksandrovich Potemkin
4. The first European to cross it was Major Peter Warburton in 1873. A vast expanse of salt marshes and hills interlaced with Triodia grass, it roughly coincides with the sedimentary Canning basin. Canning Stock Route spans the region in a northeasterly direction from Wiluna via Lake Disappointment to Halls Creek. FTP identify this wasteland, extending from Eighty Mile Beach on the Indian Ocean eastward into Northern Territory, which lies above the Gibson desert and is primarily located in Western Australia.

Answer: Great Sandy Desert

5. This work features the arias "cielo e mar" and "suicidio," and begins with a mother being accused of witchcraft. La Ciecia is ultimately saved by Laura Adorno whose tryst with the prince puts her in danger. Its climax comes after the title character puts aside her own love and brings Laura and Enzo Grimaldi together by offering herself to the evil Barnabaand then impaling herself. FTP identify this 1867 masterpiece of Amilcare Ponchielli possibly best known for its ballet interlude "The Dance of the Hours."

Answer: La Gioconda
6. It had originally been planned for two weeks, but was called off after 6 days. Indeed, just 36 hours into it #8612 decided to quit, while #416 went on a hunger strike to protest the treatment he was receiving from his fellow subjects, who had become more sadistic as time went on. This came after the initial number of 24 men had been divided into two opposing camps by head researcher Philip Zimbardo. FTP identify this 1971 psychological experiment that tested differing reactions to roles in a penal institution, which was named for the college campus on which it took place.

Answer: Stanford Prison Experiment (accept Zimbardo’s experiment before he is named)

7. It gained de facto independence from the Arabs in 798 and within a hundred years was on equal terms with neighbor Asturias. In the early Eleventh Century, its king Sancho III built an empire including all Christian Spain, from which Castile and Aragon were carved on his death. Centered around Pamplona, it was ruled by a series of French dynasties from 1234 to 1589. For 10 points--name this kingdom in the Pyrenees whose king became King of France in 1589.

Answer: Navarre
8. This play opens with a lock of hair being placed on a grave. In hiding, the protagonist and a companion watch the protagonist’s sister pray for an avenger. A chorus relates a dream involving the nursing of a snake, and Cilissa speculates that the queen is secretly pleased to hear, from a traveler, of the death of the queen’s exiled son. The traveler turns out to be the son in disguise, and the climax of the play occurs when Aegisthus and Clytemnestra are killed and the Eumenides appear to Orestes. FTP, name this middle play of Aeschylus’s Orestia trilogy.

Answer: The Libation Bearers or Choephoroe
9. The man who proved this theorem has another important result concerning the isomorphism of semi-simple right Artinian rings to n x  n [N by N] matrices over a division rings. William Hamilton's discovery of the quaternion in the 19th century provided an example of a skew field, which is a ring with non-commutative multiplication where every non-zero element has a multiplicative inverse.  More than half a century passed until the question of the existence of finite skew fields was settled in the negative.  Named for the Scotsman who derived it, FTP, name this theorem that specifically states that every finite division ring is a field.

Answer: Wedderburn's Theorem

10. His country estate, Anadalusia, hosted literary salons and he edited Portfolio the country’s first literary magazine, yet he is better known for writing legislation. A former minister to England, he served four years as a senator from Pennsylvania until President Monroe commissioned him to compile a digest of foreign legislation affecting trade. At this point he gained his most well known position from which he sponsored such policies as restraining credit to state institutions and regulating the money supply. FTP identify this Jacksonian antagonist and president of the second bank of the United States.

Answer: Nicholas Biddle
11. Among his pencil drawings the most famous is Under the angel’s wing on a steep path.  His mountainous landscape Ad Parnassum was painted in his later “divisionist” style, while earlier more Cubist canvases include Motif of Hammamet.  He presaged his own death with the canvas Death and Fire, which was markedly different than his Fire in the evening, one of his “magic squares” series.  FTP, name this author of the Pedagogical Sketchbook and painter of Twittering Machine, a Swiss member of Der Blaue Reiter.

Answer: Paul Klee [KLAY]

12. It is one of the few groups that favor substitution on a cyclohexane ring in an axial position, due to steric considerations. When heated, they undergo the Curtius rearrangement and become isocyanate groups, which in the presence of water is converted to an amine group. Often used in explosive triggers due to their sensitivity, they behave much like halogens, since their instability makes their displacement easy. FTP, identify this chemical group, consisting of a chain of 3 nitrogen atoms.

Answer: azides
13. Gawain and Gaheris avenge the death of Lot by killing this man. Always depicted as the father of Sir Lamorak, and sometimes of Percival, it is after jousting with him that Arthur breaks the sword in the stone. The two men meet after Arthur hears a sound like thirty baying hounds and sees him chasing a strange animal with a snake’s head, the body of a leopard, the back legs of a lion, and the hooves of a deer. FTP, identify this knight of the round table, forever cursed to pursue the Questing Beast.

Answer: King Pellinore
14. While it was in power, its country signed a secret treaty with France against Holland, and in 1672, the king increased religious toleration of Catholics, which included two of its five members. The king had used it to govern since dismissing Clarendon in 1667. FTP, name this group of Charles II's ministers, known by a name that, while generic, happens to be an anagram of the initial letters of its members' surnames: Ashley, Lauderdale, Clifford, Arlington and Buckingham.

Answer: The Cabal
15. The plot remains unclear at the end, although we do know that after following the protagonist through a bedroom window, the stalker with the huge sunglasses is arrested by a policeman. Sequences include a billboard whose figures change to reveal different female faces, disappearing cats, and odd split-screen runway action. For forty days and forty nights/ The law was on her side/But who can stand when she's in demand/ Her schemes and plans/ 'Cause we danced on the floor in the round. FTP identify this mysterious title figure whose story is told as the floor beneath Michael Jackson’s feet lights up, a woman who claims that he is the one, though the kid is not his son.

Answer: Billie Jean
16. It closes with a lecture on the titular subject and religion that quotes Whitman's "To You" and advocates meliorism.  An earlier lecture on humanism endorses Schiller over F. H. Bradley, while the first lecture, "The Present Dilemma in Philosophy," divides men into two groups, the tender-minded and tough-minded.  FTP, identify this set of lectures, subtitled "A New Name for Some Old Ways of Thinking," which were delivered in 1907 by William James.

Answer: Pragmatism
17. He imagines himself and his lover as parallel lines that can never meet unless the world "be cramped into a planisphere" in his "The Definition of Love."  He invites Clora to come view his soul in "The Gallery," invites the reader to "See with what simplicity the nymph begins her golden days" in "The Picture of Little T.C. in a Prospect of Flowers," and announces the arrival of Juliana to some insects in "The Mower to the Glowworms."  FTP, name this English poet, who also celebrated Cromwell's return from Ireland in "An Horation Ode" and wished that he had world enough and time in "To His Coy Mistress."

Answer: Andrew Marvell
18. It was postulated after the discovery of several heavy particles thought to be formed by strong nuclear reactions but did not interact with matter via that force. Having only integer values, it is always conserved in strong nuclear reactions that created the heavy particles but not in the weak interactions that cause their decay. Since it must be conserved, heavy particles can only be produced in pairs where the net value is zero, a process called associated production. FTP, identify this quantum property, first proposed by Nishijima and Gell-Mann.

Answer: strangeness
19. Banished from his home city of Aegina [EEG-in-uh] after murdering his half-brother Phocus, he married Antigone who would later hang herself after Astydimia, whose advances this man had rejected, told her he was planning to take a second wife. This son of Aeacus [EE-yuh-kus] had to beat his second wife, a goddess, in a wrestling match. She later left him after he screwed up her plan to make their son immortal. FTP, name this husband of Thetis and father of Achilles.

Answer: Peleus
20. Originally an army stenographer this leader twice ruled his native country, though these reigns differed vastly in approach. After Manuel de Cespedes toppled Machado de Morales, this man led his own coup known as the ‘sergeant’s revolt’ in 1933. Though he would not be elected president until 7 years later, he ostensibly ruled the island from that point on. He would retire from office in 1944, living for a while in Florida, but returned in 1952 as a brutal dictator. FTP identify this man deposed in 1959 through the efforts of the 26th of July movement and the country’s new leader Fidel Castro.

Answer: Fulgencio Batista y Zaldivar

21. Livy, in his fifth book, portrays this defeat as the consequence of Roman impiety, and its immediate cause was the appearance of Roman noblemen on the Etruscan side against a barbarian army that then turned south, slaughtered an unprepared Roman army at this battle, then sacked and burned Rome, an act ostensibly avenged by Camillus. FTP, name this great but largely legendary victory of the Gauls under Brennus in 390 BC, named for a small river east of Rome.

Answer:The Battle of the Allia
22. In 1872, he was offered a chair at Berlin to replace his mentor, Leopold von Ranke, but refused, preferring to stay in his native Basel. His first great work was The Age of Constantine the Great, and his last was an unfinished Cultural History of Greece that saw Greek culture as pessimistic and dominated by pursuit of momentary victory in contests of all kinds. FTP, name this first great cultural historian who saw both the state and the individual as works of art in his Civilization of the Renaissance in Italy.

23. After his wife stabs the title character she runs off with Ossipon, who then abandons her, at which point Winnie drowns herself in the English channel. These dramatic events are precipitated by the accidental

explosion that kills Stevie whose involvement with men like Vladimir and "The Professor" originated in a seedy shop in Soho that has served as a front for the activities of Verloc. FTP identify this 1907 novel which revolves around plans to blow up the Greenwich Observatory, written by Joseph Conrad..
