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Toss-Up Questions
1. An important symbol of maturity in this novel is the protagonist’s journey to the theater across Sixth Street.  The protagonist’s step-aunt Florence reveals in her prayers she is too embittered to find salvation, while Roy gets involved in race riots and street brawls.  Elizabeth issues sad prayers, while her husband Gabriel favors his own children over the protagonist, who demonstrates homosexual tendencies toward the preacher Brother Elisha.  Taking place in Harlem in the early 20th century, FTP, identify this religious novel by James Baldwin that centers on the character John Grimes.


Answer: Go Tell it on the Mountain
2. Photosynthetic bacteria build a version of this enzyme that contains only two chains, yet functions as well as the plant version that contains 8 large chains and 8 small chains.  Three amino acids, including a modified form of lysine, surround its active site, which is arranged around a magnesium ion.  With an activity of only 3 molecules per second, its inefficiency is compounded by its inability to distinguish between oxygen and carbon dioxide.  Its function is to create organic carbon from carbon dioxide.  FTP, name this key enzyme in the Calvin Cycle that is also the most abundant protein on earth.

Answer: rubisco or ribulose bisphosphate carboxylase/oxygenase
3. Leading directly to the construction of the Marly Palace, this treaty became inevitable with the capture of Stettin and the signing of the Treaty of Frederiksborg by some of the lesser combatants in the war that it ended.  Negotiated on the losing side by Ulrica Leonora and her husband Frederick I, it included the transfer of Ingermanland, part of Karelia, and all of Livonia to Peter the Great.  Resulting from the Battle of Poltava and the death of Charles XII, FTP, name this 1721 treaty that ended the Great Northern War.

Answer: Treaty of Nystad
4. The reasons for its downward slope include Pigou’s wealth effect, Keynes’ interest rate effect, and the Mundell-Fleming exchange-rate effect.  Both the IS-LM model and the Mundell-Fleming model provide definitions for this concept, the latter of which involves consumption as a function of disposable income, investment as a function of the interest rate, government spending, net exports as a function of the real exchange rate, and the income or output.  FTP, identify this macroeconomic concept that tells the quantity of goods and services demanded at a given price level.


Answer: aggregate demand
5. The oldest known statement of this philosophical argument is in Psalms 8:3-4, while one of the best known statements of its classical form was by William Paley in his Natural Theology, which contained the famous “watchmaker” analogy.  The contemporary critics of this theory assert that the anthropic principle serves to contradict the contention of its proponents that if any of the universal constants were slightly different than life could not exist, thus implying a creator.  FTP, name this argument from design for the existence of God.

Answer:  teleological argument (accept early design argument or equivalents)

6. This work reveals that poor-quality hair dye can leave one nearly bald.  Written partially to attack a governmental family values campaign, it urges confidence and suggests that men first seduce a lady’s maid, in addition to avoiding bad breath and making sure that their togas fit.  Though its author reveals that he cheated on her with her own maid, Cypassis, his mistress Corinna is chided for an attempted abortion.  Containing numerous references to personal symbols of the Emperor Augustus, it resulted in its author’s banishment.  FTP, name this sexually graphic work by Ovid.

Answer: Ars Amatoria or The Art of Love
7. The best evidence for its validity was found in freeze-fracture micrographs, which found two dark surface lines separated by an interzone.  This concept assumes that hydrophilic carbohydrate groups of certain glycoproteins and glycolipids extend into the polar environments of membrane surfaces.  This theory classifies membrane proteins as integral and peripheral according to their association with the phospholipid bilayers that “flip-flop” when a molecule is transported.  Created by Singer and Nicholson, FTP, name this cell membrane model stating proteins are suspended directly in a dynamic surface.

Answer: fluid-mosaic model

8. This Columbia Law School graduate’s best known courtroom act was the unsuccessful defense of Willie McGee.  This politician was the first to call for Nixon's impeachment and in 1975 submitted an amendment to the Civil Rights Act that would have protected gays and lesbians.  She went on to found the antinuclear weapons group Women Strike for Peace in 1961.  An integral part of the UN Conferences on the Status of Women, she represented Manhattan until 1976.  FTP, identify this Greenwich Village activist and, along with Gloria Steinem, co-founder of the National Women’s Political Caucus.


Answer: Bella Abzug or Bella Savitsky
9. The 1914 staging of this opera had a set designed by Natalia Gonchorova that contrasted with the production designed by Ivan Bilibin.  With a libretto by V.I. Belsky, the most often performed part is “Hymn to the Sun.”  In the epilogue, the eunuch Astrologer returns to life to assure the audience that he and the Queen are the only mortals.  The body count includes the death of the Tsar’s two sons, as well as the Astrologer, who requests the hand of the Queen of Shemakha.  Based on a Pushkin story, FTP, name this Rimsky-Korsakov opera in which revenge is taken against Tsar Dodon by the titular bird.

Answer: The Golden Cockerel or Zolotoy Petushok or Le Coq d’Or
10. Piotr Semioniov was the first European to reach this mountain chain.  Originally known as the Tengri Tag, Lake Issyk Kul is the standard entrance point into these peaks.  Its most striking eastern feature is the lowland region called Turpan Pendi, while among its notable peaks are Ysyk-Köl in Kyrgyzstan; Hantengri Peak, from which descends the Muzart glacier; and its highest point Pobeda, or Victory Peak.  Lying mostly within China, it extends from the Pamirs and into Central Asia.  FTP, identify this mountain range east of the Gobi desert and whose name means “Celestial Mountains.”


Answer: Tien Shan
11. This play is usually published with a letter to Arthur Bingham Walkley defending its author’s views.  Humor is provided by Roebuck Ramsden and the secret marriage of Hector to Violet.  Major foils for the protagonist are his friend Octavius and his chauffer Straker, whose sister is loved by the brigand Mendoza.  The protagonist achieves notoriety for his publication The Revolutionist’s Handbook, but is still appointed guardian to Ann Whitefield.  Containing the famous interlude “Don Juan in Hell” and centering on Jack Tanner, FTP, identify this George Bernard Shaw drama with a Nietzschean title.

Answer: Man and Superman
12. Arising from the calculus of variations, the long way to solve it is to use the Euler-Lagrange differential equation, but one can use the Beltrami identity for a shortcut.  The parametric equations are identical to its solution and Newton’s Second Law comes into play if one considers the effect of kinetic friction.  Greek for “shortest time,” this famous problem was posed in the publication Acta Eruditorum by Johann Bernoulli and has a cycloid as its solution.  FTP, name this classic problem that seeks to find the minimal time it takes for a body under the force of gravity to get from one point to another.


Answer: brachistochrone problem

13. This work’s concluding chapter is on the “General Spirit of Doubt,” which ends its final section entitled “Morality and Religion.”  Containing a study of the relationship between social equality and festivals, it centers on the attributes of “Personality,” “Glory,” and “Ridicule and Wit” for the section entitled “The Development of the Individual.”  Also containing a section entitled “The Discovery of the World and of Man,” its most famous portions are probably the discussion of “The State as a Work of Art” and “The Revival of Antiquity.”  FTP, name this famous historical monograph by Jacob Burckhardt.

Answer: The Civilization of the Renaissance in Italy or Die Cultur der Renaissance in Italien
14. The spurning of Madame Hohlakov proves to have tragic effects.  Near the end, most are entertained by Ippolit Kirillovitch’s speech, while his opponent Fetyukovitch claims that Mitya has been attempting to repay Katerina Ivanovna and that the 3000 rubles never existed.  A subplot involves the antipathy of Father Ferapont for Father Zossima and discussions include “The Legend of the Grand Inquisitor.”  The testimonies of Grigory and Grushenka prove damning as Smerdyakov had committed suicide without revealing the truth.  FTP, name this Dostoevsky novel, featuring Alyosha, Ivan and Dmitri.

Answer: The Brothers Karamazov or Bratya Karamazovy 
15. Its alpha variety is formed when the OH group on carbon 1 is below the plane of the ring of the first molecule, while its beta variety is formed when the OH group lies above the plane.  Formed from a condensation reaction between its two members, it is normally formed between the carbon 1 on one sugar molecule and the carbon 4 on another sugar molecule.  Cellulose bears the 1-4 beta variety, while starch bears the 1-4 alpha variety.  FTP, identify this type of bond that forms between the monomers of a polysaccharide.

Answer: glycosidic bond or linkage

16. After his first election to Parliament from Horsham was challenged, Sir Leonard Holmes gave him a pocket borough on the Isle of Wight on condition that he never visit.  Entering government as a Tory, he secured the creation of an independent Belgium and prevented Muhammad Ali from overtaking the Ottoman Empire as Foreign Secretary.  He earned censure for his “gunboat” diplomacy, to which he responded with his famous “Strong Arm of England Speech.”  Succeeding John Russell, FTP, identify this man who became Britain’s first Liberal prime minister in 1859.

Answer: Henry John Temple, 3rd Viscount Palmerston (accept either name)

17. He was successfully satirized in A Tale of a Tub as the character In-and-In Medley after another satirical portrait, Vitruvius Hoop, was censored.  Under the patronage of the Earl of Pembroke he introduced in England the “picture-stage” framed by a proscenium arch and concealed by a curtain.  Famous in his time for his costume designs and collaborations with Ben Jonson, he is remembered today for the piazza he designed for Covent Garden and the Queen’s House in Greenwich.  FTP, name this 17th century British architect of the Banqueting House in Whitehall Palace.

Answer: Inigo Jones
18. His early work included an essay on the intermaxillary bone and The Metamorphosis of Plants.  He attacked Newton’s Opticks with his own Theory of Colors, though he is better known for his literary endeavors, including his poetic essay Prometheus, which spawned a short-lived philosophical school.  His prose drama Iphigenia in Tauris earned him some acclaim, though he is better remembered for his Roman Elegies and the drama Egmont.  A major proponent of the Sturm und Drang movement, FTP, identify this German author of Elective Affinities, The Sorrows of Young Werther, and Faust.

Answer: Johann Wolfgang von Goethe
19. The major types are Tamattu, Quiran, and Ifrad.  It is usually coupled with Umrah, which includes performing Tawaf.  Its supererogatory acts include performing Talbiah, Ramal and Idtibah, spending the night of Arafah in Muzdalifah, and washing the whole body upon entering into the state of Ihram.  If a slave performs it and then gains his freedom, he must do it again, while a husband cannot forbid a wife from performing the obligatory one.  FTP, although it can be performed by proxy under certain conditions, most Muslims are required to undertake what pilgrimage at least once in their lifetimes?

Answer: Hajj
20. Early suitors for her hand included Othryoneus and Coroebus and her two children were named Teledamus and Pelops.  In a lesser known account of Anticlides, she and her twin, Helenus, were attacked by serpents when they were infants and she immediately developed the power of speech.  In some accounts she carried off the Palladium while it is unclear if she was actually raped by Ajax the Lesser.  She was killed by Clytemnestra after becoming Agamemnon’s concubine.  FTP, name this daughter of Hecuba and Priam who had the gift of prophecy, but was cursed by Apollo so that no one would believe her.

Answer: Cassandra or Alexandra
OT1. After his first success, the opera Macbeth, Romain Rolland persuaded him to give up his job as an accountant and take up composition full-time.  Moving from Geneva to the U.S. he became director of the Cleveland Institute of Music from 1920-1925, a period when he premiered the rhapsodies America and Helvetia, the Concerto Grosso and the Baal Shem Suite.  His Sacred Service and A Voice in the Wilderness were all successes, but it is for his early explicitly Jewish period that he is best known.  FTP, name this composer of Three Jewish Poems, Schelomo, and the Israel Symphony.

Answer: Ernest Bloch
OT2. He asserted that infants initially experience organized wholes in the barely differentiated world around them in The Growth of the Mind, while the formative period in his own thought was in 1910 when he went to the Frankfurt and took part in several “phi phenomenon” experiments.  The author of Perception: an Introduction to the Gestalt-Theorie, his magnum opus was Principles of Gestalt Psychology.  Generally regarded as the chief spokesman for Gestalt theory, FTP, name this colleague of Max Wertheimer and Wolfgang Kohler.

Answer: Kurt Koffka
OT3. One of this group’s foremost novelists proclaimed the “beauty of the ordinary” in such works as The Houses and Castilla.  Besides the naturalistic prose of Azorin, expressionism was developed into a style known as “esperpento” by Valle Inclan and another member of this group was Pio Baroja.  Other novels by this group included Dos Madres and Abel Sanchez, and the intellectual impetus for most of them was provided by the philosophy of Ortega y Gasset.  With their best-known writer being Miguel de Unamuno, FTP, name this Spanish literary group named for the year of its founding.

Answer: Generación del 98 or Generation of 1898

1. Identify the pre-Socratic philosophers FTPE.

a) This philosopher believed that the universe was in a constant state of flux and that fire was the basis of all things.

Answer: Heraclitus
b) Probably a student of Anaximander, he believed that the air is the source of all things.  He is the first thinker we know of to provide a real theory of change.

Answer: Anaximenes
c) Considered to have been the founder of the Eleatic School, this native of Colophon became a disciple of Pythagoras and then broke with the master.  He attacked polytheism and anthropomorphism and may have been a pantheist.

Answer: Xenophanes
2. Identify the following concerning Mayan mythology FTPE.

a) Originally a Toltec deity, this supreme Mayan god became the Aztec Quetzalcoatl.  He presided over the four elements and lorded over reincarnation and resurrection.

4. Identify the following about reading the genetic code FTPE.
