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Toss-Up Questions

1. After it captured the “Red Hill,” its opponents discovered that Colonel Lundkvist was a traitor.  Its leaders complained about the inadequate naval support given them by Admiral Cowan after it failed to accomplish a major objective.  Its northwestern wing attempted a march on the capital but was stopped at Pulkovo, a year after its most competent commander died at Ekaterinodar.  After losing a last stand at Oryol, its commander, Denikin, fled to France and gave control to Peter Wrangel, who quickly led its remnants to exile in camps around Constantinople.  First organized by Mikhail Alekseyev, it achieved its greatest success under the leadership of Kornilov, who was able to unite such disparate opposition groups as the Czech Legion, Kadets, churchmen, royalists, and Mensheviks.  FTP, name this force defeated by the Bolsheviks in the Russian Civil War.

 
Answer: the White Army
2. Witten showed that the supergravity action for black holes in anti-de Sitter space behaves like this quantity in the dual field theory, where at high temperatures conformal invariance dictates that it scales as temperature to the fourth. One obtains it by a Legendre transformation, after which the entropy is now realized as the negative partial derivative of it with respect to temperature. It is given by – T log Z, where Z is the canonical partition function. It is equal to E minus T S. FTP, what is this thermodynamic quantity, differing from the similarly named Gibbs quantity by a PV term?


Answer: Helmholtz free energy (prompt on “free energy,” until “Gibbs”)
3. While working as a blacksmith, he read Daniel Fagunwa’s Forest of a Thousand Demons, which inspired him to write a novel that was published in Britain after it was glowingly reviewed by Dylan Thomas.  He was criticized in his home country for saying seemingly pro-colonialist things, such as “the wild people of the jungles are as senseless as donkeys,” in The Witch-Herbalist of the Remote Town.  His second novel tells the story of a child who tries to return to his family after being lost in the “Bush of Ghosts,” while he adapted folk beliefs in The Brave African Huntress.  Those works build on the “quest” theme seen in such works as Simbi and the Satyr of the Dark Jungle, while his major work is based on a Yoruba tale about a man who follows a bartender into Deads Town.  FTP, name this author of a 1952 novel about The Palm-Wine Drunkard.

Answer: Amos Tutuola

4. American lawyer William Scruggs was hired to head a campaign to raise awareness of this issue in the United States.  It technically began in 1841, six years after Robert Schomburgk completed a controversial project.  Suggested causes for it include the discovery of gold near the Cuyuni river and the Manoa Company’s logging interest in Barima.  Thomas Bayard made an early effort to settle it, but a later Secretary of State, Richard Olney, had more success with his argument that the U.S. had the right to intervene under the Monroe Doctrine.  President Joaquín Crespo’s claim extended to the Essequibo River, but the Paris Tribunal granted Lord Salisbury’s demand for retaining control of settlements.  FTP, name this flap in which one side was represented by former President Benjamin Harrison, a controversy over the territorial limits of British Guiana.


Answer: the Venezuelan border dispute (accept equivalents)
5. Two answers required.  The “new situation” particle is “le” in one and “ts” or “l” followed by a turned “c” in the other.  Their similar-sounding subordinating particles “ke” and “te” are historically independent.  Variants of one include Hepu, Yulin, and Boluo, and, of the other Erlianhaote, Guilin, and Jiamusi.  One, the most common example of the Yueh group, has only “w” as an available medial semivowel.  That is the older, less common of the two, which also has twice as many syllabic roots and is further distinguishable by the allowability of final consonants and a range of six tones versus four in the other, although the more recent one is the basis for the Modern Standard version of the language.   FTP, name these two popularly taught Chinese languages.


Answer: Cantonese (or Yüeh before it is mentioned) and Mandarin (or Kuan-hua or Guanhua or Putonghua; prompt on Modern Standard Chinese before it is mentioned)
6. At the end of part 2 of this work, the author considers the example of Buridan’s ass, and rather testily remarks that he doesn’t know whether a creature in complete equilibrium would be an ass or a man, just as he doesn’t know if a fool or a baby is to be considered a man.  In part 4, we learn that cheerfulness cannot be excessive, though titillation can be excessive and bad.  That part also contains the claim that a free man thinks of death least of all things, and his wisdom is a meditation of life, not of death.  In part 5, the author claims that nobody can hate God and that anyone who loves God cannot endeavor that God should love him in return, which follows from his views on the power of the intellect.  God is also the subject of the first book, in which the author introduces his slogan “God or Nature” and defines such terms as attribute, mode, and substance.  FTP, name this philosophical work first published in 1677, which uses the geometric method to discuss human freedom and bondage, a book by Baruch Spinoza.

Answer: the Ethics
7. The initial reagents in this process must be ultrapure to prevent poisoning of the vanadium oxide catalyst.  In this process, oxygen and sulfur dioxide are reacted, and the reaction product is dissolved in a concentrated solution to form oleum, H2S2O7, which can be reacted with water to give the final product. Developed in 1831 by a British vinegar merchant, it can produce a much more concentrated product than the older lead chamber process.  So named due to the interaction sulfur dioxide and oxygen have with the catalyst, this is, FTP, what major industrial process that produces sulfuric acid?


Answer: the contact process
8. The dresses of the female figures blur into a nondescript box at the center of Biscaino’s red-on-tan chalk drawing of this event.  It is depicted in the central panel of the Bruges St. John Altarpiece by Hans Memling, and a row of seven cherubs are climbing over a hill to watch it in Lucas Cranach’s version.  While painting this scene in Cadiz, Bartolomé Murillo fell off a scaffold and fatally injured himself.  A disturbing humanoid cat appears next to St. Sebastian in Lorenzo Lotto’s version which, like Parmagianino’s, shows Mary with a white shawl and red dress and the title character in yellow.  FTP, identify this popular artistic theme, in which the infant Christ is joined in a vision to an Alexandrian saint who was later miraculously saved from dying on a spiked wheel.


Answer: Mystic Marriage of Saint Catherine of Alexandria (accept equivalents but make sure the player doesn’t specify the wrong Saint Catherine)

9. It discusses the meaning of the phrase “still drinking their whisky,” and one of the characters wonders what happens if a “four-letter man” marries a “five-letter woman.”  That character threatens a servant with fifteen lashes for setting the table too slowly and promises not to tell the Mathaiga Club what happened.  Another character is a woman who once received five thousand dollars to pose with “a beauty product which she had never used,” who threatens to leave her husband at breakfast.  At the beginning, the three central characters sit under the double green fly of a dining tent pretending that nothing had happened.  At the end, the title character’s wife asks Robert Wilson to “please stop” after he asks her why she didn’t just poison her husband.  FTP, name this story about a man who shows himself to be a coward during a lion hunt, a work by Ernest Hemingway.


Answer: “The Short Happy Life of Francis Macomber”
10. In one installment, we learn that T. J. pushed his paralyzed friend Jonathan off a bridge to end his suffering.  In another installment, Kenny Weckerley smothers to death in the vents of a drug rehabilitation center.  The first of those installmetnts featured Pauly Shore and Brad Pitt, while the latter featured Christina Applegate.  After the pilot, Jeff Yagher was replaced in the lead role, while halfway through the first season Frederic Forrest was replaced by an actor who would go on to appear as the mysterious Mr. X on The X Files, Steven Williams.  Judy Hoffs was played by an actress who would later marry Rodney Peete, while Harry Truman Ioki was played by Dustin Nguyen.  More memorably, it starred two sons of Dom DeLuise, as well as the brooding Richard Grieco.  FTP, name this TV series which first appeared in 1987, which dealt with a special police squadron that investigated youth crime and which starred a young Johnny Depp.


Answer: 21 Jump Street
11. His son’s arm was injured after some Jews threw his bed off the roof where he was sleeping, which led this man to expel the Jews from Khyber.  Following the battle of Nihavend, a slave named Abu Lu’lu’a stabbed this man to death during prayers.  He was the first person to use the title “commander of the faithful” and is alleged to have originated the tradition of stoning adulterers.  He is more firmly known to have created the status of “dhimmi” in his namesake “pact” with Syrian Christians.  This founder of Basra rose to prominence when his daughter Hafsa married Mohammed, and while in power he banned non-Muslims from Arabia, oversaw the conquest of Mesopotamia and Jerusalem, and started campaigns against Egypt and Iran.  FTP, name this Adi clansman who in 634 succeeded Abu Bakr as the second caliph.


Answer: Umar i Ibn Al-khattab
12. It discusses such pressing topics as the “Cleverness of an upholsterer of Touraine” and “How the Lord of Grignaulx rid one of his houses of a pretended ghost.”  In the penultimate section, we learn that the wife of a saddler named Brimbaudier returned from the brink of death after seeing her husband kiss a servant.  It frequently deals with the theme of lecherous clergy, such as the case of a boatwoman of Coulon and “the vicious designs of two Grey Friars,” while its last section describes a nun in Lyons who seeks the Pope’s pardon after being raped by a monk. The recurring characters Parlamente and Hircan may represent the author and her husband, and along with such persons as Nomerfide and Oisille, they wait out a flood in the Pyrenees by emulating a similar work set during the Black Plague.  FTP, name this compendium of 72 tales by Margaret of Navarre.


Answer: the Heptameron
13. His only opera was based on a novel called A Cabin Outside the Village, and deals with the tragic love of a peasant girl and a gypsy.  His only symphony is a B minor work which calls for three sarussophones, and may be the only major symphony to use that instrument.  More than half of his songs are settings of French poems by Catulle Mendés.  He used folk music of his homeland’s Tatra mountain people for an early piano collection and again for the “Gypsy March” in the opera Manru.  His violin sonata Six Humoresques de Concert contains a popular Minuet in G, while his lone choral piece is “Hey, White Eagle,” which became an independence anthem.  FTP, name this pianist and composer who spent three years editing a complete edition of Chopin, decades after his one-year term as Prime Minister of Poland.

Answer: Ignacy Jan Paderewski

14. When its upper apo-physic growth area is irritated by repetitive stress, its attached tendons can become inflamed by Osgood-Schlatter disease. Near its top, Gerdy’s tubercle allows for a namesake band of tissue to pass through it. The gracilis [gra-SIL-is] and semi-tendi-no-sus tendons insert into it, and the sartorius muscle is attached to its upper inner section. At its bottom, the medial malleolus articulates with the talus. Its two intercondylar tubercles meet the patella at its top.  FTP, name this bone which forms the shin and creates the structure of the lower leg along with the fibula.


Answer: tibia (prompt on shinbone before it is mentioned)
15. She is accused of a plot to “sell her skin-milk” by Mr. Crofts, whom she fends off by shouting “old and ugly!”  After “drawing out the engine of love-assaults,” Charles falls for her but is soon connived into sailing for the South Seas.  She then returns to a career she originally found after a journey from Liverpool to London with Esther Davis.  At the beginning of the final section of the book about her, she and her friend Emily join two gentlemen for a party by a creek.  Her work with Mrs. Brown is described in the first of ten letters that comprise her “memoirs.”  In the service of Mrs. Cole, she meets such clients as Barville, who instructs her to wear out three scourges in an extended spanking session.  FTP, name this “woman of pleasure,” the title character of an often-banned 1749 novel by John Cleland.


Answer: Fanny Hill, or, Memoirs of a Woman of Pleasure
16. Kuan Shi-Yin gave one to the Monkey King which could change size according to a spell.  The Balinese folk character Bawang was brought one along with jewelry by birds.  The Chinese Bodhisattva Di-cang is sometimes shown with a funerary type.  One legend states that an angel named Sandalfon is constantly weaving one for God out of prayers.  Pliny the Elder said that the one on a basilisk was made of gold, while that of the Irish Lasair is traditionally heled to be silver.  Hapi’s is made of papyrus or lily and Cybele’s is shaped like the wall of a city. FTP, name these items, composed of laurel when worn by Apollo or of feathers representing Upper and Lower Egypt in the “atef” of Osiris.


Answer: crowns

17. This country’s former capital is home to the Basilica of Our Lady of the Angels, which itself houses a famous Black Madonna.  That city, Cartago, sits at the base of an active volcano, Mount Irazu.  The eastern portion of the country is dominated by the enormous Chirripó and La Amistad national parks.  Half of its people live in the Meseta Central, where cities in the orbit of its capital include Heredia and Alajuela.  Two mountain ranges, the Talamanca and Volcanica, run the length of the country, while the Papagayo and Nicoya bays are created by the Guancaste and Osa peninsulas, which jut west into the Pacific.  FTP, identify this country which is known for lacking a military, a Central American nation which borders on Nicaragua and Panama and whose capital is at San José.

Answer: Republic of Costa Rica (or Republica de Costa Rica)
18. Described as being “born too late and too mediocre,” he is convinced to accept special treatment at mealtime after being served “broiled Maine lobster with excellent Roquefort salad and two frozen eclairs.” After being falsely accused of forgery, he strikes back by constantly signing his name as “Washington Irving.”  He escalated his problems after being shunned at pickup basketball games because he looks like Henry Fonda, deciding to shun everybody by having his assistant Towser admit visitors only when he is out of his office.  If all else fails, he jumps out the window whenever someone approaches.  FTP, identify this man who was named by a joking father and then promoted by a computer glitch, the squadron commander of Yossarian in Catch-22.


Answer: Major Major Major Major
19. Their surface brightness at any distance r from the center is given roughly by the formula “r over a constant a, plus one, to the negative second power times the central brightness.” Found on the “handle” of the Hubble tuning fork, they are subdivided into classes zero through seven according to the extremity of their shape, with classes eight through ten remaining unobserved. Although small amounts of dust and O or B stars have been found in them, they are usually noted by their uniform coolness, age, and complete rotational symmetry. Messier objects 87 and 32 and the Sombrero are examples of, FTP, what form common to the largest galaxies visible from Earth, in which no spiral is visible?


Answer: elliptical galaxies
20.  A remonstrance submitted to Congress accused this man of ordering his opponents “circumcised across the throat.”  In a somewhat less violent episode, he defeated Sidney Rigdon for a leadership position before being jailed under the Poland Act.  He founded a Cooperative Mercantile Institution to maintain economic control after his “Sebastopol policy” failed to forestall the installation of Alfred Cumming as governor by the army of A. S. Johnston.  The federal government spent twenty years trying to prove that this President of the Quorum of Twelve Apostles ordered the Mountain Meadows massacre after leading the move to Winter Quarters from Nauvoo and eventually founding the State of Deseret.  FTP, name this successor of Joseph Smith as leader of the Mormons.


Answer: Brigham Young

21. The first stated that it was to be valid until the target “has acknowledged that the rights of war are the same on land as at sea” and allotted half of all proceeds as compensation for native merchants.  The second scorned the enemy for “assimilat[ing] its legislation to that of Algiers” and opposed “the infamous principle that the flag of a nation does not cover goods.”  The first one ordered the seizure of any ship at a friendly port which had previously docked with the enemy, while the second extended that power to privateers and targeted even those ships which submitted to British inspection.  Britain responded with the Orders in Council, which in turn prompted the U.S. to issue the Embargo Act.  FTP, name these two writs by which Napoleon imposed the Continental System.


Answer: the Berlin and Milan Decrees

22. The identities of all the figures in this painting are known, except for the pair of hands at the upper left holding a pen against a chair.  Of the six figures lit in the foreground, three are engaged in work, while the one dressed in what looks like a maid’s uniform appears less interested than several audience members who have stood up from their seats.  The man in the shadows on the right listening to a whisper is the painter responsible for the rest of the scene, who was added to the work by his wife.  Described as “Chirurgus expertissimus” in an inscription on the frame, the bald, white-mustached title figure is shown with a scalpel in his left hand, overseeing a mastectomy.  FTP, name this painting, reproduced on diplomas at Penn’s medical school, the second of two medical scenes produced by Thomas Eakins.


Answer: The Agnew Clinic
23. This man asked his former professor August Foppl if he could marry one of Foppl’s daughters, and since he failed to specify which daughter he wanted Foppl’s wife decided that this man would get the older one.  Along with Glaubert, he created a rule for subsonic flow of air under compression which now shares his name, and he also worked with Lanchester to develop a theory of airflow over wings.  He also discovered the boundary layer for bodies moving through a fluid and introduced the soap-film analogy for torsion force.  Although he is responsible for popularizing the use of the Reynolds number, he also created his own value which can be used to predict anything from rolls at a low value, to cell-free turbulent convection at a high value.  FTP, name this scientist whose dimensionless parameter is defined by kinematic viscosity over thermal diffusivity.

Bonus Questions

1. Name these suave organic chemistry reactions FTPE.

A. Aryl imidates get excited by heat and turn into impressive new N,N-diaryl amides that you would step over your own mother to get your hands on.

Answer: Chapman rearrangement

B. Chromic acid, sulfuric acid, and acetone show up and oxidize boring old primary and secondary alcohols to more fashionable carboxylic acids and ketones. Those acids are so considerate that they pull it all off without disturbing any isolated multiple bonds.

Answer: Jones oxidation
C.Alkoxides are sitting around minding their own business, when alkyl halides or alkyl sulfides show up to wreck the place. Suddenly, ethers come out of friggin nowhere.


Answer: Williamson ether synthesis

2. It ends with “All Souls’ Night,” in which the author calls upon Florence Emery and MacGregor before announcing that he has “mummy truths to tell / Whereat the living mock.”  FTPE:

A.  Name this collection of poetry by Yeats which appeared in 1928, whose title poem begins by asking what the author shall do with the absurdity of “decrepit age.”


Answer: The Tower
B.  This is the first poem that appears in Yeats’s The Tower.  It expresses dismay at a country in which “all neglect / Monuments of unageing intellect,” after which the author resolves to go to a holy city.


Answer: “Sailing to Byzantium”

C.  The Tower includes this group of seven poems, which begins with “Ancestral Houses” and ends with the memorably-titled “I See Phantoms of Hatred and of the Heart’s Fullness and of the Coming Emptiness.”


Answer: “Meditations in Time of Civil War”

3. FTPE, name these pioneering works of French grand opera.

A. This opera by Daniel Auber is known by two names, one of which is a description of Fenella, the other of which is the name of her brother, a Neapolitan fisherman who seeks to depose the Spanish viceroy.  At the end, Fenella throws herself into the molten lava erupting from Mount Vesuvius.  


Answer: La Muette de Portici (or The Mute Girl of Portici, or Masaniello)

B. Rossini responded to Auber’s innovations by composing this opera, which is almost never heard in its entirety as the full score would take over six hours to perform.  Its characters include the title character’s wife Hedwige and his son Jemmy, and you may be familiar with its overture.


Answer: Guillame Tell (or William Tell)

C.  The title character, Rachel, dies by being submerged in a cauldron of boiling water at the close of this Jacques Halévy opera.  


Answer: La Juive or The Jewess
4. Legend has it that this principality was founded by a man known as Ralph the Black in 1290.  FTPE:

A.  Name this Eastern European state, which may have been founded when Ralph, the vaivode of Fagaras, settled at Campulung.  It definitely gained independence from the Hungarians under Basarab I.


Answer: Walachia
B.  The best known of all Walachian rulers was this 15th century prince who built the fortress of Poenari in the Arges valley.  He had a notable penchant for executing his enemies in a distinctive manner.


Answer: Vlad the Impaler or Vlad III or Vlad Tepes (prompt on Vlad; do not accept Dracula)

C.  Walachian independence came to an end in 1859, when it voted to amalgamate with this neighboring state.  Its foremost medieval prince was Stephen the Great, who was known as the “Athlete of Christ.”


Answer: Moldavia
5. One high point of the book is Charles Reding’s discussion of celibacy with his tutor Mr. Carlton.  FTPE:

A.  Name this 1848 “story of a convert,” the first novel by an author whose next work of fiction was a novel set in 3rd-century Africa, Callista.


Answer: Loss and Gain, the Story of a Convert
B.  Loss and Gain was written by this Englishman, whose better-known works include The Idea of a University and The Dream of Gerontius.


Answer: John Henry Cardinal Newman
C.  Newman’s greatest book may be this 1864 autobiography, which originated as a response to a nasty article by Charles Kingsley.


Answer: Apologia Pro Vita Sua
6. Since ACF nationals is being played in the midst of the NCAA basketball tournament, let’s take a minute to look back on the 1985 tournament.  Note that Matt Weiner foolishly believes that the women’s game is fundamentally superior to the men’s, so these questions will deal with the women’s tournament. FTPE:

A.  This school’s team, coached by Marianne Stanley, won the 1985 women’s tournament.  More recently, they lost the 1997 final game to Tennessee.


Answer: Old Dominion University or ODU (prompt on Monarchs)

B.  Old Dominion beat this other southern powerhouse in the finals of the 1985 tournament.  Tennessee beat this school in the final in 1996, and it lost to Duke in the 2005 tournament.


Answer: the University of Georgia 

C.  Old Dominion’s victory snapped the two-year winning streak of this school, whose team was coached by Linda Sharp.  Those championship teams were led by Cheryl Miller, who would return to coach at this school in the 1990s.


Answer: USC or the University of Southern California or Southern Cal
7. Answer these questions related to photosynthesis, FTPE.

A.   Carbon dioxide is fixed by this set of reactions, which uses 9 ATP and 6 NADPH to produce GAP, which is then used for the production of carbohydrates, amino acids, and fatty acids.


Answer: Calvin-Benson cycle (prompt on Dark reactions or Light-independent reactions)

B.   A critical enzyme in the Calvin cycle, this is the enzyme that actually fixes the carbon dioxide.


Answer: rubisco or RuBP carboxylase or ribulose-1,5-bisphosphate carboxylase/oxygenase
C.   Rubisco requires this metal ion for function, but its presence as also necessary for other reactions in photosynthesis.


Answer: magnesium or Mg
8. Name these Babylonian deities FTPE.

A. This patron deity of lightning and storms built the home of the gods, Esharra, and retrieved the Tablets of Destiny from Kingu after slaying Tiamat.

Answer: Marduk (or any of these fine names: Addu, Agaku, Agilma, Aleyn-Ball, Amaruduk, Amaruduk, Aranunna, Asar, Asarri, Asaru, Asarualim, Asarualim Nunna, Asaruludu, Asharu, Ashur, Barashakushu, Bel Matati, Bel-Marduk, Belos, Dumuduku, Enbilulu, Epadun, Exizkur, Gibil, Gil, Gilma, Gishnumunab, Gugal, Hegal, Irkingu, Kinma, Lugalabdubur, Lugaldimmerankia, Lugaldurmah, Lugallanna, Lugallugga, Malah, Manru, Marukka, Marutukku, Merodach, Mummu, Namtillaku, Nari, Nebiru, Papalguenna, Shazau, Sirsir, Suhgurim, Suhrim, Tuku, Tut, Zahgurim, Zahrim, Ziku, Zisi, Ziukkinna, Zulum; prompt on Enlil)

B. This god of wisdom and justice is Marduk’s son and the messenger of Bel via his ship Iddahedu.

Answer: Nabu (or Nabug or Tigranes)

Answer: Zerpanitum (or Beltiya or Gamsu or Sarpanit or Zarpandit or Zarpanit or Zerpanitu)

9. Name these Japanese artists, FTPE:

A.  Originally named Tokitaro, he adopted his better-known name in 1796.  His landscapes include 36 Views of Mount Fuji.


Answer: Hokusai
B.  Originally named Tokutaro, this student of Toyohiro Utagawa created numerous series of prints, including Noted Places of Edo and 53 Post-Stations of the Tokaido.


Answer: Ando Hiroshige
C.  Born in 1752, he founded the Shiju school of domestic art, which took its name from the street on which his studio was located.


Answer: Goshun Matsumura

10. His 1871 Principles of Economics was initially ignored in favor of the historicism of Gustav Schmoller.  FTPE:

A.  Name this economic thinker, whose The Errors of Historicism in German Economics kicked off the noted Methodenstreit of the 1880s.


Answer: Carl Menger
B.  The historicists may have despised Carl Menger, but this author of The Theory of Money and Credit and Epistemological Problems of Economics thought his teacher’s ideas were the bee’s knees.


Answer: Ludwig Heinrich Edler von Mises
C.  Ludwig von Mises studied under Menger and this author of the gripping Capital and Interest.  This Mengerian’s image graced the 100-schilling note in honor of his service as Austria’s Minister of Finance.


Answer: Eugen von Böhm-Bawerk
11. Virginia has a wacky political history.  Answer these questions about it, FTPE. 

A.  Confederate war hero William Mahone served as chairman of this party, which elected him to the Senate.  They advocated defaulting on war debts in order to fund schools, and controlled the state from 1877 to 1883 before folding into the Republicans.

Answer: the Readjuster Party

B. This five-term Democratic Senator won fifteen electoral votes on an independent anti-civil rights plank in the 1960 Presidential election.  His “machine” controlled the state for the last forty years of segregation, and his son of the same name later won a Virginia Senate seat as an independent.

Answer: Harry Flood Byrd 

C. He was elected governor as a Democrat in 1966, then switched to the Republican party and was elected governor in 1974, becoming the state’s only two-term governor in the 20th century.  If you’re from Virginia, you can thank him for instituting the state’s first sales tax.


Answer: Mills Edwin Godwin Jr.

12. He announced “I would not always reason” at the beginning of a poem that laments the Turkish atrocities in Greece, “The Conjunction of Jupiter and Venus.”  FTPE:

A.  Name this American poet, whose other works include “The Damsel of Peru” and a tribute to “the gentle Manitou of flowers,” “The Painted Cup.”


Answer: William Cullen Bryant
B.  This poem by Bryant notes that it is impossible to fly one’s destiny, even if one goes to the “Barcan desert” or the “continuous woods” where the Oregan rolls.  That being the case, we should live not like a “quarry-slave” but like one “who wraps the drapery of his couch / About him.”


Answer: “Thanatopsis”

C.  This poem about “the Gardens of the Desert” is much better than “Thanatopsis,” and may in fact be Bryant’s masterpiece.  At the end a “fresher wind sweeps by” and the poet finds himself “in the wilderness alone.”


Answer: “The Prairies”
13. Name these pioneering geologists, FTPE:

A.  This Englishman invented the torsion balance but is better known for arguing that earthquakes created seismic waves, a contribution that led to his being considered the father of seismology.


Answer: John Michell
B.  Based on his observations of Saxony, this geologist concluded that a primeval ocean had once covered all of the earth’s surface and that all strata were created by sedimentation, a theory known as “neptunism.”



Answer: Abraham Werner
C.  Unlike Werner, this Scottish author of 1785’s Theory of the Earth believed that volcanic activity played a key role in the creation of strata.  His “uniformitarian principle” held that the same forces have always been at work changing the earth.


Answer: James Hutton

14. Name these Byzantine generals, FTPE.

A.  We have a very detailed account of his life, because Procopius worked in his retinue for fifteen years.  The victor at Dara, he put down the Nika Revolt and briefly reconquered Italy from the Ostrogoths.

Answer: Belisarius

B.  Justinian removed this man from a religious entanglement in Egypt to “assist” Belisarius, by which he meant spying on and replacing Belisarius.  Their infighting in Italy led to the loss of Milan, but this man’s army did kill the Ostrogoth king Totila at Taginae. 

Answer: Narses

C.  His Dalmatian expedition won Salona for the empire. This former “magister militum” in Illyria assisted Belisarius at Callinicum against the Persians. 


Answer: Mundus

15. The final chapter “degenerates into a diary” against its author’s wishes, and ends with the deranged protagonist asking a French crowd to hold back the police so a “famous film actor” can escape.  FTPE:

A.  Name this novel, in which a man named Hermann murders a tramp who may or may not resemble him as part of a bizarre insurance scheme.


Answer: Despair or Otchaianie
B.  This author of Laughter in the Dark and Invitation to a Beheading wrote Despair while living in Germany in the 1930s.


Answer: Vladimir Nabokov
C.  Despair and Invitation to a Beheading were two of Nabokov’s last novels written in Russian.  The last of his Russian novels is this book about Fyodor Godunov-Cherdyntsev, who writes a biography of Chernyshevski.


Answer: The Gift or Dar
16. Name these twentieth-century Christian philosophers FTPE.

A. This French Catholic replaced universal philosophical problems with personal “mysteries” in The Existentialist Background to Human Dignity and The Mystery of Being.

Answer: Gabriel Marcel

B. This Lutheran theologian drew on Jung and neo-scholasticism for the “method of correlation” used in Systematic Theology, a lengthy Christian response to modern problems.

Answer: Paul Tillich

C. Epistemological works by this longtime professor at Notre Dame include Warrant and Proper Function, though he’s better known for religious works like Does God Have a Nature? and God and Other Minds.


Answer: Alvin Plantinga

17. It was known as Abegweit, or the “cradle in the waves,” to its first settlers, the Micmac.  FTPE:

A.  Name this island, which is connected to the mainland by the Confederation Bridge, the world’s longest bridge that goes over ice-covered water.


Answer: Prince Edward Island

B.  This shallow strait separates Prince Edward Island from Nova Scotia and New Brunswick.


Answer: the Northumberland Strait

C.  Prince Edward Island lies in this gulf, which is connected to the Atlantic by the Strait of Belle Isle and the Cabot Strait.


Answer: the Gulf of St. Lawrence
18. Name these Brazilian novels FTPE.

A. This 1857 work by José de Alencar created the “Indianista” genre, which is far superior to gaucho literature. It sets the pattern for the genre as white maiden Ceci falls in love with noble savage Perí, and the two escape an exploding castle at the climax.
Answer: The Guarani or O Guarani
B. This book by Machado de Assis is dedicated to the worm who gnawed the cold flesh of its narrator’s corpse.  That narrator worries that his life has amounted to diddly-squat until he credits himself for remaining childless and thus failing to bring anyone else into a world of misery.

Answer: Epitaph of a Small Winner or Epitaph for a Small Winner (accept The Posthumous Memoirs of Bras Cubas or Memórias póstumas de Brás Cubas)

C. This Jorge Amado novel is set in the “cocoa capital” of Ilhéus.  It follows the love of Nacib the bar owner and the title character, who hesitates to marry because of a prior affair with Tonico and the finger-wagging of Dona Arminda.


Answer: Gabriela, Clove, and Cinammon (or Gabriela, Cravo e Canela)

19. Answer the following questions about the situation in the Greek world just before the rise of Macedon, FTPE.

A. This tyrant of Syracuse employed Plato before being overthrown by his minister Dion. After briefly regaining power he was removed for good by Timoleon of Corinth.

Answer: Dionysus II (or Dionysus the Younger)

B.  Sparta and Persia arrived at this truce in 386 BC.  It gave Asia Minor to Persia in return for Spartan assistance in quelling the Corinthian War.

Answer: Peace of Antalcidas (or the King’s Peace)

C. In this 371 battle, Epaminondas led the Thebans to victory over Cleombrotus and Sparta, beginning the brief pre-eminence of Thebes before the arrival of Philip.


Answer: Leuctra
20. Name these quarks FTPE.

A.   It combines with the lighter quarks to make a Lambda particle, or with two identical quarks to make an Omega-minus baryon. The approximate conservation of its namesake quantum number was an important historical idea.

Answer: strange quark

B.   It has been suggested that this quark is exactly massless, which would provide a solution of the strong CP problem.

Answer: up quark

C.   The discovery of the upsilon meson was the first evidence of this quark, with a mass of about 5 GeV.


Answer: bottom quark

21. Name these men who catalogued the outputs of prolific composers FTPE.

A. This founder of the Vienna archive of musician portraits produced the “definitive” catalog of Haydn’s output.


Answer: Anthony van Hoboken
B. A librarian under Hoboken, this prolific writer of composer biographies wrote extensively on Schubert and eventually produced the “D” catalog of his works.
Answer: Otto Erich Deutsch
C. Alfred Einstein was one of many who revised this man’s Chronologish-thematisches Verzeichnis, which established the common numbering system for Mozart works.


Answer: Ludwig von Köchel
