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Toss-Up Questions

1. The two documents it quotes are an Elmo Conley-signed summary of a report done by Gibson, Dunn & Crutcher in conjunction with Price Waterhouse, and a letter from an unnamed 19-year-old wife of a marine offering a $10 check to be left uncashed.  It also calls out Stephen Mitchell, who is said to have remarked that only rich men should run for office, and accuses John Sparkman of having kept his wife on his payroll.  Composed in response to a controversy over an $18,000 campaign contribution, this September 23 address asserts the importance of fighting Communism, but most famously contains a quip about a gift an anonymous Texas supporter gave to the speaker’s family.  FTP, identify this 1952 televised speech named for Senator Richard Nixon’s mention of his black and white cocker spaniel.

ANSWER: “Checkers” Speech
2. Potassium rhodizonate is used to stain this substance in the Bailey-Stevens test, which distinguishes it from other optically similar minerals in metamorphic rocks. The optical boundary between this mineral and sanidine is set at a 2V-sub-x or 40 degrees, and its optical plane is perpendicular to the 010 face. The Stewart and Wright equation can be used to calculate the proportion of it by volume versus that of its sodium-containing counterpart. Intermediates between that counterpart, albite, and this mineral are known as microperthites, and frequently occur with it in syenite and granite deposits.  FTP, name this optically monoclinic potasium-containing alkali feldspar that takes its name from the Greek for “straight fracture.”

ANSWER: orthoclase (prompt on “potassium aluminosilicate” or “potassium feldspar” before they are mentioned)

3. One character in this work tries to use Dorcas Wykes’ panic over a maid’s accidental burning of a curtain as an opportunity for seduction in the infamous “fire scene,” which Elizabeth Echlin used as the starting point in writing a lengthy alternative ending to this novel.  Echlin, like her sister Lady Bradshaigh, wrote distraught letters to the author about the fate of the protagonist, though Denis Diderot gushed “Who would not rather be [the protagonist], despite all her misfortunes?” in an essay praising this work’s author.  Through the course of the novel, the title character, engages in correspondence with Anna Howe as she is imprisoned in Mrs. Sinclair’s brothel, nearly forced into an unwanted marriage with Roger Solmes, and raped by Robert Lovelace.  FTP, name this lengthy epistolary novel about the sufferings of a virtuous woman, a work by Samuel Richardson.

ANSWER: Clarissa Harlowe: Or the History of a Young Lady
4. A grisly fate of one of this event’s initial survivors is discussed in the exposé A State of Blood.  That book’s author, Henry Kyemba, alleged that secret policemen abducted Dora Bloch from her hospital bed and executed her.  At a preceding stop in Benghazi, Michel Bacos and his staff turned down offers of release, though a single pregnant woman was allowed to leave.  A team of members of the Red Army Faction and the PFLP were responsible for the act that brought a mass of civilians to the eponymous location, where three out of 103 people died in a Mossad operation that saw the death of Yoni Netanyahu.  FTP, name this 1976 raid on a Palestinian-hijacked plane filled with Israeli nationals, which occurred at an airport in Uganda.

ANSWER: Entebbe Incident/Raid/Whatever (accept Operation Thunderball or Thunderbolt)
5. X-ray analysis reveals that this work once contained the image of a putto unrolling a scroll in front of the central figure.  Five years later the artist produced a second copy of it, which is held in the Dulwich Gallery.  A bulky necklace of pearls contrasts with a golden-brown dress and hangs over the chest of the title figure, who was also once depicted by Henry Briggs in a double portrait with Fanny Kemble.  A feminine figure with head bowed and dagger in hand on the left and a gaping-mouthed figure clutching a chalice on the right represent pity and terror; they stand behind the title character, who is perched upon a throne among dark clouds and rendered in the image of Melpomene [mell-PAH-meh-nee].  FTP, name this Joshua Reynolds painting of an actress as one of the nine Greek goddesses of the arts.

ANSWER: Sarah Siddons as the Tragic Muse 
6. In a 1940 eschatological analysis of this, Martin Dibelius argued that its commands are impossible for man to follow because of the flawed nature of the earthly world.  Dietrich Bonhoeffer criticized the failure of church officials to adhere to it rather than merely interpret and analyze it in his discussion of it in The Cost of Discipleship.  Anabaptists based their ethical code on a literal following of it, opposing the accumulation of wealth because of its declaration that one “cannot serve God and Mammon.” Nietzsche’s Zarathustra parodies it by advocating the act of revenge in “On the Adder’s Bite,” which challenges its advice to “resist not evil” and “bless them that curse you.”  Containing the full “Our Father” prayer and appearing in chapters 5 through 7 of Matthew, this is, FTP, what passage that begins with the Beatitudes, a speech Jesus delivered on a hillside?

ANSWER: the Sermon on the Mount 

7. His works like “Principles of Social Education for Deaf and Dumb Children” and “Problems of Mental Retardation” showed his concern for the education of the handicapped, whose difficulties he attributed to social barriers rather than clinical abnormalities.  The founder of a laboratory dedicated to the study of defectology, he used the controversial term “pedology” to describe his studies in childhood education.  He is often compared to Piaget because of his theory of cognitive development in children, which argues that the assistance of more experienced peers is crucial to the ability of children to learn concepts outside their limited range of understanding, a process he called “scaffolding.” The author of Thought and Language, this is, FTP, what Byelorussian psychologist known for his concept of the zone of proximal development?

ANSWER: Lev Vygotsky
8. Developed from the lamina terminalis, this structure consists of the rostrum, an enlarged and posterior splenium, the body, the anterior genu, and the ventrally directed rostrum, forming a semicircle when bisected. It is absent in marsupials and monotremes, and in humans it contains about 300 million axons.  Its absence during development is responsible for Aicardi syndrome. Alien hand syndrome can result from a treatment of last resort in epilepsy which involves bisection of this structure, which also leads to inability to read words seen from the left eye. FTP, name this structure of the brain that connects the two hemispheres of the cerebrum.

ANSWER: corpus callosum
9. This work features a comparison between two people, one of whom is said to draw his characters “quite à la Fuseli” while the other uses a “colorless outline” like Flaxman.  Another figure discussed in this work is compared to “old what’s-his-name there at the battle of Hastings” in his conduct of “metaphorical fights,” and is praised for slaying the “tough old Goliath of sin” with “the smoothest of pebbles from Castaly’s spring.”  The author of this work describes himself as trying to climb a mountain with a “whole bale of isms,” and plans to “rattle away till he’s old as Methusalem.”  Another section takes a shot at the New Timon, noting that Bulwer-Lytton “could ne’er reach the best point and vigor of [Oliver Wendell] Holmes,” while other parts call Long Tom Coffin a ripoff of Natty Bumpo and allude to Barnaby Rudge when discussing “The Raven.”  FTP, name this long poem in which authors such as Cooper, Longfellow, Emerson, and Poe are reviewed by James Russell Lowell.

ANSWER: “A Fable for Critics”
10. The declaration that formally established this dynasty was made on Kulan Mountain.  The first Westerner to discover their ruins was Henri Mahout, though stories of the elegance of its capital had been told much earlier by a visiting Chinese emissary, Zhou Daguan.  Among the landmarks in its main capital were the temples Ta Prohm, the Baphuon, and Ta Keo, the first of which was made entirely from sandstone.  A complex at Roulos formed the original capital of this empire, which expanded through its conquest of the Mon Kingdom and eventually that of Champa, though it would later fall itself to the Ayutthaya [ay-yut-THIGH-yuh].  Rajendravarman II, Suryavarman II, and the founder Jayavarman II were among the notable rulers of, FTP, what medieval empire of South Asia centered around Angkor in present-day Cambodia?

ANSWER: Khmer Empire
11. In this novel, the psychologically abusive union of Valerie and the lustful and controlling businessman Ferral forms the only major non-interracial couple.  One of the other unions is dissolved by the murder of the wife and child of the German shopkeeper Hemmelrich, and the other is strained when May follows through with her interest in “free love” to cheat on her half-Japanese husband.  A gruesome fate awaits the radical Katov, who is burned to death in a boiler, though Baron de Clappique is one character who manages to escape alive.  The opium addicted Old Gisors is the father of one of the main protagonists, Kyo, who, like the assassin Chen, dies at the end as result of his involvement in the central revolt.  FTP, an unsuccessful Communist uprising in China forms the backdrop of what novel by André Malraux?

ANSWER: La Condition Humaine or Man’s Fate
12. This man saw his downfall delayed when the frigate Archangel ran aground in Bermuda, thus postponing the arrival of the man who would replace him.  In the meantime, Major Richard Ingoldsby was sent to make him hand over the former Fort James and surrender his position to Henry Sloughter.  The major accomplishment of his two-year-long regime was calling for an attack on Quebec in the first independent congress of the North American colonies.  Driving Francis Nicholson out of power by riding a wave of civil unrest that came as a reaction to news of the Glorious Revolution, he was himself deposed and hanged for treason in 1691.  FTP, name this German merchant who briefly became governor of New York after leading his eponymous rebellion.

ANSWER: Jacob Leisler

13. In this work’s final scene the title character, whose praises are sung by a ward whose name means “bread eater,” is faced with the threat of having his testicles lopped off and used for necklace beads by the cook Cario.  A ring given to the title character by the handmaid Milphidippa sets up the plot that brings about the title character’s humiliation, in which he falls for the feigned adulterous advances of the prostitute Acroteleutium, who pretends to be the wife of the elderly Periplectomenus.  That scheme, as well as one involving the construction of a fictitious twin to facilitate the romance between Philocomasium and Pleusicles, is executed by the title character’s clever slave, Palaestrio.  FTP, name this play about Pyrgopolynices, through which Plautus created the stock character of a boastful military man.

ANSWER: Miles Gloriosus or The Braggart Soldier or The Swaggering Solider
14. The composer’s original score called for a five minute pause before the performance of the landler in A Flat major that constitutes its andante moderato second movement.  Its third movement consists of a scherzo with a tempo direction that asks for “quietly flowing motion,” and returns this symphony to its key of three flats.  In the fourth movement, an alto singer is introduced to imitate the singing of a child for the spiritual song, “Urlicht,” which along with “St. Anthony of Padua’s Sermon to the Fishes” comprises the selection of Wunderhorn songs adapted for this symphony, whose completion was inspired by the funeral of Hans von Bulow.  FTP, name this Friedrich Klopstock-influenced symphony of Gustav Mahler, nicknamed for its theme of revival after death.

ANSWER: Resurrection Symphony (accept Gustav Mahler’s Symphony No. 2 in C Minor)
15. The Powder method is used to determine the magnitude of the unit vectors, and assumes a sample of smaller, randomly-oriented targets. Since the work of Perutz and Kendrew in 1958, it has become the most productive means of analyzing protein structure. This was first applied to myoglobin. The back-reflection and transmission Laue methods are two forms of this kind of analysis, relying on white light and a stationary target. It is useful because small-wavelength radiation must be used to successfully analyze molecules but such high-frequency light cannot be lensed; instead, this process analyzes a large number of similar repeating structures.  FTP, identify this technique used to study the structure of crystal lattices, which fell out of the discovery of Bragg’s law.

ANSWER: X-ray diffraction or X-ray crystallography
16. This man’s “The Crocodile and the Monkey” is one of the ten verse tales that comprises his book of fables, Beastly Tales from Here and There; two of the tales are set in his make-believe world of Gup.  The following year, he released a translation of assorted poems by Li Bai, Wang Wei, and Tu Fu.  Most recently the author of Two Lives, he once wrote a libretto based on the story of Arion and the dolphin before taking five years to complete a novel about the attempted revival of a love affair between pianist Julia McNicholl and violinist Michael Holme, entitled An Equal Music.  He also had success with his poetry collection Mappings and his verse novel set in San Francisco, The Golden Gate, but is best known for a very long novel about Lata’s search for the right husband.  FTP, name this Indian-born author of A Suitable Boy.

ANSWER: Vikram Seth
17. Pausanias claimed that after this figure’s death his spirit repelled a Gallic invasion of Celaenae, a town near which his corpse was placed on display.  Also accredited with creating the “Song of the Mother,” this son of Hyagnis and Oeagrus became the companion of a savage earth goddess whom he followed to Nysa, the site of the event that resulted in his death and the affixing of his remains to a pine tree.  Though a skilled user of the aulos, he was unable to have similar success on it when he turned it upside down, leading to his death as the loser of a fatal contest.  King Minos was given ass’s ears for ruling in favor of, FTP, what satyr who failed to defeat Apollo in a musical competition and was flayed alive as a result?

ANSWER: Marsyas
18. In December 1888 an expedition on this island charting a tributary of the Mica Burn next to Leaning Peak was lost.  Afterward, the river was known as Disaster River, since Professor Brown, who set out from a tarn fed by the Spey River, was never seen again. Lake Manapouri is smaller but deeper than this island’s largest lake, Te Anau, and lies in the fiordland in the southwest, a region separated from the Dunedin and the Canterbury Plains in the East by a mountain range containing Mount Aoraki, also referred to by the same name as the strait opposite Foveaux strait, which separates it from Stewart Island.  FTP, name this island that is home to Christchurch and is separated from a smaller and equally unimaginatively named island by the Cook Strait.  

ANSWER: South Island or Te Wai Pounamu

19. Conrad Martin of Paderborn was charged with revising its constitution, whose first draft was largely the work of Johann Franzelin.  Cardinal Gibbons was the youngest member of the delegation, which in the third of its four sessions produced the canons “On God the Creator of All Things,” “On Revelation,” “On Faith,” and “On Faith and Reason,” comprising the Dogmatic Constitution of the Catholic Faith.  This council had its roots in the publication of the Syllabus of Errors five years earlier and sought to address the issue of rationalism.  Called forth in the bull Aeterni Patris and discussing the “teaching authority of the Roman pontiff” in its final session, it was cut short by the outbreak of the Franco-Prussian War.  FTP, name this council held in 1869 and 1870, in which Pius IX asserted the doctrine of papal infallibility.

ANSWER: First Vatican Council or Vatican I (prompt on “Vatican”)
20. Tilden measured it for elemental metals, and the labs of Atake, Hohen, and Olsen have all made recent measurements for fullerenes.  A 1907 paper by Drude disagrees with the ion rule devised by Neumann and Kopp, and described the phenomenon in terms of three quantum oscillators.  Joseph Black noted that it was roughly proportional to mass, although the effect of phonons is more pronounced around the Debye temperature, making the theory that the atoms of all simple bodies share the same value of this quantity less applicable.  It is measured in SI units of joules per kilogram Kelvin, though its measurement in calories per gram degree Celsius is also common.  FTP, name this property of a material that quantifies the amount of heat required to raise the temperature of a substance one degree compared to water.  

ANSWER: specific heat capacity (accept heat capacity before “water”)

21. He once saved the day on a doomed hunting trip to Keshcorran by killing two witches that had captured his allies and forcing the third one, Irnan, to free them.  After his death, his prized possession was buried at Slieve Baune, and his grandson Fer Li would later die in a failed attempt to avenge him.  The aforementioned possession was named Solustairtech, and was a giant chessboard fashioned out of gold and silver.  It was at the battle of Cnucha where he had his eye put out with a spear and lost his birth name, Aed, and this event also brought about the duel in which was he was killed by his ally and rival in retaliation for killing that ally’s father, Cumhail.  FTP, name this giant warrior and member of the Fianna, who was eventually slain by Finn MacCool.

ANSWER: Goll mac Morna (accept Aed mac Morna before it is mentioned)
22. The first of the kings of a certain nation to bear this name gained the throne a year after his predecessor’s parliament-empowering decree of “Nihil Novi,” and rewarded a loyalty oath from Albert of Brandenburg by making him the first Duke of Prussia.  That man’s son, the second holder of this name, was succeeded in death by the election of Henry of Valois and bore the nickname Augustus.  That man’s grandson, the third holder of the name, was defeated at Stangebro in 1598, costing him the Swedish throne.  This is also the name of a single Holy Roman Emperor, whose forces were routed at the Battle of Nicopolis during his tenure as the King of Hungary and who helped organize the Council of Constance.  FTP, give this name held by three Polish kings, the last of whom invaded Russia during the Time of Troubles.

ANSWER: Sigismund or Zygmunt
23. In this work, an image of a government document appearing to be surrounded by snakes as it passes over the mosaic of a Medusa head on the floor foreshadows a more dramatic mythological allusion in which images of Shiva, Buddha, and an Eskimo statue are compared with a Baroque icon of Christ to show the homogeneity of religion.  It opens with the toppling of a monarch’s statue in front of the Church of Christ the Savior by a mass of soldiers and peasants to depict the events of February, and uses revolutionaries’ historical allusions to Napoleon to project imperial ambitions onto General Lavr Kornilov.  Taking its distributor-given subtitle after a John Reed history of the proletariat overthrow of the Kerensky government, this is, FTP, what Leninist propaganda film by Sergei Eisenstein about a month with “Ten Days that Shook the World?”

ANSWER: October: Ten Days that Shook the World (prompt on the subtitle of “Ten Days…” but don’t accept it as an answer by itself)
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Bonus Questions

1. How much do you remember about titrations?  FTPE:

[10] This common indicator is yellow below pH 6, green in neutral mixtures, and its namesake color above pH 7.6.  It can also be used to show the presence of carbon dioxide.

ANSWER: bromothymol blue or bromthymol blue or dibromothymolsulfonephthalein 

[10] This indicator, a derivative of fluorescein, is useful for titration at low pH, as it transitions from yellow to fluorescent green at pH 3.  It is also notable for its use as a biological stain; a type of white blood cell is named for it.

ANSWER: eosin Yellow

[10] The most common example of this kind of titration is in determining concentration of metal ions, typically calcium or magnesium, by titration with EDTA.  A more specific form of this kind of titration is chelometric titration.

ANSWER: complexometric titration

2. In its opening story, a shoemaker named Feld learns that his assistant Sobel has a crush on his daughter, Miriam.  FTPE:

 [10] “The First Seven Years” opens this 1958 short story collection, which also contains “The Mourners” and “Angel Levine”; its title story sees rabbinical student Leo Finkle fall for Stella Salzman.

ANSWER: The Magic Barrel
[10] The Magic Barrel was published by this author, who also wrote about Jewish carpenter Yakov Bok in his novel The Fixer.

ANSWER: Bernard Malamud
[10] William is the titular aging biographer who cheats on his wife Kitty with the young Fanny Bick in this 1979 Malamud novel.

ANSWER: Dubin’s Lives
3. Answer the following about passacaglias, FTPE.

[10] A 1908 Passacaglia for orchestra was this man’s first opus.  Blandly-titled works like 1940’s Variations and 1913’s Five Pieces for Orchestra were other compositions by this Schoenberg protégé.

ANSWER: Anton von Webern
[10] Henry Purcell gave the passacaglia form a somber feel by using it for this mournful aria in which the Queen of Carthage prepares to commit suicide, a song also called “Dido’s Lament.”

ANSWER: “When I am Laid in Earth”

[10] The third movement of his Violin Concerto No. 1 in A Minor and the central section of the fourth movement of his Symphony No. 15 in A Major are both passacaglias.  His 11th and 12th symphonies commemorate the years 1905 and 1917.

ANSWER: Dmitri Shostakovich

4. Try to keep track of all those damn World War I treaties so you can answer this bonus.  FTPE:

[10] Hungary, Czechoslovakia, Poland, and Yugoslavia were recognized by the newly formed Austria in this treaty, which shares its name with a 1570 treaty made during the French wars of religion.

ANSWER: Treaty of Saint-Germain
[10] In the Treaty of Neuilly, this country was compelled to cede its land on the Aegean coast to Greece.  Several decades later, it would be the site of a Communist coup led by Vasil Kolarov and Georgi Dimitrov.

ANSWER: Bulgaria
[10] After being irked by the Treaty of Sevres, Ataturk pushed for the signing of this 1923 treaty, which offered more concessions to Turkey and established the nation’s modern borders.

ANSWER: Treaty of Lausanne 

5. The critic Juan Valera helped spur its popularity and wrote a letter for its preface.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1888 poetry collection, which begins with a group of seasonally-themed poems, “The Lyrical Years.”

ANSWER: Azul or Blue
[10] This Nicaraguan leader of the modernismo movement wrote Azul, as well as the collections Profane Hymns and Songs of Life and Hope.

ANSWER: Ruben Dario (or Félix Rubén García Sarmiento)

[10] Dario was a major influence on this group of Spanish authors, whose leading members included Jacinto Benavente and Antonio Machado, not to mention Miguel de Unamuno.

ANSWER: Generation of 98 (or Generación del 98)
6. Answer these physics questions which someone tried way too hard to link, FTPE:

[10] This is the problem of measuring the flow of an incompressible, viscous fluid moving between two rotating, concentric cylinders.

ANSWER: Taylor–Couette flow

[10] When light goes through a telescope and experiences Fraunhofer diffraction, the resulting central peak surrounded by smaller concentric rings is known as this English astronomer’s disk.

ANSWER: George Airy

[10] This man’s name is applied to a condition on the resolving power of a lens, based on Airy discs, and also to a condition for instability in Couette flow.  

ANSWER: (John William Strutt, 3rd Baron) Rayleigh or the Rayleigh criterion
7. A lot of medieval philosophers had “doctor” as their nicknames.  Name these, FTPE:

[10] This Dominican friar wrote some commentaries on Peter Lombard’s Sentences, dabbled in alchemy, and sought to take an Aristotelian approach to theology and natural sciences.  To his homies, he was Doctor Universalis.

ANSWER: Albertus Magnus
[10] This teacher of St. Bonaventure was an English Franciscan who preceded Albertus Magnus in drawing heavily on Aristotle in his Summa Universae Theologiae.  His peeps knew him as Doctor Irrefragabilis.

ANSWER: Alexander of Hales
[10] A strong defender of the Immaculate Conception, he authored Quodlibetic Questions and A Treatise on God as First Principle.  If you’re the kind of punk who just waits for the nickname, it’s Doctor Subtilis.

ANSWER: John Duns Scotus
8. Its principal rivers are the Godavari, Krishna, and Cauvery, which flow from the Ghats, the mountain ranges that form its eastern and western limits.  FTPE:

[10] Name this plateau of southern India.

ANSWER: Deccan Plateau
[10] The Deccan Plateau’s northern boundary, this mountain range runs parallel to the Vindhya Range and is drained by the Tapti River in the West.

ANSWER: Satpura Mountains
[10] The Narmada river lies in the Graben between the Satpura Range and the Vindhya and empties into this gulf, an inlet of the Arabian sea.

ANSWER: Gulf of Cambay or Gulf of Khambhat
9. Dance was a common theme in French sculpture.  Answer the following about it, FTPE:

[10] Jean-Baptiste Carpeaux’s stone rendition of nude nymphs cavorting around the allegorical spirit of dance, entitled The Dance, rests in front of one of the facades of this performing arts center.

ANSWER: Paris Opera or Opera Garnier
[10] This French painter liked to sculpt young girls dancing ballet or bathing in tubs.  He also painted The Glass of Absinthe.

ANSWER: Edgar Degas
[10] An amorphous block base slowly gives way to the image of a flowing sheet wrapped around two nude lovers, who are swaying erotically to the titular dance in this bronze piece by Camille Claudel.

ANSWER: The Waltz or La Valse
10. FTPE, name these theorists who were “exposed” in Alan Sokal and Jean Bricmont’s critique of postmodernism, Fashionable Nonsense.

[10] The second chapter targets this French psychoanalyst, who introduced the concept of the “mirror stage” and wrote the Ecrits.

ANSWER: Jacques Lacan
[10] This student of Lacan authored Speculum of the Other Woman, and became the target of Sokal and Bricmont’s ire by making the inane argument that “E=mc2” is a “sexed equation.”

ANSWER: Luce Irigaray
[10] This other French thinker built on Marx’s theories about the value of objects, and counts The Mirror of Production, The Consumer Society, and Simulacra and Simulations among his writings.

ANSWER: Jean Baudrillard
11. Answer the following about separation theorems in topology FTPE:

[10] This man’s namesake curve theorem states that, if C is a simple closed curve in the plane, then C separates the plane into precisely two components, each of which has C as its boundary.  It was actually proved by Oswald Veblen in 1905, rather than by its namesake.

ANSWER: Camille Jordan

[10] Extending the Jordan curve theorem, this theorem says that not only does every closed curve in the plane separate the plane into two regions, but also that those two components are continuously deformable to the inside and outside of a circle, respectively.

ANSWER: Jordan-Schoenflies Theorem

[10] This man proposed a three-dimensional version of the Jordan-Schoenflies theorem, but then gave a famous counterexample to his own claim, which was his namesake “horned sphere,” of which many other examples now exist.

ANSWER: James Waddell Alexander
12.  It halted its operations in 1922, only three years after it had been founded.  FTPE:

[10] The UNIA oversaw the administration of this maritime shipping and transport company, which Marcus Garvey declared would one day bring all American blacks back to Africa.

ANSWER: Black Star Line

[10] W. E. B. du Bois, who wasn’t exactly sympathetic to Garvey’s cause, used his editorship of this NAACP magazine as a forum for his scathing 1920 exposé of the Black Star Line’s shady finances.

ANSWER: The Crisis
[10] Meanwhile, Garvey was able to advertise the Black Star Line through this weekly newspaper, which ran from 1918 until 1933 and which was also administered by the UNIA.

ANSWER: The Negro World
13. Its first part ends when Bellafont reforms by marrying Matheo.  FTPE:

[10] Name this play in whose second part Bellafont, the title character, must resist the efforts of Hippolito to drag her back into a life of sin.

ANSWER: The Honest Whore
[10] Thomas Middleton collaborated with this author of The Shoemaker’s Holiday to write The Honest Whore.

ANSWER: Thomas Dekker
[10] The title character of this Middleton play is Moll Yellowhammer, whose respectable courtship with Touchwood is undermined by her parent’s efforts to marry her off to the delightfully named Sir Walter Whorehound.

ANSWER: A Chaste Maid in Cheapside
14. Answer the following about the career of an American military leader, FTPE.

[10] This cavalry leader and commander of the Army of the West led his dragoons on a campaign to take California from Mexico, which included the Battle of San Pasquale.

ANSWER: Stephen Watts Kearny
[10] While pushing towards California, Kearny had a decisive victory over the Mexican forces at this city and namesake of a major western trail.

ANSWER: Santa Fe
[10] At San Diego, Kearny joined his army with the forces of this naval commander, now the namesake of a city in central California.  They later had a quarrel over who should be governor of the territory, which resulted in Kearney’s arrest of John C. Fremont.

ANSWER: Robert Stockton

15. Answer these questions related to the genetics of cancer FTPE:

[10] First discovered through genetic analysis of tumor causing viruses, this is the general category of genes that when upregulated or overexpressed participate in tumorigenesis.

ANSWER: oncogene
[10] One of the first oncogenes discovered was a part of this superfamily of genes that encode GTPases that regulate signals involved in cellular proliferation and metastasis. Cancer-causing mutations often involve stabilization of GTP over the GDP form.

ANSWER: ras (grudgingly accept rho or rab)

[10] A large number of familial cases of breast cancers is thought to be derived from functional loss of this gene on chromosome 17, whose protein product is involved in DNA repair.  Among others, it interacts with Susan Ferrari’s favorite protein, Rad51.

ANSWER: BRCA1 [BRAK-a one] or breast cancer one, early onset
16.  Answer the following about hell in Sumeria, FTPE.

[10] The scribe Belit-Tseri and the cattle god Sumuqan reside in the court of this consort of Nergal, the  goddess of the underworld.

ANSWER: Ereshkigal or Allatu
[10] This shadowy demon and bringer of disease and death served as the messenger of Ereshkigal.

ANSWER: Namtar
[10] Ereshkigal was the sister of this Sumerian sky goddess, who went down to the underworld after her lover Tammuz died.

ANSWER: Ishtar
17. Satanism and literature go together like peas and carrots.  FTPE:

[10] The competition must have been weak in 1906, because this Italian poet of the Barbaric Odes and a not-so-celebrated “Hymn to Satan” won the Nobel Prize in Literature that year.

ANSWER: Giuseppe Carducci
[10] A later Nobel Prize went to this author of Satan in Goray, whose other works include Scum and Gimpel the Fool.

ANSWER: Isaac Bashevis Singer
[10] In this novel by Joris-Karl Huysmans [WHEEZE-mahn], the author Durtal becomes closely acquainted with Satanism as he researches a biography on Joan of Arc’s sinister lieutenant, Gilles de Rais.  It contains a memorable scene of a Black Mass.

ANSWER: La-Bas or Down There or Down Below
18. Carolyn Porco showed that its inner edge is elliptical and precessed every 22.6 hours.  FTSNOP:

[10] What is this astronomical entity, whose structure is caused by a 2:1 resonance with Mimas?

ANSWER: Cassini Division

[10] The spiral density waves hypothesized by Tremaine and Goldreich were later confirmed by the discovery of what gap in the A ring created by the gravitational influence of the moon Pan?

ANSWER: Encke Gap

[5,5] The highly irregular outer F ring is created by the interaction of two so called shepherd satellites discovered by Andy Collins and Richard Terrile.  Name them for five points each.

ANSWER: Prometheus and Pandora
19. Its second incarnation reached its greatest level of prominence under Aratus of Sicyon.  FTPE:

[10] Name this Greek confederation, centered around the Gulf of Corinth, which formed to expel Macedonia out of its eponymous region and later fought against Cleomenes III of Sparta.

ANSWER: Achaean League

[10] Delphi and Thessaly were among the areas controlled by this northern rival league of the Achaean League, which allied with the Romans to defeat Philip V of Macedon at Cynoscephalae.

ANSWER: Aetolian League

[10] This leading statesman of the Achaean League was deported to Rome, where he began writing his 40 volume Histories; they discuss the rise of the Roman Empire and contain a notable account of the Punic Wars.

ANSWER: Polybius

20. The division between them was made official at the council of Valhabi.  FTPE:

[10] For 10 points, all or nothing, name both of the sects involved in this schism.  One is characterized by its monks’ wearing of white clothing, while the other is characterized by its nude monks.

ANSWER: Svetambara and Digambara

[10] One key difference between the sects is that the Digambara believe that women must first be reincarnated as men before they can achieve this spiritual release from the cycle of birth and death.

ANSWER: moksha
[10] A minor difference between the two faiths revolves around whether one needs food upon reaching omniscience and becoming one of these lesser arahants.  These figures reach moksha, but they focus only on their own salvation and do not try to teach the religion to others.

ANSWER: kevali or Samyana-kevali
21. Answer some random questions about early American authors named William, FTPE.

[10] William Hill Brown also wrote West Point Preserved and Ira and Isabella, but made his mark with this book about Thomas Herrington’s failed love for Harriot, generally considered the first American novel.

ANSWER: The Power of Sympathy
[10] Initially a poet, this prolific 19th-century South Carolina novelist wrote The Huguenots in Florida, The Yemassee, and a book which inspired a team to win the Manu Ginobili Open championship, Border Beagles.

ANSWER: William Gilmore Simms
[10] In the style of Lynyrd Skynyrd, Simms wrote the novel Woodcraft to rebut this novel’s criticism of the South; its title character is killed for refusing to reveal the whereabouts of Cassy and Emmeline.

ANSWER: Uncle Tom’s Cabin
