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Toss-Up Questions

1. The Vietnamese version of it was spearheaded by the editor of Giai Pham Mua Xuan, Phan Khoi.  The better-known version featured a symposium at which an engineer complained about 600,000 plows which were unusable in damp soil.  It was inspired by a speech “On the Correct Handling of Contradictions Among the People,” though its leader later modified that speech and proclaimed that the intelligentsia had gone too far, sparking the Anti-Rightist campaign.  With a name taken from a slogan which includes a phrase about letting “schools of thought contend,” FTP, name this campaign which granted non-Party members freedom of speech and the right to criticize Mao’s government in 1956.

ANSWER: Hundred Flowers Campaign (accept the Double Hundred Campaign)
2. According to a 2001 Science magazine report this molecule, which is bound to the protein apolipoprotein E, is the synapse-promoting signal released by the glial cells. In their 1985 Nobel lecture, Brown and Goldstein discussed a receptor-mediated pathway for the homeostasis of this bio-molecule. This molecule also decreases the rigidity of cellular membranes, especially at low temperatures.  It is the common precursor of steroid hormones, and also forms crystals in gout and in gallstones with bile salts and phospholipids. Importantly, apolipoprotein E, phospholipids, and free forms of this molecule have been  shown to bind low density lipoproteins, or LDL. FTP, name this lipid which is often associated with atherosclerosis. 

ANSWER: cholesterol
3. The preface to this work notes that Augustus Caesar began a play about Ajax and that Gregory Nazianzen wrote a play called Christ Suffering, and further points out that Saint Paul inserted a verse of Euripides into one of his epistles.  One group of characters in this work consists of “friends and neighbors” of the title character who come from “Eshtaol and Zora’s fruitful vale” to visit him.  That same group speaks the final lines of this work, which note that the servants of God come away from the “great event” of this work in a state of “calm of mind all passion spent.”  A character named Harapha berates the weak title character, the son of Manoa, who dies after the pillars of Dagon’s temple come down.  FTP, name this drama about a powerful Danite who was tricked by Delilah, the last major work by John Milton.

ANSWER: Samson Agonistes
4. The retreating side tried concentrating its central forces in superior positions on hills around Pozzolengo and Guidizollo.  One of the early advances was stifled by mulberry trees and grapevines, and a force under d’Hilliers advanced slightly past Castiglione before noticing the opposing army.  Nine hours of fighting along a 15-mile front ensued, and after the battle the Peace of Villafranca was signed.  Fought near an Italian village in 1859, FTP, name this victory for a French and Sardinian army which was witnessed by Jean-Henri Dunant, who was inspired by it to help found the Red Cross. 

ANSWER: Battle of Solferino (or Battle of the Three Emperors)

5. The Pontianak, a female vampire in Malay legend, performs this act upon itself in order to feed upon its victims.  It happened to Jamadagni in revenge for the killing of Kaartaveerya by Jamadagni’s son Parasurama.  A giant named Chrysaor was born after this happened to a monster in Greek myth.  It happened to a god who had been sent as a hostage with the speech-impaired Hoenir, and it also happened to a god of wisdom after his uncle Sani looked at him.  FTP, name this misfortune which befell Medusa and Mimir, as well as Ganesha and Maximilien Robespierre.  

ANSWER: beheading or decapitation (accept equivalents) 
6. In the 11th chapter of this man’s book, a question is posed about how a group of people can be made like Admah or treated like Zeboiim.  The next chapter of his book notes that bulls are being sacrificed in Gilgal and that there is iniquity in Gilead, and pleads for repentance before predicting destruction because people “are kissing calves.”  In the 3rd chapter, we learn that God loves his people even though they eat “raisin cakes,” and the title figure buys another human being for 15 silver sheleks and a “homer of barley.”  The title figure’s children include Lo-ruhamah, Lo-ammi, and Jezreel, whose name referred to God’s desire to punish the house of Jehu.  Those children were born to this man by a daughter of Diblaim whom he was instructed by God to marry as a “wife of whoredom.”  FTP, name this minor prophet who got down with a prostitute named Gomer.

ANSWER: Hosea
7. When calculating this value in situ at conditions other than standard temperature and pressure, it may be helpful to use one of several Lewis-Perkin equations, since these give corrections to the K-sub-fifteen ratio for which it is defined.  Anchialine caves may become stratified with respect to this value, which may create euxinic conditions when combined with anoxia.  At equilibrium, isopycnal diagrams may be generated by equalizing this value with temperature.  Excessive warming and confinement cause it to rise locally, resulting in dense thermohaline currents such as the North Atlantic Deep Current, and this value climaxes at the center of mid-ocean gyres.  FTP, name this oceanographic parameter measured relative to a potassium chloride standard according to electrical conductivity, the measure of the dissolved constituents in water.

ANSWER: salinity  
8. It features a woman named Mrs. Johnson who is an expert at funerals, and who indicates that for $200 Mrs. Holsepp will bury one of the characters in this work. To raise the money, the dead man’s  daughter decides to work at Mrs. Jennings’ hoity-toity whorehouse. The tenants of the San Berdoo Apartments come to the funeral, as does the Gingo family, a group of Eskimos that came from Alaska to be in a film and never left.  Miguel fights with Earle at the end of the novel for sleeping with Faye Greener, the house-mate of hapless Iowan Homer Simpson.  FTP, name this novel whose ending features a riot at a movie premiere which almost claims the life of Tod Hackett, a work by Nathanael West. 

ANSWER: The Day of the Locust
9. One version of this work features a group of people in the upper left carrying banners with such phrases as “It is glad tiding of great joy” and “Good will to all men everywhere.”  Influenced by an Edward Westall illustration that commonly appeared in American Bibles, Virginia’s Natural Bridge can be seen in earlier versions, while a take on Benjamin West’s Penn’s Treaty with the Indians can be seen in the left background. Originally painted to provide support for the artist’s Quaker preaching, common figures in the foreground include various children leading a tranquil menagerie including a lion, a lamb, and a leopard.  Chapter 11 of Isaiah served as the inspiration of, FTP, what series of paintings depicting the United States as an Edenic paradise which were created by Edward Hicks?

ANSWER: The Peaceable Kingdom
10. She appeared as Cassidy on a short-running program about a Wilderness Outfitters company in Oregon, McKenna.  Earlier she appeared as Bernadette Moody in Shaky Ground and as Franny in Byrds of Paradise, which went off the air shortly before her second album, Let’s Go Bang, hit the stores.  A young Jennifer Garner played Romy in a spin-off in which she starred, Time of Your Life.  Though she appeared as Nancy Sinatra in two episodes of American Dreams, she has recently played more bookish roles on screen, including the veterinarian Liz in Garfield.  Perhaps better remembered for her starring role in Can’t Hardly Wait, FTP, name this star of Ghost Whisperer, who also starred as Julie James in I Know What You Did Last Summer and as Sarah Reeves on Party of Five.
ANSWER: Jennifer Love Hewitt
11. A pivotal scene in this work features a banquet at which two fighters named Celefon and Kalixtes have a duel, after which Venus makes a speech about love as part of an allegory to celebrate a peace treaty with the house of Montanza.  That banquet ends with a number of people being poisoned, including a man known as il Toro.  The title character admires an artist named Bernardo, but hates such people as the Princess Teodora, whom he flogs to death, and the young Angelica, who loves Giovanni.  He also hates Don Riccardo, whom he murders, and mocks the Prince whom he serves.  FTP, name this 1944 novel by the author of The Sybil, a work about a diminutive misanthrope written by Par Lagerkvist.

ANSWER: The Dwarf or Dvärgen
12. Georgia gave him a plantation for negotiating with the Creek and Cherokee at the end of the American Revolution.  He was elected to the House in 1789 after defeating James Jackson, but he became the first representative to be thrown out after election anomalies were discovered.  During the Revolution he led the army which captured the garrison at Stony Point and led the advance attack on Monmouth, but he was shamed after making a tactical error which resulted in the Paoli massacre.  Known for his exploits on the Maumee River, FTP, name this general who negotiated the Treaty of Greenville after winning a decisive 1794 battle against several Native American tribes at the Battle of Fallen Timbers.

ANSWER: “Mad” Anthony Wayne

13. Two pianos and six percussionists are featured in one section of its third part, which opens with a chorus of boys who sing that Cupid is flying everywhere.  The following section of this work features three glockenspiels and is known as “Blanziflor and Helena.”  Earlier sections include “On the Lawn,” which features the German “Reie” dance, and “In Springtime.”  Originally staged in 1937 by the Frankfurt Opera, it begins and ends with a section about the “Imperatrix Mundi.”  FTP, name this orchestral work notable for its blaring “O Fortuna” section, which was based on a medieval manuscript and written by Carl Orff.

ANSWER: Carmina Burana (prompt on “Songs of Bur” if anyone happens to say it)
14. The Johnson-Corey Chaykovsky reaction produces them from carbonyl compounds through the action of a sulfonium ylide. They may also be synthesized by treating a halohydrin with a suitable base, which will catalyze a ring-closing SN2-style reaction similar to Williamson synthesis.  Allylic alcohols can be treated with t-butylperoxide and titanium tetraisopropylate to produce them stereoselectively, a reaction that won a 2001 Nobel Prize for its discoverer, Barry Sharpless.  Also the end result of the Prilezhaev [prih-leh-ZHEY-ev] reaction, they are produced by treating an alkene with a peroxyacid in a process also known as the “Butterfly Mechanism,” and are highly reactive, in part due to their approximately 60-degree bond angles. FTP, name these compounds, cyclic ethers whose rings contain only three atoms.

ANSWER: epoxides

15. One character in this work, Maria, constantly takes notes on the corners of her pamphlets. After arriving at the place where this work takes place, one character dreams that his left leg belongs to someone else, and when he wakes up it hurts him, possibly because of rheumatism. Telegin plays the guitar at the behest of the doctor during a thunderstorm, but Ephim’s music later annoys a character whose wife, Yelena, asks the workman to stop. Yelena is told by her step-daughter of her love for the doctor, who manages to kiss Yelena while showing her his portfolio. Unfortunately, the title character also loves Yelena, and out of anger at her husband, Professor Serebryakov, tries to shoot him.  FTP name this play by Anton Chekhov whose title refers to Sonya’s label for Ivan Voynitsky. 

ANSWER: Uncle Vanya or Dyadya Vanya
16. An island two kilometers in circumference known as “The Island of the Gods” lies in the middle of this lake, and provides one of its “Eight Great Views.”  Though it receives nearly 500 streams, many areas such as Akanoi Bay, one of its most polluted sections, suffer from poor water circulation.  Located near the Hira, Ibuki, and Suzuki mountains, its only natural outlet is the Seta River, and it is still considered clean enough for drinking water.  FTP, name this lake which is connected by canals to Kyoto and which is found in Shiga prefecture, Japan’s largest freshwater lake.

ANSWER: Lake Biwa(-ko)

17. A “conceptual analysis” of this was the subject of a 1958 book by Alasdair Macintyre, who argues that a well-known modern interpretation of it is confusingly used both as a descriptive and an evaluative idea.  The “philosophy” of this concept was the subject of an 1869 book by a thinker who posited that this thing governed the universe and consisted of three components, the “absolute,” “physiological,” and “relative.”  Henri Ellenberger wrote a book about the “discovery” of this concept by psychologists, one of whom, Jacques Lacan, notoriously claimed that it is structured like a language.  FTP, name this subject of a work by Eduard von Hartmann, whose “collective” variety was theorized by Carl Jung.

ANSWER: the unconscious
18. It featured correspondence which was translated into English and encrypted by the secretary Gilbert Curle.  Messages were transmitted through a local brewer, with the first coming from the Baron of Chateauneuf.  The initial correspondence had been described to the Baron by a double agent using the alias Coledrin, but the most damning evidence, including plans for a hundred people to rise up in Chartley, was deciphered by Thomas Phelippes, who reported it to Francis Walsingham.  Chidiock Tidbourne, John Ballard, and John Savage were all executed for their roles in, FTP, what plot to kill Queen Elizabeth I, in which Mary, Queen of Scots was also implicated and for which she was sentenced to death?

ANSWER: Babington plot

19.  Poet John Greening wrote a group of these known as the “Huntingdonshire” ones, while Conrad Aiken published a group known as “Brownstone” in 1942.  Six “town” ones were written by Mary Wortley Montagu, while a group of “piscatory” ones were written by Phineas Fletcher.  The most famous group of these inspired Jan Novak’s 1969 composition Mimus Magicus, and ends with a poem about a man who was in love with Cythoris, who is called “Lycoris” in the poem.  Another of those poems is known as the “Pharmaceutria,” while the most notorious of them celebrates the birthday of Salonius, the son of Gaius Asinius Pollio.  FTP, name this group of ten pastoral poems written by Virgil.

ANSWER: Eclogues (do not accept Bucolics, since the first four clues all refer to works named “Eclogues”) 
20. An LBL experiment found that lanthanum iron oxide, which exhibits this property, has corresponding domains matching the size and orientation of its crystals.  Film which exhibits it is leveraged in exchange anisotropies to pin the states of readback heads of hard disks.  Manganese oxide is an example of a material that exhibits it. In general this phenomenon occurs only at low temperatures, where the materials have no response to an applied magnetic field. They normally become paramagnetic at temperatures above the Neel point.  FTP, name this phenomenon in which neighboring electron spins point in opposite directions.

ANSWER: antiferromagnetism
21. A contemporary variant serves as the basis of the theories of mereology and protothetics as proposed by Stanislaw Lesniewski.  Languages and Art: An Approach to a Theory of Symbols also takes this perspective, arguing that predicates apply out of either practice or precept.  Its early proponents included Roscelin, who argued that the trinity could not be understood as a single entity, and William of Ockham was considered its originator.  FTP, name this philosophical doctrine which holds that universals have no reality outside of their existence in the human mind.

ANSWER: nominalism
22. In statistics, a restriction method which uses these objects minimizes a residual sum of squares which assesses a penalty for a function’s curvature.  When using the “periodic” type, the values of a function and its first two derivatives are forced to be equal at its endpoints, while using the more common “natural” type requires that the second derivative at the endpoints be zero.  It is named in part for a strip of wood with fixed points used by draftsmen.  FTP, name this type of curve-fitting technique commonly used to render smooth 3-D graphics, in which functions are approximated using piecewise third-degree polynomials.

ANSWER: cubic spline interpolation (accept natural cubic spline before “periodic”)

23. Volcanic activity approximately half a million years ago formed its Masek beds.  At FLK North, elephant bones are scattered with cut marks from surrounding stone tools while bones of giraffes, antelopes, and hippoes are arranged circularly, renewing the question of early hunting methods.  At the lowest point, the Naisiusiu bed, a complete skeleton of Homo sapiens can be found.  Sharing its name with the unflaked pebble technology of the Basal Paleolithic period which was found there, FTP, name this site at which Mary Leakey discovered the two-million-year old Zinjanthropus, a part of the Great Rift Valley in Tanzania.

ANSWER: Olduvai Gorge
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Bonus Questions

1. The title character is Knemon, who changes his mind about allowing Sostratos to marry his daughter after he falls down a well.  FTPE:

[10] Name this play, which won a prize at a 317 BC festival.

ANSWER: Dyskolos or The Grouch
[10] Though fragments of his Perikeiromene and The Woman from Samos have been found, Dyskolos is the only complete extant work by this New Comedy playwright.

ANSWER: Menander
[10] Menander’s chief rival as a playwright was this author of 97 comedies, including one called Treasure which Plautus adapted into the Trinummus. According to Lucian, this man died of laughter after seeing a donkey eat some figs that were meant for him.

ANSWER: Philemon
2. Answer the following about algebraic geometry FTPE:

[10] This type of object is essentially the set of zeroes of a set of algebraic functions, viewed with the Zariski topology. They are generalized by schemes.

ANSWER: variety

[10] An Abelian variety of dimension one is equivalent to this type of curve.  It is a nonsingular curve which can be thought of as the embedding of a torus in a complex projective plane.

ANSWER: elliptic curve
[10] When Andrew Wiles proved the Taniyama-Shimura conjecture, which states that elliptic curves are expressions of modular forms for semistable elliptic curves, he demonstrated the validity of this theorem.

ANSWER: Fermat’s Last Theorem (prompt on “Fermat’s Theorem”)

3. The first of its eight movement is set “At the Castle Gate,” and later sections include “A Spring in the Park” and “The Three Blind Sisters.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this orchestral suite, its composer’s Opus 46.

ANSWER: Pélleas et Mélisande or Pélleas and Mélisande
[10] This 1902 opera is set in the fictional kingdom of Allemonde, and features such characters as Arkel and Golaud.

ANSWER: Pélleas et Mélisande or Pélleas and Mélisande
[5, 5] For five points each, name both the composer of Kullervo who wrote the Pélleas and Mélisande suite and the composer of La Mer who wrote the opera Pélleas and Mélisande.

ANSWER: Jean Sibelius and Claude Debussy

4. He had to flee his country after losing the battle of Helgea.  FTPE:

[10] Name this ruler, who won power in 1016 through his victory over Svejn Ladejarl at the battle of Nesjar.

ANSWER: Saint Olaf or Olaf II (or Olaf II Haraldsson or Olaf the Stout or Olaf the Fat)

[10] Olaf II was killed at this 1030 battle, at which the royal forces were defeated by a so-called “Peasant’s Army.”

ANSWER: Battle of Stiklestad

[10] The saga of Olaf Haraldsson is a central component of the Heimskringla, a work by this 13th-century Icelandic historian.

ANSWER: Snorri Sturluson (prompt on “Sturluson”)

5. It recounts Albert Corde’s trip to Romania to see his dying mother-in-law, and draws comparisons between the corrupt politics of Chicago and the communist regime in Bucharest.  FTPE:

[10] Name this novel, which was published in 1982.

ANSWER: The Dean’s December
[10] This 2000 novel, the last one by its author, features a narrator named Chick who wrote a biographical sketch of John Maynard Keynes and who was friends with the titular homosexual professor.

ANSWER: Ravelstein
[10] This recently-deceased American novelist wrote both The Dean’s December and Ravelstein, not to mention Herzog.

ANSWER: Saul Bellow
6. Name these football players who starred at Nebraska, FTPE:

[10] He was drafted by the 49ers in the second round of the 1983 draft, and would be the first NFL running back to get 1,000 receiving and 1,000 rushing yards in the same season.

ANSWER: Roger Craig
[10] He won the 2001 Heisman Trophy but never played in the NFL after being drafted by the Rams, who didn’t want to let him play quarterback.  In 2006, he joined the CFL’s Toronto Argonauts as a back-up.

ANSWER: Eric Crouch
[10] The Rams have a poor track record with Nebraska players, having foolishly taken this troubled running back with the 6th pick overall six years before they struck out with Eric Crouch.  This man’s greatest pro season came with the Barcelona Dragons in 1999.

ANSWER: Lawrence Phillips
7. Name these structures of the human reproductive systems, FTPE:

[10] During sexual arousal these glands, located on either side of the vagina, secrete mucus to aid in lubrication.

ANSWER: Bartholin’s glands or greater vestibular glands

[10] These pea-sized glands, which are homologous to Bartholin’s glands, secrete a lubricating fluid which may contain sperm.

ANSWER: Cowper’s glands or bulbourethral glands

[10] There is both an internal and external variety of this structure; one is the exit of the cervix into the uterus, while the other is the exit of the cervix into the vagina.

ANSWER: cervical os
8. Peter Kivy’s book The Seventh Sense is devoted to the influence of this thinker on 18th-century British aesthetics.  FTPE:

[10] Name this key figure of the Scottish Enlightenment, who succeeded his teacher Gershom Carmichael as professor of moral philosophy at Glasgow and wrote the Inquiry into the Origins of Our Ideas of Beauty and Virtue.

ANSWER: Francis Hutcheson
[10] While at Glasgow, Francis Hutcheson led an effective campaign to keep this author of A Treatise of Human Nature from getting work as a professor.

ANSWER: David Hume
[10] One of Hutcheson’s early works was a set of caustic “remarks upon” this Mandeville work, which first appeared in 1714 and was subtitled “Private Vices, Public Benefits.”  

ANSWER: The Fable of the Bees
9. Their leaders included Jean Cottereau, who called himself the “marquis of mischief.”  FTPE:

[10] Name this group of reactionary French peasants, whose name refers to their use of an owl’s hoot as a signal.

ANSWER: Chouans

[10] The Chouans joined up with this counter-revolution that broke out in 1793.  Its army was destroyed by Republican forces at Savenay, and it is somewhat remembered today as the subject of an early Anthony Trollope novel.

ANSWER: the Vendée
[10] The Vendée uprising was sparked by this 1790 law, which produced a number of so-called “nonjuring” priests who refused to swear an oath to the Constituent Assembly. 

ANSWER: Civil Constitution of the Clergy or Constitution civile du clergé

10. Answer these perhaps related questions FTPE:

[10] This tribe of Papua New Guinea was notably studied by Reo Fortune.  Their marriage ritual involves the man and woman sitting on a mat and being stared at by their village for half an hour; the man then gets a mouthful of food from his mother-in-law.

ANSWER: Dobu(s)
[10] This 1934 work analyzes three “primitive civilizations” thought to be abnormal, one of which is the Dobu, and concludes that the only “abnormality” is failing to adopt the accepted social norms and lifestyle of particular place.

ANSWER: Patterns of Culture
[10] This American anthropologist wrote Patterns of Culture, not to mention The Chrysanthemum and the Sword.

ANSWER: Ruth Benedict (as always, accept Anne Singleton)

11. Answer the following related to aromaticity FTPE:

[10] This set of criteria governing aromaticity includes requirements such as the molecule of interest being cyclic and having one p orbital on each atom of the ring. 

ANSWER: Huckel’s rules

[10] A molecule that is cyclic and planar, has one p orbital on each atom in the ring, and has 4n pi electrons is referred to as this. Cyclobutadiene and cyclooctatetraene are two examples of this type of molecule. 

ANSWER: antiaromatic 
[10] This is a graphic method for determining the relative energies of pi molecular orbitals for planar, fully conjugated monocyclic compounds. It usually shows two segments, and bonding molecular orbitals fall below the dividing line. 

ANSWER: Frost Circle (accept inscribed polygon method)

12. Answer these questions about a work and its artist, FTPE:

 [10] The title figure of this controversial 1606 painting is depicted laid out with swollen, dirty feet.  A thin halo surrounds her, while most of the mourners’ faces are obscured by darkness or covered by hands.

ANSWER: The Death of the Virgin or Morte della Vergine
[10] Identify the scoundrel who painted The Calling of Saint Matthew and The Entombment of Christ, as well as the aforementioned Death of the Virgin.
ANSWER: Michelangelo Merisi da Caravaggio
[10] This early Caravaggio work is a subtly-foreshortened depiction of a young man who starts back in pain after his right hand has been attacked by a small reptile.

ANSWER: Boy Bitten by a Lizard or Ragazzo morso da un ramarro
13. They include a work about a priest named Serge Mouret who is sent to Le Paradou by Doctor Pascal, the title character of another of these books.  FTPE:

[10] Name this group of novels, which also includes The Conquest of Plassans.

ANSWER: Les Rougon-Macquart or the Rougon-Macquart novels

[10] This French novelist wrote the Rougon-Macquart novels, which also include The Debacle and Nana.

ANSWER: Émile Zola

[10] This 1885 novel centers on Etienne Lantier, who gets a job in the town of Montseu and falls in love with Maheu’s daughter Catherine.

ANSWER: Germinal
14. It ended with the Treaty of Jam Zapolski, in which one signatory agreed to give up its claim to the namesake territory.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 25-year long war, in which Russia sought to capture some Baltic lands.

ANSWER: Great Livonian War
[10] This comonwealth was formed in 1569 as a response to Russian pressure in the Livonian War; it brought a kingdom and a grand duchy together as a single state.

ANSWER: Union of Lublin or Liublino unija or Unia lubelska
[10] This Russian tsar demanded that the Livonian confederation pay high taxes and occupied Dorpat and Narva, setting off the Livonian war.

ANSWER: Ivan IV or Ivan the Terrible

15. Name these hypothetical particles FTPE:

[10] This class of particles is formed by the mixing of the supersymmetric partners of the Z boson, photon, and neutral Higgs bosons.

Answer: neutralino

[10] These candidates for dark matter were postulated by Peccei and Quinn to explain why quantum chromodynamics does not violate CP symmetry.

Answer: axions

[10] These hypothetical particles with zero rest mass and spin 2 were proposed to explain the interaction of a fundamental force at the quantum level.

Answer: graviton
16.  This god was married to Obatala, by whom he had such offspring as Aganju and Yemaja.  FTPE:

[10] Name this god, who descended from heaven with a chicken and some soil and created the earth. 

ANSWER: Odudua or Ododowa
[10] Odudua was sent to perform that task by this supreme Yoruba god, who is said to have dominion over all things that are white and who is also known as Yansan.

ANSWER: Olorun
[10] In this religion, Olorun is worshiped as a god who interacts with the world via messengers known as orishas.

ANSWER: Lukumi or Santeria (accept The Way of the Saints)

17. His own writings include the satirical An Interrupted Letter from Canton and a collection  of Essays on the Early Period of the French Revolution.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 19th-century English writer, best known for the devastating literary essays he produced for the Quarterly Review, one of which was said to have killed John Keats.

ANSWER: John Wilson Croker
[10] John Wilson Croker was caricatured in this author’s novel Melincourt, which features an orangutan who rescues Anthelia from being raped before entering Parliament.  His other works include Headlong Hall.

ANSWER: Thomas Love Peacock
[10] As if being caricatured by Thomas Love Peacock wasn’t bad enough, Croker was also pilloried in Coningsby, a novel by this 19th-century prime minister who also wrote Sybil.

ANSWER: Benjamin Disraeli
18. Name these Black Sea ports FTPE:

[10] The Golden Sands and Saint Constantine are resorts located near this Bulgarian city.  Its claim to fame is its necropolis, which houses gold artifacts known as its namesake “gold” which date to about 3200 BC.

ANSWER: Varna

[10] Home to a university and large square which are named for Ovid, the Danube-Black Sea canal runs from Cernavoda to this Romanian city.

ANSWER: Constanta

[10] The largest port on the Black Sea which does not freeze, this city has been subject to disputes between Russia, whose Black Sea Fleet is stationed there, and the Ukraine, which exerts direct political control over it.

ANSWER: Sevastopol
19. Answer these questions about a recent result in computational game theory FTPE:

[10] Chen, Deng, and Papadimitriou recently came across the search complexity class for finding one of these entities, at which no player in a game can change his strategy and expect to improve his utility.

Answer: Nash equilibrium

[10] Finding a k-player Nash, for k greater than or equal to 4, was found to be in this search complexity class.

Answer: PPAD

[10] Finding a Nash was reduced to a discrete version of finding an “x” such that f of x equals x.  What is the name of such an “x” whose existence is guaranteed in certain cases by theorems by Banach, Brouwer, and Kakutani?

Answer: fixed point
20. It was sponsored by a Democratic Representative from Virginia.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1940 act of Congress, which quickly led to a trial in Minneapolis in which a group which edited the Northwest Organizer was charged with a heinous crime.

ANSWER: Smith Act or Alien Registration Act

[10] This cofounder of the ACLU was arrested for violating the Smith Act in 1951; she wrote about her experiences in jail in her memoir The Alderson Story.

ANSWER: Elizabeth Gurley Flynn

[10] In this 1951 decision, the Supreme Court upheld the constitutionality of the Smith Act, which was determined not to violate the First Amendment

ANSWER: Dennis v. U.S.
21. Identify these things that can be used to determine ancient flow directions in geology, FTPE:

[10] In this process, grains bounce along the surface of a streambed, dune, or playa. The ballistic impact of the grains dislodges soft and heavy minerals upstream, and deposits highly purified quartz downstream.

ANSWER: saltation
[10] This common sole mark is a teardrop shaped depression in an ancient riverbed that tapers upstream. They are formed by irregularities on the mudstone substrate that causes flow separation and eddies which spiral around an axis parallel to the flow.

ANSWER: flute cast 

[10] This type of bedding identifies environments with opposing currents, such as tidal flats. It is distinguished by reactivation structures such as interference ripples which create its zigzag pattern.

ANSWER: herringbone cross-stratification or herringbone cross-bedding
