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Toss-Up Questions

1. A place by this name was governed by Miles Macdonnell, founded by Thomas Douglas, and briefly wiped out by the Seven Oaks Massacre. One conflict by this name was a result of the Treaty of Medicine Lodge and saw Satanta and Big Tree lose to forces under William Tecumseh Sherman. A Civil War campaign by this name led to the Union capture of Fort DeRussy and Alexandria and a Confederate victory at Sabine Crossroads. Led by Nathaniel Banks and David Dixon, that campaign targeted cotton production and was named for a tributary of the Atchafalaya which receives the Kiamichi, Wichita, and Sulphur rivers and forms much of the border between Texas and Oklahoma. FTP, give this geographical term which names a river which enters the Gulf of Tonkin after passing through Hanoi, as well as a 1948 Western starring Montgomery Clift and John Wayne.

ANSWER: Red River (prompt on “Assiniboia” before “Medicine Lodge” is read)
2. A seizure of guns follows the protagonist’s failure to prevent territorial war with Okperi, and a crisis erupts when the Feast of the New Yam goes unobserved, though the Festival of the Pumpkin Leaves went off properly before Obika’s death. Lesser characters representing two forms of Christianity include the orthodox John Goodcountry and the open-minded Moses Unuachukwu. The Christian convert Oduche attempts to kill the python worshipped by Ezidemili, who, along with commissioner Winterbottom, challenges the authority of the title character, Ezeulu, who is the leader of the Umuaro confederation and the chief priest devoted to Ulu. FTP, name this novel set during the implementation of indirect rule of Nigeria, written by Chinua Achebe.

ANSWER: Arrow of God
3. A 2002 biography by Theron Raines attempted to rehabilitate this man’s reputation.  He hypothesized that the cicatrization component in male coming-of-age rituals symbolizes vagina envy, and studied child-rearing on an Israeli kibbutz in Children of the Dream. Richard Pollack’s book debunking his work shows that his fabricated credentials and lack of medical training led him to attribute autism to distant parents rather than genetics, a claim this man advanced in the books The Empty Fortress and Truants from Life. FTP, name this psychologist who discussed fairy tales in The Uses of Enchantment and whose “Individual and Mass Behavior in Extreme Situations” is based on his experiences in Nazi concentration camps.

ANSWER: Bruno Bettelheim
4. While studying philosophy at Harvard he visited Alfred North Whitehead’s lectures at Radcliffe, which were to influence his artistic philosophy starting with At Five in the Afternoon. He used large calligraphy for the painting Africa and dabbled in the style that would make him famous in “Indian Summer, #2,” fully adapting that technique for the Open series. That same color-field method would inspire his wife to paint This Morning’s Weather and Mountains and Sea, and characterized his most famous work, a cycle he described as the “black of death contrasted with the dazzle of a Matisse-like sunlight.” FTP, name this husband of Helen Frankenthaler who created the 150-painting series Elegy to the Spanish Republic.

ANSWER: Robert Motherwell
5. The “contexts and interpretations” of this man’s poetry were the subject of a 1965 book by David Kalstone, who traced the influence of Jacopo Sannazaro on him.  The title character is wooed by a shepherd named Espilus and a forester named Therion in this man’s pastoral masque The Lady of May.  In his major prose work, two women named Pamela and Philoclea are loved by Pyrocles and Musidorus after they arrive in the title location.  His other major work is a collection of 11 songs and 108 sonnets addressed to Penelope Rich.  FTP, name this Elizabethan author of Arcadia and Astrophel and Stella.

ANSWER: Sir Philip Sidney
6. It can be detected and quantitated using the Marsh test, which involves reduction by zinc and reaction with hydrogen to form a gas that can be decomposed to give this element in pure form.  With copper, it forms a number of brilliant green compounds such as Scheele Green and Paris Green; these compounds have also found use as insecticides.  In combination with gallium, it forms a direct bandgap semiconductor material used in high frequency applications and semiconductor lasers.  While it has found use in medicine for centuries, including Paul Erlich's "magic bullet" for syphilis, its chemical similarity to phosphorus makes it an allosteric inhibitor of many enzymes, making it and most of its compounds poisonous.  FTP, name this toxic metalloid with atomic number 33.

ANSWER: arsenic
7. Maximilian of Bavaria and Karel Buqouy led wings of the victorious army at this battle, which fought against forces that were led by Jindrich Thurn and Arnost Mansfeld. The losers failed in their goal of holding the Ruzyne hill and the Hvezda arboretum in order to protect the previous year’s Act of Confederation. As a result of this engagement, the nephew of James I of England and ruler of the Palatinate earned the epithet “Winter King,” as it ended the rule of Frederick V after less than one year. Christian of Anhalt’s army set up here in order to defend Prague, and was easily defeated by Tilly in November 1620. FTP, name this battle which ended the Bohemian phase of the Thirty Years War.

ANSWER: Battle of White Mountain (or Bila Hora)
8. He worked as a script doctor on Les Visiteurs du soir and Return of the Pilot and started his directorial career with a series of short documentaries, including an analysis of rayon production.  One of his films shows an Italian cigarette smuggler, an Englishman who tries to become a media star after finding a woman’s body, and a French student killed for money in three parallel murder narratives. He directed a film about a detective named Carloni who has to investigate a young wife named Paola in 1950’s Story of a Love Affair. Perhaps his most notable film is based on Las babas del diablo by Julio Cortázar, and shows a photographer named Thomas finding something mysterious in a picture of Vanessa Redgrave’s Jane. FTP, name this Italian director of The Mystery of Oberwald, Zabriskie Point, Eclipse, and Blow-Up.

ANSWER: Michelangelo Antonioni
9. The county by this name borders Lewis on the north and Madison on the south, and is separated from Herkimer to the east by the Hinckley Reservoir and West Canada Creek. That county is home to Griffiss Air Force Base and the cities of Rome and Utica. The lake by this name is linked to the Mohawk River by a canal, while its namesake river joins it to the Oswego.  FTP, name this largest lake in New York, located about ten miles from Syracuse, which shares its name with a commune founded by John Humphrey Noyes which practiced complex marriage and silverware manufacture.

ANSWER: Oneida
10. Their synthesis branches off the mevalonate pathway and starts with isopentyl pyrophosphate, which becomes isopentenyl adenine and eventually one of their three forms. After being detected in coconut endosperm, the first one to be isolated was zeatin, extracted from corn by Miller in 1961. In addition to stimulating the conversion of etioplasts into chloroplasts, they make stomata open larger and promote shoot and bud formation, leaf expansion, and cell division. FTP, name these plant hormones, manufactured in the root meristem, which exhibit an adenine-like structure.

ANSWER: cytokinins
11. A 2003 study by Yohanan Grinshpon claims that Western commentators have misrepresented these books as pure philosophy and argues that they can only be understood as a story of characters. They first emphasized the importance of cosmic knowledge in avoiding punarmrtyu [poo-nahr-murt-yoo], or “repeated death.”  The Chandyoga volume contains the central doctrine “tat tvam asi,” while others advance the “neti-neti” concept through the character of Yajnavalkya [yahj-nah-VALK-yuh].  Including the Great Forest Texts, they directly answer questions about the sacrifices described in the Rig Veda, and the earliest ones, such as the Isa and Kena, are the basis for the Vedanta school.  FTP, identify these texts with a name meaning “sit down near” which outline the philosophy of Hinduism and were a major influence on Arthur Schopenhauer.

ANSWER: Upanishads
12. In the first book of a trilogy by this author, the protagonist bags Zenobia Brockelbanck and observes Reverend Colley’s habit of urinating on the deck of the ship, and later undergoes a conversion after Billy Rogers escapes a charge of fellatio by charging his superior officers with “buggery.” In addition to the Billy Talbot books, he wrote a book about Ha, Mal, and Lok, while another of his books describes the attempted murder of Nathaniel Walterson by a man who slowly dies on an ocean rock.  He is probably best known for a book based on Ballantyne’s The Coral Island, in which the “littluns” and “Samneric” fear a mysterious beast. FTP, name this author of the naval trilogy Rites of Passage, Close Quarters, and Fire Down Below as well as The Inheritors, Pincher Martin, and the story of Jack, Ralph, and Piggy, Lord of the Flies.

ANSWER: William Golding 

13. The first rigged election during his rule coincided with a hurricane, and he is alleged to have thrown political prisoners out to sea with the storm victims. After his rule ended, his son’s attempt to succeed him was cut short by American intervention, and that son was replaced by Joachim Balaguer. This man got his start during an American occupation. and became head of the national police after overthrowing Horacio Vásquez. His regime began to unravel shortly before his death, when his attempt to assassinate Rómulo Betancourt led to OAS sanctions. Less than a year later, in 1961, J.T. Díaz engineered his assassination, carried out via machine gun fire on his motorcade. FTP, name this dictator who renamed Santo Domingo after himself during his 31 years as ruler of the Dominican Republic.

ANSWER: Rafael Leónidas Trujillo Molina
14. In iron meteorites arranged in this kind of structure, treatment with weak acid can produce visible bands of kamacite bordered by taenite, called the Widmanstätten pattern. Pollock conjectured that every number is the sum of at most seven of this kind of number, which is defined as the sum of two consecutive pyramidal numbers. The gyrobifastigium [GUY-roh-bye-fass-TIH-gee-um] and tridiminished icosahedron have the same number of faces as this solid, which Plato associated with air and which has six vertices and twelve edges. FTP, give this term which is the most common structure and which is more frequently seen than trigonal prismatic, a polyhedron with eight faces.

ANSWER: octahedron (or octahedral)
15. The second movement ends with an emphatic organ part, while a “wordless” female chorus and a wind machine also make appearances. Excerpts from Coleridge’s “Hymn Before Sunrise in the Vale of Chamouni,” Psalm 104, and Shelley’s Prometheus Unbound are spoken before each movement of this work, to which Peter Maxwell Davies wrote a sequel in 2001. The homesickness of the person who inspired much of this work is represented by a quote from The Lark Ascending, and the line “I do not regret the journey” from that person’s recovered diary concludes the piece. FTP, the score to a film about Robert Scott was reworked into what 7th symphony of Ralph Vaughan Williams?

ANSWER: Sinfonia Antartica (accept Vaughan Williams’s Seventh Symphony or equivalents before “seventh” is read)

16. He was court-martialed for illegally arresting Captain Wathem, but his parents bribed him back into command of the Eleventh Hussars. He apparently didn’t learn his lesson, as he arrested Captain Reynolds for failing to use a decanter in serving wine in 1840. After Harvey Tuckett exposed that so-called “Black Bottle Affair,” he challenged Tuckett to a duel and wounded the reporter. He argued with his commander, Lord Lucan, during the battles of Varna and Alma, and he left camp to reside on his yacht in the harbor the day before his most notable achievement, ordered by Lord Raglan. He inexplicably became a hero on October 25, 1854 as he entered the “Valley of Death” at the Battle of Balaklava. FTP, name this British general who led the Charge of the Light Brigade, the namesake of a kind of sweater.

ANSWER: James Thomas Brudenell, 7th Earl of Cardigan, Baron Brudenell Of Stonton (accept James Thomas Brudenell)
17. It was created at the same time as the Manson structure, which was likely caused by a renegade fragment of the same object that caused this. The Brazos Sandstone is partially traced to events that created it. Grains of stishovite, or “shocked quartz,” are found here, and it is the major non-volcanic source of sphaerules or microtektites. It divides plant populations between 10 to 30 percent fern representation on one side and 70 to 100 percent fern representation on the other, and it displays high levels of platinum-family metals, especially iridium. Formed as a result of the event at Chicxulub in the Yucatan, its nature was identified by Luis Alvarez. FTP, name this dark clay layer which represents the results of the dinosauricidal asteroid impact and is named for the two geologic periods whose fossils it separates.

ANSWER: K-T boundary (or Cretaceous-Tertiary boundary)
18. In the Republic, Socrates proposes that this story only be told to trusted individuals who take a pledge of secrecy and sacrifice an animal larger than a pig. This event directly caused the creation of ash-tree nymphs and occurred at Cape Drepanum in Achaea, and its proximity to the abode of the Phaecians is why their island is called Drepane. Grey flint was created in order to accomplish it, and it occurred as a result of the imprisoning of the Hecatonchires [heh-cah-tahn-CHEE-rays] and Cyclopes. Oceanus was the only Titan who did not participate under the leadership of Cronos, who used an adamantine sickle given him by Gaia. FTP, what action, whose resultant foam created Aphrodite, made a eunuch out of a Greek sky god and led to the ascendancy of the Titans?

ANSWER: castration of Uranus (accept equivalents)

19. In one of his novellas, a man drowns along with the newly purchased fishing boat which he had been saving to buy, and in another the vicar Dooley advances a scheme for “compulsory salvation” throughout England. He made an analogy between low-ranking revolutionaries and holstered revolvers in “A Story About the Most Important Thing” and wrote the script for Jean Renoir’s film adaptation of The Lower Depths. He died while working on The Scourge of God, his third attempt to tell the story of Attila the Hun, and in fact this author of the play The Fires of Saint Dominic completed only one full-length novel. That book discusses the building of the Green Wall following the Two Hundred Years War, and depicts a rebellion against The Benefactor.  FTP, name this author who described I-330 and D-503 in the anti-Soviet dystopian classic We.

ANSWER: Yevgeny Ivanovich Zamyatin
20. A Sicilian navigator, Salvatore Catalano, was employed by Edward Preble in a mission targeting it.  That mission used the ketch Intrepid and enlisted the skill of the commanding officer from the schooner Enterprise. Its construction was funded by its namesake during the Quasi-War and it made eleven captures in the West Indies during that conflict. Later its companion, the Vixen, was sent away on a scouting mission, leaving it to pursue an enemy corsair, which led to it running aground and the imprisonment of its captain, William Bainbridge. FTP, name this ship captured during the Barbary War, which was then burned in Tripoli harbor by Stephen Decatur.

ANSWER: USS Philadelphia
21. Its ninth chapter critiques Anselm by arguing that God can be proven to exist with reason, but the nature of the trinity and other aspects of God can be comprehended only through faith. It divides knowledge into three types: knowledge of God, the creatures proceeding from God, and the “ordering to an end” of those creatures. Each of those topics receives a book, while the fourth book discusses various doctrinal errors. It opens with a defense of philosophy as the most perfect, sublime, useful, and joyful of disciplines and identifies the “narrow” philosophy as properly Christian. Commissioned by Raymond of Peñafort, it contains a four-part definition of faith and first identified Aristotelian metaphysics with Christian philosophy. FTP, name this work written to dispute certain non-Christians by the author of the Summa Theologica, Thomas Aquinas.

ANSWER: Summa Contra Gentiles (or Summa Against the Gentiles)

22. He was an artillery captain at Yorktown but proved less apt with smaller weapons, blinding himself in one eye during a botched suicide attempt. After his death, a faction following him joined the July Revolution and demanded women’s suffrage and an end to inheritance. Felix Markham identified this man’s call to make aid to the poor the new religion as the source for cults of the state in 20th-century communist countries; he had said that scientists should become the new priests in Letters of an Inhabitant of Geneva to His Contemporaries. FTP, name this socialist who worked with Auguste Comte on “Industry” and explored his theological ideas further in The New Christianity.

ANSWER: Claude-Henri de Rouvroy, Comte de Saint-Simon 
23. One character performs in The Duchess of Malfi before marrying a music critic, which factors into another character’s treatise, The Gothic Symbolism of Mortality in the Texture of Jacobean Stagecraft. At an award banquet for necrophile Russell Gwinnett, we learn that Scorpio Murtlock has started a new cult based on the teachings of Dr. Trelawney. The protagonist learns about sex from Peter Templer and has an affair with Peter’s sister Jean before marrying Isobel Erridge.  Kenneth Widmerpool is one of two characters who appear in each volume, including Casanova’s Chinese Restaurant and A Question of Upbringing, which are narrated by Nicholas Jenkins.  FTP, name this twelve-novel series by Anthony Powell whose title comes from a painting by Nicholas Poussin.

ANSWER: A Dance to the Music of Time
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Bonus Questions

1. Name these things in Algeria FTPE:

[10] The closest Algerian city to Spain, it forms a metroplex with Mers el-Kebir and incorporates la Blanca. Home to the Porte de Canastel and Place Emerat, it had the most European-dominated population in North Africa at decolonization.

ANSWER: Oran (accept Wahran or Ouahran)

[10] Over four million Algerians are members of this ethnic group, the pre-Arab North Africans, whose divisions include the Haratin, Rif, and Tuareg.

ANSWER: Berbers

[10] Jbel Toubkal is the highest peak in this mountain range, which passes through Algeria as well as Morocco and Tunisia.

ANSWER: the Atlas Mountains

2. He criticized World War I in the Biblical allegory play Jeremiah. FTPE:

[10] Name this man who wrote the libretto for Richard Strauss’s The Silent Woman and fled Germany under the belief that Nazi anti-Semitism was targeted specifically at him, before writing Brazil: A Land of the Future about his adopted homeland.

ANSWER: Stefan Zweig
[10] Stefan Zweig wrote a notable biography of this French novelist, whose books include Cousin Bette and A Harlot High and Low.

ANSWER: Honoré de Balzac 

[10] Zweig also translated the poems of this French poet and violent sex addict, whose works included Fetes Galantes, Songs Without Words, and Parisian Nocturne.

ANSWER: Paul Verlaine

3. Name these parts of the heart FTPE:

[10] Found in the proximal intraventicular septum, it has three branches and begins the transmission of an impulse to the ventricles through the trifascular system’s Purkinje fibers. 

ANSWER: bundle of His
[10] Located between the SA node and bundle of His, its slow rate of conduction allows time for the ventricles to fill following atrial contraction.

ANSWER: atrioventricular node
[10] Found on the surface of the myocardium, this inconsistent depression in the right atrium extends from the inferior right position of the superior vena cava and right auricle. The SA node lies inside this structure.

ANSWER: sulcus terminalis
4. Name these composers of sonatas FTPE:

[10] Almost all of this Italian’s 555 sonatas are for harpsichord. He worked for John V of Portugal, which is why he appears in José Saramago’s Baltasar and Blimunda.

ANSWER: Domenico Scarlatti
[10] He wrote a Sonata for Two Violins in C Major as well as nine piano sonatas, though this Russian may be better known for works like the Classical Symphony and his opera War and Peace.
ANSWER: Sergei Prokofiev
[10] This longtime organ professor at the Munich Conservatory taught Engelbert Humperdinck and Horatio Parker and is considered the best composer of organ sonatas in the 19th century by people who know such things. He also wrote the oratorio Christoforus and Monfort.

ANSWER: Joseph Gabriel Rheinberger

5. Name these Soviet foreign ministers FTPE:

[10] He negotiated a namesake non-aggression pact with von Ribbentrop and represented the USSR at Tehran, Yalta, and Potsdam.

ANSWER: Vyacheslav Mikhaylovich Molotov (or Vyacheslav Mikhaylovich Skryabin)

[10] A leader at the two World Disarmament Conferences, he secured recognition of the USSR by the United States and worked to form an anti-Nazi alliance, but he was fired for being Jewish.

ANSWER: Maksim Maksimovich Litvinov (or Meir Walach)

[10] He succeeded Litvinov as American ambassador, then took over as foreign minister after Molotov was demoted and remained in office until 1985, when he became president of the Supreme Soviet presidium to make room for Eduard Shevardnadze.

ANSWER: Andrey Andreyevich Gromyko
6. Name these Czech authors, FTPE:

[10] This poet of The Plague Column and Mummy was the first Czech writer to win the Nobel Prize for Literature.

ANSWER: Jaroslav Seifert
[10] He also started out as a poet, writing volumes like The Last May, but is better known in the West for his fictional works, such as The Joke and The Book of Laughter and Forgetting.

ANSWER: Milan Kundera
[10] This author of Too Loud a Solitude and Closely Watched Trains wrote a novella that consists of a single sentence almost 100 pages long, Dancing Lessons for Older and Advanced Pupils.

ANSWER: Bohumil Hrabal

7. Answer the following about kinds of alcohol, FTPE:

[10] There are four structures for this compound with formula C4H9OH, produced from acetaldehyde.

ANSWER: butyl alcohols

[10] Normally existing as a waxy solid, this product found in animal fats is useful in lubrication and antifoaming applications. It is an eighteen-carbon straight-chain molecule derived from a fatty acid. 

ANSWER: stearyl alcohol (or 1-octadecanol or octadecyl alcohol)

[10] This reagent, which is usually referred to by its initials, is a complex consisting of chromium oxide, a nitrogen heterocycle, and a chloride ion.

ANSWER: PCC or pyridinium chlorochromate
8. Name these early Christians FTPE:

[10] He distinguished between the Old Testament god of “justice” and the higher New Testament god of “goodness,” founding a namesake heresy which believed that the god of goodness had created a non-human Jesus in order to rescue humanity from the lower god’s creation.

ANSWER: Marcion
[10] This 2nd-century Christian from Carthage coined the term “Trinity” and joined the ascetic Montanist sect late in life.  His longest surviving work is a five-book attack on Marcion.

ANSWER: Tertullian
[10] This father of the Church from Alexandria edited the Hexapla, a collection of translations of the Old Testament.  Like most Christian thinkers of the time, he attacked Marcion, though he’s better known for his Contra Celsum.

ANSWER: Origen

9. Name these Ernest Hemingway works which may or may not be set in Italy, FTPE:

[10] In this novel Richard Cantwell shoots ducks and reminisces about the war on the way to Venice’s Gritti Palace Hotel; later, he and Countess Renata get it on in a gondola.

ANSWER: Across the River and Into the Trees
[10] The protagonist remembers hunting hares with Hans, with whom he talks about the attack on Pertica and Asalone, in this short story which features something called “Ngaje Ngai” by the Masai.

ANSWER: “The Snows of Kilimanjaro”

[10] The retreat to Udine is blocked by an execution squad at Tagliamento but eventually Frederic Henry and Catherine Barkley reunite at Montreux.

ANSWER: A Farewell to Arms 

10. Not much of importance has happened in Florida, but answer the following about some exceptions to that rule, FTPE:

[10] In February 1864, this only major Civil War battle in Florida saw Truman Seymour’s federals lose to Joseph Finegan and Alfred Colquitt, hampering their bid to shore up the occupation of Jacksonville. 

ANSWER: Battle of Olustee (or Battle of Ocean Pond)

[10] This longtime NAACP vice-president set up a school in Daytona Beach which later merged with the Cookman Institute, and also founded the National Council of Negro Women.

ANSWER: Mary McLeod Bethune

[10] This man led a war against the United States in response to the Treaty of Payne’s Landing, but was captured by the army in 1837.

ANSWER: Osceola
11. Bruce Dickinson has a fever, and the only prescription is more cowbell. FTPE:

[10] This question’s lead-in refers to a Saturday Night Live recreation of the recording of this song, which notes that “Romeo and Juliet are together in eternity.”

ANSWER: “Don’t Fear the Reaper”

[10] The cowbell shot to prominence in the rap genre when Jay-Z used it on this 2003 record, which features “Dirt Off My Shoulder,” “Justify My Thug,” and “99 Problems.”

ANSWER: The Black Album
[10] Cowbell fanatics will be even more enthused by this Canadian duet’s albums You’re a Woman, I’m a Machine and Romance Bloody Romance which use enough cowbell to make Bruce Dickinson put on his pants two legs at a time.

ANSWER: Death From Above 1979
12. Answer the following about thermodynamic cycles, FTPE:

[10] The Carnot cycle has two stages that are isothermal, while its other two stages have this property, meaning that no heat is exchanged and entropy is constant.

ANSWER: adiabaticity

[10] A Carnot cycle provides the best possible value of this quantity, namely one minus the ratio of the temperature of the cold reservoir to the temperature of the hot reservoir, which is denoted eta.
ANSWER: efficiency

[10] This four-stroke engine cycle concludes with the exhaust of spent gas and returns to the adiabatic compression of fuel, with the gas volume being equal in the two cases. It performs positive work during the adiabatic isentropic expansion of gas following fuel ignition.

ANSWER: Otto cycle
13. It is found in the New Sacristy of the Church of San Lorenzo and contains several paintings and sculptures commissioned by Clement VII.  FTPE:

[10] Name this location in which Lorenzo the Magnificent and Giuliano the Elder are buried, which was decorated by Michelangelo and his pupils.

ANSWER: Medici Chapel (or Cappella Medicea)

[10] The Medici Chapel contains this man's Madonna Adoring Her Child, a work completed in the 1450s. According to Vasari, when this artist wasn't painting he was stepping out on his religious responsibilities to engage in womanizing.

ANSWER: Fra Filippo Lippi or Lippo Lippi (do not accept Filippino Lippi, that's his son)

[10] This artist, who painted a man stomping grapes at the Campo Santo, lent the features of various members of the Medici to his gaudy 1459 Procession of the Magi frescoes.

ANSWER: Benozzo Gozzoli  

14. Try to avoid getting shot in the street by Hugo Chavez’s thugs as you answer the following about literature and Venezuelan political violence, FTPE:

[10] He reacted to the regime of Juan Gómez in Reinaldo Solar and wrote Straws in the Wind after his own presidential term was ended by coup, though you might know him better for Doña Bárbara.

ANSWER: Romulo Gallegos

[10] Failed Venezuelan coup-plotter Abel Guevez explores a haunted savannah and hears Rima’s story from Nuflo in this W.H. Hudson work.

ANSWER: Green Mansions
[10] Venezuelan dictator Juan Vincente Gomez was an inspiration for the title character of this Garcia Marquez novel, a centuries-old ruler who is eventually torn apart by vultures in his decrepit palace.

ANSWER: The Autumn of the Patriarch (or El otono del patriarca)
15. He taught military strategy to Frederick the Great and was the great-nephew of Cardinal Mazarin. FTPE:

[10] Name this field marshal who helped relieve the siege of Vienna, a nobleman who also helped with the English victory at Blenheim in the War of the Spanish Succession. 

ANSWER: Prince Eugene of Savoy (or François-Eugène, Prince De Savoie-carignan; or Franz Eugen, Prinz Von Savoyen-carignan)

[10] At this July 1708 battle, Eugene and Marlborough defeated the dukes of Vendôme and Bourgogne near the Schelde River.

ANSWER: Oudenarde

[10] Fourteen months after Oudenaarde, Eugene and Marlborough beat the dukes of Villars and Boufflers at this village near Mons by throwing cannon fodder at the center until a break was created for cavalry.

ANSWER: Malplaquet

16. A subject is given two books of writing in a foreign language and a list of rules for matching parts of one book with parts of the second.  FTPE:

[10] By labeling the first book a “script,” the second a “story,” and outside input “questions,” the subject can fool outsiders into believing he speaks a foreign language in what argument, a critique of artificial intelligence?

ANSWER: Chinese room argument

[10] The Chinese room argument was advanced by this author of The Mystery of Consciousness, who conducted a notorious “debate” with Derrida about Austin’s speech act theory.

ANSWER: John Searle

[10] The Chinese room argument is a refinement on, and perhaps a debunking of, this test.  Formulated in 1950, it asks human interrogators to distinguish between a computer and a human based on responses to five minutes of questioning.

ANSWER: Turing test (accept imitation game)

17. It is nominally a review of an anthology edited by H.C. Grierson, and it discusses “a generation more often named than read, and more often read than profitably studied.” FTPE:

[10] Name this T.S. Eliot essay which credits the title group of writers with being the last mainstream poets to avoid the “dissociation of sensibility.”

ANSWER: “The Metaphysical Poets”

[10] This metaphysical poet wrote A Serious and Patheticall Contemplation of the Mercies of God.  Most of his poems were not recovered until a manuscript was found in a bookshop in 1896.
ANSWER: Thomas Traherne

[10] The metaphysical poetry of this author of “The Pulley” and “The Collar” is collected in The Temple. 

ANSWER: George Herbert

18. Answer the following about superstring theory FTPE:

[10] The “super” in superstrings comes from the supersymmetry incorporated by accounting for these kinds of particles, which have odd half-integral spin values and were excluded from older string theories.

ANSWER: fermions

[10] To avoid anomalous quantum effects, under certain assumptions like a constant dilaton [DILL-a-ton] superstring theories in the perturbative regime require this many spacetime dimensions.

ANSWER: ten

[10] This closed superstring model uses supersymmetric worldsheet fields that move in one direction and non-supersymmetric worldsheet fields moving in the opposite direction. It predicts N=1 supersymmetry in 10 dimensions and is the basis for a similar theory using E8 cross E8 as the gauge group.

ANSWER:  SO(32) Heterotic
19. It conceives of two pushcart vendors on a beach, who minimize average traveling costs and split the business by locating themselves at points equidistant from the center and the ends of the beach.  FTPE:

[10] Name this microeconomic model which shows that any deviation toward the center by either seller will result in both sellers sharing the center in equilibrium.

ANSWER: Hotelling’s model

[10] If the vendors charge different prices, then some customers will still always patronize one cart due to traveling costs, and some customers will respond more directly to price changes. Since the pushcart industry has low barriers to entry, this situation will produce no long-term profits. The scenario constitutes this type of market.

ANSWER: monopolistic competition

[10] In monopolistic competition, this type of deadweight loss will occur between the demand and marginal cost curves across a quantity change.

ANSWER: deadweight welfare loss

20. The first emperor not to take the title of pontifex maximus, he ruled the east from 379 and was unitary emperor from 392 until his death in 395. FTPE:

[10] Name this emperor who issued an edict declaring the Nicene Creed the basis for inclusion in the Catholic Church and a code making Christianity the sole legal religion.

ANSWER: Flavius Theodosius I (or Theodosius the Great)

[10] This Frankish general worked for Theodosius, and managed to regain Gaul from Flavius Victor. He then set up his own kingdom in Gaul, killed Valentian, and conspired with Eugenius to re-establish paganism.

ANSWER: Arbogast
[10] Theodosius was preceded by this Roman emperor, who died at the battle of Adrianople in 378.

ANSWER: Flavius Julius Valens
21. Name these verismo operas FTPE:

[10] Librettists Guido Menasci and Giovanni Targioni-Tozzetti contributed to this opera about Alfio and Turiddu’s fight over Lola, written by Pietro Mascagni.

ANSWER: Cavalliera Rusticana (or Rustic Chivalry)

[10] The title poet sings “Credo a una possanza arcana,” Gerard joins the French Revolution, and the spy L’Incredibile pursues Maddalena, who performs the duet “Vicino a te s’acquesta” with the title character in this Umberto Giordano opera.

ANSWER: Andrea Chénier
[10] In this late example of the style by Ermanno Wolf-Ferrari, the adopted Maliella sings “E ndringhete, ndranghete” and is wooed by the Camorrist Rafaele. Gennaro steals the title objects and nails Maliella under an orange tree but eventually sings “Deh no piangere, O Mamma mia” and stabs himself.

ANSWER: The Jewels of the Madonna (or I gioielli della Madonna; or Der Schmuck der Madonna)
