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Tossups by Berkeley B

1. This artistic labor was inspired by a popular text of St. Bridget’s life in Sweden and depicts several scenes from that work.  In its second stage, an angel in pink plays the cello in front of an elaborate baldachino, while its outer carvings depict St. Augustine and Jerome among others. The first stage shows St. Sebastian on one wing and a Lamenation on the predella.  Originally commissioned for a hospice for syphilitics run by the Order of St. Anthony, its most compelling part is the gruesomely wounded, crucified Christ in the center.  FTP, name this polyptych completed in 1515 by Matthias Grunewald.


Answer: Isenheim Altarpiece
2. Her father Buck, who devised a “miracle cancer cure” out of mutton fat and lye, claimed that she was clairvoyant.  To this end, she put on psychic shows and worked part time as a prostitute after she was married at 15, often claiming to be visited by the spirit of Demosthenes.  With her sister, she started a newspaper, Claflin’s Weekly, but it was her introduction to Cornelius Vanderbilt that allowed her to make a fortune as a stockbroker.  However, she would be disgraced by a libel suit for her publication of rumors about the love life of Reverend Henry Ward Beecher.  FTP, name this woman who was nominated by the Equal Rights Party in the presidential election of 1872.


Answer: Victoria Claflin Woodhull
3. A disruption in the production of alpha synuclein has recently been discovered as the cause of this disease.  One type of it is common among the Chamorro people of the Mariana Islands, while another variety was frequently found among people who used heroin contaminated with the toxin MPTP.  New methods of treatment include the destruction of the globus pallidus and the transplantation of fetal tissue.  This is intended to repair the damaged neurons in the substantia nigra whose failure to transmit dopamine to the basal ganglia causes the symptoms.  FTP, identify this disease that bears the name of the physician who described it in his Essay on the Shaking Palsy?


Answer: Parkinson’s Disease or parkinsonism or paralysis agitans
4. He lives near the intersection of 57th and Indiana, and we also know that he lost his virginity to Iris, but it was Lucy Scanlan who was his first true love.  His friends include Tommy Doyle, Danny O’Neill, and Weary Reilly, who rapes a young girl named Irene.  We meet him as a cocky fifteen-year-old and follow him through his time as a house painter and affair with Catherine Banahan, only to see him die during from pneumonia in Judgment Day, the last novel about him.  FTP, name this Chicago native and Irish-American title character of a trilogy by James T. Farrell.


Answer: William “Studs” Lonigan
5. As a trade-school graduate working in a machine shop, he wrote The Artist, which gained him formal training that led to the writing of The Incest Motif in Poetry and Saga in 1912.  He argued that a patient’s resistance to psychotherapy should not be worn down but should be recognized as a positive reflection of the patient’s will.  This theory was developed after the publication of his Myth of the Birth of the Hero with the help of Freud.  His attempts to reduce all psychology to the issue discussed in a certain 1924 book are generally dismissed as quackery and lost him the support of Freud.   FTP, name this psychologist, who was kicked out of the Vienna Psychoanalytic Society after writing The Trauma of Birth.


Answer: Otto Rank or Otto Rosenfeld
6. With the help of his father’s minister, Shaktar, and a turncoat king, Parvatak, he came to power.  While king, he sought the advice of the sage Bhadrabu, who predicted a famine that led to his religious conversion and eventual death from fasting.  His chief minister, Chanakya, authored the political and military tract Arthashastra, which included explanations of how this king was able to unite the kingdom of Magadha and turn back an invasion by Seleucus I in 297 BC.  FTP, name this man who unified most of India after the death of Alexander the Great to create the Mauryan Empire, a man who shares his name with the founder of the Gupta Dynasty.


Answer: Chandragupta
7. First prepared in about 1620 by Jan Baptist van Helmont, this compound is one of the few stable compounds with an odd number of electrons. The 1998 Nobel Prize in physiology or medicine was awarded for the discovery that it is used within the body to regulate blood pressure.  Industrially it is reacted with hydrogen in the presence of a catalyst to manufacture hydroxylamine and can also reacted to lose or gain an electron to form a nitrosyl.  In the body it causes endothelial cells to relax, an effect exploited in anti-impotence drugs and the alleviation of chest pain by nitroglycerin.  FTP, name this toxic gas with chemical formula NO.


Answer: nitric oxide (accept “NO” early; “nitrous oxide” is wrong)

8. This work was Miss Pinkerton’s present to departing students, though Becky Sharp threw her copy into the garden as her coach drove off.  Upon its publication, Philip Stanhope wrote two letters in the World in condemnation of it. The author released five editions in his lifetime, though none contain material from further back than the works of Sidney, holding that “from the authors which rose in the time of Elizabeth a speech might be formed adequate to all the purposes of elegance and use.”  Though it suffered from a shortage of etymological knowledge at the time, FTP, what 1755 creation of Samuel Johnson set the early standard for lexicography?


Answer: A Dictionary of the English Language
9. Navassa Island, claimed by this country but occupied by the U.S., lies 40 miles to its west.  Another possession, Tortuga Island, is a former pirate haven; and Gonave Island lies between its two peninsulas.  The upper peninsula is bordered on the west and northwest by the Windward Passage and contains Limbe, one of the larger cities.  Its first peaceful transfer of power from one democratically elected president to another only occurred in 1996 when Rene Preval assumed power, even though it gained its independence nearly 200 years ago.  FTP, name this country previously led by Jean-Bertrand Aristide, a country that occupies the western part of Hispaniola.


Answer: Haiti
10. One of his legs fathered a six-headed troll with the other leg, and offspring grew out of both his armpits.  Despite such impressive fertility, shortly after his death he had only one surviving descendent, Bergelmir.  He was killed by the grandsons of Buri – Ve, Vili, and Odin - who emerged from the salty ice-blocks which were licked by Audhumla, the cow that provided the milk on which he fed.  Created when heat from Muspelheim melted the Niflheimian ice, FTP, who was this Norse primeval frost giant?


Answer: Ymir or Aurgelmir
11. The treaty ending this war stipulated that plebiscites would be held in the provinces of Tacna and Arica ten years later, though that did not occur for another 46 years. That treaty, signed at Ancon, forced the capitulation of this conflict’s instigator, president Hilarion Daza.  The war started after Daza broke a promise by raising taxes on a foreign-owned nitrate company, a move he would regret following the occupation of the entire province of Antofagasta by Chile.  FTP, name this war that saw Chile occupy much of Peru and Bolivia, taking away all of Bolivia’s namesake coastline.


Answer: War of the Pacific or Guerra del Pacifico or Guano War

12. It is a number without dimensions and can be expressed as “epsilon over epsilon sub zero.”  For this reason it can also be referred to as relative permittivity and in the cgs system it is equal to permittivity.  It is measured as the ratio between the capacitance of two capacitors, in which one possesses a given material and the other does not.  The most commonly known values of it are 78.2 for water and approximately one for air.  FTP, name this constant that measures the ability of a material to resist the formation of an electrical field within it. 


Answer: dielectric constant (accept early “relative permittivity” and prompt on “permittivity”)

13. Editor Eliza Savage appears as the character Alethea in this novel, which begins with the life of the protagonist’s great-grandfather John, a carpenter, and proceeds through the next three generations of a clerical family clearly based on the author’s own.  The protagonist then breaks from the puritanical path of his parents Theobald and Christina; serves time in prison; and unwittingly enters into a bigamous marriage with Ellen.  However, that protagonist, Ernest, is rescued by his godfather and falls into an inheritance from his aunt.  FTP, identify this novel about the Pontifex family, a Victorian satire by Samuel Butler.


Answer: The Way of All Flesh
14. The parts of this work include nine canons and, in the penultimate section, a quodlibet.  It begins and ends with an aria, “Sarabande,” which is found in the 1725 notebook of the composer’s wife Anna Magdalena.  Originally published as the fourth volume of Clavier-Ubung, its current name dates from a biography by Johann Forkel, who revealed that it was composed to alleviate the insomnia of its patron, Count Keyserling.  Consisting of 32 sections and famously performed in 1955 by Glenn Gould, FTP, name this 1741 harpsichord work by Johann Sebastian Bach.


Answer: Goldberg Variations   

15. Its author wrote it at the request of his friend Madame de Chenonceaux, referred to in the preface as “a good mother who knows how to think,” and conceived it as a memoir of a few pages instead of the rambling 1, 749-paragraph treatise that it became.  Its sequel joins the title character to Sophie, who is introduced as a marital prospect in Book Five of this work.  The author alludes to previous works on the same subject by Locke and Plato, but insists that the first and most important book the title character reads will be Robinson Crusoe and that the title character should get his lessons from nature and not from man.  FTP, name this 1762 treatise on education by Jean-Jacques Rousseau.


Answer: Emile, or, On Education or Emile, ou l’Education 

16. Its early action is mediated by a gene near the centromere that codes for the production of a surface molecule known as H-Y antigen. The regions YAP and SRY are both still found on it, though it has shrunk over the years because it cannot use recombination to eliminate mutations.  Unlike its analog, it does not experience dosage compensation, so there are none that can be nonfunctioning.  Its most important portion might be the part responsible for TDF, or testis-determining factor.  FTP, name this chromosome present in slightly less than half of all humans.


Answer: Y chromosome

17. During the last years of his life, he wrote several essay collections in English including Emerson, Whitman, and Our America.  This continued a varied literary career that included his founding of the newspaper The Free Fatherland when he was 16.  However, he is best remembered for such poems as “Hashish,” “Yo quiero salir del mundo,” and “Cultivo una rosa blanca” that appeared in collections like Obras Completas and Versos libres.  This all happened before he died in a skirmish near Dos Rios in 1895.  FTP, name this revolutionary, revered as a hero in the liberation of his native Cuba.


Answer: Jose (Julian) Marti y Perez

18. Maria is an old woman who pays a holiday visit to the home of a man she nursed many years ago.  Corley and Lenehan are two sleazy men who use people for money, and Polly and Mr. Doran have an affair and are forced to marry by Mrs. Mooney, Polly’s mother.  Their stories appear in “Clay,” “Two Gallants,” and “The Boarding House,” which are less famous than “Grace,” “Araby,” and “After the Race.”  None of these relates the tales of Nanny and Eliza or Gabriel Conroy as do “The Sisters” and “The Dead.”  FTP, name this short story collection revolving around the titular city and written by James Joyce.


Answer: Dubliners
19. Lemmas named for him include one that determines the angle that a tangent vector makes with a geodesic, while another states that a polynomial is irreducible over the integers if and only if it is irreducible over the rationals.  His eponymous curvature is the product of the principal curvatures of a surface, while his eponymous function is its own Fourier transform and is important in probability theory.  As a teenager he proved the law of quadratic reciprocity and the fundamental theorem of algebra.  FTP, name this mathematician who also developed the method of least squares and the normal probability distribution. 


Answer: (Johann Friedrich) Karl Gauss
20. Its doom was ensured when Lafayette McLaws gained the high ground on Elk Ridge.  When it fell, more than 12,500 prisoners were taken in the largest Union surrender of the Civil War.  Those troops under Dixon Miles were no match for the Confederate army that marched south from Boonsboro under Stonewall Jackson.  Before the war it had been defended by a descendent of George Washington, and later, it would used by Sheridan for his base of operations in the Shenandoah Valley.  Lying at the confluence of the Shenandoah and Potomac Rivers, FTP, name this West Virginia town best-known for a night in October 1859 when 21 men under John Brown raided its armory.


Answer: Harpers Ferry
21. This collection totaled 103 poems, of which 17 appeared in the later collection Garland of Songs.  It was published largely due to the encouragement of the painter William Rothenstein, to whom several of the pieces are dedicated.  It quickly gained the admiration of Ezra Pound and Andre Gide due largely to the influence of Rothenstein’s friend, W.B. Yeats, who in his glowing introduction to the collection discusses the author with a doctor from Bengal.  FTP, what is this 1911 collection which earned the attention of Europe and a Nobel Prize for Rabindranath Tagore?


Answer: Gitanjali, Song Offerings 

22. Their distinguishing characteristic results from the conversion of helium plus ions into alpha particles in their atmospheres.  This causes their atmospheres to expand until the reverse reaction takes over and restores their size to their initial magnitudes.  They were discovered in 1784 by John Goodricke, and Harlow Shapley employed them to show that the Magellanic Clouds are not part of the Milky Way by using their characteristic period-luminosity relationship, which was first demonstrated by Henrietta Leavitt.  FTP, what are these stars useful in measuring intergalactic distances and whose prototypical example is Delta Cephei?


Answer: cepheid variables

23. He first gained notice by organizing the Ikhwan, or Brethren, a fanatically religious group that provided him with an elite army corps.  However, after he consolidated his power in the 1920s, the Ikhwan began attacking British allies against his wishes, obliging him to destroy the group at the Battle of Sibilla.  An exile in Kuwait from his early infancy, in 1902 he seized his ancestral castle and for the next two decades fought against ibn Rashid on behalf of the Wahabi.  FTP, name the man who in 1932 became the first ruler of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.


Answer: Ibn Sa’ud (‘abd Al-‘aziz Ibn  ‘abd Ar-rahman Ibn Faysal Ibn Turki ‘abd Allah Ibn Muhammad al Sa’ud)

24. He expanded his landholdings by marrying an elderly Moravian widow in 1609 when he was 26, and was made Duke of Friedland after putting down a rebellion in his native Bohemia.  By the year of his death, he had very few allies other than Christian von Ilow, a far cry from his popularity when he occupied all of mainland Denmark in collaboration with the Count of Tilly.  Profiled in a trilogy by Schiller, FTP, who is this turncoat against Ferdinand II who was assassinated 14 months after opposing Gustavus Adolphus at the Battle of Lutzen?


Answer: Albrecht (Wenzel Eusebius) von Wallenstein
25. This property is measured by the Jones vector, and is said to be elliptical if the Jones vector contains a non-real entry.  The circular form may be created by shining light perpendicularly onto a doubly refractive quarter-wave plate, while the linear form results when light is shone off a plane surface at the Brewster angle.  According to the Faraday effect, an external magnetic field alters, FTP, what property of light waves in which the electric field points in a specified direction, which was exploited in cameras made by Edwin Land?


Answer: polarization
26. This name was first used as the title of a 1948 essay by Sartre which served as the introduction to a Leopold Senghor-edited anthology of Francophone African poetry.  Inspired by that essay, Ulli Beier and Janheinz Jahn gave the same title to their literary journal, which was edited in the early 1960s by Wole Soyinka, but this two-word title is probably best known as the title of a 1959 film set during Rio de Janeiro’s Carnival.  The title character falls in love with a woman pursued by a messenger from the underworld in, FTP, what retelling of a Greek myth directed by Marcel Camus?


Answer: Black Orpheus (or Orphee Noir or Orfeu Negro)

27. Its appendices feature a presentation of the law of refraction, an explanation of the rainbow, and a demonstration that ruler-and-compass constructions are equivalent to the solution of algebraic equations.  The appendices were intended to give examples of how one reasons using the author’s four-part strategy whose rules included accepting only self-evident truths and dividing problems into small parts.  Among the earliest major philosophical works written in French rather than Latin, FTP, what is this discourse which rivals Meditations as the most famous work of Rene Descartes?


Answer: Discourse on the Method of Rightly Conducting the Reason, and Seeking Truth in the Sciences (Discours de la méthode pour bien conduire sa raison et chercher la vérité dans les sciences)

28. His eponymous curve shows a U-shaped relationship between GDP and income inequality, while his eponymous 18-year cycle, which he postulated after studying American real estate data, relates to the variation of growth rates.  Most of his research was historical in character, including the finding that per capita growth rates had long been very similar in the United States and Europe in his work National Product since 1869.  FTP, name this Ukrainian-American economist whose demonstration of the lack of a relationship between population growth and per capita GDP growth helped win him the 1971 Nobel Prize.


Answer: Simon (Smith) Kuznets
29. This novel’s minor characters, including Cardinal Federigo Borromeo and a man whom the author refuses to name because he is so evil, are often considered more interesting than its protagonists, who receive the advice of Fra Cristoforo after their hopes are initially dashed due Don Abbondio being intimidated by thugs representing Don Rodrigo.  Nationalistic both in its negative portrayal of the Spaniards who occupied Milan in the early 17th century and in its use of Tuscan language, it ends with the long-awaited marriage of the peasants Renzo and Lucia.  FTP, name this work by Alessandro Manzoni considered the first and greatest novel in Italian.


Answer: The Betrothed (I Promessi Sposi)

30. Its aftermath saw Lords Sidmouth and Liverpool push through Parliament the so-called Six Acts, which included a measure requiring a sheriff’s permission to hold public meetings of over fifty people.  Two year-old William Fildes was among the eleven killed as divisions of yeomanry and hussars cut through a crowd of 60,000 to arrest Henry “Orator” Hunt and various leaders of the Manchester Patriotic Union Society.  FTP, identify this 1819 massacre which derives its name from the fact that it took place at St. Peter’s Field four years after the Battle of Waterloo.


Answer: Peterloo Massacre

C. Dryden responded to Shadwell’s attacks with this parody that portrayed a world in which the literary profession was debased by its practitioners.  It was so successful that Shadwell’s reputation has suffered ever since.


Answer: MacFlecknoe, or a Satire on the True Blue Protestant Poet, T.S.

A. The difference between the number of electrons officially assigned to an atom in a Lewis structure and the number of valence electrons of the free atom is equal to this value.


Answer: formal charge
B. Given 10 seconds, calculate the formal charge of the central nitrogen atom in an ammonium ion.


Answer: +1
C. Another important quantity in bonding is this one that is equal to the product of the charge magnitude and the distance between two partial charges, or “q times r.”


Answer: dipole moment
16. Name these cities known for their architectural design FTP each.

C. Walter Griffin’s plan for this city included the ornamental Lake Burley Griffin, which was created by a dam in 1963.

17. Identify the following high-profile ex parte U.S. court cases of the 1860s FTP each.

A. In this 1861 case, resulting from the imprisonment of a secessionist at Fort McHenry, Roger Taney ruled that President Lincoln did not have the authority to suspend habeas corpus without the approval of Congress.

B. In this 1867 case, the Supreme Court ruled that a law requiring a person to swear that he has always been loyal to the U.S. government in order to be admitted as an attorney in a U.S. court case was unconstitutional.

C. This 1866 case saw the Supreme Court rule that civilians could not be tried in military courts anywhere that civil courts were still functioning.  It invalidated the death sentence of a Confederate sympathizer in Indiana.

A. Name the phenomenon that was discovered in the 1980s to occur at temperatures as high as 134 Kelvin in certain ceramic oxides.  It was originally discovered by Heike Kamerlingh Onnes.


Answer: superconductivity
B. High temperature superconductors such as yttrium barium copper oxide generally have a crystal structure named after this mineral of chemical formula CaTiO​3.


Answer: perovskite
C. Crystals with a perovskite structure, most notably barium titanate, also sometimes exhibit this phenomenon, in which a spontaneous electric polarization arises that can be reversed by an applied electric field.


Answer: ferroelectricity
