1. It was built by the vizier Mehmed Pasha Sokolli under the direction of Abidaga, who was removed for cruelty and corruption and replaced by Arif Beg.  Salko Corkon the One-Eyed danced on its parapets while drunk, and Radisav was impaled for sabotaging its construction.  Alihodja was nailed to it by the ear for opposing violent resistance to the Austrians, and after they finally destroyed it during World War I, a piece of its smooth, white stonework came through his window in the Bosnian village of Visegrad.  FTP, name this title structure of an Ivo Andric novel.

2. His first military experience had come fighting against the Cherokee, but his best-known exploits began after the surrender of General Benjamin Lincoln.  Congress officially thanked him for rescuing soldiers trapped at Parker’s Ferry, which was a similar deed to his rescue of Nathaniel Greene at Eutaw Springs.  Following the Revolutionary War, he parlayed his fame into a seat in the South Carolina Senate for eight years.  FTP, name this American military leader, whose guerilla tactics earned him the nickname “Swamp Fox.”

3. In one phase of matter it can be thought of as work required to remove an area of an outer layer or as force acting on that area to minimize its extent.  In the former case, it has the unit of energy per area, and in the latter case the equivalent unit of force per length.  Arising primarily from London and dispersion forces, its high value in some liquids, such as water, is because of hydrogen bonding.  FTP, name this property of liquids, used to explain why they form droplets.

Answer: surface tension

4. It is situated in its namesake national park and is near Mounts Townsend, Twynam, North Ramshead, and Carruthers.  It is primarily accessed via a trek through Charlotte Pass, and its melting snows feed the rivers and reservoirs of the hydroelectric scheme in the Snowy Mountains.  First climbed in 1840 by Paul de Strzelecki, FTP, identify this tallest mountain in Australia that is named for a Polish statesman and American Revolutionary War hero.

5. It is prefaced with a quote from the prologue of the sixth book of the Aeneid as translated by Gavin Douglas. Among the title character’s acquaintances are Kirton Jean and his wife Kate, who is constantly scolding him.  The author was inspired to write this poem by a story about Alloway Kirk, which the title character rides near one night.  Following a shocking encounter, he flees and barely escapes though his horse, Maggie, loses her tail.  Introducing the term “cutty sark,” FTP, name this poem about a drunk who encounters some witches, written by Robert Burns.

6. The second took place following the Varna Crusade when one group sought to eliminate the threat posed by Skanderbeg.  Janos Hunyadi came to the aid of Skanderbeg, but was defeated on the same ground where Milosh Obilic had stabbed Murad I with a poisoned dagger.  However, Murad’s son, Bayezid I, took command of the Ottoman forces and smashed the army of Prince Lazar on the famed Field of Blackbirds. On the left is a depiction of God marrying Adam and Eve in Eden, and on the right are a series of distorted musical instruments shown in some gloomy hell.  However, it is the center panel that names this 1510 tryptich.  FTP, name this most famous painting by Hieronymus Bosch.

Miles attacked them.   Congress paid them $100,000 to disperse, far below what they were seeking for Adjusted Compensation certificates voted to World War I veterans. Defining a value that is, for polyhedra, the number of its vertices minus the number of its sides plus the number of its faces, FTP, identify this mathematical term named for an 18th-century Swiss mathematician.

13. He set forth his ideas regarding a universal consciousness in his religious study Zend Avesta: On the Things of Heaven and the Hereafter.  Earlier he had devised an equation with his teacher, Ernst Weber, to express the theory of the “just-noticeable difference,” which was based in the field that he founded.  That equation concerns the ability to discriminate when two stimuli are slightly different than each other.  FTP, name this German psychologist who studied the relationship between the strength of stimulus and intensity of sensation, thereby founding the field of psychophysics.

14. The first movement begins with an airy Adagio, in which woodwind writing is overtaken by a chromatic, tonally ambiguous figure on the strings.  This is followed by an exuberant Vivace assai in 6/8 time, which contrasts with the broad, threatening Landler in the Minuet near the end.  The Andante is typical of the composer in that he uses fifteen bars of a string theme that he would copy in his oratorio The Seasons.  However, the best known part is the double-forte thwack with timpani near the middle.  FTP, give the nickname of this 94th symphony of Franz Joseph Haydn, named for the sudden interruption of quiet during the second movement.

The American, Duncan Heyward, is at first portrayed as selfish but later heroically poses as the protagonist only to be unmasked in a shooting contest.  The novel’s story revolves around Alice and Cora Munro, whose death is planned by Magua as revenge upon their father.  Cora is eventually murdered, but she is avenged by the title character, Uncas, son of Chingachgook.  FTP, name this novel about Hawkeye, one of Cooper’s Leatherstocking Tales.

Tostig returned with a Norwegian army commanded by King Hardraade, but this king defeated them decisively at Stamford Bridge.  Alas, he would be killed four days later in a more famous battle.  FTP, name this successor to Edward the Confessor who lost to William the Conqueror at Hastings.

Its use in perpetual motion machines was undermined around 1950, when physicist Leon Brillouin [bree-ou-AN] showed that the increased change resulting from its actions would exceed, in magnitude, the decrease in change brought about by its actions.  This unit chooses between fast and slow molecules, and even though the fast molecules, once sectioned off into their own chamber, would have excess energy to do work, it would still create entropy.  Hypothesized in 1871 it allows for the violation of the second law of thermodynamics.  FTP, name this device, imagined by its Scottish creator as an intelligent gatekeeper between two vessels of gas who willfully separated fast and slow molecules into different vessels.

18. During his trip to France he wrote a work that was published in English as The Rationale of Reward and The Rationale of Punishment.  This followed his first success, A Fragment on Government, which shredded Blackstone’s Commentaries on the Laws of England.  A later trip to Russia inspired the now famous Defence of Usury, a work modeled on Adam Smith’s laissez-faire notions.  Believing happiness equivalent to pleasure, he advocated a sort of moral-mathematical computation to determine whether actions were right or wrong, which is discussed in his magnum opus, Introduction to the Principles of Morals and Legislation.  FTP, name this British philosopher, the founder of Utilitarianism.

19. Following his introduction in chapter seven he attempts to steal the possessions of a pair of traveling monks, for which he is beaten by the monks’ mule-drivers.
