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Tossups by Wichita State
1. Their formulator called them parts of our “chthonic portion” and “systems of readiness for action.”  They were first introduced in two separate essays by the author, “Mind and Earth” and “A Psychological Approach to the Trinity,” in which he termed them “on one hand, a strong conservatism . . . and on the other, the most effective means of instinctive adaptation.”  Rather than fully entering consciousness, they appear to us in personified or symbolized pictorial form and may penetrate into consciousness by means of myths, dreams, art, ritual, and symptoms.  FTP, name these primordial, structural elements of the human psyche according to Carl Jung.

2. The young narrator of this novel is disabused about the boarder Henry Washington when she sees him elicit the services of the local prostitutes, China, Poland, and Miss Marie.  She also has a poor opinion of young and snobby Maureen Peal, who makes fun of the protagonist.  Claudia, the narrator, and Frieda, her sister, as daughters of the MacTeer family, serve as the antithesis of the protagonist.  That protagonist is neglected by her mother, Pauline, and raped and impregnated by her father, Cholly.  FTP, name this Toni Morrison novel, which takes its title from Pecola Breedlove’s wish for what she thinks will give her the epitome of beauty.


Answer:  The Bluest Eye
3. A tribunal of arbitrators, that included neutral balance from Italy, Switzerland, and Brazil met in Geneva and helped in the final settlement regarding it.  This was done following negotiations by Hamilton Fish, which allowed for British representation by Alexander J. Cockburn and U.S. representation by Charles Francis Adams.  The British agreed to pay $15.5 million dollars in damages despite its destruction at Cherbourg, which occurred because the Kearsarge was able to trap it in port.  Commanded by Raphael Semmes, FTP, identify this most famous Confederate cruiser named after a southern state.

Answer:  Alabama
4. Following a 70-year absence in the Western Hemisphere, there was a major outbreak of this disease in Peru in 1991.  Although a vaccine is currently available for it, it is only effective for three to six months.  Another problem with the vaccine is that this disease’s short incubation period of 12 to 28 hours does not allow for effective antibody production.  The bacterium Vibrio comma has been identified as its carrier and shows up in the bloodstream following the early symptomatic purging diarrhea.  Often contracted through ingestion of fecal-contaminated food and water, FTP, name this acute infectious disease of the intestines. 


Answer:  cholera
5. It is strikingly similar to Martin y Soler’s opera L’abore di Diana, not surprising as the librettist was working on both operas at the same time.  It opens in a Naples café and soon moves to a villa, where the duet, “Ah guarda, sorella,” is sung.  The doctor in Act I and the notary in Act II are none other than Despina, the maid, in disguise; though she is unaware of the nature of the charade.  That charade is engineered by the cynical Don Alfonso, who convinces two young men to assume the guise of Albanian nobleman to conduct a certain test.  It centers on a wager of 100 sequins that Guglielmo's and Ferrando's fiancees, the sisters Dorabella and Fiordiligi, will prove unfaithful when put to the test.  FTP, name this Mozart opera that translates as “So Do They All.”


Answer:  Cosi Fan Tutte (accept early So Do They All)

6. In the first part of this story one of the central characters is freed with the help of his friend Perotheus and is then visited by Mercury in a dream.  The second part returns to Athens and begins with preparations made for a great tournament in which the central characters will fight to win the love of Emily, the sister of Theseus.  This work is an adaptation of Boccaccio’s Teseida and in turn was adapted by Shakespeare for his Two Noble Kinsmen.  In all cases the story centers on the Theban soldiers Palamon and Arcite.  FTP, identify this tale of “chivalry,” the longest of Chaucer’s Canterbury Tales.


Answer: the Knight’s Tale
7.  Sent as a hostage to Constantinople at the age of seven, he quickly became involved in the court intrigues of Byzantine emperor Zeno.  After becoming consul, he won a succession of decisive victories, including engagements at Isonzo and the Adda.  His reign was troubled by conflicts with Pope John I, primarily because of Justin I’s edicts against Arianism, of which this ruler was a believer.  Earlier, he had solidified his claims by besieging and taking Ravenna and orchestrating the death of Odoacer.  FTP, name this man who also executed Boethius, the Ostrogoth king of Italy from 493 to 526 AD.


Answer:  Theodoric the Great
8. Its most common form features a chelate with a cyclopentanone ring esterified with a phytol side chain.  Unique to this configuration is the presence of a keto group at the ninth position of the alicyclic pentanone ring.  Its synthesis begins with glycine and succinic acid and results in a structure in which four 5-membered tetrapyrrole rings join to form a giant macrocycle.  One of the common porphyrins, it would be similar to hemoglobin except that it contains magnesium instead of iron.  Often associated on a cellular level with carotene, FTP, name this green pigment that enables plants to carry on photosynthesis. 


Answer: chlorophyll
10. In this religion’s belief, following death, each person must cross a bridge known as the Chinvato Peretav.  Among its six major deities are Haurvatat, the god of salvation, and Vohu Manah, the god of good thought.  Its sacred book contains three main parts, including the "Law Against the Demons" which is concerned with ritual purification.  Its followers are asha, or People of Righteousness, while nonbelievers are druj, or People of the Lie; and at present it has less than 10,000 practitioners exempting the Parsis of India.  According to accepted beliefs, its Prophet received his first revelation at the age of 30, in 588 B.C.   FTP, identify this religion promoted by the Avesta and named for the Persian who founded it.


Answer:  Zoroastrianism
11. Among his plays were Clarence and a dramatization of his own novel, Monsieur Beaucaire.  These works departed from his typical subject matter, which is better seen in The Conquest of Canaan and later female portraits like Claire Ambler and Presenting Lily Mars.  The serious trilogy Growth, which started with Turmoil and ended with The Midlander, contained his most famous novel with its second installment.   However, the majority of his best-sellers were amusing tales of adolescence as in Gentle Julia, Penrod, and Seventeen.  FTP, name this Indiana native and author of Alice Adams and The Magnificent Ambersons.


Answer:  Newton Booth Tarkington
12. Four Courts, the Shelbourne Hotel, and Arbour Hill Cemetery were three of the targeted sites.  Discussions with a German fringe group by one of its leaders led to the promise of German help, which was offered aboard an arms ship, the Aud.  However the secret negotiations were discovered, the ship was scuttled, and Roger Casement was captured.  Despite his arrest, the plans went forward and 1,560 volunteers and a 200-man contingent of the Citizen Army were mobilized.  Following the seizure of the general post office and a five-day standoff, Tom Clarke and Patrick Pearse surrendered and were subsequently executed.  FTP, identify this April 1916 Irish uprising named for the holiday during which it took place. 


Answer:  Easter Rebellion

13. For systems that execute it, a particle’s displacement is defined as “amplitude times the cosine of angular frequency multiplied by time.”  The French mathematician Jean-Baptiste-Joseph Fourier’s discovery of its descriptive use is now used to explain such things as the movement of electrons in a wire carrying AC current.  It occurs in the case in which a particle or mass oscillates about an equilibrium point subject to a linear force.  Best exhibited by a basic pendulum, FTP, name this type of periodic motion often abbreviated as SHM.


Answer: simple harmonic motion
14. It is navigable by steamers to Bhamo and by launches to Myitkyina [me-IT-kee-eena].  Before it reaches its delta, it flows through a narrow valley between the Arakan Mountains to the west and the Pegu Mountains to the east.  Formed by the confluence of the Nmai and Mali rivers, its chief tributary is the Chindwin River.  Its origins lie in the Kumon Mountains, and this river flows approximately 1,000 miles before reaching the vast delta at Henzada on the Andaman Sea.  FTP, name this waterway on which Yangon lies, the chief river of Myanmar.  


Answer: Irrawaddy River 

15. His early canvases Women in the Garden and La Promenade set the stage for his career.  He said of his second mentor, Jongkind, “I owed him the definite education of my eye,” but it was his first teacher, Eugene Boudin, who converted him to painting the outdoors.  His The Picnic mocked Manet’s Luncheon on the Grass, but this was before his mature work, which was executed at the home he built at Giverny.  FTP, name this artist famed for his paintings of Rouen Cathedral, his groups of Haystacks, and his series of Water Lilies.

16. It concludes with a chorus that begins “Let the Priests of the Raven dawn,” and also has at the ending, “A Song of Liberty,” which was added as a coda.  This work has several sections entitled “A Memorable Fancy,” which are parodies of the Memorable Relations written by the man who inspired it.  The poet’s words in the opening summary that “Reason and Energy” are both “necessary to human existence” and “Without Contraries is no progression,” are statements that echo the union proposed in the title.  Inspired by the works of Emmanuel Swedenborg, FTP, name this 25-plate masterpiece composed and etched by William Blake.

17. Its government had a constitution providing for the payment of taxes and salaries by using produce.  Opponents of the government, led by John Tipton, protested the preliminary conventions at Jonesboro and the first assembly meeting at Greenville.  After a period of four years, Tipton successfully had its governor arrested on a charge of high treason, though that governor, John Sevier, would later serve in the North Carolina legislature.  Existing from 1784 to 1788, FTP, name this one-time autonomous state in eastern Tennessee.


Answer:  Franklin
18. The most extensive set of them has been located in the ovalbumin gene of chickens. This followed their discovery in 1977 by Sharp and Roberts, who won a Nobel for their work.  That discovery occurred in the beta-globin gene in mice, where the largest of them was found to be 550 nucleotides long.  Those molecules that contain them are called ribozymes, referring to how they are removed via self-excision.  FTP, name these regions of DNA that are transcribed but do not appear in the mRNA product, unlike exons.

Answer: introns

19. After this figure destroyed Laeding and Dromi, Skirnir was sent on a mission to ensure his capitulation.  Skirnir was successful and returned with an item made of the sound of a cat’s footfalls, the beard of a maiden, the roots of a mountain, the dreams of a bear, the breath of a fish, and the spittle of the bird.  It was through the rock Gioll and the chain Gelgia that the aforementioned item, the fetter Gleipnir, was used to bind this figure. 20. This novel was originally published anonymously in the periodical Ny Jord [YORD].  Its unnamed protagonist subsists by writing articles like “Crimes of the Future,” and constantly encounters difficulties as when he is rejected for a bookkeeping job because he improperly dated the application.  Later he pawns his waistcoat for a kroner and half but uses most of the money to help an old cripple buy milk.  Set in the city of Christiana, it details the narrator’s descent into madness, which is caused by the title circumstance.  FTP, name this novel by Knut Hamsun about a starving writer.

21. With an army of 30,000 men and 100 guns, Baron Michael von Melas, almost decisively surprised the enemy at this site.  However, a counterattack by General de Veygoux [vay-GOO] was able to rout Melas, who suffered almost twice as many casualties as the French.  It began poorly for the French, when they scattered their army, which had just moved from Dijon through the Great St. Bernard Pass in the Alps.  However, the Austrian attack just north of Genoa was not quick enough and the French successfully reinforced.  FTP, identify this June 14, 1800 victory by Napoleon named for the north Italian village where it was won.   


Answer:  Marengo
22. His sister died in early 1937 which added to his depression, and in April of that year he committed suicide by drinking a mixture of cyanide and lemon juice.  In 1928, he had been lured from Harvard with the promise of heading a division to pursue his own research without the burden of teaching.  His team first looked into the acetylene family of chemicals, which resulted in more than 20 papers and patents.  FTP, identify this American industrial chemist whose successes for DuPont included neoprene and nylon.

23. It is best known for a style of analysis called critical theory, which departs from Marxism only in locating the sources of domination in the realms of culture and ideology, not solely in the economic structure of society.
