1. His escape to a foreign embassy in the trunk of a car earned him the nickname "Colonel Trunk."  After participating in the overthrow of General Higinio Morinigo, he quickly rose to become commander of his nation's armed forces. After ousting president Federico Chavez, he gained total control with help from the Colorado party.  During his regime, many former Nazis found refuge in his country, and his name reflects his German heritage.  FTP, name this dictator who, from 1954 until 1989, was the ruler of Paraguay.

Answer: Gen. Alfredo Stroessner
2. It is based on the idea of competition between the strong nuclear interactions and the repulsive electrical forces.  As the number of nucleons increases, the total energy of the electrical interaction increases faster than that of the nuclear interaction.  However, an ideal point is eventually reached, and anything beyond results in instability, which gives rise to the roughly bell-shaped curve this graph depicts.  FTP, name this graph that plots the neutron number against the proton number for all stable nuclei, named after the Italian physicist who co-discovered the anti-proton and who shared the 1959 Nobel Prize for Physics.

Answer:  Segre graph or plot

3. He's not Nietzsche, but he also went insane in the 1880's before dying in 1900, and his last work is an unfinished autobiography, Praeterita.  In works like The Crown of Wild Olive and Fors Clavigera, both in the form of lectures, he argued that art is essentially moral, a claim also defended in The Queen of the Air and Sesame and Lilies.  However, he is better known for his early work, which defended his countryman J. M. W. Turner.  FTP, name this Victorian era critic, author of The Seven Lamps of Architecture and Modern Painters.

Answer:  John Ruskin
4. Only those who had given bread to the poor during their lives could quiet him by giving him a piece of cake.  He has four eyes, a chest covered in blood, and can be found in front of the cave Gnipahallir.  At Ragnarok, he will run free, aiding the giants in their war against the gods before he is finally killed by Tyr, who will later die from wounds inflicted by this beast.  FTP, name this Norse equivalent of Cerberus, the fierce hound who guards the entrance to Helheim.

Answer:  Garm
5. Its treasury was controlled by ten hellenotamiai, and its early successes included Cimon's victory on the Eurymedon, though dissension began with a two-year Thasian revolt.  Eleven years later the Egyptian expedition failed and the treasury was moved from the original island, after which the original justification for it was ended by the Peace of Callias.  Disbanded after defeat at Aegospotami, FTP, identify this anti-Persian league formed around 478 BC and dominated by Athens.

Answer: the Delian League

6. The first one states that the amount of chemical change is proportional to the charge passed.  The second one states that the charge required to deposit or liberate a mass is given by an equation that relates the relative ionic mass, the charge of the ion, and the namesake constant.  Their namesake originally put them forth in 1832 during electrolysis experiments.  FTP, give the collective name for these two laws of electrolysis named after the English scientist who gave his name to the SI unit for capacitance.

Answer: Faraday's laws

7. The woman he sees at Celeste's obsessively checking off radio programs in a magazine later attends his trial.  His neighbor Salamano curses his lost dog, but ends up crying over it at night.  After taking a bus to Marengo he meets Thomas Perez, who was inseparable from his mother, and Marie Cardona, with whom he has an affair.  Along with Raymond Sintes, a known gigolo, he goes to Masson's beach house for a weekend and ends up killing an Arab and being sentenced to death.  FTP, identify this title character of Albert Camus' novel The Stranger.

Answer:  Meursault (accept the Stranger or L'Etranger on an early buzz)

8. Several towers can be seen in the misty background, obscured by the masts of many ships lining the harbor.  Several men sit with agitated looks in the center of this painting, while a tall African American stands and watches the climactic scene.  Adrift on a green ocean in a small rowboat, one man rears in an attempt to spear one of the title characters.  Two men in white shirts bend over the boat in an attempt to reach for the first title character, who floats naked in the ocean, about to be eaten by the second title character.  FTP, identify this most famous painting of John Singleton Copley.

Answer: Watson and the Shark
9. He was only selected 46th overall in the 1986 NBA draft, despite transforming himself from a walk-on to a scholarship player in the Big Twelve. After his only All-Star season in 1991-92, he was traded along with Tim Perry and Andrew Lang to the 76ers. The 76ers proceeded to trade him again, along with Sean Green, in exchange for Jeff Malone. He was known for his trademark way of greeting his children before a free throw by wiping the side of his face three times.  FTP, name this recently retired NBA shooting guard for the Utah Jazz.

Answer:  Jeff Hornacek
10. He turned down an offer from Richard Nixon in 1968 to serve as chief justice of the U.S. Supreme Court due to his age. His state’s Democratic Governor, Herbert Lehman, named him special prosecutor to root out organized crime in 1935, and later, as District Attorney, he gained nationwide acclaim for successfully prosecuting the Murder Incorporated syndicate. He parlayed his earlier popularity into three consecutive terms, beginning in 1942, as governor of New York. FTP, name this career politician best known for his two unsuccessful Republican campaigns for the presidency in 1944 and 1948.

Answer:  Thomas Dewey
11. The Chandra X-ray Observatory's recent search for fluctuations in the Cosmic Microwave Background Radiation, known as the Sunyaev-Zeldovich effect, has given a new estimate for it.  Sandage and Tammann's study of type I supernovae gives a low value of about 50, while Freedman's measurements of Cepheid variables in M100 give a value of about 80.  This number is important in cosmology, since its inverse gives the age of the universe.  FTP, identify this constant that indicates the rate at which the galaxies are receding from each other.

Answer:  Hubble constant

12. It is set "In pious times, ere priestcraft did begin, / Before polygamy was made a sin."  The second part, through the characters of Doeg and Og, was directed against Elkanah Settle and Thomas Shadwell, though it was mostly written by Nahum Tate.  The first part treats an episode in which anti-Catholics tried to make the illegitimate Duke of Monmouth heir to the throne, primarily due to the plotting of Lord Shaftesbury.  FTP, identify this verse satire of 1681, based on an incident from II Samuel and written by John Dryden.

Answer: Absalom and Achitophel
13. One its co-founders was Duvergier de Hauranne [DU-verzh-yea day oran], the best friend of its namesake. Its second great text, De la frequente communion, expounded on the work that began this movement, Augustinus, which was a restatement of the doctrine of Augustine on divine grace and free will.  Followers suggested that man's fate is predestined, though one could assure salvation by leading an austere life, which prompted many of its adherents, including Blaise Pascal, to live like monks. FTP, identify this 17th century reform movement named after a Dutch bishop and most active in the French Roman Catholic church.

Answer: Jansenism or the Jansenist movement

14. The only criticism of its most famous section concerns the final two chords, the notorious “two bits cadence.” That section opens with two flutes, followed by the horns of hunters and the sounds of a peasant wedding. Themes from Libuse, an opera by its composer, are utilized in its first section, named for the rocky fortress Vysehrad. The aforementioned second section is a flowing depiction of a river running through Prague, alternately called Vltava or Moldau; and the last four parts refer to episodes from Czech history in this symphonic collection that translates as “My Fatherland.” FTP, identify this collection of six tone poems by Bedrich Smetana.

Answer:  Ma Vlast (accept early buzzes of My Homeland, My Fatherland, or equivalents)

15. A famous revolt termed the “Day of the Barricades,” occurred during this war’s middle year. A battle at Auneau [a-NO] forced German mercenary forces out of the war, and the heavy fighting ceased with the Edict of Union, though the war would go on for another year. Its turning point had come at the battle of Coutras, which saw the death of the duc de Joyeuse and the weakening of the duc de Guise, one of its namesake participants. FTP, identify this French religious war from 1587 to 1589, which was named for its trio of combatants.


Answer: War of the Three Henrys
16. It is the classic example of metasystem transition in biology. Its first tenet emphasizes the involvement of cladogenesis, whereas the second asserts that allopatric and peripatetic speciation apply to modern populations. Third, the frequency with which peripatric speciation occurs is rare, and fourth, the period of transition between parent and daughter species is short compared to the time of the species existence as a distinct form. It states that short, rapid burts, not constant rates, characterize evolutionary change. FTP, name this theory put forth by Niles Eldridge and Stephen Jay Gould.

Answer:  punctuated equilibrium
17. Some of the speakers of this play’s 3,319 lines of verse include the elderly Clotaldo and the kind Clarin. Rosaura loves its hero, a Polonian prince who has been imprisoned due to a prophecy saying he will subjugate his father. The prophecy is seen to be true, the first time the prince is released, but his second discharge, during an uprising against his father, King Basilio, leads him to come to the title realization. FTP, name this work about Segismundo, a play by Calderon de la Barca whose title suggests that it is difficult to determine the difference between reality and sleeping fantasy.

Answer: Life is a Dream or La Vida es Sueno
18. One of his notorious eccentricities was the invention a box that collected massless particles and transmitted them to the individual for better sex. In such works as Character Analysis and The Sexual Revolution this psychologist used a Marxist approach to psychoanalysis, arguing that abolition of the bourgeoisie family would eliminate the oedipal complex and allow fuller sexual satisfaction. These theories all contributed to his pseudoscientific system of orgonomy. FTP, identify this Viennese psychologist who argued that to be a healthy individual one must be able to achieve the titular event in his work The Function of the Orgasm. 


Answer: Wilhelm Reich
19. He divorced his wife over her adultery with a Swedish nobleman and imprisoned her in Ahlden Castle. This followed his peaceful accession to the throne, which had been due to the diplomatic efforts of Thomas Wharton. The father of Sophia Dorothea and grandfather of Frederick the Great, this man’s claim to the throne lay in his great-grandfather, James I of England. His problems included the Jacobite Rebellion known as the “15,” and the fact that he could not speak English. FTP, name this successor of Queen Anne, who, in 1714, became the first Hanoverian king of England.


Answer: George I
20. In a famous paper he announced how he had experimentally verified a disputed hypothesis of A. van den Broek. His namesake plot allowed for the determination of the Z values, or number of electrons, for many elements. With this information he correctly concluded that there were 14 rare earth elements and there were only 92 elements up to and including uranium. This was partly made possible by his discovery that an elements x-ray spectrum could be used to deduce its atomic number. FTP, name this British physicist perhaps more famous for dying at Gallipoli.


Answer: Henry Gwyn Jeffreys Moseley
21. It’s a crowded and lavishly colourful scene, with at least 15 figures depicted, not including the frightened horse in the bottom-left corner being yanked by a black man wearing a red turban. Two elephant heads adorn a bed in the center, and in the foreground, a man plunges a dagger in to the chest of a concubine. The bored-looking titular character sits on the bed oblivious to the orgiastic destruction taking place around him. FTP, name this 1827 Romantic work of Eugene Delacroix depicting the impending doom of a mythical Assyrian king.

Answer:  The Death of Sardanapulus

B. Alternatively known as String Quartet Number 14, this piece in D minor reaches an almost unendurable pitch in the slow almost funereal second movement.  It was written in 1824 during a deep depression into which Schubert had fallen.

Answer: Death and the Maiden
C. The text of this cycle of 24 songs was set by the poet Wilhelm Muller. Its most notable pieces include Gute Nacht, or “Good Night”; Erstarrung, or “Numbness”; and Der Leiermann or “The Hurdy-Gurdy Man.”

Answer: Die Winterreise or Winter Journey

C. A direct charge across the Pinarus River allowed the Macedonians to destroy the entire left flank of the Persian army, thus sending Darius III to flight. Freud suggests in this work that humor works because it brings forth what is hidden.

Answer: Jokes and Their Relation to the Unconscious or Wit and Its Relation to the Unconscious
B. This 1901 work has passed through more translations than any other of Freud's works.  In it, he first gives examples and analysis of parapraxes, or slips of the tongue.

Answer: The Psychopathology of Everyday Life
C. Freud said that the impetus for his writing this 1913 collection of social anthropological essays came from reading the works of Wundt and Jung.  In the fourth essay he presents his hypothesis of the primal horde and the killing of the primal father.

Answer: Totem and Taboo
22. Identify these Supreme Court cases related to the 14th amendment for the stated number of points.

A. For 5 points, This 1954 ruling stated that segregation of public schools under the "separate but equal" policy is in violation of the equal protection clause.
