Round #11 – Tossups

1. One of this novel’s characters reveals himself to be a homosexual while in a library and is brutally ejected by the librarians.  The protagonist frequents the Rendezvous des Cheminots and carries on a sexual relationship with its patron, but can not stop thinking about his former sweetheart, the English girl Anny.  When he leaves Bouville to meet Anny, he now finds her to be fat and undesirable.  At that point he has already stopped writing his book on the Marquis de Rollebon.  FTP, name this novel about Antoine Roquentin’s experience with the titular malady, a work by Jean-Paul Sartre


Answer: Nausea or Nausee
2. C. Vann Woodward wrote a history of this agreement entitled Reunion and Reaction.  Its numerous separate agreements were drawn up at the Wormley Conference, and a public declaration occurred on March 2.  Perhaps the biggest concession was one group’s vow to support congressional appropriations for much needed railroad construction and the pledge to share in patronage.  This happened after Joseph Bradley’s Electoral Commission reached a decision.  FTP, name this compromise that settled the disputed Hayes-Tilden election of the previous year.


Answer: Compromise of 1877
3. Its namesake coefficient, mu, is defined as the rate of change of temperature T with pressure p.  To verify it, an apparatus that pumped air uniformly through a long tube was set up.  At a location protected against heat conduction, the tube was plugged with compressed wool.  Then, a thermometer was set up behind the plug to note any changes and generally cooling was observed.  FTP, name this effect whereby a temperature change occurs upon adiabatic expansion of a gas.


Answer: Joule-Thomson effect

4. Near the end when the hero first realizes something is wrong, a stabbing fortissimo issues from the brass.  This is after the third act duet “Addio, senza rancor,” which quickly becomes a quartet.  Impending tragedy is evident and the bad news is finally conveyed by Schaunard after which the orchestra drops out.  It was based on a graphic novelette by Henri Murger [murr-ZHAY], and is primarily known for the tenor aria “Che gelida manina.”  FTP, name this work featuring the love of Marcello for Musetta and Rodolfo for Mimi, an opera by Puccini.


Answer: La boheme
5. He took the name his wife Rebecca gave him on her deathbed.  We first meet him when Sanctity, the daughter of Bolivar Trask, sends a duo back to Victorian England.  At that time he is a scientist, who believes Darwin did not go far enough.  Later, this man formerly known as Nathaniel Essex accidentally releases the Legacy Virus and engineers Madelyne Pryor, the future Goblin Queen.  FTP, name this villain, who is obsessed with the Summers family gene pool in a prominent X-Men storyline.


Answer: Mr. Sinister (acc. early buzz of Nathaniel Essex)

6. At one point in this novel the heroine’s brother returns to Fullerton to procure an allowance for his marriage.  That heroine is described as one of the most talented girls in England at the beginning and is on holiday in Bath thanks to the kindness of Mrs. Allen.  Tension occurs when the female protagonist is evicted from a visit due to the deceiving John Thorpe, but all is set well when the General is persuaded to agree to his son’s marriage to her.  FTP, name this novel in which Henry Tilney ends up marrying Catherine Morland, a Gothic satire by Jane Austen.


Answer: Northanger Abbey
7. He came into power by breaking the power of the Woodvilles and taking custody of the young king and his nine-year old brother.  He probably murdered the princes, but consolidated his power by putting down a rebellion led by Henry Stafford.  With his older brother he was briefly driven into exile by Richard Neville, the Kingmaker, who restored Henry VI to the throne.  But he brought his brother back after victories at Barnet and Tewkesbury.  FTP, name this king killed at Bosworth Field in 1485, the last Yorkist king of England.


Answer: Richard III
8. In one variation of this device, pins 2 and 3 of each piece of data terminal equipment are crossed, and pins 4 and 5 are connected to the same DTE, so that each DTE thinks that every request to send has been cleared.  A simple cable cannot be used to connect the RS-232 ports of the two computers because the pins will not be correctly configured.  FTP, identify this device that allows two computers to communicate directly with no network or data circuit-terminating equipment between them.

Answer: null modem (do not prompt on “modem”)

9. James Stephens’ novel about this figure ends with her drinking the blood of her lover.  When she died, a pine grew from her grave and intertwined with a pine from her lover’s grave, growing as a single tree.  She had initially run away to Alba, but is tricked into returning, only to see Naoise [NYE-ose] killed.  Before she was born, the druid Cathbad, predicted her beauty and her tale, but she would not heed him and attempted to escape Conchobar’s grasp.  FTP, name this maiden, whose tragedy caused all of Ulster sorrow according to Celtic myth.


Answer: Deirdre
10. He started out as a Neoclassicist under the sway of the Schinkel school, then became a Structuralist Rationalist after meeting the Dutch architect Hendrik Berlage.  His later designs include the Bacardi Building of Mexico City and the Lake Shore Drive Apartments.  In his early years he received wealthy commissions such as the Tugenhadt House in Czechoslovakia, following his impressive design for the German Pavilion for the International Exposition in Barcelona.  FTP, name this one-time Bauhaus member best known for his designs of the Illinois Institute of Technology and the Seagram Building.


Answer: Ludwig Mies van der Rohe

11. After his difficulties he becomes bald and loses his teeth, and spends his time sitting in taverns and drinking victory gin.  Unbeknownst to him, his actions are monitored by the purported antiques dealer, Mr. Charrington.  Also unbeknownst to him, O’Brien has been manipulating him including with the fake copy of Goldstein’s book.  His relationship with Julia ends with his torture and eventual submission.  FTP, name this worker in the Ministry of Truth of Oceania, the protagonist of George Orwell’s Nineteen Eighty-Four.


Answer: Winston Smith (prompt on just last name)

12. By the third day, the battle was raging in three main areas: in Surigaou, off Engano, and at Samar.  By then the Princeton had already been taken down but at a cost of 56 planes to the other side.  The plan had been for one of three attacking fleets to draw the U.S. Third Fleet away, but U.S. submarines attacked first on October 23, 1944.  FTP, name this battle that opened the way for Allied advance after the Japanese failed to drive the U.S. navy out of the titular Philippine body of water.


Answer: Leyte Gulf
13. The term A in the denominator is a normalization factor that may change with temperature.  A raised to the E over kT simply refers to the exponential dependence on energy and temperature, while the minus one in the denominator refers to the quantum difference that arises from the fact that the involved particles are indistinguishable.  Typified by thermal radiation and specific heat, FTP, identify this distribution that describes the statistical behavior of bosons and which is named for its German-American and Indian discoverers.


Answer: Bose-Einstein statistics (names may be reversed)

14. The aseismic Ninetyeast Ridge runs along the floor of this body of water, whose southern boundary is marked by the Dondra Head.  Some of the major rivers that drain into include the Cauvery and the Godavari.  It contains the Nicobar islands, which help to separate it from its eastern arm, the Andaman Sea.  Some of the major ports along it include Chittagong, Madras, and Calcutta.  FTP, name this arm of the Indian Ocean, a bay that borders Thailand on the west, Bangladaesh on the north, and India on the east.


Answer: Bay of Bengal
15. Upon his arrival at the title location, the narrator is presented with a scroll inscribed in Hebrew, Latin, Greek, and Spanish promising assistance but forbidding entrance.  We then learn of how the citizens of Renfusa witnessed the ascension of Christ and received a letter from Saint Bartholomew explaining the presence of a magical ark and its contents, the Old and New Testaments.  Two institutions, the House of Strangers and Salomon’s House, as well as numerous scientific innovations are seen by the narrator.  FTP, name this long philosophical essay about the titular utopian society, a work by Francis Bacon.


Answer: New Atlantis
16. Marqandi actually composed one 80 years earlier, but his has not stood the test of time.  It opens by chronicling how the angel Serosh warned the ruler Kaumers of a mighty Devil army.  Among the more fascinating tales are those of the “March into Mazinderan,” and “The Return of Kai Khosrau.”  Though, the most enduring of its 60,000 couplets are probably those telling the story of Sohrab and Rustum.  FTP, name this work composed by the “Singer of Paradise” and finished circa AD 1010 by Ferdowsi; a work which remains as the greatest Persian epic.


Answer: Shah-Nameh or Book of Kings or Epic of Kings
17. He received his doctorate with a dissertation on the growth of his city’s beer bottling industry.  He joined the National Liberal Party three years later, beginning his vocal support of Saxony.  Under the tutelage of Ernst Basserman he quickly advanced, but would be set back by opposition from Max Weber and Friedrich Naumann.  As a result he formed his own People’s Party and would actually serve as chancellor for 10 days.  However what man, FTP, became better known as Germany’s foreign minister from 1924 to 1929, during which time he shared the Nobel Peace Prize with Aristide Briand.


Answer: Gustav Stresemann
18. The only fishes to possess one are those classified as elasmobranchs.  In most embryonic cases it possesses its own membrane that separates the endoderm from the surface ectoderm, and develops out of the caudal end of the hindgut.  Birds mate via the means of its namesake “kiss,” and this term can also be used to designate certain chambers in Nematodes, but is traditionally a reference to the enlarged posterior end of the digestive tract.  FTP, name this waste chamber present in amphibians, reptiles, birds, and lower mammals.


Answer: cloaca
19. He argued that it is because the human personality is not born but must be made is the reason why families are necessary in his Family, socialization, and interaction process.  He also championed his “meritocracy theory of education,” claiming that because everyone is given the same chance in school, our education system allows for the best people to be in the most important jobs.  Two of his writings are collaborations with Neil Smelser, Economy and Society and The American University.  FTP, name this American sociologist, who introduced a theory of social action and wrote The Social System.


Answer: Talcott Parsons
20. In the first section, we see a picture of a cricket team named the “First Eleven,” and learn of a deficient ballcock.  We learn that the setting is probably Birmingham and that a plan to see a soccer match the next day is quickly aborted.  In the last section, entitled “Speaking Tube until End,” communication from upstairs heightens the tension that had already been building from Wilson’s intermittent notes.  By the end, we realize that Ben has probably been planning Gus’ death in, FTP, what Harold Pinter play?


Answer: The Dumb Waiter

B. This son of Solomon and caused the division of Israel by levying heavy taxes.  Jeroboham revolted against him, founding the new kingdom of Israel and leaving this man as king of Judah. 

Answer: Rehoboam
C. Elijah anointed this chariot driver and son of Jehosaphat king of Israel.  He killed Jezebel and Ahab’s entire lineage.
