Round #14 – Tossups

1. In the First the author praises a young woman in love, Gaspara di Stampa, as well as Samson.  The Second expresses how we are unlike the Greeks in that we have no external symbols for the life within, and the Tenth contains a satiric portrait of the City of Pain.  The Eighth is dedicated to the poet’s friend Rudolph Kassner, and the Ninth was finished at Muzot, not the title location.  Throughout the collection the symbolism of Angels are alluded to.  FTP, name this 1924 collection of poems written by Rainer Maria Rilke.


Answer: Duino Elegies
2. At Lugdunum he used his legions to full effect and beheaded his last rival.  Earlier, he led a campaign through Cyzicus, Nicaea, and Issus before storming Byzantium and sacking it.  By that time his southern rival, Pescennius Niger had already been killed.  Three years later, he finished off Clodius Albinus and was the official emperor.  As commander in Pannonia he had proclaimed for himself after the assassination of Helvius Pertinax.  FTP, name this father of Geta and Caracalla, who became Roman emperor in 193 and began his namesake dynasty.


Answer: Septimus Severus
3. This operating system was designed to be used on a machine that could be built from an upgraded version of the company's earlier product.  Its commands could be abbreviated to their first three characters and typed in at the system prompt of a dollar sign.  Directory names, which are enclosed in square brackets, could be nested up to nine levels, and filenames could be up to nine characters long, with an up to three character extension. FTP, identify this DEC operating system developed for the VAX family of computers.

Answer: VMS
4. The green tablecloth on the left is cloaked in shadow, and all that is seen is some indistinguishable objects and a candle illuminating the entire painting.  One of the title characters, dressed in yellow, holds her left arm up to the candle and looks to the left.  Another character, on the bottom right is also looking to the left but has her hands occupied with a bag, into which she is putting a possession of the other title character.  The central female holds a scimtar in her right hand with which she has just done the title deed.  FTP, name this Artemisia Gentileschi painting depicting the recent murder of an Assyrian general.


Answer: Judith and Maidservant with the Head of Holofernes or Judith and Holofernes or Judith Beheading Holofernes

5. This figure was one of the “Fourteen Precocious Things” and the only divine being to emerge when the cosmic ocean was churned for 100 years.  Usually depicted sitting on a lotus flower, this deity was sometimes divided into four parts by Indra, who sometimes desired to keep her for a length of time.  She may be have been the consort of Surya, but she is best known in her form as Shakti.  FTP, name this Hindu goddess of wisdom and consort of Visnhu.


Answer: Lakshmi or Shri
6. His –ion is an herb that is most likely hemp, and his ism is defined in the Fourth Book as a “certain gaiety of spirit steeped in disregard of things fortuitous.”  The author made a reference to Sir Thomas More when he made this figure the grandson of King Amaurotes of Utopia.  At the end we are promised to be told how he married the daughter of Prester John, but this son of Badebec does not have that incident revealed.  FTP, name this “all-thirsty one,” who first appeared in a 1532 work as the son of Gargantua.


Answer: Pantagruel 

7. The decision in the Charles River Bridge Case, eighteen years after this one, did not overturn it but offered stricter guidelines.  It resulted from the removal of John Wheelock, though it was Wheelock’s secretary who was named in the suit.  The Supreme Court made an interpretation of Section X, Article 1 of the Constitution in this case, which resulted from a grant made by King George III.  Chief Justice Marshall was convinced by Daniel Webster’s argument that the state had impaired “the obligation of a contract.”  FTP, name this 1819 case in which the trustees of a certain institution sued William H. Woodward and the state of New Hampshire.


Answer: Dartmouth College Decision (accept early buzz of Dartmouth College v. Woodward)

8. Modern ones use a gas-filled discharge lamp to create the necessary effect.  Early ones utilized either intermittent vision or interrupted light.  In both cases, a spinning or oscillating disk with a narrow radial slot either allowed the object to be viewed at regular intervals or permitted light to illuminate it at successive instants, thus exposing it at precisely the times it reached a given point in its motion.  FTP, name this device that allows the study of the motion of an object or determines its rotary speed or vibration frequency.

Answer:  stroboscope
9. The protagonist would on numerous occasions devise some plan to ingratiate himself with Mr. Angelino, his employer in later episodes.  At his job, he was often frustrated by Felipe, the wacky Spaniard.  A cousin of the Snow family joined in the fourth year, and the group would still hang out at the Regal Beagle.  However, the show lost some vitriol when Norman Fell and his wife moved on.  Of course there was still ladies man and upstairs neighbor, Larry and the new landlord, Mr. Furley.  FTP, name this sitcom that starred Joyce DeWitt, Don Knotts, Suzanne Somers, and John Ritter.  


Answer: Three’s Company
10. To the west of this country a natural boundary is formed by the Virunga Mountains and the Ruwenzori Range. The Margherita Peak lies in the country’s north, and Lakes Edward and George lie at its western edge. Its major cities include Tororo and Gulu, which lies just south of this country’s northern border with Sudan. Entebbe is a city south of its capital, and Lake Victoria borders this country to the southeast. FTP, name this African nation with capital at Kampala.


Answer: Uganda

11. It was this author that first produced the articles on Walter Landor, William Congreve, and John Keats for the Encyclopedia Brittanica.  His latter plays, The Sisters and Rosamund, Queen of the Lombards, reflect his decline from the height of earlier poems like “A Song of Italy” and collections like “Songs before Sunrise.”  FTP, name this poet of such works as “Dolores,” “The Garden of Prosperpine,” and “Tristram and Lyonesse” and the verse drama Atalanta in Calydon.


Answer: Algernon Swinburne
12. The first three weeks of this battle were fought over a front of 180 miles.  Its heaviest fighting came right before the encounter known as the “Christmas Battle,” and culminated in an encounter at Veneto.  On the winning side were von Bojna and von Hotzendorf; and on the losing side was Cadorna, who would remain when Diaz and Badoglio came to help in command.  FTP, name this battle fought between October and November of 1917, a disastrous defeat in the Austro-Italian campaign for Italy.


Answer: Battle of Caporetto
13. In this reaction mercury is added to the primary metal, not to participate but only to provide a clean active metal surface.  Common applications of it include the conversion of a Friedel-Crafts acylation to an alkyl side chain.  In it the involved metal gives up two electrons to attack the double bond.  Commonly used as a method of ascending a homologous series, it employs concentrated hydrochloric acid and a zinc amalgam.  FTP, name this eponymous reduction reaction in which a carbonyl group is reduced to CH2.


Answer: Clemmensen reduction

14. The author’s meeting with Faustus and Faustus’ inability to answer his challenges makes him reconsider his beliefs.  Even more pivotal is his reading of Cicero’s Hortensius at the age of eighteen.  Plato’s philosophy in Meno relates to the subject of memory in one of the latter sections, which is followed by a discussion of time and eternity in the penultimate book.  The ending is an interpretation of the Book of Genesis, though most of this work is autobiographical as in relating the author’s conversion to Catholicism in Milan.  FTP, name this work in twelve books written in the 4th-century by Augustine.


Answer: Confessions
15. He was the son-in-law of the popular journalist John Edward Taylor.  Later in life he wrote The Principles of Science, in which he attacked Mill’s inductive logic and wrongly deplored Boole’s use of algebraic methods in his calculus.  After studying logic under Augustus De Morgan, he wrote an introductory textbook, Lessons in Logic, in 1870.  However, he’s best known for such works as Principles of Economics and Theory of Political Economy, in which he introduced mathematical methods into economics.  FTP, name this British economist who introduced the concept of marginal utility.


Answer: William Stanley Jevons
16. Carlos and Kiki, two of the few male characters in this novel, are the younger brothers of the protagonist and are seen intermittently.  Sally is a neighbor who runs off before eighth grade to an abusive man, and Marin is another neighbor who loves to dance and flirt.  Nenny, is the narrator’s younger sister, and Rachel and Lucy are her two closest friends.  Their interactions and the impressions they make on one year in the life of Esperanza form the story of this novel.  FTP, name this work set in the titular location in a Chicago neighborhood, a novel by Sandra Cisneros. 


Answer: The House on Mango Street 

17. His second marriage, to a Bavarian princess, ended with her death due to smallpox as had his first marriage, to Isabella of Parma.  During his reign he greatly embittered Pius VI by doing away with more than 700 monasteries and he could not count on the Church when the Princes’ League was formed against him.  Nevertheless, he did ally himself successfully with Catherine the Great and abolish serfdom in his country.  FTP, name this Holy Roman Emperor, who had an uneasy relationship with his northern neighbor Frederick the Great just as his mother, Maria Theresa, had had.


Answer: Joseph II
18. Classes in it include Solenogastres, which contains narrow-footed species; the Tryblidia, which contains cap-shaped organisms; and Caudofoveata, all of which are shell-less.  This phylum also includes the monoplacophora, which were thought to be extinct until 1952, and polyplacophora, which includes chitons.  Most animals in this phylum have a radula, a rough organ used to scrape or bore to obtain food, and a mantle, a fold in the body wall that secretes calcium carbonate.  FTP, name this phylum whose more common classes include gastropoda and

cephalopoda.

Answer: mollusca or mollusks
19. At its end the composer juxtaposed the keys of C and B to suggest the enduring riddle of the cosmos.  Also of note was his desire for it to have a the subtitle of “Symphonic optimism in fin-de-siecle from, dedicated to the Twentieth Century.”  A thunderous fugue is incorporated into the section entitled “Of Science” and a Viennese waltz is used to evoke the “Dance Song.”  More famous might be the toiling of the midnight bell used to introduce its famous “Song of the Night Wanderer.” FTP, name this orchestral work by Richard Strauss that was based on work by Nietzsche.


Answer: Also Sprach Zarathustra or Also Spake Zarathustra
20. The author says of his first subject in this work, that in the Middle Ages he would have been neither a Francis nor an Aquinas, but he might have been an Innocent.  The second subject is depicted harshly in the senility of her older life and her Order of Merit is trivialized.  More bias is obvious in the harsh treatment also given to the father of the British public school system, Dr. Thomas Arnold, the third of four portraits.  At the time these critical looks at the Cardinal Manning, General Charles Gordon, and Florence Nightingale were quite controversial.  FTP, name this biographical work, the best-known of Lytton Strachey.

C. JFK appointed him a special assistant for Latin American affairs.  Any JFK scholar will have read this man’s A Thousand Days: John F. Kennedy in the White House.
