Round 5 – Tossups

1. His autobiography entitled Grassroots appeared six years after his biggest failure.   After failing in his first bid for the senate of his native state, he served for two years as director of the Food and Peace Program under President Kennedy.  His political career began after he left a post at Dakota Wesleyan College and became prominent when he led a Commission on Party Structure and Delegate Selection for the DNC prior the convention that saw him nominated for the presidency.  FTP, name this man who carried only Massachusetts on his anti-Vietnam platform that saw him lose to Richard Nixon in 1972.


Answer: George McGovern
2. Formally speaking, for a manifold Q, this makes use of the cotangent bundle T*Q (T-star Q) instead of the tangent bundle TQ.  It is more useful because it can directly provide first-order equations for both of the variables on T*Q, namely the position q and the canonical momentum p.  It can be obtained from the Lagrangian L by the formula pq – L.  FTP, what is this function which, in quantum mechanics, becomes the operator corresponding to energy?


Answer: Hamiltonian
3. Alphonse Daudet wrote a novel by this name featuring a love triangle involving Jean Gaussin.  The real life figure of this name is also the subject of a drama by Franz Grillparzer, which centers on her love for a boatman.  This poet invented a namesake form that consists of four-line stanzas in which the first three lines are eleven syllables long and the last is five syllables long.  The author of nine books of odes and numerous epithalamia, she committed suicide due to the unrequited love of Phaon.  FTP, name this 7th-century BC Greek poet called the tenth muse by Plato and the author of several poems from Lesbos. 


Answer: Sappho    

5. A sword is evident on the bottom left resting on the red cloth on which the title character also rests.  Of the other figure in this painting, we see only his down-turned head, one full hand, and his legs.  That hand grasps the bridle of the horse that dominates the entire top of this painting.  The title character lies on his back at the bottom with his arms raised to the sky after receiving a heavenly vision on his way to Damascus.  FTP, name this Caravaggio depiction of an apostle.


Answer: Conversion of Saint Paul
6. One of the greater ones was carried on the back of the giant Llaser.  Dagda’s was considered to be even more plentiful, but it was destroyed by giants.  Nine maidens guarded the one of Annwn [ann-WIN], which possessed the powers of plenty and rebirth, which Bran’s also specialized in.  Perhaps the most famous was the one belonging to Ceridwen, from which Taliesin was able to gain all-knowing insight.  FTP, name these objects often associated with Druid’s secret potions.


Answer: cauldrons

7. Harriet Martineau’s second novel, The Hour and the Man, was written about this historical figure.  His rebel army included the renowned warrior nephew of his, Moise, but he switched its allegiance after a year, earning a government post from Etienne Laveaux, the local governor.  After eliminating the last of his rivals, Andre Rigaud, he consolidated power before surrendering to Charles LeClerc.  FTP, name this man whose subordinates included Henri Christophe and Jean-Jacques Dessalines during his leadership of the Haitian independence movement.


Answer: Toussaint L’Ouverture
8. This amino acid has a namesake operon that controls the genes that produce the set of enzymes involved in its biosynthesis.  Due to its unique side chain it incorporates poorly into proteins and enzymes, at a molar percentage of 2.1 compared to other amino acids.  The disruption of its biosynthesis in bacteria is the basis for the Ames test, which plays on its basic nature due to its aromatic nitrogen-heterocyclic imidazole side chain.  FTP, name this amino acid that is biochemically metabolized into the neurotransmitter histamine.


Answer: histidine
9. It begins with an epigraph taken from the Latin motto of the Society of the Cincinnati but slightly modified – “Relinquunt Omnia Servare rem Publicam.”  It mentions William James “at the dedication” and “a commercial photograph” of “Hiroshima boiling” on Boylston Street.  These all draw attention to a monument that “sticks like a fishbone” and which was designed by St. Gaudens.  The monument, like this poem, commemorates the all-black 54th Massachussetts and its leader Colonel Robert Gould Shaw.  FTP, name this 1964 elegy by Robert Lowell.


Answer: “For the Union Dead”

10. Its memorable songs include “Ch’ella mi creda libero” and “della mia casa.”  It calls for three bases, two of whom are the criminal Castro and the agent Ashby.  Its two baritones include the traveling minstrel Jake Wallace and another character who is cheated at a crucial game of cards, the sheriff Jack Rance.  The title character is at first unaware of the identify of Ramerrez, who walks into her Polka Salloon as Dick Johnson.  FTP, Minnie is the title character of what Puccini opera set during the California Gold Rush of 1849. 


Answer: The Girl of the Golden West or La fanciulla del West
11. Key contributions to their title run came from Dwight Wilbur, Harold Pressley, and Harold Jensen, who hit a key jumper in the championship game.  This followed a pivotal steal by Dwayne Mclain, who along with Gary Mclain and their most famous player, formed the “Expansion Crew.”  The victory was imminent when David Wingate’s driving layup was blocked by its standout, Ed Pinckney.  FTP, name this championship team coached by Rollie Massimino to defeat Georgetown in the greatest finals college basketball upset of all time.


Answer: 1985 Villanova men’s basketball team (prompt on just “Villanova”)

12. In 1393 the heiress to it, Marie de Baux, married the duke Jean de Chalons, and it was their descendants who became its absentee rulers.  Its tiny capital, ancient Arausio, was sacked by the forces of Louis XIV in 1703, who wanted to end the Huguenot enclave there.  Originally a small principality on the left bank of the Rhone, north of Avignon, it would become associated with the House of Nassau and came into prominence under a ruler nicknamed “the Silent.”  FTP, name this region, one of whose rulers became King William III of England.


Answer: Orange (accept Orange-Nassau)

13. It can be thought of as the convex hull of the cross-polytope in 3 dimensions, or as a 3-antiprism.  Its Wythoff symbol is 4 | 2 3 (“four bar two three”).  Its inradius is one-sixth the square root of 6 times the side length, its circumradius is one-half the square root of 2 times the side length, and its dihedral angle is the inverse cosine of negative 1/3, or about 109 degrees.  With a Schafli symbol of {3, 4}, for ten points, what is this Platonic solid, the dual of the cube?


Answer: octahedron
13. The title character throws a party for the girl whom he wishes to marry, during which she acquires a large diamond ring from him.  Later on another character reveals himself as the son of nobleman Don Thomas d’Alburci, who was supposedly dead.  In actuality the Don lives as the wealthy Anselme, who pays for both weddings that end this play, Valere’s union with Elise and Mariane’s union with Cleante.  This is all to the chagrin of Harpagon, the title character.  FTP, name this play about a skinflint by Moliere.


Answer: The Miser or L’Avare
14. In its final chapters the author distinguishes between “religion of the man,” “religion of the citizen,” and the religion associated with the Catholic Church, which he attacks.  Earlier, it prophesies that there exists a friction, even in the ideal state, that will lead to the destruction of state, though one can prolong it.  Near the end is a chapter for the advocacy of a censor’s office, a dictatorship, and a tribunate in certain circumstances.  The author establishes that the general will for the common good and is expressed by the “sovereign.”  FTP, name this work that says “man is born free, but everywhere he is in chains,” the major work of Jean Jacques Rousseau.


Answer: Social Contract
15. Located on the Brazos River, this city’s namesake lake was formed by the 1923 damming of the Bosque River just west of the city.  Originally founded on the site of an Indian village, this seat of McLennan County became the dominant Texas river-bridge crossing on cattle trails.  Paul Quinn College, Texas’ first Negro college opened there. FTP, identify this site of Baylor University and an infamous shootout with the Branch Davidians. 


Answer: Waco 

16. In the 1750s a cultural school founded by Janos Sajnovits traced their origin to Siberia due to their traces of Shamanism.  A burial site at Bol’she Tigan on the Kama River identified one of their major staging sites before leaving their Iranian or Khazar forebears.  They would begin their major dynastic period under Arpad, and we know that they made it as far as France before Otto I forced them to settle by defeating them at Lechfeld in 955.  FTP, name this once nomadic peoples now the indigenous people of Hungary.


Answer: Magyars

17. In its dedication the author compares himself to a Great Auk laying one great egg before making way for the new generation, including his friends – “Ezra, Eliot, Wyndham Lewis, and H.D.”  The narrator has been writing for six months, gone away for 18 months, and returned to finish the last two chapters.  It revolves around an affair that is revealed by the title character’s wife, Leonora, to the narrator, John Dowell.  FTP, name this 1915 novel subtitled, “A Tale of Passion,” and whose title character is Edward Ashburnham, a work by Ford Madox Ford.


Answer: The Good Soldier
18. Pegmatites are extremely coarse-grained rocks with this composition.  Rapid erosion of this rock can result in the formation of arkose sandstones.  The dominant minerals are orthoclase and quartz, and it has rough texture. More felsic than diorite, this common intrusive rock is compositionally equivalent to rhyolite.  FTP, name this rock which makes up Mount Rushmore National Memorial.


Answer: granite (accept granitic before “this rock”)

19. He was freed in a prisoner exchange because his forces had been able to capture Winchester.  Several years later he fought indecisively with his chief rival at Wallingford, and named that rival his heir later that year.  The last years of his reign were known as the “English Anarchy,” and were tumultuous due to his weak claim.  That claim arose from his being the grandson of William the Conqueror and swearing fealty to Matilda.  FTP, name this king of England from the house of Blois.


Answer: Stephen of Blois

20. Goldsmith fills in for him on when he does not show up for work.  One day he encounters George B. Simpson in the park, and his friend Ned Gates takes great pleasure in torturing that old man.  His female acquaintances include Miss Farkis, who we first meet at Delehanty’s, and Fay Doyle who pursues him and whose husband shoots him at the end of this novella.  FTP, name this character who is often tormented by Shrike and who works as an advice columnist, the subject of a short novel by Nathaniel West.


Answer: Miss Lonelyhearts

1. It tells the story of Seling Boyce, the daughter of Barbadian immigrants living through the Depression and World War I.  FTP each:

A. Name this 1959 novel.


Answer: Brown Girl, Brownstones
B. Name the American author of Brown Girl, Brownstones.


Answer: Paule Marshall
C. This Paule Marshall novel tells of the recently widowed Avey Johnson, who undergoes a spiritual rebirth on her return to the Caribbean.


Answer: Praisesong for the Widow
2. Name these ministers of Louis XVI, FTP each:

A. He was the chief royal adviser during the first seven years of Louis’ rule after being recalled from exile in 1774, at which point he persuaded Louis to restore the full authority of the Parlements.


Answer: Jean-Frederic, comte de Maurepas 

B. Maurepas secured the appointment of this man as Comptroller General of finance but persuaded Louis to dismiss him after he published his progressive Six Edicts to the Royal Council.


Answer: Anne Robert Jacques Turgot
C. Maurepas then convinced Louis to hire this man as Turgot’s successor, only to become jealous of this man’s popularity and force him to resign in 1781.  By the way, he was Madame De Stael’s father.


Answer: Jacques Necker
3. Name these classes of compounds from organic chemistry, FTP each: 

A. This class of compounds is characterized by a carbon atom bonded to a cyano group, which is a carbon triple-bonded to a nitrogen.

Answer:
nitriles
B. It is characterized by a carbon double-bonded to a carbon, which is double bonded to an oxygen. The simplest member, its namesake, has the formula C-H-2-C-O.

Answer:
ketenes (not “ketones”)

C. These compounds contain an –SH group attached to the carbon.


Answer: thiols
4. Name these related saints, FTP each:

A. He served as pope from 649 to 654 during which time he held the first Lateran Council, against the Monothelites.  


Answer: St. Martin I
B. He is the Peruvian national patron of social justice.  In a rare occurrence he was accepted into the Dominican friarhood in 1610 as a mulatto, soon after which he established a boy’s school in Lima.


Answer: St. Martin de Porres
C. This patron saint of France was the father of monasticism in Gaul and established the monastery of Marmoutier near Tours, where he resided.


Answer: St. Martin of Tours

5. Name the operas in which you would find these dances, FTP each:

A. The title character performs the Dance of the Seven Veils in this Richard Strauss opera.


Answer: Salome
B. The Dance of the Hours occurs in Act III, Scene Two, of this Amilcare Ponchielli opera.


Answer: La Gioconda
C. The Dance of the Comedians occurs in Act III of this 1866 opera.


Answer: The Bartered Bride [by Bedrich Smetana]

6. Name these athletes who have been featured on Seinfeld episodes, FTP each:

A. George is supposed to bring this Yankee to a PBS telethon but is driven by road rage to chase a man whom he thinks flicked them off on the road.


Answer: Danny Tartabull
B. This former Met goes on a couple of dates with Elaine and supposedly spit on Kramer and Newman after a game, though Jerry disproves their story in a humorous allusion to the Kennedy assassination.


Answer: Keith Hernandez
C. Kramer punched this Yankee in the mouth during a fantasy camp game after several people took exception to Kramer’s throwing inside on Joe Pepitone, who was apparently crowding the plate.


Answer: Mickey Mantle
7. Its locales include Blooms-End and Mistover Knap, where Cap’n Vye lives with his granddaughter Eustacia.  FTP, each:

A. This is what gloomy wasteland in southern England, the setting for Thomas Hardy’s Return of the Native.


Answer: Egdon Heath
B. Blooms-End is the home of this woman, the first wife of Damon Wildeve.


Answer: Thomasin Yeobright (prompt on last name)

C. Originally the novel ended with the death of Eustacia and Wildeve, but in subsequent editions Hardy changed the ending to include news of the wedding of Thomas to this faithful sheep dyer.


Answer: Diggory Venn
8. Name these U.S. vice presidents, FTP each:

A. This 31st vice president was of partly Native American descent and, like his boss, failed to win again in 1932. 


Answer: Charles Curtis
B. He served as governor of New York from 1895-97 two years after leaving the office of vice president.


Answer: Levi P. Morton
C. While he was vice president he shared a Nobel Peace Prize with Britain’s Austen Chamberlain.


Answer: Charles Dawes
9. Electromagnetic radiation is ubiquitous, so answer these questions about it, FTP each:

A. This type of radiation is produced when electrons are accelerated in a circular orbit. A nuisance in accelerators, it’s highly useful for producing high-energy beams in other applications.


Answer: synchrotron radiation

B. This type of radiation, whose name comes from the German for “braking radiation”, is caused when an electron rapidly decelerates in a material.


Answer: bremsstrahlung
C. This formula for the radiation of a single oscillating point charge shows that the power radiated is proportional to the square of the acceleration.


Answer: Larmor formula

10. Name these Marcel Duchamp works, FTP each:

A. This sculpture is simply a large snow shovel standing upright.


Answer: In Advance of the Broken Arm or In Advance of a Broken Arm

B. This 1917 sculpture is a detached urinal, which is singed by R. Mutt.


Answer: The Fountain
C. This divided work on glass panel is meant to signify a woman courted by nine suitors.


Answer: The Bride Stripped Bare by her Bachelors, Even or The Large Glass
11. Name these Norse worlds, FTP each:

A. It was the land given to the frost giants and contained a stronghold at Utgard.


Answer: Jotunheim
B. This little-mentioned land was the home of the dark elves.


Answer: Svartalfheim
C. It was the home of humankind.

12. Name these works of Thomas De Quincey, FTP each:

A. De Quincey was inspired by his translation of the German novel Walladmoor to write this only noteworthy novel of his in 1834.

Answer: Klosterheim
B. De Quincey’s major work was this piece that he wrote for Blackwood’s Magazine and which chronicled his time under the influence of the titular substance.


Answer: Confessions of an English Opium Eater
C. De Quincey’s chief essay was this one titled “On the Knocking at the Gate in” this literary work.


Answer: Macbeth
13. Name these key men in Russia following the Time of Troubles, FTP each:

A. The period is said to have ended when this son of Filaret became czar.


Answer: Michael Romanov

B. Michael was succeeded by this son of his, who ruled from 1645-76.


Answer: Alexei I

C. During Alexei’s reign, in 1662, this man became patriarch of the Russian church and violently reformed Russian Orthodoxy, leading to a schism within the church.

A. Name this 20th-century philosopher.

B. Jurgen Habermas was a member of this geographically named school of philosophy.


Answer: Frankfurt School

C. In this work Habermas attempts to examine a type of publicity that originated in the 18th-century.  He defines the titular entity as a group of private people who join together to make something different, and then examines the history of that entity and the private in philosophy and language.


Answer: Structural Transformation of the Public Sphere
16. Name these legal terms, FTP each:

A. It is the basic element of a contract and is needed from both parties, often with one receiving  money for the promise to perform certain duties.  The money and the promise are each this.

Answer: consideration
B. It is the permission to use a portion of someone else’s property without owning it.  For example, towns usually have it to install underground lines through private property.

Answer: easement
C. It is a directive of a court that a public official perform some act, usually when time is of the essence.

B. His play Confusion, or Storm and Stress lent its name to the Sturm und Drag movement.

C. His Lady Johanna Gray was the first German drama in blank verse, but it is his 1780 verse romance Oberon that is considered his masterpiece.


Answer: Christoph Wieland
18. Name these battles of World War II, FTP each:

A. In February of 1943 Rommel counterattacked the Americans at this battle in Tunisia, where Eisenhower was badly defeated in his first major action of the war.


Answer: Kasserine Pass
B. The German’s fought the Russians to a standstill in this July 1943 battle, the largest tank engagement of the war.  It did not continue as the Germans retreated when news of America’s invasion of Sicily was delivered.


Answer: Kursk
C. The Germans first stopped the American advance into Italy at this line about 60 miles south of Rome.  It was anchored solidly on the Liri River and MonteCassino.


Answer: Gustav Line

19. Name these mutations in humans that are the subject of frequent case studies, FTP each:

A. This recessive, X-linked disease exists in two forms: Duchenne and Becker.


Answer: muscular dystrophy
B. Also known as Martin-Bell syndrome, this X-linked disease is the greatest cause of mental retardation in humans.


Answer: fragile-X syndrome

C. Interestingly enough, this disease contains the CAG triplet repeated many times over in its mutated gene, which is the same repeating triplet that appears in Huntington disease.


Answer: Kennedy disease or spinobulbar muscular atrophy
