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Toss-Up Questions

1. Its protagonists meet such figures as the blind guitarist Homer and the three young ladies with the last name Muse. One character continually throws stones and his name is changed from Cain to Henry, while another, Gladys, buys a pair of red stockings during a trip to the Atlantic City convention of the Ancient and Honorable order of Mammals. An announcer notes that several items have been left in the theater’s “lost and found” and discusses events, such as the moving of a glacier. The original production was directed by Elia Kazan and featured Tallulah Bankhead in the role of the maid Sabina, who works for the central family and opines on the various events that happen during the play’s 5,000 year span. For ten points, identify this 1942 drama about the Antrobus family, who manage to survive by the title expression, a work by Thornton Wilder.

ANSWER: The Skin of Our Teeth

2. The atrocities perpetrated by White faction led Lapua Movement during the aftermath of the failed Mäntsälä rebellion was one cause of this conflict. During one episode of the war an infantry division of some 20,000 troops was ambushed and destroyed by an inferior force during the battle of Suomussalmi. The conflict was immediately precipitated by the staged shelling of Mainila, a town on the aggressor’s side of the border. That border, stretched across the Karelian Isthmus, saw tensions reignited in the next decade as part of another War. In the end the conflict resulted in only modest territorial gains around Lake Ladoga. For ten points, name this 1939 war fought along the Mannerheim Line, a Russo-Finish conflict named for a certain season. 

ANSWER: Winter War 

3. The birthplace of the members of the Bee Gees, in 2005 the online poker site Pokerstars relocated its headquarters here.  This land mass has only one mountain, Snaefell.  Its 221 square miles are divided into political districts called sheadings, each of which is represented in the bicameral Tynwald. The triskelion, a trio of legs joined at the thigh, has been the symbol of this island for centuries. Currently a semi-autonomous nation, it became a Scottish possession with the treaty of Perth, but is now a protectorate of the United Kingdom.  For ten points, name this island in the Irish Sea that has Douglas as its capital and is known for tailless cats

Answer: The Isle of Man
4. It was moved to the tabernacle of the Arte dei Medici e Speziali some 250 years after it was completed, but has now been returned to its rightful place outside to a niche outside of Or San Michele. The little scene on the base, that shows the exploits of its subject, may be the first example of calculated perspective on a bas-relief and anticipated its artist’s work on the font for the Siena Baptistery that he decorated with The Feast of Herod. Originally carved for the Armorer’s Guild, its subject wears no helmet, is dressed in a cloak gathered over his chest, and holds an enormous shield in front of him. He has an assured and rigid stance and looks ready to rescue the Princess of Cappadocia. For ten points identify this work by Donatello that depicts and is named for a canonized dragon slayer.

ANSWER: St. George

5. In one of them a young man throws a stone at a blackbird who told him to lie down. Another piece notes that when the narrator was in love, then he was “clean and brave.” Still another remembers the bells on Bredon Hill that tolled for the narrator and his lady. Other places mentioned in the titular location include the hills of Wyre, the Fair of Ludlow, and “On Wenlock Edge.” First published in 1896, some of its 63 pieces such as “The Isle of Portland,” “Reveille,” and “To an athlete dying young,” are titled, while others, like “Is my team ploughing,” are named for their first lines. For ten points, identify this collection of poems that includes such verses as “When I was one-and-twenty” and “Terence, this is stupid stuff,” a book by A.E. Housman. 

ANSWER: A Shropshire Lad

6. His dissertation research, which consisted of observations of the orbits of 90 eclipsing binaries, was directed by Henry Norris Russell.  While working in the position in which he succeeded E. C. Pickering, he discovered dwarf galaxies in Fornax and Sculptor.  In 1920, he and Heber Curtis participated in the so-called "Great Debate," in which he erroneously argued that globular clusters are located inside the galaxy and correctly argued that the Sun was not the center of the galaxy.  For most of his career, he directed the Hale Observatory at Harvard.  FTP, name this American astronomer who used Henrietta Leavitt's research on Cepheid variables to determine the size and structure of the Milky Way galaxy.

ANSWER: Harlow Shapley
7. A Council at Valladolid was called in 1550 to consider the issues surrounding this policy. 1542's New Laws unsuccessfully aimed at reducing the effects of it. Inevitably, religious reductions were offered as an alternative to it. Despite the fact that religious orders retained control over all lands under its jurisdiction, reformers like Bartolomé de las Casas sought to eliminate all systems under which natives were assimilated. Originally established by Isabella of Castile, the system divided lands among namesake colonials and assigned groups of natives to partitions. For 10 points-- what was this feudal-like system imposed on indigenous peoples by the Conquistadors? 

ANSWER: Encomienda
8. His daughters include Pidray, “she of the dew,” and Arsay, “she of the earth.” Known as Rapiu during the summers, he builds a silver temple to bribe his mother and deploys his messengers Gupan and Ugar from Mount Zephon. During a hunting expedition he has an affair with his sister who gives birth to a “wild oxen,” not the only time that animals would be involved in his sexual activities: indeed, before facing another enemy he steels himself by applying red ochre and making love to a cow 88 times. Although he is successful in defeating Yam, the dragon god of the sea, Mot, the god of death, proves too much for him and he dies. Eventually resurrected by his father El, for ten points, identify this Canaanite god of fertility, lightning, and thunder.

ANSWER: Baal

9. In chapter VII, “The Archaic Illusion”, the author discusses the relationship between the child and the primitive, citing Freud and Piaget. In considering Australia,  the work characterizes some of its aboriginal societies as “harmonic and disharmonic regimes.” Its analysis of China builds on Granet’s thory, while ideas on India’s “bone and flesh” system are compared to Held’s theory. The use of MBD and FZD in the Amazon is given as an example of a generalized exchange. This is considered superior to direct forms of exchange or moieties, because it can allow for multiple groups to come together, thus forming the title entities. Positing that rules of marriage arose out of need for promoting alliances between groups, FTP, identify this work of anthropology, written by Claude Levi Strauss.

ANSWER: The Elementary Structures of Kinship
10. An old flame of the main character’s strolls into town. Simultaneously, a mass murderer with an axe for one hand begins systematically eliminating the city’s crime bosses. Due to that person's dark appearance, he is mistaken for the main character.  The main character voiced by Kevin Conroy must now solve the mystery and deal with the rekindled romance with Andrea Beaumont. Featuring Abe Vigoda as the voice of Sal the Weezer Valestra and Mark Hamill as the Joker, For ten points, name this 1993 animated feature written by Alan Burnett and starring the Dark Knight himself.

ANSWER: Batman: Mask of the Phantasm
11. The chloroplasts in this organism are bound by three membranes instead of the usual two, leading researchers to believe they were derived from ingested algae.  Anatomically, these organisms have a complex cell covering called an amphiesma composed of flattened vesicles called alveoli, and a type of armor known as the theca.  However, these organisms are best recognized by their namesake structures, a longitudinal and a transverse one, which are set into grooves called the sulcus and the cingulum.  FTP, identify these protists that contain two whip-like tails for motility.

ANSWER: dinoflagellates
12. In one of his works, a young man discovers that his father is having a relationship with his boyhood crush, while a play of his features the young ward, Vera, who is married off by her stepmother so that she can possess a man all to herself. His short stories include a tale about a carriage full of men that won’t let the narrator and his friend, Filofey, pass, called “The Clatter of Wheels.” That work was published along with 21 others, including the opening tale, “Khor and Kalynich,” in a collection that relates the situations a nobleman from Orel encounters as he wanders the Russian countryside. His first effort at writing novels, Two Generations, was abandoned but its themes would be revisited in his most famous novel’s depiction of the struggles within the Kirsanov family. For ten points, identify this author of A First Love, A Month in the Country, Sportsmen’s Sketches, and Fathers and Sons. 
ANSWER: Ivan Turgenev

13. This phenomenon ends the Rabi cycle and is initiated by illumination of a two-level system by a coherent beam of photons. By definition the perturbing photon responsible for it is not destroyed and the probability of its occurrence is defined as the probability of the energy density per unit frequency times the Einstein constant, B21 (read: Bee-sub-two-one) and in its most familiar application, a pumping medium facilitates the population inversion necessary for its incidence. For 10 points-- name this form of optical amplification that is the basis of the LASER. 

Answer: Stimulated Emission
14. Joseph Roth's Radetsky March opens with an anecdote in which Joseph Trotta takes a bullet and saves the life of Franz Joseph I during this battle. The battle took place near the namesake village in an area between the Mincio and Chiese Rivers. One army advanced in a crescent pattern towards the forces of Maurice de MacMahon. MacMahon's forces were able to withstand the charge. The Franco-Sardinian army was victorious and MacMahon was created Duke of Magneta for his two victories that June. Despite the French victory, the crescent lines of the enemy inflicted almost 20,000 casualties while withstanding almost 20,000 of its own. For 10 points-- what is this 1859 Austro-Sardinian War battle, which inspired Jean Henri Dunant to found the Red Cross?

ANSWER: Battle of Solferino
15. Haydn did not write any symphony in this key, though it was used for both Prokofiev's last and in the death March first movement of Mahler's Fifth. The first notable work in this key was completed in 1801 and dedicated to Countess Giulietta Guicciardi while the second was completed in 1892. The two pieces had similar original titles-- the first was called "Almost a Fantasy" while the second was the first of a five-piece collection entitled "Fantasy Pieces." The first was later compared by Ludwig Rellstab to an event on Lake Lucerne, while the second was eventually hated by its composer due to its immense popularity under the title "The Bells of Moscow." Having a key signature that includes four sharps, like E-major, for 10 points-- what is this key of both Beethoven’s Moonlight Sonata and a Rachmaninoff Prelude?

ANSWER: C-Sharp-Minor 

16. Memnon, the Bishop of the namesake location, was the host of this event which was summoned by Pope Celestine and Eastern emperor Theodosius II. Minor results included the confirmation of the sanctity of the Nicene Creed and the rejection of Pelagianism, though its primary issue was the dual nature of Christ. Inevitably, the Assyrian Church broke away due to its result and the question of the nature of Christ remained unsettled for another twenty years until the Council of Chalcedon. Convened to repudiate Nestorianism --for 10 points-- name this third ecumenical council held in 431 in an Ionian city of Asia Minor. 

ANSWER: Council of Eephesus
17. His early work was done at the laboratory of Michel Chevreul, who invented a method making candles with “stearin.” Men like Jean Stas helped popularize and promote one of his greatest scientific achievements and in 1891this man received the Copley Medal of the Royal Society, one of the few foreigners so honored. The discoverer of cyanamide, he described an example of disproportianation in his namesake reaction where the presence of a strong alkali converts enzyaldehide to benzoic acid and benzyl alcohol. For ten points, identify this Italian chemist perhaps best known for his elaboration of Avogadro’s work on gases.

ANSWER: Stanislao Cannizaro

18. In its second part, the author discusses the concept of prejudice, contrasting Descartes and Schleiermacher’s theories of reason.  Later in that same chapter its author discusses the concept of life in Count Yorck.  In its third part, the author argues that humans are in the world through being in language.  The author takes his epigraph from Rilke, which leads into the first part’s discussion of aesthetics and Kant’s Critique of Judgment. Taking a concept from Book VI of Aristotle’s Nichomachean Ethics, this work asserted the primacy of phronesis and dialogue in human understanding. FTP, identify this book describing historical understanding and hermeneutics, written by Hans Georg Gadamer.

ANSWER: Truth and Method also accept Wahrheit und Methode
19. He is the subject of the PBS documentary An American Odyssey, based on Sir Brian Urquhart’s biography of him.  He was one of the co-leaders of the Institute of Pacific Relations with Alger Hiss, but his first job in government was as a chief analyst at the OSS.  Edward Stettinius sent him to London after he had been successful in his role in the U.S. delegation a year earlier at San Francisco.  He ascended to his most famous post after his superior Count Folke Bernadotte was assassinated, having been appointed to that post at the behest of Trygve [trig-vee] Lie [lee], and his resulting work brought him the Spingarn Prize that year.  FTP, name this man whose negotiation of an Arab-Israeli armistice earned him the 1950 Nobel Peace Prize, the first black man to achieve that honor.

ANSWER: Ralph Bunche
20. Ambrose Phillips adapted one of his works into English under the name The Distrest Mother. His verse includes a collection of Spiritual Canticles and an Ode on the Convalescence of the King. In one work, the title character sees a vision of her mother that turns to a mixture of blood and bones as she tries to embrace her; that same character is later defeated by the ascension of Joas. This author of The Nymph of the Seine published just one comedy, The Litigants, and only one of his tragedies, which takes place in Turkey, had a contemporary setting. That work centers on a title figure who is the victim of a plot by Roxanne and Acomat to overthrow the sultan. Bajazet was preceded by Alexander the Great and Britannicus, but none of these are as famous as his adaptation of Euripides’ Hippolytus. For ten points identify this author of such dramas as Mithridate, Berenice, and Phedre.

ANSWER: Jean Racine

21. Referred to as motivation for Jack Shaftoe’s actions in Neal Stephenson’s Baroque Cycle, it begins with a philosophical discussion about science, especially phrenology. The narrator relates the story of how he murdered a man and lived contently until he was comforted with the condition mentioned in the title, which the author describes as: “a paradoxical something…a mobile without a motive.” It has been adapted as a metaphor, generally referring to the tendency for children and other miscreants to do the exact wrong thing in a given situation. The narrator is finally forced to confess and it ends with the line, “To-day I wear these chains, and am here! To-morrow I shall be fetterless!–but where?” For ten points name this short story about an underdeveloped man and his condition, written by Edgar Allen Poe.

Answer: “The Imp of the Perverse”
22. Apparently true to the prediction of Nostradamus that he would die in a "golden cage," he perished in a accident while wearing a golden helmet.  Often influenced by his mistress, Diane de Poitiers, he was a fervent opponent of Protestantism who tried heretics in special courts called chambres ardentes.  He seized Calais from the English in 1558 and made peace with the Hapsburgs by the treaty of Cateau-Cambresis the next year.  The son of Francis I, three of his children with Catherine de Medici would later be kings. FTP, name this French ruler, the father of Francis II, Charles IX and Henry III.

Answer: Henry II

1. Chinese Poets from description, for ten points each:

A. This Tang dynasty poet often called the ‘Poet Sage’ is considered the greatest Chinese Poet along with Li Po.
ANSWER: Tu Fu or Du Fu or Du Shaoling or Du Gingbu
B. Also a Tang dynasty poet, this Zen Monk and member of the famed Tentai Trio was known as Big Stick, legend has it this six foot dude he came to a temple in East China riding a tiger and proceeded to drop knowledge.

ANSWER: Fenggan or Feng-Kan
C. A regional warlord during the Three Kingdoms period, this general and poet is often thought to have been cruel and treacherous as a result of his portrayal in Lou Guanzhong’s Romance of the Three Kingdoms; his most celebrated poem is “Though the Tortoise Lives Long.”

ANSWER: Cao Cao or T’sao T’sao
2. Its founder defined it as, "A critical reflection both from within and upon historical praxis in confrontation with the word of the Lord as lived and experienced in faith," FTPE: 

A. This was the definition given to which unsanctioned Catholic movement by Gustavo Gutiérrez. 

ANSWER: Liberation Theology
B. Liberation Theology came to prominence following a 1968 confence in this Columbian city. It later came to be known for its drug cartels. 

ANSWER: Medellín
C. One outspoken opponent of Liberation Theology was this head of the Congregation for the Doctrine of the Faith. He later became Pope Benedict XIV

ANSWER: Joseph Ratzinger
3. Identify the following divisions of fungi FTPE.

A. This division, also known as the sac fungi, produces spores in a type of namesake sporangium.  It comprises 75% of all fungi.  

ANSWER: Ascomycota
B. Since sexual reproduction is the basis for classifying fungi, it is difficult to classify those that do not rely on sex to reproduce.  Those that do not sexually reproduce are lumped into this category.  They are also known as mitosporic fungi.

ANSWER: Deuteromycota
This sibling group to Ascomycota also has a namesake structure in which its spores are produced.  It comprises three major clades: the true mushrooms, the rusts, and the smuts.

ANSWER: Basidiomycota
4. Name these Renaissance Humanists from description FTPE.

A. At the age of 23 this Italian proposed to defend to all 900 theses on religion, philosophy and natural sciences which became the Oration on the Dignity of Man in 1486.

ANSWER: Pico della Mirandola
B. This 13th century Geulph friend of Dante was part of the “Dolce Stil Novo”, and wrote about the philosophy of love in poems like “A Woman’s Orders.”

ANSWER: Guido Cavalcanti
C. This 15th century thinker revived Neoplatonism in his Theologica Platonica, which asserted the immortality of the soul.  He was also Pico’s tutor.

ANSWER: Marsilio Ficino 

5. Name the following composers who worked with novel instruments, for ten points each: 

A. This Estonian composer of the Cantus for Benjamin Britten uses a prepared piano in his work Tabula Rasa.

ANSWER: Arvo Part
B. The Ondes Martenot is used by this composer in his Turangalîla Symphony, you might know him better for his Quartet for the End of Time.

ANSWER: Olivier Messiaen
C. The composer, known for his Gebrauchsmusik and such works as Ludus Tonalis, wrote trios for the trautonium, an early electrical instrument. 

ANSWER: Paul Hindemith 

6. Identify the authors of these Historical American letters, for ten points each:

A. This drafter of the “Olive Branch Petition” argued in his Letters from a Farmer in Pennsylvania that in any argument between England and her colonies it was the mother country that was in the wrong.

ANSWER: John Dickinson

B. This mayor of Boston and ardent Federalist published a two volume set of his Letters Developing the Character and View of the Hartford Convention during the years 1820 and 1824.

ANSWER: Harrison Gray Otis

C. This prominent lawyer’s Letters of the British Spy, a satire of Southern living, was published anonymously in 1803. He would later run as a Presidential candidate for the Anti-Masonic Party 

ANSWER: William Wirt

7. Works by James Baldwin, for ten points each:

A.  Baldwin tried to symbolize unity in the interracial and intercultural relationships between characters such as Vivaldo, Ida, Eric, Cass, Jane, and Yves, but the novel’s real focuses is the depressing downward spiral of the drummer Rufus Scott.

ANSWER: Another Country
B.  At the end of this novel, John reaches spiritual "enlightenment" on the floor of his Baptist church.  Earlier, the reader learns of how John's father, Gabriel, went from being a teenage ruffian to a respectable Baptist preacher.

ANSWER: Go Tell it on the Mountain
C.  The third volume of Baldwin's collected essays, in its second section "Down at the Cross -- Letter from a Region of my Mind," Baldwin analyzes the Black Muslim movement and posits that non-violence is seen as a virtue in the black man because it keeps crackers from feeling threatened.

ANSWER: The Fire Next Time
8. Identify the following about population genetics FTPE.

A. This principle states that the genotype frequencies at a single gene locus will become fixed at a particular equilibrium value.  It is often stated with the equation p-squared plus 2 p q plus q-squared equals 1.

ANSWER: Hardy-Weinberg equilibrium

B. This formula states, under certain conditions, what the probabilities are for a given allele being represented any number of times in a random sample of gametes.

ANSWER: Ewens’ sampling formula

C. Named after an American geneticist and student of T. H. Morgan, this is the process by which the genomes of an asexual population accumulate deleterious mutations in an irreversible manner.  Sexual populations can easily reverse this process thanks to recombination.

9. Name these works by Sir Philip Sydney from description FTPE.

A. This sonnet sequence of 108 Sonnets and 11 Songs features the two eponymous celestially marked lovers.

ANSWER: Astrophel and Stella
B. A dedication to Sidney in Steven Gosson’s School of Abuse probably prompted the composition of this 1579 response. One of the earliest works of literary criticism, it describes its title subject as, at least, the equal of history or philosophy.

ANSWER: A Defense of Poesy or A Defence of Poetry

C. This short pastoral entertainment, which features the pedantic schoolmaster Rhombus, consists of a dispute between a shepherd and a forester for the hand of the title character.

ANSWER: The Lady of May

10. Name these Muhammad Ali opponents, for ten points each:
A. Known simply as “The Fight,” a 1971 Madison Square Garden bout against this man was Ali’s first loss in his sanctioned professional boxing career.

ANSWER: Joe Frazier
B. His last professional fight was against this right-handed Jamaican who would briefly be heavyweight champion. His chief claim to fame is that he gave Mike Tyson his first heavyweight title and by gave I mean he got knocked the f*ck out.

ANSWER: Trevor Burbick
C. This former liquor salesman and security guard challenged Ali to the title in 1975. Despite being heavily outclassed and outboxed, he did the unthinkable and knocked Ali down in the 9th. Though he lost the fight, a young Sylvester Stallone happened to be watching and was inspired to write the script to a little known movie.

ANSWER: Chuck Wepner
11.Eastern Religious Texts, FTPE: 

A. This Sanskrit term literally refers to a thread. Generally the term applies to aphoristic Buddhist manuals. 

ANSWER: Sutras
B. This Sutra of the True Dharma is central to the Mahayana Nichiren sect. 

ANSWER: Lotus Sutra

C. This shortest of the Perfection of Wisdom Sutras. This sutra was returned to China by the monk who completed the Journey to the West.  

ANSWER: Heart of Perfect Wisdom Sutra or Heart Sutra
12. Name these figures and places from Finnish Mythology, for ten points each:  

A. In the Kalevala this is the virgin goddess of the air, she described as an androgynous figure, though she is primarily thought of as female. 

Answer: Ilmatar 
B. Despite being a virgin, Ilmatar gave birth to this great bard and god of music. He was said to have the wisdom of the ages as he was in her womb for 730 years.

Answer: Väinämöinen
C. In the 16th song of the Kalevala, Vainamoinen journeys down to this underworld to seek the knowledge of the dead. Its is strikingly similar to Hades as he meets a ferryperson, a small girl, who takes him across the river. 

Answer: Tuonela or Tuoni or Manala or Mana
13. Answer the following about a novel and its author, for ten points each:

A. It begins with Dom Joao the V visiting his queen in order to make love. As the novel continues an enormous convent is built in the village of Mafra and the titular characters struggle to help Padre Lourenco build a flying machine.

ANSWER: Baltasar and Blimunda

B. This man who also wrote The Stone Raft is responsible for Baltasar and Blimunda.

ANSWER: Jorge Saramago

C. This Saramago work deals with the final 365 days in the life of a character who communes with the spirit of his sometime namesake, the real life poet Fernando Pessoa.

ANSWER: The Year of the Death of Ricardo Reis or O Ano da Morte de Ricardo Reis

14. Identify the following artists who painted memorable scenes featuring animals, for ten points each:

A. This chronicler of the daily goings-on in 18th century Venice is probably best remembered for his 1751 depiction of numerous upper-class spectators staring at a large rhinoceros as it munches away on some hay.

ANSWER: Pietro Longhi

B. This British author of the scientific treatise The Anatomy of the Horse put that knowledge to good use in his numerous images of lions assaulting horses against exotic landscapes.

C. Considered the most important woman artist of her time, this French artist’s most famous work was the massive 1855 canvas The Horse Fair.

A. Witte was made a count after securing favorable terms for his nation in this treaty ending the Russo-Japanese War. 

ANSWER: Treaty of Portsmouth 

B. Witte was the author of this document promulgated in 1905 by Nicholas II. It pledged numerous new liberties and rights to the Russian people.

ANSWER: October Manifesto  

C. The October Manifesto was necessitated by a rebellion precipitated by this event during which Father Gapon led protestors were fired upon. 

ANSWER: Bloody Sunday
16. Time to show off your knowledge of exchange traded stock options: 5-5-10-10
[5] This gives the holder the right to sell a fixed amount of shares of a particular stock at a specified price before a given expiration date.  They are used to hedge a long stock position or when a speculator is bearish about a stock. 
ANSWER put option
[5] This type of option gives the holder the right to buy a fixed amount of shares at a specified price before a given expiration date.  Holders of these are bullish about the security. 
ANSWER: call option
[10] This greek letter denotes the amount the value of an option changes with a $1 per share change in the value of the underlying security.  

ANSWER: delta
[10] This particular position is delta neutral and involves buying a call and put option at the same strike price.  In such a position a speculator hopes to take advantage of an increase in volatility of the underlying security.

ANSWER: Sir John Jellicoe and Sir David Beatty 

18. Goethe, he wrote some things…name them FTPE:

A. One of the things Goethe wrote was this treatise on the prismatic phenomenon of Light in 1810

ANSWER: Theory of Colors or Zur Farbenlehre
B. This autobiographical work, Goethe’s first success, features his own German translations of James Macpherson’s Ossian cycle and spawned a number of copycat suicides in Germany

ANSWER: The Sorrows of Young Werther
C. This epic poem, in hexameters, was written in 1797and traces the love of the two title characters during the French invasions of Germany after the revolution.

ANSWER: Hermman and Dorothea or Hermann und Dorothea

19. Iraqi History, FTPE: 

A. This man was the husband of Fatima and son-in-law to Muhammed. Following the death of Muhammed he defeated the forces of Aisha at the Battle of the Camel. 

ANSWER: Ali ibn Abi Talib 

B. According to tradition Ali was murdered during prayers by Kharijites and then buried in this holy city south of Baghdad. 

ANSWER: Najaf
C. The split by Sunni and Shia is often attributed to the battle of Karbala between Ali's son Husayn and Yazid I, the son of the inaugurator of this first caliphate.

ANSWER: Umayyad

20. Name the following Schubert Lieder, for ten points each
A. This piece was inspired by a Walter Scott poem and was originally the third song of Ellen Douglass the Lady of the Lake, who prays for protection from the King and Clan leader Roderick.  

ANSWER: “Ave Maria”
B. Derived from a Matthias Claudius poem, the music depicts one title character imploring the other to "Pass by! Oh, pass by!" Later Schubert adapted it into a quartet. 

ANSWER: “Death and the Maiden” or “Der Tod und das Mädchen”
C. Prior to his death, Schubert wrote this leider for soprano Anna Milder-Hauptmann. In its three movements, the title figure listens to the echoes from below, despairs, and then anticipates the coming of spring. 

ANSWER: “The Shepherd on the Rock” or “Der Hirt auf dem Fels”
