Toss-Up Questions

1. The final act features a discussion of “balancing the costs of the past,” while the second act revisits the topic of whether or not a legendary white horse exists on the property. A letter from Peter confirms many of the town gossips greatest fears about the fate of a dead wife. As it opens the housekeeper, Madam Helseth, exclaims that her master is using the mill path, but it turns out to be the pedantic schoolmaster who has come to enlist the protagonist’s aid against the new liberal party that counts men like Ulric Brendel as members. Ultimately, Professor Kroll’s questions prompt a confession from the new lady of the house that her actions may have caused the protagonist’s wife to drown herself in the pond. For ten points, identify this Henrik Ibsen drama that features Rebecca West and takes its name from Johannes Rosmer’s family estate.

ANSWER: Rosmersholm

2. First proved by Dirichlet, its holds for real numbers, complex numbers, and p-adic numbers, but fails for the rational numbers and for infinite dimensional normed vector spaces. This theorem's namesake formulated it in 1895 parallel to the concept of uniform continuity. Holding that if a closed set of points on a line can be covered by a set of intervals so that every point of the set is an interior point of at least one of the intervals, then there exist a finite number of intervals with the covering property, it is easily derived via the Cantor's intersection and Bolzano-Weierstrass theorems, FTP name this theorem from analysis which equates the compactness of set to its being closed and bounded. 

Answer:  Heine-Borel Theorem

3. One of the oldest deities, his consort was either Menhit or Satis, depending on which of his attributes were being venerated. In his four headed form he was known as Sheft-hat. Originally a river god and “lord of the cataract,” who guarded the source of the Nile, he was later replaced by Hapi in that capacity. However, this deity, whose centers of worship included Abu and Esna, soon came to be venerated as the god who ensured that the river produced the right amount of silt for agriculture. As an extension of working with silt, he was eventually associated with pottery, and he was said to create all children and their ka on his great pottery wheel. For ten points, name this god of architecture, a creator who was usually depicted with the head of a ram.

ANSWER: Khnum or Khenmew or Khenmu or Khnemu

4. It was called "either a muddy gutter or a second Mississippi" by Henry Lawson, who also wrote of a tedious-sounding trip along its length and a song about it that captures the dreary lives of black workers.  It passes through localities such as Menindee, Tilpa, Pooncarie, and Wilcannia, the latter of which marks the location where the Barrier Highway crosses it. Known by a different name after it passes the town of Bourke, it is joined by the Warrego, Bogan, and Paroo rivers.  Formed by the confluence of the Culgoa and Barwon rivers near Queensland, For ten points, name this river which meets with the Murray at Wentworth, New South Wales, and is technically the longest river in Australia.

ANSWER: (Murray-)Darling River [prompt on Murray before mentioned]

5. This sociologist advocated mercantilist trade policies as a way to promote local industries. However, this person’s notion of “straight economics” has been discredited, particularly the promotion of “import substitution” as a way to solve third world economic problems. This writer differentiated between two approaches to the moral status of labor the dialogue Systems of Survival. This author’s most famous work influenced Robert Caro’s The Power Broker, a biography of Robert Moses, with whom this thinker clashed on the Lower Manhattan Expressway.  In that work, this sociologist critiqued modernist city designs, instead advocating the emergence of spontaneous order in neighborhoods. FTP, identify this recently deceased woman who wrote The Death and Life of Great American Cities.

ANSWER: Jane Jacobs

6. This writer’s final work of fiction was a rumination on the truth called Maybe, it was preceded by a number of film scripts including The North Star and The Searching Wind. One of this writer’s most famous works was an adaptation of an episode from William Roughead’s Bad Companions and featured such characters as the no-nonsense maid Agatha and the collaborator Rosalie, who lies about Joe Cardin’s fiancé, Martha Dobie. This author of the memoirs An Unfinished Woman and Pentimento had a very public feud with Mary McCarthy and a public relationship with the author of such works as “The Big Knockover” and “Red Harvest:” Dashiell Hammett. Her most famous work was continued in Another Part of the Forest and features the characters Birdie and Alexandra, who are part of the Hubbard family. For ten points identify this author of Watch on the Rhine, The Children’s Hour, and The Little Foxes.

ANSWER: Lillian Hellman

7. Name's the Same! One figure of this name began his career as Cappadocian general and was the author of the military treatise, Strategikon. He became emperor following the death of his father-in-law, Tiberius II Constantine. The second of this name was a rival to John Frederick the Magnanimous and aided Charles V at Mühlberg. The third figure of this name was the grandson of the second. Following the 1584 murder of his father in Delft, he assumed the stadtholdership. He died in 1625 during Ambrosio Spinola's siege of his family's castle at Breda. For 10 points-- what was this name shared by a Byzantine emperor, an elector of Saxony, and a Prince of Nassau, and the speaker of the pompitous of love.

ANSWER: Maurice 

8. The name of this work is written in cursive in the darker left hand corner. Some critics have interpreted it as an account of the myth of the Sirens and see the black splotches as evidence that the pink rectangle depicted at the bottom is a fiery pit. The top of the work is also pink, and is clear of any blotches, though it does give way to a cool blue in the middle section. Two triangles decorate a rod that connects to a wavy pedestal that, in turn, is attached to what appears to be a hand crank on the left side. This piece reflects its creator’s maxim of a “taking a line for a walk” and its title alludes to the four bird heads that make up the title object, for ten points, identify this ink and watercolor drawing depicting a fantastic apparatus, by Paul Klee. 

ANSWER: Twittering Machine
9. The speaker invokes various scenarios including one “stretched on the floor” after “tea and cakes and ices” and another where a necktie “rich and modest” is ignored and “they will say… but how his legs and arms are thin.” The speaker then considers a “formulated phrase” that pins him to the wall before deciding to wear the “the bottoms of my trousers rolled.” It ends with a vision of “sea-girls,” but begins with an epigraph that quotes Guido da Montefeltro, from the Inferno. First published in a 1917 collection, that took its title by combining the main character’s last name with the words “and Other Observations,” on line 111 its speaker declares that he is “not Prince Hamlet” and the poem earlier features the refrain, “In the room the women come and go/ Talking of Michelangelo.” For ten points, identify this poem that begins “Let us go then, you and I,” a work by T.S. Eliot.

ANSWER: “The Lovesong of J. Alfred Prufrock”

10. In its first article the King was recognized as lawful sovereign and in the tenth the crown agreed to set aside millions for the establishment of a local commission. Later J.B.M. Hertzog, in accordance with this agreement and the Statute of Westminster, symbolically approved the decision of the king to abdicate. Queen Wilhelmina of the Netherlands had offered to mediate between the locals and Edward VII. The agreement was eventually signed at Melrose House, the home of George Hays. Though thirty representatives had been invited to represent each of two colonies, Jan Smuts was the lone representative of the Transvaal. For 10 points-- what was this 1902 treaty which provided for eventual self-government in South Africa at the end of the Boer War. 

ANSWER: Treaty of Vereeniging
11. Excess calcium chloride produced in this process replaced the hydrochloric acid by-product of its predecessor. Today use of the mineral Trona has partially usurped its utility. The idea for its central chemical mechanism was developed by Jean Fresnel, fifty years passed before the namesake Belgian and his brother developed the 80-foot-tall gas absorption tower in which downward flowing brine was interspered with an upward flow of carbon dioxide. 50% of its worldwide output is used in glass manufacture though it is also used in Ramen Noodles. For 10 points-- what is this chemical procedure that replaced the Leblanc process as a method of producing sodium carbonate?

ANSWER: Solvay Process

12. Two axiomatic treatments of this concept are the Friedman-Sheard theory and the Kripke-Feferman theory. The revision theory of this concept was advanced by Herzberger and Gupta and in their work it is defined in terms of Tarski biconditionals. Frege advanced a deflationary or disquotational view of this property, while H.H. Joachim was among the first to offer a coherentist view. Bivalence is the view that every proposition must stand in relation to this property, while correspondence theories like Logical Atomism hold that a proposition has this property provided that it matches up to things in the world. FTP identify this concept which describes the clues in this tossup, which may or may not set you free.

ANSWER: truth

13. It quotes Horace in its evocation of the South Sea Bubble and ends with a passage that expresses the sentiment that all the author has to recommend his ideas is “long observation and impartiality.” Ostensibly provoked by a Richard Price sermon, it rails against “the Old Jewry” and sings the praises of society’s “little platoons of association.” Much of the beginning seeks to differentiate recent happenings from the adoption of the Petition of Right and describes a “profane burlesque” turning what was once the National Assembly upside down. Many of the author’s earlier supporters—particularly Thomas Paine, who attacked it in The Rights of Man—thought that he betrayed his egalitarian principles. For ten points identify this work that argued for reform of the old regime rather than the titular alternative, the masterwork of Edmund Burke.

ANSWER: Reflections on the French Revolution or Reflections on the Revolution in France
14. This musical term first appeared frequently in lute tablature books in the 16th century for works conceived originally for the lute. Froberger wrote polyphonic ones, Zemlinsky’s The Mermaid is one for orchestra, and Erik Satie wrote a “serious” one for orchestra called La Belle Excentrique. In the 19th century, it came to refer to a potpourri of themes from operas, but Henry Wood composed one based on British Sea Songs for the 1905 centenary celebration of Trafalgar, and Busoni later used the name in a long piano work based on the final incomplete fugue from Bach's Art of the Fugue. Often given to musical pieces of no fixed form, FTP, name this type of composition one which was written on a theme of Thomas Tallis by Ralph Vaughan Williams.

ANSWER: Fantasia [accept Fantasy]

15. The temperature related properties of the Doppler Effect and Liquid Sodium metal provide two safety measures against the overheating of this device. The Coulomb barrier magnitude of 6.2 MeV (mega-electron volts) is not overcome by its initial input. However, spontaneous beta-negative of two successive generations provides a product with suitable excitation energy. That product's average neutron yield produces an efficient reproduction factor of 2.7, though the lack of a moderator such as water adds to the inefficieny associated with cooling. Currently a unit of this type is not operational in United States. Made possible by the innovation of Strassmann, Hahn, and Fermi --for 10 points-- what is this nuclear fission device which approximately every decade can output double its input fuel supply.  

ANSWER: Breeder Reactor
16. He once accosted his good friend John Everett Millais’ mother on the street in order to purchase A Dream of the Past, one of Millais’ works.  Late in life he returned to the theater with his dramatization of Zola’s L’Assommoir entitled Drink, but his first theatrical success was a collaboration with Tom Taylor, Masks and Faces.  He used that work as the basis for Peg Woffington, atypical of his novels of social critique as in his attack on prisons in It Is Never Too Late to Mend and mental asylums in Hard Cash.  His best known work also diverges in telling of the romance of Margaret and Gerard, a medieval couple.  For ten points, name this 19th-century English writer who wrote of Erasmus’ parents in The Cloister and the Hearth.

ANSWER: Charles Reade  

17. The garmets, sudre and kusti, the so called "armor of faith" are worn following a ritual bath by pre-pubescents as part of this religion's Naujote initiation ceremony. In addition to the Naujote, the only other formal requirement of members was participation in six seasonal festivals, the gahambars. The religion's holy book includes anti-demonic law, the Vendiad. The New Year, No Ruz, is a culmination of five days of celebration dedicated to a set of 17 hymns, the gathas. The religion of Gaspar, Melchior, and Balthasar, --for 10 points-- what is this religion whose Magi, or priests, who would have made initiates drink a sip of consecrated cow's urine to become a part the communion of Ahura Mazda. 

ANSWER: Zoroastrianism
18. She is the godmother to the first son of best friend Carrie-Ann Moss, who plays the same role for her.  Her first TV break came as one of the title characters in 1996’s short-lived Mr. and Mrs. Smith, and her first film break came as Kitty, the confidante of recovering junkie Ben Stiller in Permanent Midnight.  Like co-star Gwyneth Paltrow she appeared on the soundtrack for Duets.  She starred opposite Johnny Depp in Secret Window and as Mel Gibson’s former girlfriend in Payback, however audiences might know her best for time on ER as Dr. Anna Del Amico.  For ten points, name this actress who has more recently been lauded for her starring roles in The Cooler and A History of Violence.

ANSWER: Maria Bello
19. It is the subject of Peter Cozzens’ This Terrible Sound and Mary Lincoln’s brother-in-law, Brigadier General Ben Hardin Helm, died at this battle. It was preceded by near fatal blow for the Union, when its XIV Corps were trapped in McLemore’s Cave. Other key physical locations include Snodgrass Hill. It started when Braxton Bragg, reinforced by 12,000 men under Longstreet, lured part of the Union army south from the city and engaged them alongside the namesake creek. On the second day of this battle, which cost 4,000 lives, Rosencrans mistakenly ordered his troops to close a non-existent gap, opening a real gap through which Longstreet’s troops were able to storm and rout two Union corps. For ten points identify this battle that saw General George Thomas gain a new nickname for his stubbornness and saw a Confederate victory on September 19-20, 1863.

ANSWER:  Chickamauga

20. Chemotherapy drugs like irinotecan and teniposide work by inhibiting this class of enzymes.  Type IIB is generally found only in archaea and some higher plants.  This enzyme works by forming a covalent linkage between its catalytic tyrosine and either the 5-prime or 3-prime phosphoryl group of its target molecule.  Type IIA includes the most popular variety known as gyrase.  Use of this enzyme is not ATP-dependent, rather relying on the torque present in DNA to drive the uncoiling.  FTP, identify this enzyme that catalyzes the unknotting of strands in DNA replication.

ANSWER: topoisomerase
21. The defection of a local girl to live with a colonial butcher led to the Hone Heke-led Flagstaff rebellion in this modern nation. Hone Heke was dissatisfied with an agreement reached in 1840 and touched off a series of land conflicts that lasted almost 35 years. The locals were veterans of a series of earlier civil conflicts known as the musket wars and were able to endure the weight of the British onslaught, such as the bombardment at Gate Pa during the Tauranga Campaign. Ultimately the locals were unable to make the British honor the promises made to locals by William Hobson in Treaty of Waitangi. For 10 points-- what is southern hemisphere nation and home to the indigenous Maori people? 

ANSWER: New Zealand
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1. Answer the following about the Ent-scheid-ungs-problem, FTPE: 

A. The German decision problem, which sought a validity assessment of first order statements, was showed to not be possible by this pair. Later they generalized their approach via a namesake of an unrelated thesis. 

ANSWER: Alonzo Church & Alan Turing
B. Whereas Turing used his eponymous machine to answer the decision problem; Alonzo Church showed its unreasonableness via this construct consisting of a function definition scheme and transformation rule.

ANSWER: Lambda Calculus 

C. Church's Lambda Calculus was co-formulated by this American in the 1930's. He is also known for his unary star operator in which a set of strings is input and all possible subsets of strings are output. 

ANSWER: Stephen Kleene

2. Answer the following about a poetry collection and its contributors, for ten points each:

A. This collection of poems in five books by Baudelaire was the subject of much hand wringing and prosecution because of its lurid subject matter.
ANSWER: Les Fleurs du Mal or The Flowers of Evil
B. This man wrote the preface to the third edition of Les Fleurs du Mal.  His own poetry followed the doctrine of art for art's sake and some of his poetry includes Espana, La Comedie de la mort and Enamels and Cameos. 
ANSWER: Theophile Gautier
C. This poem from The Flowers of Evil finds the speaker annoyed at being on the titular island, which is sacred to the goddess of love, that is, until, he spots birds and animals fighting over the carcass of a hanged man.

ANSWER: “A Voyage to Cythera” or “Un Voyage a Cythere”

3. Name parts of the Catholic Mass: 

A. Between the liturgies of the word and Eucharist, the congregation recites this anti-Arian creed one of whose components led to the East-West schism of 1054. 

ANSWER: Nicene Creed

B. At the conclusion of the eucharistic prayer, the celebrant chants a form of this hymn which begins "Through him, with him, in him"

ANSWER: Doxology
C. During the communion rite, the celebrant invokes this hymn which invokes the suffering servant from Isaiah 53.

ANSWER: Agnes Dei (prompt: Lamb of God)

4. Answer the following about the son of Olympia Mancini and great nephew of Cardinal Mazarin:

A. Who was this Hapsburg general who late in life ended the Turkish threat to Vienna with a victory at Belgrade leading to the Treaty of Passarowitz. 

ANSWER: Eugene of Savoy 

B. Belgrade was not Eugene's first defeat of the Turks. In 1697 he defeated the Mustafa II at this Battle that led to the Treaty of Karlowitz.

ANSWER: Battle of Zenta
C. Eugene's most notable victories however were involved teaming up with the Duke of Marlborough for victories at Blenheim, Oudenarde and Malplaquet during this war. 

ANSWER: War of Spanish Succession
5. For ten points each, identify each of these works by Günter Grass.

A. The 1969 campaign for socialist Willy Brandt serves as the backdrop for this 1972 novel which interweaves recollections of Danzig with reflections of life and politics in Berlin.

Answer: From the Diary of a Snail or Aus Dem Tagebuch Einer Schnecke

B.  Loosely based on a Grimm fairy tale, this novel spans 4000 years.  The narrator appears in various incarnations but is always married to Ilsebill.  He maintains power through the aid of the title object, which later abandons him and offers its services to some radical feminists.

Answer: The Flounder or Der Butt

C. This 1961 novella follows The Tin Drum and precedes the epic novel Dog Years in Grass’s Danzig Trilogy.

Answer: Cat and Mouse or Katz und Mauss

6. Answer these questions about a phenomenologist FTPE:

A. This Moravian rascal wrote his dissertation, “On the Concept of Number” with Carl Stumpf, but may be better known for his concept of “bracketing.”

ANSWER: Edmund Husserl
B. Edmund Husserl wrote this 1901 work which sought to catalogue ideal mental objects, noemas, even arguing that through noema, a hallucination is intentional. 

ANSWER: Logical Investigations also accept Logische Untersuchungen
C. According to Husserl, this is the term for the substance of sensual experience, which are direct perceptions of objects.

ANSWER: hyle (I think pronounced by high-lay, but what do I know, I’m Anatole France?)

7. It can be expressed as n times lambda equals 2 times d times sin of theta, FTPE: 

A. This equation is an expression of which physical law. It is used to determine lattice spacing in X-ray crystallography.  

ANSWER: Bragg's Law 

B. A vector of these components is used to describe planes and directions in a crystal.

ANSWER: Miller indices

C. This construct from X-ray crystallography demonstrates the relationship between wavelength, diffraction angle, distance, and unit cell. 

ANSWER: Ewald's Sphere 

8. For ten points each, answer these questions about locations in Greco-Roman mythology:

A. The sulfurous vapors of this lake in Campania near Vesuvius gave rise to the belief that it was the entrance to the infernal regions; hence its name was used as a synonym for hell.

Answer: Avernus
B. Homer’s Odyssey opens on this island, where Calypso imprisones Odysseus for seven years.

Answer: Ogygia
C. This city-state lies on the eastern shore of the Black Sea along the valley of the Phasis River.  Jason and the Argonauts traveled here to steal the Golden Fleece from King Aeetes.

Answer: Colchis
9. Identify the creators of these works depicting Venus, for ten points each:

A. Along with Bougereau, this man dominated the Salon in the second half of the 19th century. His most famous work, painted in 1863, depicts a languorous Venus being born on a wave as five putti dance in the air above her.

ANSWER: Alexandre Cabanel

B. This Venetian’s 1550 work shows the moment when Hephaestus has come home to catch his wife with her lover. He snatches back the covers of the bed, exposing Venus, but Ares manages to avoid discovery by hiding under the table. He might be better known for his series of paintings depicting the miracles of St. Mark.

ANSWER: Jacopo Robusti or Tintoretto

C. This sculptor depicted Napoleon’s sister, Pauline Borghese, as the goddess of love reclining on a couch.

ANSWER: Antonio Canova

10. Answer the following about a task important to cognitive psychologists FTPE:

A. Devised in 1966, this logical puzzle consists of four cards with a letter on one side and a number on the other. Subjects have to infer the truth of conditional statements by examining a subset of cards.

 ANSWER: Wason selection task

B. Differential performance on the Wason selection task has been used to argue for the validity of this subfield of psychology that argues for massive modularity and whose proponents  include Jerome Barkow, Leda Cosmides and John Tooby.

ANSWER: evolutionary psychology

C. One advocate of evolutionary psychology is this Harvard professor, the author of The Blank Slate and The Language Instinct.

ANSWER: Steven Pinker
11. Answer the following about an international intervention, FTPE: 

A. In 1895 Russia, Germany and France strongly suggested that the provisions of this treaty be altered. 

ANSWER: Treaty of Shimonoseki 

B. The Triple Intervention was centered about this peninsula in southeast Manchuria, which the Europeans urged be returned to China. 

ANSWER: Liaodong Peninsula

C. This port on the Liaodong Peninsula was attacked by the naval forces of Admiral Togo in 1904, initiating the Russo-Japanese War.

ANSWER: Port Arthur
12. Questions about an element, FTPE: 

A. In May Spanish scientists learned that atoms of this metallic element become magnetic when they are clustered together. It has the highest electric conductivity of any metal. 

ANSWER: Silver 

B. Unusually broad nuclear spin resonance lines observed in metallic silver were explained in the 1950's by this eponymous coupling theory of conduction electrons. 

ANSWER: RKKY or Ruderman-Kittel-Kasuya-Yosida
C. In this experiment a beam of silver atoms, passed through a magnetic field, demonstrated intrinsic atomic spin. 

ANSWER: Stern-Gerlach

13. Identify the following about a novel and its creator for ten points each:

A. This 1909 work tells the stories of George and his uncle Edward Ponderevo who peddle their titular tonic and become very rich men. Eventually, however, the tonic is exposed as harmful and they lose their fortunes and lives.

ANSWER: Tono-Bungay

B. Tono-Bungay was written by this man whose other works include The World of William Clissold and The Island of Dr. Moreau.

ANSWER: Herbert George or H.G. Wells
C. This H.G. Wells novel tells the story of a man with the first name Alfred, who frees himself from his boring life as a shopkeeper by burning down his own shop and going to work at the Potwell Inn.

ANSWER: The History of Mr. Polly

14. Identify these Russian Generals, FTPE: 

A. Though he lost at Borodino, this Russian Field General defended his nation against Napolean's invasion.

Answer: Mikhail  Kutuzov
B. This Georgian General was killed at Borodino. He was the namesake of the Soviet offensive designed to clear Germans from Belorussia. 

Answer: Pyotr Bagration
C. The Russian general took part in Operation Bagration, served at both Stalingrad and Kursk and liberated Berlin. 

Answer: Georgy Zhukov
15. For ten points each, identify these composers of 9th symphonies:

A. Containing material from the composer’s abandoned opera Hiawatha, this composer’s 1893 work justified the belief that American folk music could produce a distinctive musical voice.

ANSWER: Antonin Dvorak 
B. The composer died before finishing this 9th symphony, leaving three movements extant: misterioso, scherzo and adagio. On the composer’s death in 1896, the manuscript passed to the composer’s student Ferdinand Lowe, who published it mutilated almost beyond recognition.

ANSWER: Anton Bruckner

C. If legends are true, this man’s Symphony #9, “The Gothic,” was inspired by the Cathedral of St. Ouen and is every bit the foil of his eight earlier organ symphonies. 

ANSWER: Charles Marie Widor

16. For ten points each, identify these Supreme Court decisions from descriptions:

A. The Smith Act of 1940, making it a crime to belong to organizations advocating the violent overthrow of the government, was upheld, effectively destroying the Communist Party as a major force in U.S. politics. The "gravity of the evil" allowed for the "clear and present danger" doctrine to be overlooked.

ANSWER: Dennis et al v. U.S.
B. This companion case to Brown vs. Board of Education was decided on May 17, 1954.  The court unanimously ruled that the congressionally mandated segregation of the District of Columbia public school system violated the 5th amendment’s due process guarantee of personal liberty.

ANSWER: Bolling v. Sharpe [accept either name or both in any order]

C. In this 1980 case, the court ruled 5-4 in favor of a General Electric engineer who had developed a bacterium for breaking down crude oil.  The decision stated “A live, human-made micro-organism is patentable subject matter under [Title 35 U.S.C.] 101.”

ANSWER: Diamond v. Chakrabarty [accept either name or both in any order]

17. Answer these questions about characters in Stephen Crane’s novel The Red Badge of Courage for the stated number of points.

A. [5] The events of the novel are filtered through the consciousness of this character, who first runs away from his regiment and later seizes the flag from the fallen color-bearer and leads the wavering troops forward.

Answer:  Henry Fleming [accept either name]

B. [10] Known as the “loud one”, he brags of his courage to the other soldiers, but during the battle he becomes frightened and gives Henry a packet of letters.

Answer: Wilson

18. For ten points each, identify these newer additions to the US National Park system.
A. This Alaskan national park, established in 1980, is the largest park in the US and contains more glaciers and mountains over 16,000 feet than any other location in North America.

ANSWER: Wrangell-St. Elias National Park

B. This newest addition to the National Park system, established in 2003, is the largest area of virgin southern bottomland hardwoods remaining in the US. It is located south of Columbia, SC.

ANSWER: Congaree National Park

C. This national park, founded in 2000, contains a large river valley of a Midwestern river whose falls have been eliminated by a series of dams and whose lower reaches were widely considered the most polluted river in the US in the late 1970s until anti-pollution measures substantially improved its condition.

C. This 1989 work by Gabriel García Márquez follows Símon Bólivar’s last voyage down the Magdalena River.

ANSWER: The General in his Labrynth or El General en su Laberinto
